Royce Smith set.
for big raise as

sewer director

Wayne County Commissioner Royce
Smuth (D-Bellewille), says it's by no
means definite, but he admits the
chances are good he will be vacating
his $16,000-a-year commission seat to
become the $35,000-a-year top adminis-
trator of the Huron Valley Sewer—bet-
ter known as *'super sewer. "’

"l can say one way or the other
just yet. But let me say the odds are
favorable But in this business you
can't be sure of too much of anything
until the votes are counted.”

Smith, who lives in Belleville, has
represented Plymouth, Canton, and
Westland on the board of commission-
ers for the last six years The position
that Smith may fill is a new one

Until now, the administration of the
proposed sewer has been handled by
existing county departments. At first it
was the responsibility of the road com-
mussion. Then last spring, the board of
commissioners created the board of
public works to take over the job.

The public works board has been a
sore spot with westem Wayne commu-
mties. L.ed by Canton Supervisor Har-
old Stein, 18 of the communities,
including Plymouth Township, joined
together to form the Huron Valley
Authority to try to ‘“take control of
super sewer out of the county's
hands "'

STEIN’S MAIN OBJECTION to the
public works board was and is its
make-up. He is angered by the fact
that no one from western Wayne
County—the area super sewer is sup-
posed to serve—was appointed to sit
on the board.

Claiming thgt without rcpresentatio}r;}&

the western suburbs would be ‘‘ble
dry” to pay for improvements to
Detroit sewer facilities, Stein rallied
the other communities and formed the
Huron Authority.

Smith said he sees part of the new
sewer job as ‘“‘sweethearting’ the
angry municipalities back into the
county ballpark

A bad rapport between the county
and the municipalities developed early
in the sewer program, he said, and has
become worse over the years. He
believes that his familiarity with the
western county communities will help
to get the relationship on a better foot-
ing.

Stein, however, remains unmoved in
his opposition to the control of the
sewer staying with the county. Smith's
appointment, he said, would do noth-
ing to change his mind.

“I haven't seen anything, yet,” Stein
commented. “That board is going to
have to make a lot more concessions
than that before I'm satisfied. It
doesn't matter who fills the job—he’ll
still have to report to the public works
board."”

THE PUBLIC WORKS board, which
is comprised of seven members, will
have the final say in selecting the new
head administrator.

In addition to a top man, the board

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Rec center roadblock lifted

After months of struggling with Can-
ton Township trustees, a group of
Dearborn developers think they finally
have come up with a package that will
allow them to build a proposed $ mil-
lion recreation complex.

Ned Apigian, architect-planner for
the developers, has worked out a deal
with the Wayne County Road Commis-
sion (WCRC) that could result in the
paving and widening of a one-mile
stretch of Haggerty Road between
Ford and Cherry Hill.

In September, the township board
requested Apigian to arrange for the
paving of Haggerty between Ford and
the Bedford Villa apartments to secure
site plan approval.

Apigian’s plan calls for the devel-
opers to pay the county's share (30 per
cent or $69,000) for paving %0 feet of
Ford Road south to “The Center."" As
part of \'ts road safety program, the
state of (Michigan will pave Haggerty
300 feet' north and south of Ford, in
addition to financing 70 per cent of
Apigian’s plan

If a proposed WCRC bond issue
passes early next year, the county
would likely pave the remaining por-
tion of Haggerty to Cherry Hill at a
cost of $250,000.

On the 16 acre site, devllopers pro-
pose to build 72 bowling lanes, five
bars, 21 racquetball courts, four tennis
courts and a movie theater—all housed
inside ‘the mammoth recreation
complex.

APIGIAN ADMITS, however, that
his clients are not elated over the most
recent turn of events. ‘‘They're exas-
perated with this ordeal and are not as
nearly as enthusiastic as they once
were.

“We've paid our share, signed the
document and tumed over a check to
the county for $69,000. I presume we
have four “'yes' votes on the Canton

Twp. hires
guards to
halt thefts

Thieves who've pulled off two night-
time jobs outside Canton’s new admin-
istration building better think twice
before they try to rip off any more
construction supplies from the site.

In an effort to foil robbers’ clandes-
tine plans, members of the Canton
Police Department and employees of
Metropol Security Guards, Inc. will be
waiting under cloak of night to nab
any would be thieves.

“The two thefts that have already
occurred at the construction site have
cost us money,"” said Mike Gorman,
township finance director. “We fig.
ured hiring security guards would be
cheaper than being ripped off again.

