Under a plan recently approved by |
the US. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD), applica-

tions for low-income housing construc- '

tion in Canton will not be accepted for
at least the next three years.

Grant coordinator Terry Carroll said
the area-wide Housing Opportunity
Plan (AHOP), which is used by HUD
and the Michigan State Housing Devel-
opment Authority in approving mort-
gage and rental subsidies, calls for no
construction of low-income housing in
Canton through 1982.

Carroll says Canton already has 12
times the number of low-income units
reported by surrounding communties
of comparable size.

Eligibility for federal community
block grants xs}based in part, on a
municipality’s illment of low-in-
come housing réquirements.

According to Carroll, Canton annual-
ly has received $40,000 to $50,000 from
that grant program for the last five
years. Township officials grant the

FEDERAL APPROVAL of rent sub-
sidies for two low-income apartment
complexes created an uproar among
| Canton residents in the summer of
1979. Homeowners near the construc-
tion sites feared a drop in their proper-
ty values. One of the apartment com-
plexes, near Joy and Sheldon, already
has been built and occupied. -

But the fate of another development
near the Pickwick subdivision at War-
ren and Lilley roads has been tied
in court.

The owners of the land ~+ Forest
City Dillon, Inc. — filed suit against
Canton after the Township Board de-
nied site plans for the project. The de-
nial was based on the premise that the
Pickwick Planned Unit Development
(PUD) agreement had been broken. Sin-
gle-family homes in the development
were built before apartments, contrary

\

to the sequence of construcuon outlined
in the agreement.

Township officials maintained that
the proper use of the land reverted to
single-family idential — the par-
cel's zoning before the 1971 PUD
agreement was signed. But in a 1979
complaint, Forest City Dillon charged
that the denial was based on an effort
“to exclude persons of low and moder-
ate income and minority groups from
Canton.”

According tp Carroll, the case is
awaiting trial in Wayne County Circuit
Court. . .

CARROLL SAID the AHOP plan at-

tempts to distribute low-income hous-
ing throughout a région “on a fair share
method.”

Bomb jars avy recruiting office

Seconds later, the jar exploded, dam-
aging surroundings but injuring no one.
Plymouth police are still puzzled by

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Michigan has more than 60 Christ-
mas tree farms, giving cut-it-your-
selfers more than 600,000 evergreens
and more than a dozen varieties from
which to choose.

Prices start at $3 for Scotch pines to
$30 for blue spruce and $25 for Douglas
fir. Eight farms sell trees by the foot,
varying from $1.25 to $3, depending on
the variety.

Sizes can range from foot-tall, tran-
splantable potted trees to shaped,
room-size Austrian, French and Japa-
nese pines and the white pine, Michi-
gan'’s state tree.

At many farms, children can see,

feed or pet everything from ducks and
hogs to horses, and enjoy free treats
like popcorn balls and hot cider. Some
farms even fedture visits by Santa
Claus.

Nearly half the farms will wrap
branches with twine for easy transport
while some will mechanically clean
trees of dead needles and other debris.

If planning a tip to a choose-and-cut
farm this season, AAA suggests these
tips:

® Take a hand saw. Most farms lend
saws but they could be in use, especial-
ly on weekends. Axes are banned.

® When choosing, remember that
most pines and Douglas firs hold
needles, and spruces and balsams shed
quickly if not cared for properly.

@ After deciding on a tree, saw the
trunk close to the ground.

® Although most farms have twine
to tie trees to cars, take rope just in
case. Tie the tree’s base at the front of
the car.

@ Store trees in a bucket of water in
a cool area. Before placing in a stand,
diagonally cut an inch or two off the
base to help the tree absorb water. Fill
the stand with water daily.

® Avoid placing trees near heatmg
ducts or open flames.

“Melody Madness,” “Touch Me,” “Quiz Whiz,"
“Brain Baffler” and “Maniac.”

Besides the intriguing names, they all share a
common part — a thumbnail size microprocessor
clnp which according to one Detroit area toy re-
tailér, “makes the games do what they do._ ‘

THE PORTABLE electror@or computer games
have memories and simulate a variety of sounds
from explosions to beeps. In their fourth year on
the market, the games are expected to be heavy
Christmas sellers.

Back in those ancient days known as the 1960s,
the only electric games you could find were of the
football, baseball or basketball variety.

