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Legislators rene

A bxparman team of state represent-
atives is seeking a ballot position for
proposals that would cut property tax-
es and replace the lost revenue with a
1.5-cents sales-tax increase.

Co-sponsors are Republicans Roy
Smith of Saline and Mark Siljander of
Three Rivers, and Democrats Tom
Brown of Westland (whose district in-
cludes Canton) and Claude Trim of
Davisburg.

Smith was a co-sponsor of the 1980
Smith-Bullard plan, which was
overwhelmingly defeated by voters. It
called for property-tax reduction with
lost local revenue to be made up by a

personal income tax increase. Its only
substantial support came from the
Michigan Education Association.

Siljander promoted a plan to cut

property taxes and replace them by

raising the sales tax from four cents to
5.5 cents on the dollar. Siljander’s plan
failed to get on the ballot, but a similar
proposal was endorsed by a bipartisan
leadership group and rejected by vot-
ers.

Nenther Brown nor Trim has been
identified with such a ballot pmposal
but both have long been interested in
the funding of local government.

VOTERS LOULD be asked two
questions: |

A) Do you want substantial property-
tax relief, moderate property tax relief
or no property-tax relief at all?

B) Do you| approve of raising the
sales-tax rate|1.5 cents?

The property tax cut would amount
to $1.3 billion. The sales-tax increase
would bring about $1 billion.

If A passed and B lost, revenues
would be cut $1.3 billion. If both
passed, the net effect would be a $300-
million tax cut. If both failed, there
would be no ct{:'nge.

“This plan would help to preserye

equal educational opportunities for all
Michigan students while protecting
homeowners from the ever-increasing
property tax burden, which has become
more and more unfair the past few

years,” the lawmakers’ joint statement

read.

The plan would put the tax questions
to Michigan voters in a special election
to be held in the summer of 1981. Both
houses of the Legislature would have to
approve the election by two-thirds
margins.

If approved, their package would:

» Remove the first 30 mills of school
operating tax from residences and

5

family farms. The group atnma#ed
propeny taxes would be cut 55-60 per-
cent or $1.3 billion for 1981.

« Exempt the first $20,000 of state
equalized value of property owned by
disabled veterans and senior citizens

« Increase renters’ income-tax cred-
its by raising the imputed property-tax
liability to 20 percent of income frgm
17 percent.

* Require the Legislature to reltn
burse local units of government for I@st
property-tax revenue.

* Require any tax bills to receive
two-thirds approval of both houses jof
the Legislature. The exception would
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efforts for property tax cut

be the 1.5-percent sales-tax increase.

¢ Index the personal-income tax so
that exemptions and credits are auto-
matically increased with inflation.

+ Provide for a rollback of property
assessments by classification — agri-
cultural, residential, commercial, tim-
ber cutover, industrial and develop-
mental. The 1978 Headlee Tax Limita-
tion Amendment rolls back assess-
ments for an entire community,
although residential prices have risen
far faster than industrial-site prices.

« Earmark state lottery revenue for
kindergarten through 12 schools. Cur-
rently, it goes to the general fund.

There was no confetti or a festive
air to send off township officials on
their big “tour” last Monday.

Instead of champagne, there was
were a jug of hot coffee and a bag of
butter cookies.

Providing comments about local
places was John Flodin, a lifelong
resident of Canton and township
clerk since the mid-'50s.

Mixed in with the educational
patter were jokes about “cruise di-
rectors” and visits to the homes of
“local celebrities.” One participant
dubbed the excursion a “township
tour and road show.”

“Alice, could you back (the bus)
up, dear?” inquired Poole, as the ve-
hicle swung around a commercial
strip along Canton Center Road.

“I always thought kids were
(harder) to drive,” replied Mrs. Hor-
stead, who has been driving a school
bus for five years.

Mrs. Horstead said she found the
trip educational. ’

“I've lived in Canton for nine
years,” she added. “I didn’t realize it
(the township boundanes) came
across Michigan Avenue.”

Poole praised the school district
for ifs “spirit of cooperation” in pro-
viding the bus free of charge.

He also said he has planned anoth-
er trip for members of Canton'’s eco-
nomic development committee,
planning commission and zoning

board of appeals.
“I think the tour was extremely
worthwhile,” said Poole. “When

(board members) are sitting there
making decisions, they can relate to
having seen it.”

And also
an interpretation of the mysterious
traditions of'}lalloween to the family’s

eight children, who range in age from 2
to 13. \

As coordinator of the projegt spon-
sored by The First United Presbyterian
Church in Plymouth, Mrs. Phelps con-
-tinues to work with a multitude & com-

mittees to ensure that bills for the fam-
ily are paid, that necessary transporta-
tion is provided and that groceries are
purchased %

She says the work will continue for
at least two or three years or until the
10-member family becomes financially
independent.

family from a refugee camp in the
Phillipines to America.

“I didn’t do it alone. I don’t want
anyone to think I did,” she says.

But her husband says his wife is too
modest. “She said committee members
did most of the work. But she spent
hours and hours on the phone convinc-
ing these people to serve.”

The Rev. Philip Rodgers Magee, pas-
tor of First United Presbyterian
Church, said Mrs. Phelps ‘spearheaded
the whole movement. When they need-
ed something, she let the church know.”

Mrs. Phelps.admits that the idea of
sponsoring a refugee family was her
own.

She mentioned the idea to the church
after becoming chairperson of the
Church and Society Committee two
years ago. The missionary arm of the
church was looking for a project.

“It wasn't a difficult idea to come up
with,” she said. “From what you read
in the newspapers, there’s such over-
crowding and malnutrition in the
camps. Churches send money, but
you're not helping the overpopulation
problem by doing that.”

“This is a dream come true for
them,” she said of the Nguyen family.

VAN CHO NGUYEN, his wife, Thi
Lan, and their eight children took first
steps to leave Laos 2% years ago. The
family left the country in three groups
and lived in refugee camps in Thailand
and the Phillipines before finally mak-
ing their way to the United States.

