Padget eyes staff shuffle

Does Canton need a full-time grants 
coordinator in a time of dwindling fed-; 
eral funding? 

Could community planning and 
grants be combined into a single de-
partment? How can more industry be 
lured to Canton? * -

These are some of the questions cov-
ered by a recent proposal by Trustee 
Robert Padget. 

Padget proposes that a new Depart-
ment ofj Community Planning and De-
velopment be created, combining cur-
rent functions of grants coordination 
and taking on "aggressively" the 
search for industrial development. 

This plan — if approved by the 
Township Board of Trustees — would 
have a direct impact on the careers of 
Canton's two planners and the grants 
coordinator. It is the latest in a series 
of staff-reorganization ideas which 
have been surfacing in Canton during 
recent weeks. 

PADGET SAID his suggestion is 
prompted by what he feels is a "crying 
need" for an industrial coordinator. He 
also said that since the Reagan admin-
istration is cutting back on federal 
grants and simplifying regulations, the 
need for a full-time grants coordinator 
is not as great as it was. 

"Do we really need a person full 
time on grants?" Padget asked. "I'm 
not sure it's a good payback for the dol-
lar." 

Padget said the.. reorganization 
wouldn't call for the elimination of po-
sitions. It would, however, consolidate 
similar functions and create a more ef-
ficient and centralized way of handling 
projects. 

He said the grants coordinator, Ter-
ry Carroll, currently is working on a

project in which federal funds are 
being used to purchase lots in the Dye 
Brothers subdivision near Michigan 
and Sheldon for future use as an indus-
trial park. 

"INDUSTRY in Michigan is never 
going to be the booming thing of the 
past," Padget said. "When conditions 
improve, there are going to be more 
and more communities trying to get a 
larger piece of a smaller (industrial) 
pie." 

Padget said some persons have told 
him that the planner acting as industri-
al coordinator could be a conflict of in-
terest, but he said he doesn't view it 
that way. 

Affected by the plan — which 
Padget would like to see implemented 
within three months — would be the 

planners and the grants coordinator. 
All three work under a three-year 

contractual agreement. As explained 
by Personnel Director Dan Durack, 
that arrangement allows the Township 
Board to periodically assess the need 
for full-time employees in those slots. 

Salaries for the chief planner and ; 
grants coordinator are in the $25,000-
$27,000 range. 

The Township Board recently ap-
proved a new, three-year contract with 
the chief planner, James Kosteva. 

Assistant planner Dave Nicholson is 
in the second year of his contract. Ter-
ry Carroll's contract is up for renewal 
in mi<J-August, Durack said. 

Carroll declined comment on 
Padget's proposal. Kosteva said he 
doesn't have any problem with the plan 
as it now stands. 

"I THINK it can certainly work," 
said Kosteva, who said that the func-
tions of the planning department go far 
beyond site-plan approvals. 

The planners have been working on 
long-range projects in such areas as 
hazardous and solid-waste disposal, 
farmland preservation, mobile-home 
guidelines, historical registry and in-
dustrial development. 

Kosteva said he believes the Town-
ship Board needs to set long-range 
goals and decide how the contract em-
ployees will fit into that plan. 

"I'm very happy working (in Canton), 
and I hope whatever the board works 
out that I can be a part of it," Kosteva 
said. 

Other staff reorganization include 
the recent merging of ordinance en-
forcement under the building depart-
ment. 

Also under review is whether police 
and firefighting functions should be 
combined into a public safety depart-
ment. 

Davis re-elected president 
Carol Davis of Plymouth Town-

ship has been re-elected president of 
the Plymouth-Canton Board of Edu-
caton. 

Ms. Davis was selected by a vote 
of the full board of trustees at its 
annual organizational meeting last 
Wednesday night. , ' 

Glenn Schroeder, also of Plym-
outh Township, was re-elected 
treasurer of the board — an office 
he assumed last year as a freshman 
trustee. 

