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Board eyes taking farmland issue to voters

It looks like Canton voters will get a chance to decide 
whether they want f a r m l a n d preserved in the western pa r t 
of the township. ' j 

The Township Board is expected to approve a ballot ques-
tion which asks voters to approve township authorizat ion to 
issue and sell bonds for the purpose of acquiring develop-
ment rights on the agr icul tura l land in western Canton. 

The board received the ballot-question request at Tuesday 

night 's meeting, as par t of a recommendat ion f r o m the 
f a rmland retention commit tee . The board has until Wednes-
day to approve the question if it wants it placed on the ballot 
for the Nov. 3 election. 

Under a development r ights method, the township would 
pay land owners the d i f fe rence between the agr icul tura l val-
ue of their proper ty and the potential marke t value for de-
velopment. ,i, 

Asking for this acquistion p rogram is a m a j o r s tep toward 
the township's commi tmen t to p reserve fa rmland . It culmi-

nates six months of research by the f a rmland retention com-
mit tee . 

"This will be one of the most impor tan t votes in Canton 
because this will be one of the r a r e t imes tha t Canton resi-
dents will be able to decide what it wants to do with its 
community," said Dianne Neihengen, a m e m b e r of Canton's 
planning commission and the commit tee . 

T H E PLAN, I F A P P R O V E D , cal ls for the township to 
issue and sell bonds not to exceed $7 million to acquire de-
velopment rights for more than 5,000 ac res of agr icul tura l 
land. v < 

If voters approve the plan, bcjnds will be sold in severa l 
ser ies during the next f ive years according to chief p lanner 
J a m e s Kosteva. The amount of m i l age levied on residents 
to re t i re the bonds then will vary depending on the amount 
of outstanding bonds at any time.:

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Schools feel 
more heat 
in bus issue

Unhappy parents , f rus t r a t ed with the 
Plymouth-Canton Board of Educat ion 's 
delay in retaining safe ty busing for 
their children, now a r e challenging the 
schools' method of measur ing distance 
f rom their homes to school 

And this chal lenge may result in 
comfor t ab le bus rides — especially for 
a large number of s tudents current ly 
walking to Field and Eriksson elemen-
tary schools. 

By s ta te law, schools a r e required to 
provide bus service for s tudents living 
more than 1.5 miles f rom the school 
they a t tend 

Bow how is that dis tance measured? 
That 's the question paren ts posed to 

Dale Goby, director of t ranspor ta t ion 
and head of the safe ty commi t t ee for 
Plymouth-Canton Communi ty Schools. 

Goby said he has received "conflict-
ing repor t s" on measur ing methods 
f rom the s ta te Depar tment of Educa-
tion in Lansing He says he current ly is 
asking for "wri t ten c lar i f ica t ion" f rom 
the s ta te before any move is made to 
bus children 

PAUL ZIMMER, the assis tant a t tor-
ney general , admit ted there was some 
"misunders tanding and confusion" on 
the interpreta t ion of the law f r o m s ta te 
education personnel. 

Z immer said he met with s ta te edu-
cation off icials Monday to c la r i fy the 
ruling on measur ing distances. Z immer 
told the Observer the distance should 
be measured based on "the route the 
bus t rave ls 

"The thrust of the opinion ( f rom the 
a t torney general ' s office) is that you 
have to account for the site of the 
school , accounting for the first pub-
lic s t reet of general access in the calcu-
lation even if it crosses school distr ict 
proper ty ." Z immer said. 

"What was happening was that 
schools would be set in V2 mile (on the 
site) and children that lived lVi miles 
f rom school actual ly were bused two 
miles, 'Z immer said. 

M A N Y P L Y M O U T H - C A N T O N 
schools have long pa thways to the 

building sites. Field, for example , has a 
2,200-foot (almost mile) pa thway to 
school and Eriksson has an 821-foot 
pathway to the building. 

Originally, Goby was not including 
these pathways in his route measure-
ments, based on one in terpre ta t ion he 
said he received f rom the s ta te . 