THE TWO THEFTS have cost the
township $2,000, according to Gorman.
Although the township carries building
construction insurance to cover stolen
supplies, the township must pay a
deductible of $1,000 on each theft

Last month, robbers stole supplies
worth a total of $6,000. On the weekend
of Nov. 20, the thieves carted off 268
corrugated metal sheets. About 60
sheets of metal roof decking were sto-
len Nov. 11. Because of the heavy
equipment needed to lift the metal
sheets, police believe the robbers are
somehow connected with the construc-
tion industry.

Canton Township Police Chief Wal-
ter MacGregor began assigning mem-
bers of his department to the construc-
tion site when work crews were not
there last Nov. 23. But because many
part-time members of the department
hold full-time day jobs, assigning offi-
cers to the midnight shift became a
problem.

As a solution, MacGregor, Super-
visor Harold Stein and Clerk John Flo-
din decided to hire a guard service to
patrol the building site when Canton

+police and constructioncrews are not

on duty.

Gorman, who's in charge of coordi-
nating the hours of the Canton police
and the guard service, says the town-
ship will pay Metropol Security
Guards $4 an hour for time spent on
the job.

An employee of the Wayne-based
security guard firm was scheduled to
begin his patrol at the construction
site Friday night. Gorman, who has
not yet determined a schedule for the
Canto police and the security guards,
said one person will shoulder the
responsibility of patroling the site
when work crews are not on duty.
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board. We’ll probably still get three

Apigian has requested to be placed
on the agenda of tomorrow's
(Tuesday) board meeting, where
trustees are expected to decide on the
fate of The Center ‘

Supervisor Harold Stein, John Flo-
din, Eugene Daley and Anne Bradley
are ‘‘yes"” votes, while the “no’" con-
tingency consists of Brian Schwall,
Lynn Goldsmith and Robert
Myers,according to Apigian.

“At no cost to the township or the
county, we are arranging a complete
improvement of Haggerty Road. From
now on, [ want to be treated a helluva
lot better out there with future
clients,”” Apigian said.

The developers figure they have lost
56 months of construction time and

well over $100,000 in trying to satisfy
Canton officials.

“THEY HELD BACK site plan
approval because of the condition of a
county | primary road—an issue that
really doesn’t concern them. Our site
plan was first class, they had no basis
for refusing it.

“We were willing to do anything
they said.

District judge’s
twice the state

A statewide survey of district courts
shows that 35th District Court Judge
Dunbar Davis is handling twice the
mumber of cases

In a one-year period, from July 1,
1976 to June 30, 1977, Judge Davis han;
dled 12,205 cases, compared to a state;
wide average of 6,724. ‘

For that reason, a state medical
report recommends that an additional
district judge start presiding over the
communities of Plymouth, Plymouth
Township, Canton Township, North:
ville and Northville Township on Jan
1, 1981.

In a report compiled by the Mich-
1igan Supreme Court administrative
staff, the 35th District Court was sub-
stantially over average in total case-
load, examinations
area population. Only one other dis-
trct in the state with a similiar popu-
lation showed up above average in all
three categories.

Supervisor Harold Stein and State
Rep. Tom Brown have been pressing
for a new court district that would
cover only Canton. But the state
supreme c¢ourt ‘‘discourages’’ this
move, according to a spokesman for
the state supreme court, “'in favor of
adding additional judge to District 35."

CANTON SUPERVISOR Harold
Stein said a branch office of the dis-
trict court should be open by July 1,
1978. Judge Davis, who already splits

Museum

The Plymouth Historical Society is
the benefactor of a $150,000 bequest,
which will be used to help cover. part
of the annual operating costs of the
Plymouth Historical Museum.

The Historical Society was the
major benefactor named in the will of
Minnie Ray, a longtime resident on
Fairground Street in Plymouth.

The Ray estate entered probate
shortly after Mrs. Ray died last win-
ter. The Irving and Minnie Ray estgte
includes the house on Fairground and
a number of valuable antiques, with
the total value expected to be some-
where between $140,000 to $150,000.

RICHARD GORNICK, president of
the Historical Society, said the
museumn board has voted to place the
money in the museum's endowment
fund, in a special memoriam account
named in honor of the Rays.

“Funds in our endowment fund are
invested with the interest earned then
used to help meet some of our annual
costs to operate the museum.

“In the near future it will cost about
$30,000 a year to operate the museum.
If we build up our endowment fund to
the point where we can earn $2,000 a
month in interést, then we can stay in
the black by adding in admission fees
and other receipts. "’ T

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Ex-judge Deyo dead at age 85

Within the last year, Harry Deyo
stood before a circuit judge in Wayne
County as counsel for one of his long-
time clients.