Just plug them in the wall socket, get that metal
surface vibrating and watch your players move in
the wrong direction. It always messed up your
strategy.

Nowadays, the electric games, even though they
are still available, have taken a back seat to the
portable electronic and video games that connect
to the TV set.

MORE THAN 300 electronic games are made by
a vartety of toy manufacturers, said a spokesman

for Circus World Toy Stores Inc., a Taylor-based
company with 13 stores throughout the Detroit
area.
The price tags range from $7-§10 for electronic
to amuse an infant to $100 and up for se-
rious items like a Horse Race Analyzer for the re-
fined track bettor. The video games, which were
first introduced in bars, sell for between :140 and

MANZELLA SAYS it’s “dumb.”

I mean it's
stupid if you ask me.” ‘

Matel's Horse Race Analyzer for $100 has
stumped even electronic game veterans like Man-
zella.

“About one o’clock, I started it,” he said. “About
five o'clock I still couldn’t figure it out.”

The game provides betting advice after you plug
in the pertinent information from published racing
sheets.

‘Like Horse Race Analyzer, a number of the
games don’t really have age limits.

“Quiz Whiz,” for example, has accessory cas-
settes — at $6 each — available covering; science,
math, people and places, sports, books and movies,
The game itself sells for $27.

MATEL’S ELECTRONIC football and auto race
games in 1977 and Milton Bradley’s “Simon” in
1978 were the first computer chip games on the
market, according to the Circus World spokesman.

Since then, many manufacturers have copied
those forms and others have tried to cash in on a
fad.

“Touch Me” for $13 is a “Simon copy cat,” says
Manzella. The players repeat the series of sounds
the machine makes.

A “Star Wars” game for $28 appears to just make
a lot of noise as player opponents flash laser lights
at each other. “It’s disgusting,” said Manzella. “It’s
all the movie.”

There are games “straight from the pinball ar-
cades,” Manzella says and modifications of popular
bar games like “Space Invaders.”

A “Horoscope Analyzer” for $50 is “dumb,” if yob
ask Manzella. “You could get the same answer put-
ting a quarter in a machine.”

A GAME called “The Generals is similar to the
non-electronic “Stratego.” And “Battleship” is nodr
known as “Electronic Battleship.”

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A survival seminar

Community leaders search for saving

By C.J. RISAK

It was appropriately titled a “surviv-
al seminar.”

Fifteen Wayne County communities
responded to Westland Mayor Thomas
Taylor’s invitation for a meeting last
week to discuss ways to combine re-
sources and collectively save money.
The call for cooperation was an at-
tempt to deal with the latest series of
state aid cuts to local governments.

Among the diverse group of com-
munities in attendance were Garden
City, Redford Township, Canton Town-
ship, Plymouth, . Northville, Trenton,
Belleville, Allen Park, Melvindale, Lin-
coln Park, Inkstgr, Dearborn Heights,

The seminar served more as an ice-
breaker, with local leaders dicussing in
general terms what could be shared be-
tween communities. For instance, lead-
ers agreed that inventories listing
equipment each community had would
benefit everyone.

SEVERAL OTHER topics also were
discussed. Another meeting, planned
for Jan. 22, will have department di-
rectors from each community discuss
in'more specific terms how they could
work together.

That meeting will be divided into
four sections of study: public safety
(police, fire and building departments),
public service or works departments;

human resources (parks, recreation,
senior citizen programs, etc.).

“One of the positive things that came
out of Proposition 13 in California was
the cooperation between communities,”

“ said Linda Barnes, liaison to local gov-

ernments from the State's Office of
Management and Budget, who ad-
dressed the officials at the meeting.

“They investigated the kind of ser-
vices they may cooperatively provide
to reduce costs,” she said.

MS. BARNES pointed out several
trends in local government from 1978-
80. Included were expenditures rising
faster than income, an increase in the

Rockwoed and Romulus. The mayor’s
staff had sent out 45-to-50 invitations
to about 34 cities and townships.
“Cities tend to suffer alone,”
Taylor said before Monday's meeting.
"Aren’t there some things we can do
collectively (to save money)?"

Before, all he had to prove (in a lung
case) was that there was some dust in
the air. The same is true with mental
illness claims, too.