The family now is settled in the five-
bedroom manse of the First United
Presbyterian Church. The Nguyens’
knowledge of English is limited. But
Nguyen works part-time in a Plymouth
store, seven of the children attend Bird
Elemen School and two attend
Central Middle School.

That agency is slated to forward
the grant application to the Federal
Heritage Conservation and Recreation
Service in February or March. ‘

The grant for the park purchase
comes from a program of the U.S. De-
partment of the Interior. The Michigan
DNR administers the funds.

The park proposal has been under
discussion since October, when town-
ship officials announced that a match-
ing grant application for the land pur-
chase had been approved by the DNR
A park for that vicinity is in accor-
dance with Canton's master recreation
plan.

SINCE THEN, a new Township
Board has been sworn in. And some
residents of the nearby Pilgrim Hills
subdivision have expressed opposition
to a park in their area. -

Special force
to combat arson

“We're dealing with a crime that has
no boundaries,” Hall said. “As a regult
of the cooperation of these five cOm
munities, I think we're going to see a
dent in the next three years in the num
ber of convictions we get in arson.’

The crime, reported as the most
costly nationwide, has a national ¢on-
viction rate of 3 percent of the ca*ses
prosecuted.

Flipping through a course-booLlet
the size of a Detroit telephone direrto-

ry, Hall said the course touched on the
causes of arson, its investigation and
evidence gathering, the legal aspects of

" the crime, and insurance matters relat-

ing to arson.

The classes were held at Schooleraft
Community College beginning last Oc-
tober.. Guest speakers represented the
insurance field, the court system and
police agencies.

Hall said that under the Force Five
organization members of fire and po-
lice departments in each community
will work more closely in the future,
drawing from each others’ experiences
and viewing crime patterns in those
communities.

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Minimum wage:

President-elect Ronald Reagan
promises to salvage the country’s econ-
omy the way a frugal grocer saves a
barrel of apples. The rotten stuff he
plans to throw away.

In sniffing things out so far,
Reagan’s advisors have made a lot of
sour faces over federal spending, taxes,
pollution laws. One thing they don't
seem to have quite made -up their
minds about is the minimum wage.

Federal statisticians say the mini-
mum wage — or even less than the cur-
rent $3.10 an hour — is the daily bread
for about 12% percent of the country’s
workforce. The wage will rise next
month to $3.35 an hour — too high to be
healthy, some critics believe. :

Some of those critics have proposed

a two-part plan with one wage for
adults and a second, presumably lower
pay scale for at least some of the coun-
try’s 7.4 million working teen-agers.

Whether that’s a good idea or a bad
idea is a matter of debate among econ-
omists.

Even at the current $3.10 an hour,
the minimum wage would appear to
have scored a mammoth increase over
the $1.40 minimum of 1967 — the year
chosen by the government as ground
zero in tracking inflation’s blast. But
since $3.10 in 1980 dollars is worth

$1.27 in 1967 dollars, minimum wage.

workers have actually lost 13 cents an

hour in buying power over the past 13

years.
Critics who view the minimum wage

as not just one but two horns of a di-

lemma claim part of the blame for the
reduced buying power lies with the

wage law ltse They say it’ s‘ inflation-
ary — and almost as bad, any wage
increase is likely to boost +nemploy
ment.

Their soluujon is the two-tiered sys-
tem.

Curtis Gilroy has spent the better
part of three years studying the mini-
mum wage, and he’s still not sure about
the net effects of a two-tier system.
Gilroy, 38, is|chief economist for the
Minimum Wage Study Co ion, an
$8-$10 million, three-year Cungrmlon
al study of the wage. The commission
will present its final report in May.

“We haven’t completed oyr analysis
of what it would do to youth on a two-
tier system,” said Gilroy. “What we do
know so far from our work is that a 10
percent increase in the minimum wage
results in about a 1 percent teen-age
employment loss. So in 19‘79, 80,000

teen-age jobs. Some people have come
up with higher figures.”

Gilroy said it seems logical to as-
sume from those numbers that lower-
ing the minimum wage for teen-agers
would create more jobs for them. On
the surface, that makes the two-tiered

system sound good. But there's a flip

side to the coin, and Gilroy calls it
“negative substitution.

“What would be the impact on n older
people?” asked Gilroy.

It was a hypothetical question. Even
Gilroy doesn’t know what would hap-
pen to older people if the wage was
lowered for teens.

AMONG REASONS why Gilroy isn’t
sure of the impact of a two-tier system
is the make-up of the minimum wage
workforce — nearly all the common
wisdom about minimum wage workers
appears false.
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Despite widespread conceptions that
minimum wage workers are jusually
part-time students found parked behind
a hamburger counter, Gilroy says only
about 30 percent of the 10.6 million
people working for or below the mini-
mum wage today are teen-agers.

“The bulk of them are clearly made
up of adults,” explained Gilroy.

Even among employed teen-agers,
only about 44 percent are minimum
wage workers. The rest earn more, Gil-
roy said.

About.two-thirds of minimum wage
workers are women, one-third men.
About 15 percent are black, about 76
percent white, with the remainder be-
longing to other minorities, said Gilroy.
Only 4 percent are agricultural work-
ers, while more than one minimum
wage worker in four — 27 percent of

Also complicating the consequences

\There won’t be as many of them in the

future as there now are.

“The work ethic is really increas-
ing,” said Gilroy. “More and more peo-
ple are working.

“We can say with some degree of
certainity that the changing age-sex
composition of the workforce is going
to result in fewer teen-age workers, pe-
riod. The baby boom has pretty well
ended, and women are entering the

Influenced by today's economy, Gil-
roy adds a final, cautioning note.

“Of course, we can't predict anything
anymore.”

During the same period, the
spokeswoman said, the county's Aid
to Dependent Children caseload has
increased by 10,000 families, from
88,177 cases in October 1979 to
98,514 in September 1980

Land lease nears
for housing plan

“As far as driving to Kent Lake for
bluegills, crappie and pike, you don't
have to do that,” said Glen Matulevich,
and he said it all.

Matulevich, of Canton Township,
likes nearby Newburgh Lake. Last
week he took eight northern pike in
three days on this Middle Rouge River
impoundment.