Elaine Kirchgatter of Canton was 
elected vice-president, filling the 
position held by outgoing trustee 
Steve Harper, who was upset in the 
June election by new trustee Bill 
Decker. 

Replacing Ms. Kirchgatter as 
board secretary is Slyvia Stetz of 
Plymouth Township. Other trustees 
are Flossie Tonda and Tom Yack, 
both of Canton. 

In other business, the board voted 
to continue holding its regular meet-
ings on the second and fourth Mon-
days of each month beginning at 
7:50 p.m. in the board offices at 454 
S. Harvey in Plymouth. 

Named as depositors of various 
school funds and accounts were Na-
tional Bank of Detroit, First Nation-
al Bank of Plymouth, Michigan Na-
tional Bank and the Plymouth Com-
munity Federal Credit Union. ^ 

The board also authorized Its fi-

nancial staff to invest district funds 
in U.S. notes, bills, bonds, certifi-
cates of deposit and commercial pa-
per. 

The firm of Plante & Moran was 
reappointed ai district auditors as 
expected, as was Draugelis, Ashton 
and Scully reappointed general 
counsel to the board. 

Named as advisors on financial 
and bond issue matters was the l a^ 
firm of Thrun, Maatsch & Norberg, 
while the firm of Clark, Hardy, 
Lewis and Fine was reappointed le-
gal advisor on labor relations. 

Members of board standing and 
special committees will be appoint-
ed by Davis at a later date.

The Incident occurred at 2:48 a.m. 
last Thursday. Police Lt. Larry Stewart 
said the men — aged 24 and 26 — ap-
parently had argued in Detroit earlier 
and then drove in separate cars to Can-
ton, where tljey continued their dispute.

The men were expected to be placed 
under police guard at Wayne County 
General Hospital, said Stewart, who 
outlined the chain of events as follows: 

THE MEN apparently arrived at 
Ford and Sheldon about 2:45 a.m. 
Moments latelr, residents of nearby 
Fellows Creek apartment complex' 
called police to complain they heard 

gunshots, said Stewart. 
When police arrived, they found a 

man lying on the roadway bleeding 
heavily from the forehead. It was un-
determined whether he fiad been struck 
by a bullet or some other object. 

There were two passengers in his car 
who were unhurt, said police. In the 
meantime, another man was found hid-
ing behind a utility box at the rear of a 
nearby Taco Bell, said Stewart. The 
man i a d a stab wound tp the lower 
chest 

The two men were arrested and tak-
en by fire department rescue unit to 
Wayne County General Hospital. The 
26-year-old man underwent surgery 
Thursday for a stab wound.

Each balloon participating in the 
flights is sponsored by a local busi-
ness and will be covered by $500,000 
worth of liability insurance from 
Lloyd's of London. Some sponsors 
will be offering hot air balloon rides 
as prizes to residents or shoppers, 
each ride for one hour 

Hamilton, 32, owns a couple of 
Star Shop convenience stores in 
Canton and Ypsilanti and with Bor-
ing is partner in the hot air balloon 
firm called Wicker Basket Balloon 
Center. 

A 1966 graduate of John Glenn 
High in Westland, Hamilton says: 
"Everybody needs a hobby. My hob-
by has turned into a business but it's 
still fun. I spend 30-40 percent'of my 
time with ballooning." illooi 

Balloons are powered strictly by 
wind, he explains, which means they 
land where the breezes carry them. 
Most balloon ascents take place at 
sunrise or sunset because the air is 
calmest at that time. 

The balloons are filled with air 
heated by propane gas and reach six 
or seven stories high with inflated.

He has been with the Hilton 
chain for nine years, four of them as 
execuUve chef at the Plymouth hotel.

But for the recent Chicago competi-
tion, he veered slightly to create a 
three-part masterpiece that included 
poached salmon in pink peppercorn 
sauce, garnished with fresh asparagus, 
cucumber mousse in a ring of summer 
squash. His pastry was a barquette — a 
football-shaped pie shell - filled puree 
of parsnips and glazed with butter with 
a carrot knob on top Along with it he 
had cream of fresh mussels soup with 
saffron. Rather than using crackers, he 
lined a glass bowl with an unsweetened 
crepe suzette that called for lemon zest 
and cognac rather than sugar and 
served the soup from that combination. 