Goby said Tuesday he will not begin 
remeasur ing the routes until he gets 
"wri t ten c lar i f ica t ion" f rom the s ta te 
on the law's interpretat ion. 

Goby said he now feels pa thways 
should be included in the measu remen t , 
as a compromise . He fears , however, 
the interpreta t ion of using the bus 
routes will mean m e a s u r e m e n t s will 
extend to the f ront of many school 
buildings in the distr ict — adding to the 
mileage between home and school. 

"The worst thing that could happen 
(financially), as f a r as the school dis-
tr ict is concerned, is that they take the 
measurement f r o m the f ront of the 
building." Goby said. "That means a 
ra ther significant number of persons 
that have to be bused." 

1 MEANWHILE, the children a t Field 
and Eriksson a r e walking to school and 
paren ts a re ex t remely upset. Classes 
began Monday at both schools. 

Many of these parents went to the 
school board meet ing on Aug. 25, re-
questing to keep safe ty busing for their 
children. 

Safety busing occurs when the school 
board allows students living within 1.5 
miles of the school to be bused because 
of the existence of hazardous a reas en 
route to schools. 

Although some safe ty busing was 
reinstated at this meeting, the board 
chose to e l iminate sa fe ty busing for 
s tudents who have to cross Lilley Road 
to get to Field and Eriksson unless gap-
studies ipdicate crossing Lilley with 
the aid of a crossing guard would be 
unsafe. 

The busing issue f lared again at a 
special Tuesday night board meet ing 
actually called to discuss the 1980-91 
budget audit.

In ef fec t , the s u m m a r y judgment 
would grant a verdict on the grounds 
there is no basis for continuing the law-
suit. The judgment could be appealed 
to the Michigan Court of Appeals. 

J U D G E BAUM issued a t e m p o r a r y 
injunction against t h^es t ab l i shmen t of 
small group homes for the menta l ly ill 
in Canton last month. A cur ren t bone of 
contention is whether group homes on 
Fores t Tra i l s Drive and on Ra in t ree 
Court mee t the "menta l ly ill" guide-
lines. 

Also unresolved is whether those 
group home residents would have to 
move out if the DSS loses. 

"We are asking the court to enter the 
t empora ry injunction," said C. Gerald 
Hemming, an a t torney who represen ts 
the township. 

"The DSS is in the embar ras s ing po-
sition that they a l ready have pat ients 
who a re placed in the homes," added 
Hemming. 

Attorney for the s ta te DSS is William 
Basinger of the Michigan Attorney 
General ' s off ice in Lansing. He con-
tends the injunction doesn't apply in 
this case because the residents a ren ' t 
mental ly ill. 

Basinger said the deposition will 
state that the residents of Forest Trails 
and Raintree Court homes have been 
hospitalized in a mental health facility 

(the Northville Regional Psychiat r ic 
Hospital). ( A 

"But they a r e no l o n g e r diagnosed 
as menta l ly ill," Mid Basinger. 

Judi th Shelden, di rector of communi-
ty p lacement at Northville, said those 
residents don't fit in the "mentaH^t f l " 
definition under the s ta te code. 

Under that code, said Mrs. Shelden, a 
person may be involuntarily commit-
ted as "menta l ly ill" only if they a r e 
dangerous to themselves or others, or if 
they cannot c a r e for their basic needs. 

"These residents a r e not on a court 
order and they a re not dangerous to 
themselves or others ," said Mrs. Shel-
den. 

"They are , however, emotionally dis-
turbed," she added. 

Canton filed the lawsuit against the 
DSS in ApriKover the licensing of eight 
foster c a r e ty>mes. 

The suit contends that the s ta te law 
on group homes is unconstitutional. Of-
ficials also have expressed concerns 
over the validity of the fos t e r ca re act , 
how locations a re selected and zoning 
questions, 

THE «LAWSUIT includes homes for 
both menta l ly re tarded and menta l ly 
ill persons, but residents and off icials 
have voiced more f ea r s about mental ly 
ill persons in subdivision group homes. 