The years had left their mark on the
attorney with extensive experience in
municipal law and as a trial attorney.

But Deyo, age 85, wasn't yet ready to
step down from his active law practice
and was “‘standing at the bar’ one
more time.

In fact, Deyo did not “‘retire”” from
law practice until Nov. 28, 1977 when
he died in St. Joseph Hospital, Supe-
rior Township

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Despite a personal battle with the
physical affirmaties which age brings,
the spirited Deyo remained master of
himself and to the end retained that
professional independance which
marked his long career.

ATTORNEYS AND Plymouth gov-
emmental officials who had worked
with Deyo especially remember his
attention to detail and personal com-
mitment properly perform any work
taken on

After practicing law as a trial
attorney, Deyo was named Plymouth
City Attorney in October 1940 and held
that position until May 1969 when he
resigned to become Plymouth Munici-
pal Judge. Deyo served as municipal
judge "until Dec. 31, 1965, when by
Michigan law he was prevented from
running for re-election because he had
reached the age 70. 4

A former city commissioner and
mayor recalls Deyo's work as city
attorney. “‘Harry paid very close
attention to detail,” says Harold Guen-
ther. “*"When asked for a legal opinion,
he did his research thoroughly and
could always be counted on to submit
a detailed opinion. It was always care-

" fully prepared.”

Perry Richwine of Plymouth, a long-
time attorney, also recalls Deyo’s ded-
ication to work. “Harry was a very
spirited person, and a very capable
trail lawyer. He was a man of inde-
pendegnt mind and always worked hard
for his client.”

DEYO, born in Grand Rapids, was a
military man at heart

He served in both World War I and
World War Il and reached the rank of
colonel. A member of the US. Army,
Col. Deyo was in the Army Ambulance
service. After retiring with an Army
pension, Col. Deyo became active with
the American Legion and with the Vet-
erans of Foreign War

Deyo entered private law practice
with a law degree from USiversity of
Michigan, after ending his military
career. For awhile he worked for the
Attorney General's office in Michigan

He moved to Plymouth in 1941

After a few years as a tnal lawyer,
representing such clients as the Wilson
Dairy family. Deyo agreed to do some
tnal work for the Plymouth City

Attorney. That led to his appointment
as city attorney in October 1949

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Money and marijuana

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Psychiatric transfer appealed

An “emergency appeal’ will be filed
by attornies representing employees
and patients at the Reuther Long
Term Care and psychiatric hospitals
in Westland following denial by Sagi-
naw Circuit Court Judge Fred Bor-
shard of their request for a prelimi-
nary injunction to prevent transfer of
patients and layoff of employees.

Patients in the Reuther facility will
remain there at least until Tuesday
according to a ‘‘gentleman’s agree-
ment reached by attornies for both
sides in ‘a previous suit in federal
court.

A hearing on that request for a pre-
liminary injunction, brought by the
federally funded Wayne County Neigh-
borhood Legal Services on behalf of
patients in the Reuther unit, will be at
2:30 p.m. Tuesday.

Tuesday is also the day the appeal
will be filed i the Circuit Court of
Appeals. The appeal, according to
George Washingtom, attorney for the
American Federation of State, County
and Municipal Employees, will again
request a prelimimary injunction to
prevent the county from moving
patients out of the Reuther unit and
laying off employees.

Both of those actioms were planned
as preludes to the sale of the Reuther
building by the county to the state,
which would then renovate it for use
by psychiatric patients.

The state assumed operation no last
Thursday.

Because the appeal being filed is an
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“emergency’’ one, Washington said he
expects the court of appeals make a
decision “‘fairly quickly” on whether it
will hear the case—possibly within ‘‘a
few days.”

The case origimally was filed in
Wayne County Circuit Court: however,
all 31 judges refused to hear the case
because of a possible conflict of inter-
est. Wayne County is facing about a
$13 million deficit this year, and cir-
cuit judges operate under a budget
which, like the hospital facilities, is
funded by the county.

The case, therefore, was transfered
to Judge Borshard in Saginaw.

In rendering his opinion, Judge Bor-
shard denied the request for a prelimi-
nary injunction, which would have pre-
vented county action until the case
could be “‘tried on its own (legal)
merits."’

The judge also granted attorney for
the Wayne County Board of Commis-
sioners, Al Suchy, a summary judg-
ement. That means the case is
“dead.”” An appeal is possible in a

higher court; however, any further:

hearing on legal aspects of the case by
Borshard are prohibited.