@ “It excludes injuries in the social
and recreational sphere — for exam-
ple, a worker goes out for lunch and
has an accident on the way back from
the bar, or he’s hurt playing baseball on
a company team.

Two state repraentatives who say
they are against abortion are taking a
lot of heat from Right to Life constitu-
ents for voting to uphold Gov. Millik-
en’s-veto of an anti-abortion measure.

Reps. Jack Kirksey and Sylvia Skrel,

" both Livonia Republicans, say the bill

was badly drafted.

They denied Milliken had pressured
them into upholding his veto. “His aides
don’t even talk to me,” added Kirksey.

THEY BLAMED the “inflexibility”
of anti-abortion lawmakers for the fail-
ure of the bill, which received the nec-
essary two-thirds vote in the senate but
fell six votes short in the house.

In separate interviews, Kirksey and
Skrel gave almost identical reasons for
opposing the measure.

“There were six or seven votes that
would have added language on what to
do in case of incest or rape,” said Kirk-
sey. “The pro-lifers fought them all. In
the absence of anything addressing
these problems, I couldn’t support it.

“I told then:} ‘You're being totally in-
flexible. You're almost going to guar-
antee a veto, and you don't have the
votes to override.’

“I supported the original bill -- reluc-
tantly -- to keep good faith. But I never
committed to|support an override of
the governor’s veto. They (Right to
Lifers) assumed I would vote to over-
ride. ¢
“I've had a pro—hfe record for my
3% years in the legislature. . . M y

personal conscience is completely
clear.”

“IT'S GOING to look like I'm pro-
abortion,” said Skrel, who has been in

the legislature less than a year. “I'm
anti-abortion.
“The mother house (of the Felician

Sisters), the college I graduated from

-(Madonna) and Ladywood High School

are in my district. But I had to act like
a leader and a state representative,
and not a Roman Catholic,” Skrel said.

“It's the hardest vote I ever had to
cast.” »

She, too, objected to the anti-abortion

legislators’ rejection of amendments
that would have governed cases where
pregnancy resulted from incest and
rape.
“The original bill was the home-heat-
ing assistance bill,” she said. “We sent
the senate .a home-heating bill and got
back an anti-abortion bill (because of
the amendments to pl‘Ohlblt use of
Medicaid to pay for welfaré recipients’
abortions).

‘There was a big question whether it
(the anti-abortion amendment) was
even germane. Even if there had been
an override, it would have gone to
court. It was not a ‘“clean bill,” said
Skrel.

KIRKSEY SAID that the night be-
fore the legislature voted on the over-
ride proposals, Right to Lifers called a
“hurry-up” meeting at St. Michael
Catholic parish where his home tele-
phone number was given out to the au-
dience of 300.

“Many called my home, and some
were very abusive. My wife took the
calls because I didn’t reach home until
after 11 pm. I'm disappointed they
would call me at home and place a bur-
den on my family,” he said.

Hopefully, a police officer is highly skilled at
pursuit driving. Nevertheless, automobiles moving
at high speeds are a real danger, whether the driver
is a policeman or holds some other job.

Within the past few months, local police, county
deputies and state police were engaged in a chase
that lasted for miles and resulted in speeds of 80-

- 100 mph.

That chase was dramatic, and fortunately no in-
nocent bystanders were hurt.

Music never has been a big part of my life.

So it was difficult for me to imagine why hun-
Jireds of thousands of persons steod out in the cold
t0 memorialize some guy who gained fame singing
‘I Want to Hold Your Hand.”

Initially, I tried to ignore the hysteria.

But for days after John Lennon was shot, 1 was
inundated with this Beatle thing — in the newspa-
pers, ‘on television, radio, in the office, at lunch —
that's all anybody would or could talk about.

Greater suburbia was a large part of this strange
ritual of grief. :

Record shops were swamped with the bereaved
scooping up Lennon hits; kids moped around the
halls reminiscing about a 40-year-old who became
ramous before some of them were even born; su-
nurbanites unfamiliar with downtown Detroit
flocked to Kennedy Square to commiserate.

Even the president of the United States was com-
pelled to make an official statement.

. A columnist would be remiss to ignore such an
outpouring of erhotion. So I investigated.