“They ran from four to 10 pounds.
They hit shiner minnows 2% to 3 inch-
es long,” he added. On Friday alone, he
took three pike — two 7-pounders and
a 5-pounder.

“In just two days,” Matulevich add-
ed, “my boys and I caught 250 bluegills.

Just as fast as you drop the hook down,
they’d take it.” Glen Jr. is 10 and John
is 8. Bait used was waxworms.

Not only were the bluegills numer-
ous, but they were also fat.

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Southeast Michigan’s problems are far worse
than the 12 to 14 percent unemployment rates in-
flicted by the 1980 recession.

Population stopped growing in 1974, and there is
evidence of a drain of people to the Sun Belt.

The housing industry, when it begins building
again, will put up fewer brick homes because of the
loss of bricklayers.

College placement directors are publicly urging
graduates to seek their fortunes in other states. The
tax money invested in public colleges to educate
them will be lost to Michigan. Our best young talent
is being siphoned off. Our problems remain.

While recovery of auto industry production is in-
evitable, the number of persons it will employ will
be reduced. Historically, each recession has meant
the industry learns how to build 10 million units
with fewer and fewer workers.

The loss of jobs'in the auto industry is no longer
confined to blue collar workers. Since the 1975
downturn, skilled trades, technical and managerial
jobs have disappeared as well.

There will be a delay in the political clout the

.suburbs were supposed to gain from the 1980 census
while big city lawsuits against the Census Bureau
are settled. Reapportionment may have to wait to
1984. ! : : ,

The economic conservatism of the Reagan Ad-
ministration and the new U.S. Senate have been
commented on. What most observers have missed,
however, is the distinct westward orientation
Washington will have in 1981. They won't be looking
out for the industrial Northeast and Midwest.

YET THERE ARE some plusses that southeast
Michigan shouldn’t overlook.

In December, the governor and both parties in the
Michigan Legislature removed the biggest blemish
on our industrial image with the reform of workers
compensation. Abuses will be curbed, benefits
raised, and we only wish it could have taken less
than six years to break the logjam.

Voters saw fit to resist wrecking state govern-
ment and the educational system with the Tisch tax
cut. Some taxpayer relief from soaring assessments
is still desired, but there are signs it will come in
1981.

The one-time radicals of the 1950s who are now
local government officials are able to vote tax
breaks to induce General Motors to invest. There is
widespread realization that capital, now scarce, can
no longer be abused.

AN IMMENSE job needs to be done, not just in
Washington but here in the state, if we are ever to
achieve economic recovery.

The congressional delegations of other states
meet regularly, with Democrats and Republicans
working together to take care of home plate. Michi-
gan's congressional delegation, we understand,
hasn't met in four years. That must be changed.

Most importantly, some long-range economic
planning must be done in this state by a triumvirate
— the three major universities, business and labor.
We need to plan together to attract diversified in-
dustry.

For too many decades, it has been said that
“When the nation has a cold, Michigan gets pneu-
monia.” Well, in 1981, our problem is worse than
pneumonia. Southeast Michigan is in danger of
slipping into the kind of permanent decline that
bled the South in the early years of the century and
the New England states when they lost the textile
industry after World War IL

Southeast Michigan will never die. But without
united economic planning, we could shrink to a
waist-high mediocrity.

Can we lift ourselves up by our economic
bootstraps?

Uncle Sam aids
college students

Inflation hurts everyone, but its effects must be
particularly distressing to young folks trying to
make it through college.

Tuition at public colleges has soared an average
of 20 percent the last three years. Tuition at private
schools went up 27 percent.

Remember, the Headlee tax limitation amend-

ment we voted for dbesn’t affect public college tui-
tion, admissions fees, enrollment fees, student ac-
tivities fees and lab fees, because those fees aren’t
taxes.
* Consider the case of a young person who has
saved up money for college. At an inflation rate of
10 percent, his savings have shrunk 40 percent by
his senior year.

Consider a student who is attending college with
the life insurance left by a departed parent. The
money may not last. ‘

SO IT WAS with gladness in my heart that I read
a newsletter from a liberal politician in Washington
saying he, too, is concerned with the impact of in-
flation on college students.

Rather than fill up dismal newspaper columns
with his lamentations, however, he got busy and be-
gan voting for some cures. I quote from his missive:

“There is good news for students seeking finan-
cial aid for the first time. Recent amendments to
the Higher Education Act have increased the limits
for federal grants and loans.

“The annual limit that a student can receive as a
Guaranteed Student Loan has increased from $2,500
to $3,000. The National Direct Student Loan limit
was raised from $1,250 to $1,5Q0 a year. The maxi-

W mum a student can receive in a Basic Educational
& Opportunity Grant (now called a Pell Grant) will

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Don't let cold weather keep you indoors.

Winter scenes are different, beautiful, with a mood all
their own. The minor discomfort you might encounter in
the cold air is more than worth the exciting picture that
can be yours.

Bundle up both yourself and your camera gear and
head outsille for some great pictyre-taking possibilities.

There are some things to cogSider in preparing for cold
weather shooting.

First is your film which, without precautions, may be-
come brittle and break in the camera. Minirnize the dan-
ger by keeping your camera and film as warm as possible
by storing them under your jacket and never leaving
them in your car for prolonged times.

Also, on bitter cold days, the camera’s meter can get
sluggish because the battery has gotten very cold. A trip
back to a warm car may be in order. Always be sure your
camera batteries are fresh.

Use a slow, steady movement to advance the film from
one exposure to the next. A slow cranking will reduce the
strain on the film and cut the possibility of static electric-
ity marks.

WEAR THIN wool or cotton gloves under your regular
gloves. When you're about to take a picture, remove the
outer pair. The inner gloves will give you adequate pro-
tection for the few seconds it takes to focus and snap.

If you plan to do a lot of cold weather shooting, it would
be wise to purchase a photography vest. This garment
consists of many pockets providing convenient space for
carrying film, lenses, spare batteries, etc. Because the
vest is worn right next to the body, all items are kept
warny by your body heat.