The third part of the competition 
featured roast rack of lamb glazed 
with glace de vinand, a pure gelaUnous 
glaze, attained after four days of con-
tinuous boiling of natural beef stock. 
The lamb was garnished with poached 
pears with chopped fresh mint in 
creme de menthe. 

CLEARY SAID he started last 
March to experiment with the hot dish. 
When the contest time arrived, it took 
him three days to set things up and 
transport the entry via Coleman 
coolers to Chicago where he then put on 
the finishing touches. He feels his entry 
suffered slightly from the three-day

Schoolcraft College has settled two 

more labor contracts and is negotiating 
a third 

The board of trustees recently ap 
proved two-year contracts with the Op-
erating Engineers union, representing 
38 physical plant employees, and the 
Association of Office Personnel, repre-
senting 60 secretaries and clerics. 

Both unions' members had ratified 
earlier. Both contracts run from this 
July 1 to June 30,1983. 

THE OPERATING Engineers pact 
provides for raises of 40 cents an hour 
July 1 and 25 cents the following Jan. 1 
both yearfe of the contract, according to 
Mike Petrack, director of labor rela-
tions for the college. For persons earn-
ing an average of $7.09 an hour, the in-
creases are 7.4 percent the first year 
and 6.9 the second 

The contract adds $25 to the uniform 
allowance 

The contract makes a vision care 
plan available to all members and re-
quires a second medical opinion for 

*elcfctive surgery benefits, he added. 
The office personnel contract grants 

increases of $18 the first year and $20 
the second. For persons averaging $238 
a week, the increases are 7.6 percent 
the first year and 7.8 the second. 

In addition, persons with less than 
full seniority get step increases. And in 
the second year, persons with *0 or 
more years service will get $25 longev-
ity increases, Petrack said. 

Some secretarial jobs are being up-
graded, he added. 

The office contract also makes a vi-
sion plan available to all and requires a 
second medical opinion for elective 
surgery benefits.

Attends talks 
on literacy 

A Canton resident who teaches Eng-
lish at Plymouth Canton High School 
has returned from a workshop in Ann 
Arbor called to consider how to help 
the Arherican workforce'meet future 
demands for literacy. 

Susan Schneider of Canton, a foreign 
language/English instructor at Cannon 
High, was among the scholars, busi-
ness, government representatives and 
professionals who gathered at Univer-
sity of Michigan to form a new agenda 
for teaching in response to social and 
technological change. 

Ms. Schneider designed sessions to 
help high school teachers improve in-
struction in reading and writing. 

"More people read and write more 
jon the job today then ever before," ex-
plains Richard W. Bailey, professor of 
English at U-M and chair of the confer-
ence on "Literacy in the 1980s" in ex-
plaining the need for the workshop. 

"Despite prevailing wisdom that in 
this age of television fewer people read 
and comprehend what they have read, 
we know that the range of occupations 
requiring high levels of reading and 
writing is greater then ever. # 

"Today's service agencies and police 
departments, for example, require 
composition skills far superior to those 
common a decade ago; Quite sophisti-
cated literacy in many occupations is 
essential for success on the job." 

Some 20 conference speakers specu-
lated about the impact of new modes of 
communication on the practice of read-
ing #nd writing and addressed the fact 
that traditional curricula in schools 
and colleges often fail to prepare stu-
dents to meet new demands for litera-
cy in the workforce. 

The conference culminated in 
suggestions for educational reform to 
guide teachers at all levels in the com-
ing decade. The workshop was financed 
by a grant from the Andrew W. Mellon 
Foundation.

THE CREATION OF Southfield and Lathrup Vil-
lage were a combination of politics and a real es-
tate gateway to happiness. 