In addition to the two homes on For-

est Trails and Rain t ree Drive, the 
township ' s compla in t a lso n a m e s 
homes on Mannington, Marlowe, Saxo-
ny, Canton Center Road, Handord and 
Cherry Hill. 

The Forest Trails Homeowners Asso-

Canton Police J e r r y Cox assured the 
Canton board that his depar tmen t will 
begin an indepth safe ty study on the the 
two areas. Cox said he felt studies 
should be bused unti l the safe ty study is 
were completed. ^ 

Wilson said that one of two crossing 
a reas was safe, acording to the gap 
studies. 

"At Lilley and the creek (near Field), 
with some kind of protection, then 
crossing would be sa fe , " Wilson said 

according to the gap results. "Now, at 
Lilley and Saltz (near Eriksson) is an-
other situation." 

Goby said two crossing guards cur-
rently a r e at each site, although the ul-
t ima te safe ty commit tee plan is to 
have one crossing guard at each site. 

Parents , still upset with the crossing 
situation, have been at both sites this 
week, making sur« their children safely 
cross Lilley. 

"The problem we' re having right 
now is that parents a r e coming out and 
congesting the crossing a rea , " Goby 
said.

THE SPINAL muscular atrophy 
which a f f l i c t s Chr i s topher and 
Matthew is a genetic condition passed 
to the children by both the mother and 
father, explains Cindy Yotti. 

"The muscles don't get the message 
through the spinal cord," adds her hus-
band "There a lack of a proper riefve 
system. The muscles don't develop." 

The boys cannot sit up by them-
' selves, so they spend many hours lying 
on the floor, where they do homework, 
play video games and watch television. 

Meals are shared "picnic-style," on 
the living room floor. 

"It's second nature to us," said Yotti. 
"Our friends plop down with us." 

The boys wear plastic vests and 
splints to slow the deterioration and 
contracture of muscles. They also have 
regular physical therapy and exercise 
sessions. 

Respiratory illnesses are a constant 
danger, says Mrs. Yotti, because the 
boys have difficulty coughing away 
secretions of mucus. The Yotti home 
contains an oxygen tent, a respirator 
and a suction machine. 

On several occasions, rescue units 
have had to rush either Matthew or 
Christopher to Garden City Hospital, 
and "I can't say enough for the Canton 
Fire Department," says the boys' 
mother. 

DESPITE these problems, the boys 
enjoy their classes at the Roosevelt-
McGrath school, where they have been 
working closely with teachers Margar-

ie Dahlstrom and Richard Berutti. 
Matthew and Christopher have elec-

tric wheelchairs. "Now they can go out-
side and be by themselves and play 
without having somebody push them," 
explains Mrs. Yotti. 

The family is planning a trip to Dis-
ney World in Florida this month. 

Yotti's co-workers at Bendix give 
plenty of moral support, and are fre-
quent contributors to MD fund-raisers. 

Rick's parents, who live in Trenton, 
spend a lot of time with Matthew and 
Christopher. Do the boys get away with 
murder during those visits?

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Estes: Atypical in auto world 
Although no charges have been 

filpd in the controversy surrounding 
Thomas Estes of Bloomfield Hills, 
stories about his alleged involve-
ment in an elaborate auto world 
money scam continue to surface. 

The Detroit office of the FBI is in-
vestigating him. But John Anthony, 
agent in charge of the probe, offers 
only a "no comment" when asked 
about any dealings by Estes or oth-
ers linked to the case. 

Estes, 42, the son of one-time Gen-
eral Motors Corp President Elliot 
M. Estes, was employed by Display 
Corp. International. Calls to the 
Troy-based office were greeted 
again unth "no comment." 

Estes' attorney, Ivan Barjis of 
Bloomfield Hills, has adinsed his cli-
ent not to talk about the matter. 