Borshard's 2Y: page opinion ?‘.ays
that Washington “failed to state a
claim under which legal and .
relief could be granted. Borshard
also ruled that, according to the con-
stitutional and state statutes cited by
Washington, the county board of com-
missioners ‘‘is under no duty to oper-
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ate the long term facility or psy-
chiatric hospital.”

The county also is without obligation
to provide the kind of care or cost of
care in those facilities, his opinion
added. "“The decision to close the Reu-
ther and psychiatric facilities isn’t

subject to judicial review.

Borshard said Washington also
failed to show that the county had
“wrongfully refused to bargain' and
that it was without any obligation “‘to
bargain over the decision to close’ the
facility '

Two Plymouth Township residents
were killd, and two survived, when a
small aircraft they were flying in
crashed in a wilderness area in the
Smoky Mountains Thursday morning

In a separate incident, two other
persons were hospitalized Saturday
afternoon for injuries received in a
helicopter crash at Canton's Mettetal
Airport. Canton police officer Kathy
Petris was in the vicinity when the
crash occured at 4:09 p.m., Saturday

Officer Petris said the copter was
landing when it's tail hit the pave-
ment, causing the aircraft to spin. The
propellers and top portion of the cop-
ter were ripped off, sending the body
of the aireraft—with pilot and passen-
ger Inside—flying 30 to 40 feet. The
cab burst into flame upon impact

The pilot Frank Thomas, 45, of High-
land, and wife Mary, 49. were taken to
Wayne County General Hospital and.
according to Canton police, were in
fair condition. The cause of the crash
1s under investigation.

Thomas J. Shrewsbury, 34 and
daughter Laura, 13, were dead when
found by rescuers Friday afternoon
about 30 miles south of Knoxville,
Tenn. The tWo other Shrewsbury chil-
dren—Jeffrey, 10, and Jennifer, 8 —

were in critical condition when taken
to a Knoxville hospital. They both suf-¥

fered brnkcn/mcks and other injuries

but were expected to survive.

The two Shrewsbury children man
aged to stay alive despite being
exposed to 40 m.ph.winds and 27
degree temperatures for almost 30
hours.

Duck hunting scarce

The figures aren't all in yet, but they
don't look particularly good for south-
eastern Michigan duck and deer hunt,
ers.

Ducks were scarce in these parts;
and it seems to be part of a multi-state
problem. Mild weather during fall is to
blame.

“Many birds were stjll up in some
parts of Canada in the second week of
November,” said Ed Mikula. water-
fowl specialist for the state Depart-
ment of Natural Resources.

The weather turned cold in Septem-
ber but warmed in October and early
November.

Tree tips
for holiday

Although a Chnstmas tree 18 an
attractive addition to a home. it also is
a potential fire hazard.

Following a few simple safety tips
will reduce the danger

When buying a tree, make sure it is
fresh. If needles dro to the ground with
a touch, the tree is far too dry. Once
the tree is in the stand at home, it can
be kept fresh by making a diagonal cut
about two inches from the bottom
This will allow the tree to absorb
water from the stand. Always replen-
ish the water supply before it evapo-
rates.

Do not put your tree up near a fire
place, stove or radiator.

Use only non-flammable decorations
for the tree and for your home. Never
use lighted candles on a Christras
tree.

Before using Christmas lights for
interior or exterior decorating, check
each set for frayed. worn or cracked
insulation. Inspect the plugs for dam-
age. Kvery electrical fixture should
carry an approved test label from the
Underwriters Laboratroy (UlL)

Do not overload electrical circuits
Disconnect tree lights before leaving
the house or retiring at night

He is
afraid they may have gone into the
forest of the wicked witch who cap-
tures and eats lost girls and boys.

The parents rush into the forest in
search of their youngsters

The scene switches to the Black For-
est where the children have become
hopelessly lost and have eaten all the
berries they have found

THE CRUELTY of the original
Grimm'’s “Hansel and Gretel" was
tempered for the opera

In the spring of 1891, Humperdinck's
sister, Frau Adelheid Wette, was
arranging a children’s play. She asked
the composer to supply music for a
number of the poetic texts

As the two worked together, they
realized the possibility of creating
something more extensive than the
entertainment originally planmed

They chose the story of Grimm's
“Hansel and Gretel" and incorporated
some of the elements of another tale,
“Little Brother and Sister."

Evident in the opera is a real debt to
the music of Richard Wagner, The
endless melody typical of the Wagne-
rian operatic style is often present and