For days I read and listened about and to this
¢lobal strolling minstrel whom a hefty portion of
the world obxiously idolized. |

I FOUND this rather pleasant person who pos-
sessed a somewhat above average talent to write a
catchy tune and was intelligent enough to capitalize
on this modest gift. He loved his child and adored
his wife. Y

Those who worship him as the guru of the '60s are
mistaken. They do him an injustice.

Rather. he was a product of his time. To some
degree he was the epitome of .the middle class

dream.

Like many his age, he enjoyed music, smoked a -

little pot, experimented in trendy philosophies and
enjoyed the hell out of making millions of bucks. No
apologies needed. ‘

Toward the end of his lifé, as reflected in the now
famous Playboy interview, he had surmounted the
dangers accompanying fame, fan adulation and

wealth which had destroyed so many of his musical

contemporaries.

He had reached a state of maturity which many
of us never attain.

Therein rests the true quality that was John Len-
non and the real tragedy of his death.

“The people who are hung up on the Beatles’ and
the '60s' dream missed the whole point when the
Beatles’ and the '60s’ dream became the point . . .
It's not living now. It's an illusion,” he said.

* Tronically, many of his followers clutch the illu-

sion, forsaking their reluctant master’s word.
. IN SOME WAYS it was the illusion which killed
John Lennon. It was the naive belief that if we all
tlosed our eyes and wished hard enough, we could
be the forever youthful Peter Pans and we _could
live in a world devoid of violence and deprivation.
» But we do live in a violent world, and no amount
of singing and getting high will yvish it away.
Change takes involvement, a commitment to now
4nd the future — not yesterday. .
For John Lennon and thousands of others who die
violently each year that change came too }ate, de-
aied by those who would rather live an illusion.

A police officer wouldn’t think about firing a re-
volver at a suspect in a crowded department store.
Yet weapons are sometimes fired in high-speed
chases involving automobiles. How much of our
community remains rural enough to make such
shooting safe?

As in most issues involving conflict, the action
warranted depends on the individual circumstances
and requires the best judgment of the officer on the
scene.

We ought to equip the officer by giving him some
help ahead of time, before the chase begins.

We ought to help the officer by spending some
time, now developing guidelines suggesting when
certain actipns are appropriate and when they are

not. i .
Canton ipolice chief Jerry Cox says he
| L

discourages high-speed chases except for very se-
rious crimes such as suspected homicides, thefts in-
volving large amounts of money and serious as-
saults, or if giving chase were the only way a sus-
pect could be identified.

Chief Cox, and most other police officials, stress-
es, though, that the decision to begin a chase boils
down to the individual officer’s perception and
judgment.

PLYMOUTH POLICE Chief Tim Ford is among
those who believe officers must be given latitude to
act when action is needed. But Chief Ford also be-
lieves officers should be equipped in advance with
policy guidelines concerning high-speed chases.

And so the city has come up with a new policy to
help officers make that initial decision on whether
to make a chase and under what conditions the pur-
suit should be halted.

Among other things, the policy gives an officer

Doeg the seriousness of the incident justify a fast
pursuif that is ansafe?

officer alone and can he receive assistance? Is there
a safer way to catch the suspect?
- Thege questions should be reviewed and ad-
dressed by all police departments and agencies.
Speed |is dangerous, even for |police officers, and
therefpre a high-speed chase should never begin
unless|essential.

Careful consideration should be given to adopting
the begt guidelines possible — the lives of the police
and bystanders deserve nothing less.

Kids get hit during

“Around the holiday season, there is
an increase in the severity of child
abuse,” s#d Dr. Charles Hostetler of

' the Children’s Protective Service of

Wayne County.

“There is an increase_in the number
of children placed in emergency shel-
ters.”

In his opinion, the worsening of the
child abuse problem at a time when ev-
erything should be magical and festive
is because of heliday anxieties.

“The holiday adds stress to people al-
ready under stress,” he said.

“For an ADC mother struggling to
pay the rent and support her family,
the additional problems caused by

. Christmas may cause her to lose con-

trol. So it becomes the straw that
breaks the camel’s back.” )

He recalled a case concerning a
mother who gave a plastic racetrack to
her youngsters as his Yuletime treat.