HERE ARE SOME pointers to help add impact to your
winter photographs:

« Back lighting or side lighting gives dramatic effects.
Your pictures will capture the sparkle of sunlight on the

welcome new year

The clock exhibit will be featured
through May, and the winding up of
school vacations could be a time for
families to view the ways this country
has kept track of its minutes and hours.

ACTUALLY, said Robert Cheyne,
curator of clocks and watches, not all
of the clocks of the museum and village
will be measuring the first moments of
1981.

Keeping all of them in ticking order
is an impossibility, so many of the old
faces of time settle for marking the
hours of 3:40, 8:20, 10:50 ofj 1:50, either

Why th hours? It's simple, said
Cheyne. Hands arranged to mark off
one-third of a clock face are most
esthetically pleasing and show off tq
the best advantage the features of the
antique clocks. ‘

Cheyne does keep some 150 of the
museum’s 3,000 clocks ticking. He does
this by making the windup rounds eve-
ry day, so that each is carefully wound
once a week

“The youth group painted a room
here last year, and third and fourth
graders came down with gifts thLy had
collected in the spring,” said the mis-
sion director. “The teen-agers were full
of love and showed a consideratﬂon far
beyond their years for the people at the
mission who were wandering in and
out. And you can’t express the sheer
pleasure it gave these people to have
the children visit.”

THE EAST SIDE Mission had lits be-
ginnings about 10 years ago in a senior
citizens’ program Kwiatkowski was
conducting in now-closed St.
United Methodist. At the time he was
superintendent of buildings for. three
churches known as East Side Parishes.

“We became aware then of the in-
crease in residents of adult foster care
homes in that area,” he said.

“These people were and are exploit-
ed and subjected to degradation. A few
churches in the area had asked them
not to attend — I know they can be a
bit disruptive sometimes.

“So we tried to do what we could.”

Working with the Rev. Wayne
Brookshear, then minister of St. Mark,
he began a weekly program for 13
women from the foster care homes. By
the time St. Mark closed its doors in
1972, there were 125 women and men
in the program that Kwiatkowski ran
in addition to his work with senior citi-
zens.

At that point money was appropriat
ed through the Methodist Union, a con
ference auxiliary body, to rent space u!
a nearby YMCA, and a few months la'
er Kwiatkowski was offered an ol
house that had been a parsonage

“Dr. Herbert Houser of the Methodi=!

“It was kind of run down, but we fixed
it up and moved in and the East Sid¢
Ministries had come into being.”

Classes in hygiene and simple cook
ing were offered. There was Bible
study, and clothing was gollected so
people from the foster fcare homes
could find things to wear.

Gradually many started stopping by
on a regular basis, and after a bus was
donated by the Methodist Union occa
sional excursions began.

“Right now we're working with 453
people in this area,” said Kwiatkowski
“Some of these we might see only once
a month, but thé majority we see fre
quently.

“We've taught them to care for on
another, to help each other.

Years of weightlifting may lighten
the financial load of a college educa-
tion for Birmingham Seaholm senior
Steve Rose.

Rose, who stands 5 feet, 8 inches and
weighs 198 pounds, just received an in-
vitation to train at the U.S. Olympic
Training Center in.Colorado Springs.

“I just found -out about it from the
Olympic Committee in New York,”
Rose said.

“I don't know what the ‘odds are I'll
be chosen to compete in the '85 Olym-
pics, but if I can stay healthy until the
senior nationals in the spring of 1984, I
think it'll enhance my chances.

“Hopefully I'll be accepted at the
University of Colorado so that I can
train and live on the Training Center’s
campus while I'm attending school.”

Rose's performance at a recent state
preliminary junior Olympic meet at
Plymouth Salem High School — and an
illustrious weightlifting past — proba-
bly had something to do with the Olym-
pic Committee’s offer.

The 17-year-old set two national jun-
ior Olympic records with a 275-pound
snatch on the fourth atterhpt and lifted
611 total pounds with a 270-pound
snatch and 341-pound clean and jerk.

Rose erased his own record of 606
set last July at the National Junior
Olympics in Waterloo, lowa.

“IT WAS A MEET to go heavy in~
Rose said.

“To go for a record, one national
card-holding referee has to be there”
he said, “and at this meet there were
two international card-holders, which
made it even more official.”

Only one other national record and
five state records were set by the 35
weightlifters present.

Rose and success have gone hand ip
hand for quite a while.

AMC

Q. Jeep sales were of f 44 percent in October.
When will the four-wheel-drive market re-
bound?

A. There are signs and there's a lot of hope,
and there’s a lot more hope than signs. It's
going to be gradual, more really a function of
how fast we get the fuel efficiency in our prod-
ucts and get those products into the market-
place. We're not_ happy about Jeep volume
being down, but we know we're well positioned
to capitalize when the market goes back up.
We're bringing in new products to help make
the market go up, of course.

Q. What is AMC’s position on import restric-
tions?

A. We think there should be no permanent
tariff or quota or any other kind of barrier for
our kinds of parts and maybe a whole lot of
others. I said permanent tariff. But I don't
mean there isn't real trouble. We think even
through there ought not to be permanent walls,
there is damage being done to the U.S. industry
basically by the Japanese. If you talk about a
windfall-profit tax, this is a windfall automo-
bile situation. Because they're in a position
now to move into this marketplace at a time
when U.S. industry is not yet ready to produce
the numbers of vehicles that it soon will be
producing, something is awry.

Q. How do you view Japanese competition?

A. With respect. They're strong competitors.

Q. With interest rates rising again, do you
have a probelem financing dealer inventories?

A. The embryonic beginning of the American
Motors Finance Co. already is in place — in
wholesale financing. At the moment, its lever-
age is about $20 million, but eventually a retail
organization will evolve. But it takes years to
put together a finance company.

Q. Dealers have slowed factory purchases
because of high interest rates, even though
rates aren’t as high as earlier this year?

A. There are places now where dealers ought

to have more vehicles, and they know it, but -

they would rather — unfortunately — lose
sales than get overextended, and that's a sad
story.