Garden City is another story. 
Little invagination and a lot of common sense'are 

required to envision Garden City's creation. It 
might have unknowingly been developed as the re-
sult of an automobile giant's company policies. 

Arnold Folker plotted this area in 1921, providing 
large enough lots for landowners to plant gardens 
which Would enable them to acquire food during 
employment droughts. Folker became Garden 
City's first president in 1927. 

It'? possible this garden concept originated in the 
fertile mind of Henry Ford, whose first home was 
moved to a lot behind the Kmart store at Middlebelt 
and Ford Road — also Kresge's first discount de-
p a r t i n g store. 

That Ford's honeymoon home exists in Garden 
City is pure coincidence, but auto assembly-line 
veterans do recall days when premium pay — such 
as the $8 day — was only available to family men 
who followed certain company rules. 

By violating the following rules, an employee lost 
his higher pay: 

• A worker must attend church services every 
Sunday and a prayer meeting each week. 

• A worker must not frequent taverns or pool 
h$lls. ' / 

• A worker must grow a vegetable garden.

THE BEST YOU can do is retreat -
or sulk, if you will.

The fun continues 
in 'Superman IF 

The hero with the capital S on his chest is back, and this time he 
has more to contend with than the evil schemes of Lei Luthor, 
although Luthor is still scheming. 

In ' Superman II" (PG), however, Christopher Reeve meets three 
villains with powers equal to his own. General Zod (Terence 
Stamp) and his two cohorts (Sarah Douglas and Jack O'Halloran) 
are archcriminals from Krypton, Superman's Own planet. 

They have made their way to Earth, where their immense de-
structive force has brought all world governments into submission. 
Can Superman prevail when the odds are 3 to 1? Where is Super-
man anyway? He is oblivious to what is happening because he and 
Lois Lane (Margot Kidder) are secluded happily in his Arctic 
retreat . . 

Yes, the love story comes to fruition in this movie.'Lois Lane did 
not get to be the Daily Planet's No. 1 reporter by wearing blinders. 
She figures out who the meekish, klutzy Clark Kent really is. 

SHE CONFRONTS Kent/Superman with her discovery and her 
love. Superman or not, he succumbs *to his feelings and suggests 
they go to his place. Sooner than you can say "whoosh," they are in 
his crystaline home somewhere near the N<?rth Pole. 

Meanwhile, General Zod is wrecking havoc in the world, and 
Luthor (Gene Hackman) has tipped him off about the presence of 
his fellow Kryptonian, Superman, on planet Earth. In return for his 
help. Lifthor is seeking some beach-front property - Australia. 

Everything is set up for the confrontation between Superman 
and the villain* It's a battle which won't disappoint viewers be-
cause "Supermin II" sparkles with the same high spirits and spec-
tacular effects that characterized its predecessor. 

As with any sequel, the specialness and the novelty have been 
lost The moviĉ  has gained, however, in humor provided by Ned 
Beatty and Gene Hackman. Beatty plays Luthor's bumffling pal 
and is seen in some slapstick episodes at the beginning, before 
Luthor makes his escape from prison. 

Hackman shows a lot of finesse in the Luthor role, and he knows 
how to underplay for maximum effect. When, for example, he 
enters an office after the terrible threesome have nearly demol-
ished it, he mutters, "When are these dummies going to learn to 
use doorknobs?" 

AS LOIS LANE, Kidder with a deep voice and brash personality 
makes a fine foil for Reeve as Kent/Superman.;Reeve continues to 
display the strong appeal he demonstrated in the original movie. 
His Superman exhibits an attractive combination of sweetness and 
strength, and his Clark Kent is still the bespectacled schlemiel 
nobody notices (except Lois). 

Richard Lester directed the movie with his usual deft touch for 
balancing heroics and humor, a skill he sharpened in«the Beatles 
and Musketeers' movies. 

The result is a thoroughly enjoyable "Superman II" that is pure, 
lighthearted escapist entertainment.