, Although the FBI may have been 
investigating Estes for several 
weeks, a tangled web began to un-
fold publicly last week. .Basil M 
Briggs, a South field attorney, 
claimed Estes falsely applied for 
loans from several drea banks in d 
scheme that led private investors to 
believe they could make millions on 
a GM car dealership. 

Those who have associated with 
Estes in the past say recent media 
reports are "just the tip of the ice-
berg" 

If Briggs' accusations are true, it 
could take the FBI weeks to ques-
tion the score of persons potentially 
involved. Based on previous cases 
the FBI has handled, a grand jury is 
likely to follow.

• TIME TO RUN? 

In the example , white has a 5-3 to 
play. The doubling ctlbe is neutral . 

White is faced with a healthy deci-
sion — to run or HOt to run. If white 
runs to the 12 poiht with the 5-3 roll, 
white will be seven pips behind in a 
race with black. 

In this position, it is impor tan t to 
know what the pip count is between op-
ponents. (Pip count represents the 
number of spaces one player is behind 
or ahead of the other.) Knowledge of 
this will enable you to m a k e the proper 
decision in positions Jike this. 

Being seven pips behind in a r ace is 
hot bad. However, with an average dice 
roll of 8 ^ , white will be 15-16 pips be-
hind a f te r black takes his next roll. 

This is considerably more than antici-

pated. 
It is impor tant to never overlook 

your opponent 's next roll potential . 
Taking this into consideration, perhaps 
white should stay on the black 5 point. 
Black could roll a 6-1, -2, -3 or -4 and 
leave white a direct six shot in the out-
er field. A 6-5 or 6-6 would be a horror 
roll for black. 

With the 5-3, white could easily move 
f rom the 10 point to the 2 point and 
wait out black, since black is a heavy 

B a n d s e e k s n e w m e m b e r s 

favor i te to leave a shot. Of course, 
white must still hit the shot. If white 
hits, he could force black out of the 
g a m e by simply sending the cube. 

If black does not roll a six, white 
could hold black on the 11 point for a 
roll or two while white improves his 
homf board position for the bear-off. 
Later , with a large roll, white could run 
home safely. 

In all honesty, each decision has 
mer i t and both of fer sound reasons. But 
I favor running to the 12 point and 
turning the g a m e into a race merely to 
avoid any accidents (like being hit and 
staying on the bar). 

Another s trong fac tor to consider is 
black's home board. Black's 5 point is 
vacant and the 3 and 4 points have only 
one checker on them. This is dangerous 
since black will have manv miss poten-
tials. Don't look at all the checkers on 
the 1 and 2 points as favorable for 
black. Actually, they could prove to be 
pip was ters since black has to bear 
them off with any roll beyond two (af-
ter all checkers on the, higher points 
a re cleared). 

White's checker distribution for the 
bear-off is superior since ther^ a re no 
apparen t misses. In my opinion, that 
will make up for the 15 or so pips white 
will be behind when he runs to the 11

Sports without nicknames?

A paper is thrust in your face. Glancing at it, you 

see what awai t s you 
You'll be thrown to the bears Fr iday. Whatever 

the outcome, that encounter will be followed with a 
fight against panthers one week later . Then will 
come a t tacks by hawks and raiders, followed by a 
s w a r m of yellow jackets . 

So what do you do9 Attack — a f t e r all, you ' re a 

tiger. 
This world of sports n icknames can be a vicious 

place The violence a t tached to cer ta in sports nick-
names is t raceable in the history of sport itself. 

According to Dr R. Brasch 's book, "How Did 
Sports Begin", sports s tar ted as "a religious cult 
and a preparat ion for life. It 's roots were in m a n ' s 
desire to gain victory over foes seen and unseen, to 
influence the forces of na ture and to promote fert i l-
ity among his crops and cat t le ." 

The word sport is an abbreviat ion of the word 
disport, meaning a diversion and an amusement . 

Religious ceremonies? Fert i l i ty r i tes? Amusing 
diversions' ' If that ' s what ancient sports were like, 
they didn't stay that way long. 