“She used that very toy to beat him
after Christman,” reported Hostetler.
“It left a distinct imprint on the child’s
back and arm. It was not permanent.
The child was a victim of the mother’s
loss of control. The kid didn’t obey an
order quick enough.”|

Hostetler, who does intake work and
'screens child abuse cases coming to his
agency, has seen mare than ebfugh in-
juries done to children to last a life-
time. He is painfully away that one of
'the most common ways to hurt a child
is with a extension cord.

' “SOME PEOPLE say it's just an or-
lldmary punishment,” he said. “But it
leaves distinct marks. I've seen chil-
dren with permanent scars from it.
Belt whipping is common. But I didn’t
expect to see a kid deliberately
'whipped with a belt buckle.”
E:.Mmlmqmtmeﬂ:oduaedto
urt youngsters, he pointed out. “Par-
stick part of the body<into hot wa-
, or spill hot oil on them,” he contin-

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ued. “Most of these immersion burns
are distinct. There is' a line showing
how far the body was immersed.”
Hostetler stressed in an interview
that abuse takes place among people in
all walks of life and economic classes.
In remarks made at a press conference
last week in Detroit, he asked the pub-

lic to call his agency to report observed

cases of this abuse

The press conference was called by
the Exchange Club of Detroit to an-
nouce its adoption of the problem of
child abuse and neglect as its national
issue. It spokesman, Joe Neussen-
dorfer, explained that various Ex-
change clubs around the country may
soon set up local programs on child
abuse similar to a successful one start-
ed in Little Rock, Ark. It is called
SCAN (Suspected Child Abuse and Ne-
glect).

One of the hallmarks of the SCAN
project is the training of volunteers to
work directly with abusive parents and
their children, giving advice on parent-
ing and serving as role models. SCAN
also aims to educate parents on child
development, and to refer them when
necessary to community agencies for
more intensive therapy.

OTHER OBJECTIVES of SCAN are
to bring about the responsiveness of so-
cial institutions to the needs of abusive
families, and to promote the develop-
ment of Parents Anonymous, an organ-
ization which offers counseling to abu-
stve parents. -

The Exchange Club hopes to prevent
abuse by supporting .programs like
these, said Neussendorfer. He said that
six clubs in Michigan, including one in
Muskegon have already indicated an
interest in promoting the SCAN philos-
ophy.

Several members of the media and
some of the professionals in the child
abuse field questioned whether the Ex-

|
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change program would duplicate ser-
vices already in place in Detroit.

Ruth Baker of Children's Hospital
suggested that the club provide finan-
cial backing for 'programs now in exis-
tence which are being forced to curtail
their work in child abuse because of
budget cuts. |

Neussendorfer did not reveal what
specific plans the Exchange Club of
Detroit had in mind to meet its new
commitment to improving the abuse
situation. | ‘

A representative of Parents Anony-
mous, using only her first name, Con-
nie, indicated to those present that
there is enough room in the child abuse
scene for many kinds of help.

“The people we c&unsel need a lot of
support,” she said, “all they can get.”

She added:| “Not every agency or or-
ganization is for every parent. Our par-
ents are oft% isolated people with no
friends. They don’t feel they can go to
their own fﬁ‘mily about their abuse
problem. In many cases their own par-
ents once abqsm them.

|

“We (in PA) give one-on-one counsel-
ing for two hpurs once a week, Why not
have one-on-one in the home? The
mother can be told what’s normal in
raising kids, (that kids are often slow in
going off to’ school, for example. She
can also be told that it is OK to get
angry if it's not directed at the children
in the form of physical violence. Abuse

is a parent losing control and not being
able to handle it. |

\

MANY PAR DON'T under-
stand what having a baby means, she
continued. “They to know how to
raise their Kids,” she said. “We regard
neglect also{as child abuse. Some par-

ents are not f or clothing their
children properly.

marriage together. But babies don’t re-
spond right away. It is the child who
needs the mother’s love.

“Our goal today is prevention. For
that we need a lot of support.”

Dick Padzieski, deputy chief of the
criminal division of the Wayne County
Prosecutor’s Office, briefly explained
the problem in a recent case in Detroit
of serious abuse. No one in the family
was charged.

“We have to have evidence as to who
did it,” he said in a pre-conference in-
terview. “It is hard to prosecute when
there is more than one adult in the
house.”

At the conference he added that “this
does not mean the case is closed. Evi-
dence could come in later that could
result in a warrant.”