Q. AMC’s share of the car market is up, but
you're losing money (a record $155,672,000 in
fiscal 1980 ended Sept. 30)?

A. Of the domestic makers, we went from
1.7 percent to 2.5 percent of the market. It's
been a bad year, but we're hanging in there.
But it's quite evident that making money in the
U.S. automobile market for the past six
\months has been practically nil.

- Q. Is that why you've raised prices three
‘times on your '81 models?

| A. We raised prices the same number of
times as our competitors,

Q. But your total increase is higher than
theirs. Is that because you haven't changed
your dealer discounts?

A. Yes, that’s part of the reason, and that’s
why there’s confusion about prices. Our
discounts on Jeep are 19 percent to 22 percent,
but our competitors went down to 18 percent.
We didn't lower ours for a specific reason. We
said our dealers are entitled to the widest trad-
ing margin we can give them. They should be
able to offer a person as much on his used vehi-
cle as they possibly can. Even if it looks like
our prices are higher, our dealers can offer,
say, $450 on a used vehicle while our competi-
tors can offer only $200. We say that's good
trading advantage for a dealer. It makes our
-prices look higher on Jeep, but they aren’t.

Q Is the spin-off of GM’s aggressive small-
car pricing advantageous to AMC?

- A. We could not have raised prices unless the
-rest of the industry had done so. We are unable
“to make up for the labor contract we just set-
“tled and cover the purchased parts and all of
-that, even with the prices that we have settled

~.on.

Q. How does AMC stack up in price, though,
~against Japanese cars at the bottom, and new
“US. FWD cars?

. A.If you take GM’s X-car and Chrysler s K-
~car, our Concord is about $600 less. On the

-

~pther hand, as far as the Japanese go, we real-.

“ly don’t have a car of the size and price at ithelr
*lowest level. But if you go up one step, the
*Japlnese probably hover at $200 less than our
~small cars. They're ranging $4,800-4,900, and
“we have Spirits in the $5,100 price range.

Q. There's cogfusion over your fourth-quar-|
ter earnings resylts. You said in September
Chrysler could make money this quarter, any-
where from a dollar to $250 million. Can you
return to the black this quarter?

A. Nobody knows. I've had qualifications on
that a long time. Thete are things you can con-
trol in plants but things are pretty much out of
control in the country and getting worse. ['ve
never been as pessimistic as I've been lately. I
think the public mndate of early November
(Ronald Reagan’s landslide win) indicates we
need a change. Econamically, things are really
rotten. Without getting into a lot of garbage,
I've said very consistently that our forecasts
are qualified by how the economy goes. We're
dammed if we make forecasts, damned if we
don't.

Q. Is the Federal Reserve Board’s tight-
money policy really hurting?

A. Small business is being decimated, wiped
out. You cant’t carry inventories, you can’t do
a damned thing. You can't do anything, be-
cause you can't tolerate these kinds of interest
rates. Dealers are not ordering cars.

Q. With high mterqst rates, it costs them too
much to maintain inventories?

A. They don’t want to carry cars with snow
on them at rates they pay, about 3 percent
over prime. A dealer said to me, “I've got an
Imperial sold, but I don't want any Imperials
in stock. At $20,000 a copy? Are you crazy?”
We're talking big money — $500 or $600 a car
for a three-month period. He says, “No way. I
was burned (by stiff interest rates) last May.
You get lost.”

Q. Car buyers also get hit.

A. Yeah. The consumer says, “I wouldn't say
I need a new car, but I want to save on fuel
bills, so how about a K-car?” And I say, “How
would you like 20 percent interest for three
years, plus the insurance?” and the consumer
says, “Holy cats, my monthly payment will be
well over $200. I could maybe go $150, I was at
$100, but I can’t go $200. My wife raises hell
about going from steak, to beef, to chicken, to
beans as we did in the Great Depression.” I've
been sounding off so long about this I'm tired,
really tired.

Q. Will the Reagan administration have any
effect on the outlook?

A. Yes. I think they could try to tie things
together and maybe help. They might ask what
it would take to gek people to think they may
want to buy a car. An indication inflation may
be halted or going down would help. More im-
portant, people have got to have confidence
they’re going to have jobs, that employment is
stabilized. A tax break up to 10 percent or the
possibility of getting a car or house at 10 per-
cent interest, instead of 20 percent, would help.
We'll have to wait and see. It's going to be psy-
chological. What the hell can Reagan do his
first year to break the back of inflation?

Q. He could go to work on interest rates.

A. The president®of the United States, only
one man, can really do it. He can have lunch
with Volcker (Paul M. Volcker, chairman of
the independent Federal Reserve Board, which

sets interest rates) and he can have lunch with

the Japanese. All this stuff that we’re power-
less is B.S. The ITC says we're not really being
hurt (by imports), or that we are being hurt,
but for| different reasons. Technically, that’s
their charter. But technically this country’s got
a problem, and to serve the interest of thi
country, to hell with technicalities, to hell wit!

Q.What's your reaction to Mr. Reagan’s elec-
tion and what this may portend for the econo-
my, impért policies and regulation?

A. The American people, I think, have made
it very clear they're very worried about infla-
tion and their economic well-being. The im-
portant thing about the election is that it's an
opportunity for a new start on some very basic
problems. This wlll encourage people to have a
sense of confidence.

" Q. What does it mean to Detroit?

A. The needs of the automotive industry fall
along three lines: tax policies, regulatory poli-
cies and trade policies. I think it's pretty clear
the auto industry shares the same peed as in-
dustry in general throughout the U.S. for accel-
erated depreciation, and I think under certain
circumstances, refundability is an appropriate
plank in any new tax program.