FOOTBALL WAS devised in England. The g a m e 
was what we now call soccer, and it was s imple to 
play — construct two goals, find something to use 
as a ball and choose up sides. 

Ear ly games were violent, but p regame ceremo-
nies were worse. Legend has it that in ancient Eng-
lish t imes they used the severed head of a 
conquered foe as the ball. Some amusement . 

Violence caused King Edward II of England to 
ban the game in 1314. G a m e s got out of hand, with 
some 500 persons par t ic ipat ing and using ent i re 
towns as the field 

Nicknames arose f r o m the people playing the 
g a m e The Old Blackheathens were one of the f i rs t 
football clubs in England, formed in 1862 and 
named a f t e r the town they were f rom. 

Soccer had by then a l ready spread to the states. 
On Nov. 6, 1869, Rutgers beat jEr inceton, 6-4, In the 
f i rs t American collegiate football (soccer) match. 

To distinguish themselves f r o m the Princeton 
players, Ru tge r s t e a m m e m b e r s wore red jerseys. 
To this day, scar le t is still Rutgers ' school color and 
their n ickname rema ins "the Scarlet" . 

BUT WHATEVER happened to the religious r i tes 
associated with sport? The f i rs t Olympics were 
dedicated to the ancient Greek gods. But in la ter 
t imes t e a m s never adopted religious nicknames. 

Why weren ' t there any Cambr idge Clerics? Nick-
names , like sport itself, b e c a m e less serious a s t ime 

went on. While games were taken seriously, people 
no longer thought of them as influencing the growth 
of crops or the amount of rainfal l . Nicknames be-
c a m e f ie rcesome or even boastful . 

Certain sehoolsin the O&E coverage a r ea stick to 
the ancient concept of fear- inspir ing nicknames. 

There a re Spar tans (Livonia Stevenson and Red-
ford Bishop Borgess), Raiders (North Farmington) , • 
Warr iors (Birmingham Brother Rice), Chiefs 
(Plymouth Canton) and Pan the r s (Redford Union 
and Garden City East). 

Sports t eams ' n icknames can also convey some 
historical significance. 

The f i rs t baseball club in America was the New 
York Knickerbockers, named a f t e r a type of pants 
worn by Dutch set t lers . 

In O&E land, there a r e the Pa t r io t s (Livonia 
Frankl in and Redford Temple Christian), the West-
land John Glenn Rockets and even the P lymouth 
Salem Rocks. 

Noble peoples of the past inspired the Bloomfield 
Andover Barons, the Bloomfield Lahser Knights 
and the Rochester Adams Highlanders. 

HOWEVER, T H E R E ' S a lways exceptions to the 
rule. Several schools in O&E land disdained past 
reasoning when choosing their nicknames. 

Instilling f ea r into opponents did not inspire such 
t e a m tags as Gazelles (Bloomfield Sacred Heart), 
Cranes (Bloomfield Cranbrook), Blue J a y s (South-
field), Aardvarks (Bloomfield Kingswood) or Mar-
lins (Farmington Mercy). 

These an imals a r e not feared predators . They a r e 
more often the qua r ry than the hunter . 

There a r e other local n icknames which one must 
guess the reasoning behind. 

Bi rmingham Seaholm is the Maples — is that a 
re fe rence to a deep-rooted commi tmen t to excel-
lence? 

D e t r o i t ^ a t h o l i c Central apparent ly thrives on 
luck, so their sports t e a m s c a r r y the n a m e of Sham-
rocks. 

Lakers? What the heck is a Laker , anyway -
someone who lives in a lake? Hopefully, someone at 
West Bloomfield knows. 

Others a r e confusing — like the Livonia Lady-
wood Blazers. Does it mean a t rai lblazer , a blazing 
f lame, or a jacket? 1 

Southfield La th rup and Livonia Churchill use the 
n ickname Chargers , which is, I suppose, a horse. 

But why do I envision hordes of people a r m e d 
with credi t ca rds swarming over a check-out coun-
te r? 

Whoever invented the f i rs t sports t e a m nickname 
could never have foreseen that .