HOFSTETLER TOLD conference
participants that the best way to have
child abuse recognized and acted upon
is to report cases to the county Protec-
tive Services Agency. It then checks to
see if the report can be substantiated.

(According to Len Cottrell of the
state Children’s Protective Services,
there were 5,300 substantiated cases of
child abuse in Wayne County in 1979.
The number grew to 5,922 ccases in the
first 11 months of 1980. This was a 17.7
percent increase over the first 11
months of the previous year.)

Hofstetler said his agency could in-
vestigate an abuse case only if it was
reported by the child himself, a friend
or a neighbor. Professionals such as
doctors and 'nurses are mandated by
law to report these cases.

He told the press conference, “We
need to hear from the public.”

The number to call in Wayne County
to report abuse is 256-9661. The num-
ber in Oakland County is 858-1590.

isonous when ingested, says Robert
Rcm coordinator of drug and ponson
information at Providence Hospital in
Southfield. Traditional holiday plants
of this nature include the holly, mistle-
$oe, poinsettia and the Jerusalem or
Christmas cherry.

* Tucker points out that holly is an ev-
ergreen plant with leaves that are dark

n with coarse spiny teeth. The
small flowers of this plant are replaced
by bright, red berries. As the plant
dries, the leaf and berry stalks become
very brittle and shed freely. The toxic
portions of the plant are the leaves and
‘especially the berries. All species of

this plant are poisonous. The symptoms
associated with this type of poisoning
are nausea, vommng, diarrhea and
mental confusion.

Ingestion of the red berries will pro-
duce severe gastrointestinal distress,
while the leaves will cause neurologi-
cal changes. Dehydration and electro-
lyte depletion can occur rapidly be-
cause of the intense vomiting that is
experienced. It is imperative that the
patient seek medical attention in the
emergency room of the closest hospi-
tal.

THE MISSLETOE PLANT noted, :

Tucker, is a woody evergreen shrub
with a bushy growth pattern. The flo-
wers are small and inconspicuous. The

fruit is a small white berry which cov-
ers a short spike at the base of the leaf.
The berries of the plant are highly tox-
ic but other parts of the plant may be
dangerous.

The major symptoms exhibited in-
clude nausea, vomiting, diarrhea and
stomach and intestjnal irtitation. Other
symptoms can be respiratory difficul-
ties, bradycardia, convulsions, halluci-
nations, coma and possibly death.

The ingestion of one or two berries is
sufficient to cause significant toxicity.

. Eating any portion of the mistletoe es-
pecially the berries requires immedi-
ate medical treatment and the person
should be brought to the nearest emer-
gency room.

The most common of all the Christ-

mas plants and one with a poisonous
reputation is the poinsettia plant. This
reputation is not justified. The tradi-
tional house plant is a hybrid and has
not been associated with any reports of
fatalities in this country. However,
symptoms which can occur from inges-
tion of this plant include abdominal
pain, diarrhea and intense vomiting.

If a portion of the'plant is chewed,
irritation of the mucous membranes
may lead to swelling of the mout and
throat. A generalized dermatitis can
occur if the milky say comes in contact
with the skin. Temporary blindness can
also occur if the sap is rubbed into the
eyes.

Beware of those pozsonous Chrlstmas plants

Treatment consists of washing the
sap from the skin with soapfand water.
The eyes should be seen by a physician
or ophthalmologist for further evalua-
tion of any eye irritation.

(Christmas cherry) is a shrup or potted
plant featuring the leaves and possibly
the fruit. The unripened befry hgs the
highest concentration of a| toxic sub-
stance which acts as a dey?ressant to
the heart.

THE JERUSALEM fHERRY

Symptoms that can be sgen include,
nausea, vomiting, diarrheaj headache,
blurred vision, dulling loeJ‘ senses and
paralysis of the hands and fget. Skin ir-

ritation can optur with direct contact
with lhe fruit of the plant. Treatment is
basically the same as that described
for the holly plant. Skin irritations can

be handled by thoroughly washing the

area with soap and water. A physician
should be contacted for further evalua-
tion.

It is strongly recommended that all
decorative Christmas plants be kept
out of the reach of children. The Poison
Information Center at Providence Hes:
pital is available 24 hours a day to han-
dle any questions that may arise.re-
garding poisonous plant ingestions. The