A. I personally haven't talked to Mr. Reagan
about any of this, and I don’t know what his
views are. All we've ever said is we recognize
each government is sovereign and has the right
to establish its own ground rules for participat-
mg in its markets. Almost every other country
in the world has ligations. Sometimes these
take the form of paying tariffs, sometimes
quotas, sometimes local-content requirements
and sometimes they relate to exports to offset
imports. In many cases, therels a cambination
of all those factors. |

Q. But the U.S. doesn’t havb these kinds of
protection?

A. The weakness of the U$ situation, as I
see it, is that we haven't come to grips with
trying to determine our national| interests.
Once we've done that and havﬁ set up the prop-
er ground rules, then it's up to foreign produc-
ers to decide whether they Wlih to participate
in our market. We don’t have any ground rules
right now. Everybody else has }them. The Japa-
nese have ground rules. For| 25 years after
World War II, the Japanese prohibited foreign
investment in Japan. Therefore, the|very peo-
ple who now are criticized for talking about
restrictions were denied all those years the op-
portunity to invest in Japan, whether it was
European or U.S. producers.

Q. In short, it’s too lopsided?,

A. Definitely, it’s too lopsndeh That most im-
portant thing in my book is that the three in-
dustrial power centers of the free world — Ja-
pan, western Europe and North America —
must find a way to work together because we
have much more in common than we have in
confliet. But you can’t do that if you have one
partner, if you will, buggering the other part-
ners. This problem is not unique to the U.S. The
Europeans are having to ¢ with it, but
they’re much more pragmati¢. Some of their
government representatives go to worldwide
conferences and talk about |following free-
trade principles, then come home and partici-
pate in developing ground rules. They don’t
seem to think there’s anything wrong |with that,
but we as a nation are troubled doing|it.

Q. Ford has recorded its worst losges in his-
tory this year. How badly off is Ford|right now
from a financial standpoint?

A. This might put it into perspective. The
book value of Ford common stock as of Sept.
30 was $73.98 a share. On Dec| 31, 1979, it was
$86.46. GM's book value on Sept. 30 was $59.29
a share, and on Dec. 31 last year it was $64.61.
Chrysler’s book value on Sept, 30 was $1.96 a
share and on Dec. 31, 1979, it was $23.49.

Q. But Ford also lost money overseas in the

issue. The economic situation gve is not at
the top of a boom as it was inf 78 and '79, but
it's not a disaster, either.

Q. The high ‘cost of money -+ isn’t that hav-
ing an eucerbmng effect on Fard’s prob-
lems? ;

GM

Q. You're on the threshold of taking over as
chief executive officer of General Motors and
you'll probably be in that job for many years.
What are the most important opportunities and
problems confronting GM and the U.S. auto in-
dustry over the next several years?

A. In the near term, of course, we've got to
get out of the red — iget the corporation back
to a good profit position, because that's im-
portant to our entire product program. We're
spending $40 billion through 1984, and you're
not going to open the front door and find it
laying there.

Q. How will problems of the 1980s differ '
from the '70s?

A. That $40 billion alone is an enormous fig-
ure to spend and get your money’s worth.
We're going to have new plants, we'll have an
opportunity to really do things right. The big
drive for quality and everything else.is going
to give us the impetus.

Q. To pay for everything you want to do in
the next four years will take volume increases
that may not come until '82.

A. I think the possibilities are there in '81. I
feel better about '82 than I do about '81, obvi-
ously, because I don’t know any economist who
says we shouldn't be well on our way by then.
A lot of economists aren’t even sure that the
recession has ended.

Q. Most experts don’t see a significant up-
turn until the second quarter of "81.

A. We don’t need a great increase in the in-
dustry's volume. I think domestic competi-
tion's going to do better. The products we've
got coming all around are going to improve
domestic penetration, and we hope to improve
ours, too.

Q. What share of the U.S. market will im-
ports take next year?

A. I would expect it to go down, what with
our J-car (subcompact) coming next spring,
Chrysler’s K-cars and Ford's Escorts. We know
we can do it with Chevette and Citation, the
two largest selling cars in America today.

Q. Are you making money on those cars?

<

A. You look at your overall perspective. You

shouldn't think we can’t make money on small
cars because that's a misnomer. People want
small cars, but they don’t want a cheapie. They
want power steering, power brakes, power
door locks, air conditioning and the things that
do make money for us on smaller cars. I think
we've got a good chance, particularly as we
increase volume and as we get into a world car
(J-car is GM’s first world car). Where we get

| worldwide sourcing; that's going to bring our

costs down. I'm optimistic about that. I think
we know how to do it.
Q. Is GM going to become a bigger exporter

" than in the past.

A. If we have the opportunity to do it. We
never have before. When we wanged a car for

' Germany and England, we had an Opel to do it
- for us. I'm hoping now that with J-car and

other small cars coming along, we'll be a much
stronger force in world markets than we were
before.

Q. With the nine-month losses GM reported,
will you have to borrow money in the near fu-
ture?

A. That’s always a possibility, but I want to
keep as free of debt as we can. It's like money
in the bank being relatively debt-free so that
you have access to the money markets. If you
load up with debt, then where are you? Over-
seas, we want to finance with local borrowings
and retained earnings to keep the money in re-

lation to the currency that we intend to use and

{

repay — keep that all in one nice little square
package. You could really get in big trouble if

. you took a lot of money today from the U.S.

and put it into Brazil or Argentina where
you've got high inflation. You can hardly get to
the bank in time to cash the check before all
you've got left is a postage stamp to mail the
envelope out, so you've got to watch that.

Q. What about price resistance? Are rising
used-car prices helping offset your steep '81
price hikes?

A. Used-car prices have come up pretty
good, Dave. But in looking at price compari-
sons, you've got to compare apples with ap-
ples. Our 1981 cars all carry C3s (computer
engine-control systems) and they've got equip-
ment' adjustments that run about $680 more
compared with their 1980 counterparts. Why?
Becaule the government, in its infinite wis-

Q. How do you view new competition coming
from U.S. and Japanese automakers, and what
does Volkswagen have coming along?

A. We view competition with enthusiasm be
cause it opens up our/ market substantially in
the subcompact field. We recognized we were
going to be in for a heavy onslaught of domes-
tic and import competition by 1981, and that's
why we made some substantipl engineering
¢hanges for 1981 products. Probably most im-
portant is that the domestic industry is moving
very rapidly to solve the problem of perform-
ance and fuel economy with vehicles they are
beginning to offer. I |think this will help our
industry greatly in 1981 and mast certainly by
1982.

Q. What's your opinion about U.S. automo-
tive protectionism? ‘

- A. We're not considered to be a US. manu-
facturer, so if a content law comes out of this,
we might not be in good shape. But we're rap-
idly approaching 75 percent (North American)
¢0ntent and intend to| go beyond that. VW be-

lieves in free and open trade Two of the last
democracies in the free world — West Germa

ny and the US. — do not have trade barriers

My personal feeling is the surest way for stag-

nation in an industry jis to provide protective
barriers — it's the finst indication that indus-

trial strength is going down. But we do think
voluntary restraint or voluntary negotiation on
the part of Japanese industry and our country

| Q. VW is being hit| hard now by Japanese
imports in West Germany.

A. I wouldn't say VW. The European auto-
mobile market is feeling an increase in im-
ports from Japan. Japanese cars are very well
built, fuel efficient and, pricewise, they're
tough competitors. I believe the Japanese have
ibout 10 percent of the market now.

A. Dave, you cannot forget Renault.
Reanault is an ihtegral part of AMC and AMC
is an intergral part of Renault. Renault LeCar
gets 30 mpg in the city and 40 mpg on the
highway, and that’s as good as almost anybody
on the list you just described. The 18i that’s
just been introduced gets 26 or 27 mpg 13 the
city and much higher on the highway. You put
it together, and we've got products that are
right. That’s the big reason why we got togeth-
er.

Q. What's your view of the current market?

A. In my opinian, it will be coming back
gradually until we get into the spring and there
is a return of confidence. That
should be the beginning of the
return to better profits.

Q. When do yeu expect AMC
to be back in the black?

A. I'm not going to get into
when we're going to be profitable. That's much
too newsy even if I knew the answer. You have
to conclude if you're going to see the full re-
sults of a rebound during next year’s second
quarter, which is our third quarter, that some-
time around there you might go back to the
black, but that won't be me saying it. It's spec-
ulation

Q. What about having a United Auto Workers
official on your board?

A. We have agreed we would recommend a
UAW member to a nominating committee, and
favorably so, if it is judged by federal agencies
that it is within the realm of legality. My opin-
ion about the whole subject of constituents on
the board hasn’'t changed at all. Constituency
boards are not a desirable thing for stockhold-
ers, particularly when they dof’t represent
stockholders. But if the UAW member is
deemed to be legal and proper, we agreed with
it, and we're going to work with it.

Q. Not with any enthusiasm.

A. We're going to tell the board we welcome
it with open arms. But it is difficult to think
about somebody coming on your board who
doesn’t represent the stockholders. You can
say one thing about Renault: that they are big
stockholders and therefore represent a lot of
stockholders. When there’s someone on your
board who openly says he does not intend to
represnt the stockholders, that's got to be
sqgnething you have reservations about, and 1
do. But that’s what we agreed to do.

Q. Mr. Reagan originally opposed federn
loan guarantees to Chrysler, and he’s al
known as a free-trader. What's he going to do
about the industry’s problems?

A. He's got to be pragmatic. I talked to hirA
for two hours when he was in Detroit. After:
ward he told me he was convinced that the
administration created Chrysler’s problems
and owed it to us to help bail us out. “I wa#
against it, but now I'm for it,” he told me.
Some campaign promises are fuzzy, but o
trade he was pretty unequivocal. He said, “T'v
been a free-trader and'I don’t think I'd be fo
tariffs, but I would be one tough negotiator
man to man, with the Japanese.” I'll be callin
him soon to remind him, because he’s publicl
committed to us. There’s got to be some coor
dinated, integrated, concentrated plan to mak
sure industry in this country remains health
for the good of the U.S. If they rule out steel,
houses and cars, this country will be sick forT
ever.

Q. You sound like you expect a disaster in
'81.

A. 'I‘oday with no indication interest rate
are going to go down, we may have the shor
test recovery in history. You could be real cyn-
ical, Dave. It's funny, the recession started to
end three months before the national election.
Now they say, “April fool. There’s somethlng
wrong and we're going back to the same reces-
sion.

Q. Are all signs negative?

A. The underpinnings at some point should
be great. There’s enough pent-up demand for a
two-year ride, but I don’t know when the roller
coaster starts. It hasn't yet. People are hesj
tant, uncertain and their cars are getting old.
When they decontrol gas prices, it'll go to SI,GE
or $1.70 a gallon. That will put more pressury
on people to get out of 12-mpg cars into models
such as the Omni or Horizon Miser.

Q. But you can’t get much for a 12 mpg oldi
when you trade for a Miser.

A. That's why we need a $1,500 tax credit 0
older cars, to prime the pump. It's a credit to
save energy and it happens to get people back
to work. I still don't understand

why I can go out to my home

right now and get a $4,000 fed-

eral tax credit for putting in so- h

lar panels, but I can't get $1,500

for a car that would save more fuel than all the
solar panels in the world.

Q. With credit tight and rates high, what k
Chrysler doing to help dealers? Earlier this
year you covered interest above 10 percent or
11 percent on vehicles in their inventories?

A. Above 10.97 percent. We tried it for two
months, but ran out of funds. It sells cars all

from Qi

day long, but it takes a lot of money. Banks
won’t touch, it. We'd touch nq with our own,
finance company, but we don’t haye any mon-
ey.

Q. You've borrowed $800 million of $1.5 bil-
lion in federal guaranteed loans. Will you bor-
row more?

A. We've told them our plan isn’ Workmg as
well as we thought it would for reasons I've
already outlined, Dave. But we have no com-
punction, if we need it, of going to|our original
request of $1.2 billion; They came up with $1.5
billion, but we have a great incéentive not ta
draw that down, because we pay the prime
rate plus 1 percest, and that's expensive as
hell.

Q. Despite high interest rates, you still have
to sell cars.

A. A few years back (as a Ford executive) |
said monthly payments were so high, let’s go
from 36 months to 48 months. It /was a tough
sell; they thought I d lost my marbles. But cars
weren't being traded as fast an prices were
going up. So we gam led and cut monthly pay-
ments. I don’t know how far we can g0, but I
think we've got to find new ways|of financing,
because the guy needs transportation — it's no
Ionger a luxury. The real key is certainty the
guy’s going to keep his job and k p pace with
inflation.

Q. What about merging with arlother compa-
ny? You've said some parties have shown in-
terest. ‘ hI

A. There could be a lot of joint ventures +
cars or pieces of cars. That will have to be
ascertained when we| turn the corner. We've
got to show two or three quarters of good prof-
its. That's when we'll have serjous talks. We
have partners now with which we have huge
contracts or equity interest (Chiysler owns 15
percent of Japan’s Mitsubishi Motos Corp. Ltd.,
and 15 percent of France's P$A Peugeot-Ci-
troen). All kinds of studies are g?mg on.

Q. What's your reaction to [Mitsubishi an-
gling to set up its own U.S. sales]' network?

A. That's just what this country needs — an-
other Japanese distributor. Hell, they've got 3
million cars and trucks here alqeady.
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costs. But I think the situation this fall and
winter, as difficult as it is, certainly is not the
disaster it was last spring. We'd all like to see
lower interest rates, but you have to get the
inflation rate down to justify them. Second,
higher, rates are reflected in monthly pay-
ments. When money is more expensive, it in-
creases monthly payments, and that becomes a
drag. Third is the cost of money to the manu-
facturers. All three of these factors fall nega-
tively.

Q. Ford recently reinstated $1 billion of
spending.

A. Our investment programs for North
America and the rest of the world are much
more definitively described now. We have
lengthened our look so we have a rather clear

.idea of what our product programs will be in

the 1990 model year. We know where we want
to go, we know the markets we want to be in
and we know the technology that we're work-
ing on. Several times since last spring, we've
re-estimated the totals re-
quired. The $1 billion was an
indication we felt the need
to put about that much more
in. It’s confusing to people,
but it’s hard to prpject over
a 10-year period without having some changes.

Q. This $1 billion extra is budgeted through
'85?

A. Yes. When you're dealing with powertrain
programs that have five- or six-year lead
times, and you're dealing with the reality that
American consumers are reconciled to smaller
cars, you are able to be more definitive in the
path you want to travel. That's the net of it. So
we've redescnbed what we need through 1985
as well. Therefgre, our investment require-
ments are more accurately defined than they
were. Basically, it's for new products, with
heavy emphasis an powertrains.

Q. Would you say you're up to German or
Japanese quality yet?

A. We're every) bit as good as German quali-
ty, and Japanese quality has two aspects
There's the initial impression, what some peo-
ple call fit and fiiish We know we can do more
in that area than we're doing even with Escort
and Lynx, but we're not ashamed in any way of
their quality. But we have our people so
charged up on this point that they're not will-
ing to. just sit on their laurels. We mean to get
this job done. |

' Q. Why hasn’t GM joined in seeking import
relief as Ford has?

A. Differences between us and Ford aren’t
really all that great. Flord is “free trade” long-
term. Short-term, we want something done,
oo, but we want it done voluntarily because
we're scared what happens in Washington if
you start putting restrictions into law. We're
afraid if you start something, by the time it
gets through committees and channels and
comes out at the bottam, you may have some-
thing nobody can live with. We think the Japa-
nese ought to be smart efl'ough and do it (volun-
tarily reduce imports) in their own self-inter-
est. Ford already has jgiven up on that and, in
effect, says, “Hell, it isn't going to work, GM is
nuts, we want legislation.” We say, “No, you're
making a mistake going for legislation because
we think that’s going to be a big problem.”

Q. How can U.S. asto companies complain
about Japanese penetration on one hand but
import Japanese pickups and components on
the other?.

A. Our original game plan was to learn
about the Japanese market and be a partici-
pant in it. But there are stronger forces in Ja-
pan than we can hangdle. If you want to talk
about industry-government cooperation,
they've got it in spades$ over there. What I wor-
ry mgst about is Eurppean policies aimed at
curbing Japanese imports. One
by one| as you walk down the
hall, you see those doors go
slam, slam, slam, slam. There's
only one big door left down
L there at the end of the hall,
ithat’'s us. We're literally the only free-trade
imarket left in the whale world, so we have got
to make sure we don’t get dumped on. That's
\why I think the Japapese are making a mis-
take in not doing somthing sensible right now

Q. During your tenure ad®GM’s chairman,
will a UAW member be elected to the board?

A. I don’t think so. They had a unique situa-
tion at Chrysler.

White, in this example, has posses-
sion of the doubling cube at the 2 level.
To arrive at this position, white was
fortunate to hit black during the bear-
off.

White now has a 6-1 to play. What is
your suggested move?

In order to determine the correct
play for this position, you need to dis-
cover white’s ultimate goal.

Naturally, white could begin to run
his checkers toward home by moving
from the black 1 to the 8 point, or from
the black 7 point to the white 11 point.
The | problem with either of these
moves is that if black gets off the bar
with a 6 and anything, he could hit
white (with 6-1, 6-5 or 6-6) or he could
roll 6-2, 6-3 or 6-4 and white could easi-
ly miss the indirect long shot.

White was definitely losing this
game and now can turn it into a
winner. How?

If white is willing to take the chance
of being hit in the outer board with a
long shot or take the risk of black run-
ning past without being able to hit
back, white should be willing to mow#
from the black 7 to white’s 12 point and
slot a checker from the white 7 to the

white 6 point. Now only a double six
would be a catastrophe.

This is where you toss away the book
on odds and probabilities. Although the
odds are greater to hit (11 out of 36 vs.
5 out of 36), white is a favorite to cover
that blot on his next roll, thus closing
his home board.

The important criterion is that black
has a 33 percent chance of getting off
the bar on his next roll. If he fails to re-
enter, white could redouble the cube (in
tournament play) to 4 and black should
drop.

Normally, you should never slot on
your vacant home board points — un-
less you can hit, of course:But in this
case, white’s best hope of winning

would be to create a positive position

that would force black out of the game.

On the very next roll, if white is hit
on the 6 point, he may still retaliate
later as black races home. Best of all,
white would still retain possession of
the cube.
