Crucial decision on 
Supersewer near

A showdown between Canton 
Township and "Son of Supersewer" 
is shaping up for the next board 
meeting, according to Finance Di-
rector Mike Gorman 

Gorman has been involved in le-
gal activity on behalf of the town-
ship in the proposed construction of 
"Son of Supersewer," the wastewa-
ter control system for 17 western 
Wayne County communities. 

Gorman expects the township to 
take action on the sewer project 
when the township board meets 
Tuesday, Aug 14 

The board delayed a motion to 
join the project — officially called 
the North Huron Valley-Rouge Val-
ley Wastewater Control System -
at its July meeting Trustees wanted 
to know more about the financial 
obligations Canton would assume if 
they joined the project. 

There is some question that Mice 
the proposed $110 million sewer is 
completed, Canton would have to 
pay more for additional construc-
tion to bring the project up to new 
environmental requirements. 

C. Gerald Hemming, township at-
torney, was unable to get an answer 
to that question when he met last 
week with officials of the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources 
(DNR). 

The township also wants to know 
if the proposed Detroit wastewater 
treatment plant could handle addi-
tional sewage generated by future 
growth in the 17 western Wayne 
communities. 

THE ISSUE is fur ther complicat-
ed by a lawsuit filed jointly by Can-
ton and Plymouth Townships, seek-
ing r e i m b u r s e m e n t fo r funds 
they've invested in the planning of 
the sewer. 

The showdown shaping up for the 
next meeting is a result of an Aug. 
15 deadline set by the DNR. The 17 
communities must decide then 
whether they will join supersewer 

Those who do will qualify for par-
tial federal funding (up to 75 per-

cent). Yet even with the federal 
funds, the project will cost Canton 
nearly $9 million, said Gorman 
"Maybe more if additional construc-
tion is necessary," he added.

would dou-
ble immediately yet Canton would 
not benefit f rom the project until 
1988 or 1989, says Gorman. 

Without DNR funding — which 
communities will lose if they don't 
commit by Aug. 15 — communities 
would have to assume 55 percent of 
the construction cost. The DNR's 
federal dollars would be distributed 
elsewhere. Gorman said. 

The township argued in Wayne 
County Circuit Court in Detroit last 
week that the DNR should not be al-
lowed to allocate federal funds to 
other projects. Their request for an 
injunction to stop the action was 
refused by Circuit Judge Sharon 
Finch. 

THE DECISION WHETHER to 
join Supersewer is not an easy one, 
according to Gorman. 

"The DNR has said If Canton 
doesn't join Supersewer and has no 
other ideas on disposal, it will put a 

sewer ban on Canton capping future 
growth," Gorman said. 

"The board has to make the deci-
sion. It will probably be one of the 
hardest they've ever had to make," 
Gorman said. 

Son of Supersewer would provide 
an additional 28 10 cubic feet per 
second (cfs) capacity for Canton 
Township and an additional 13.23 
cfs for Plymouth Township. 

Existing capacities are 9.6 for 
Plymouth Township and 14.37 for 
Canton Township. 

When completed, the system 
would provide Plymouth Township 
with a total community capacity, in-
cluding we t wea ther capacity, of 
25 55 cfs, and Canton Township with 
a total community capacity of 60 
cfs. 

The system will expand capacity 
of all the 17 communities involved, 
from 324.50 cfs to 627 87 cfs. 

The additional capacity is expect-
ed to meet Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA) requirements to 
the year 2020. 

Without federal funding, each 
Plymouth Township household 
would have to contribute $207.70 to 
the project, $156.30 with 55 percent 
federal funding, and $143 with 75 
percent federal funding. 

Part icipants in the proposed sew-
er system are Plymouth and Canton 
Townships, Commerce Township, 
Wixom, Novi, Northville, Northville 
Township, the C i t y of Plymouth, 
Van Buren Township, Livonia, 
Wayne, Westland, Redford Town-
ship, Inkster, Garden City, Dearborn 
Heights and Romulus. 

Special sewer meeting set 
Supervisor James Poole will hold a 

special meeting tonight to brief town-
ship officials about "Son of Super-
sewer." 

The meeting, open to the public, will 
begin at 7:30 p.m. in Township Hall, 
1150 S. Canton Center Road. 

Trustees, planning commissioners, 
and members of the zoning board of 
appeals have been asked to attend. 
They'll be paid regular meeting fees. 

Poole is expected to show a short 
film and give a brief address regarding 
the controversial proposed sewer 
project. 

The meeting is expected to last about 
45 minutes. 

Canton must decide whether to join 
the sewer project by Wednesday, Aug. 
15. Trustees a re expected to decide the 
issue at their Aug. 14 board meeting.

vestigation of an arson-shooting inci-
dent involving Inkster police detective 
Gregory May of Canton 

The investigation is grinding down. 
There is not much more we can do with 
it right now.' said acting Lt. Alex Wil-
son. 

May, 35, was entering his borne from 
the attached garage at 4 a.m. Sunday, 
July 8, when he suffered a minor 
gunshot wound. 

May drove himself to Wayne County 
General Hospital for treatment. While 
en route, an arson fire completely des-
toyed his three-bedroom home on Wil-
lard between Sheldon and Lilley Roads, 
just north of Cherry Hill Road. 

"We may never obtain enough evi-
dence to issue a warrant, but we will 
continue to investigate," said Wilson. 

No family members were home at 
the time of the incident, and no fire-
related injuries were reported 

Firefighters saw flames shooting out 
from the windows and roof upon their 
arrival at 4:30 p.m The bi-level bouse 
sustained up to $90,000 damage and 
was rendered a total loss. 

Later invesigation by Canton fire-
fighters and the Michigan State police 
crime lab confirmed the fire was an ar-
son. 

A five-gallon gasoline can was found 
in the living room Gasoline was poured 

in the kitchen, downstairs hallway and 
living room, according to reports 

MAY WAS released from Wayne 
County General shortly after the inci-
dent. He is expected to return to work 
shortly, according to Inkster Inspector 
Charles Pilch. 

"We feel it's definitely not job-relat-
ed,-' said Pilch after the incident. 
"Nothing is inconceivable — we do 
have people making idle threats 
against a guy who catches a guy drunk 
driving or something. But as far as we 
know, there's no reason for anyone to 
be harboring animosities against May. 

May, married, is twice divorced and 
has custody of his four school-age chil-
dren. One of May's ex-wives was inter-
viewed by Canton police but not as a 
suspect, said Wilson, 

The two youngest children were with 
their mother, and the older two were 
baby-sitting when their father was 
shot, he added 

May's former wife and a daughter 
didn't learn what had happened until 
they pulled up to the house about 9 a m 
Sunday, according to Lt. Bill Grady, 
one of Canton's 15 firefighters. 

May — a Canton resident for eight or 
nine years — had been off the previous 
Friday and Saturday and was sched-
uled to report for work at 9 a.m. that 
Sunday, said Pilch. J

1-1 2 pounds fresh California nectarines and or 
fresh California peaches, sliced 

2 medium-size zucchini 'about 3/4 pound/, 
thinly sliced 

1 small red onion, thinly sliced 
1 4 cup vegetable oil 
1 4 cup fresh lemon juice 

3 tablespoons brown sugar, packed 
1 tablespoon sesame seed, toasted 
3 tablespoons Soy .Sauce 

Lettuce cups 

Combine nectarines, zucchini and onion in medium 
size bowl; se t aside. Measure oil, lemon juice, 
brown sugar, sesame seed and soy sauce into cruet 
or screw-top j a r with lid. Stir or shake thoroughly 
until blended and sugar dissolves. Pour desired 
amount of dressing over fruit-vegetable mixture, 
toss to coat each pieCe well. Marinate 15 minutes, 
tossing occasionally.

TOASTED 
FRENCH BREAD 

1 loaf French bread 
1/4 cup mayonnaise 

1 teaspoon onion powder 
2 teaspoons Lite Soy Sauce 

1/2 teaspoon basil, crumbled 

Cut bread in half lengthwise; place on baking 
sheet, cut side up. Thoroughly blend together 
mayonnaise, onion powder, soy sauce and basil.

Pear Filling 'below/

I cup brown sugar,

1-3/4 cup flour 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
12 teaspoon baking soda 

1-1 2 cups quick cooking oats 
1 4 cups finely chopped walnuts 

Prepare Pear Filling, cool. Cream butter with shor tening and sugar in large 
mixing bowl until smooth Mix in flour, salt, baking soda and oats. Measure 
2 cups of crumb mixture and set aside for topping. Add walnuts to remaining 
crumb mixture and press evenly in bottom of greased 13 x 9 x 2-inch pan. 
Rake in 400°F. oven 10 to 15 minutes, or until golden brown. Remove from 
oven and cool 10 minutes; spread Pear Filling over evenly. Top with reserved 
crumb mixture, pressing lightly.

The O v e r n i g h t Way (with cold water): Pill a quart jar or container 
with freshly d rawn cold water. Add 8 to 10 teabags, removing the 
tags. Cover and ref r igera te a t least 6 hours or overnight. Remove 
bags, squeezing against s ide of container. Makes 1 quart Recipe 
may be doubled. 
The Instant Way (with instant tea or the iced tea mixes): Follow 
directions on j a r or envelope. In general, use 2 rounded tablespoons 
of instant tea powder for each quart of cold water. Or 1/2 cup (or 2 
small envelopes) qf lemon-flavored ice tea mix to a quart of cold 
water. 

T h e Tradit ional Way (with boiling water): Bring 1 q u a n offreshly 
drawn cold water to a full rolling boil in a saucepan. Remove from 
heat and immediately add 1/3 cup loose tea or 15 teabags. Cover 
and let stand 5 minutes. Stir again and strain into a pitcher holding 
another quart of cold water. Keep at room temperature until ready to 
serve, then pour into ica-filled glasses.

You expect Mexican dishes to be 

popular in Texas and California cook-
ing contests You don't expect them to 
be quite so dominant in the Midwest 

But in the 10th annual Michigan Beef 
Cook-Off, Mexican dishes led the way, 
followed by Italian and Greek Of the 
15- recipes that made the finals, five 
were Mexican, including two dishes 
cooked by A1 Schonwetter of Oak Park 

Three finalists prepared Greek food. 
Three entries were Italian, including 
Anrt^-Sudakin's beef bragiola, which 
won an honorable mention. 

While the Southfield cook's competi-
tors were working over hot stoves in 
Michigan State University's human 
ecology building, Anita and her hus-
band were majoring in vacation — in 
Hawaii 

The beef commission's Cattle Wom-
en were kind enough to bend the rules 
Anita's niece, Karen Danto, was al-
lowed to take her place and cook the 
beef rolls 

"I prepared the dish with her," 
Karen said following the judging. "I 
prepared it by myself before today." 

Some of the five men and eight wom-
en contestants shared three common 
problems: inadequate seasoning, incor-
rect number of specified servings and 
not enough beef in fillings 

For example, the Italian beef torte, 
which looked like a pasta sponge cake, 
was supposed to serve six It really 
served 16 It also contained more 
cheeses than beef 

AT FIRST, I thought the sombrero 
beef squares contained too much chili 
powder Then I looked at the recipe. It 

" didn't contain any. But the cubed chuck 
roast apparently spent too much time 
in the beef marinade 

The deviled beef bones were ar-
ranged most appetizingly: the individu-
al short ribs standing on end. with erect 
chives in the center, topped with its 
own purple flower Unfortunately, the 
beef was bread-crumbed too much. 
Less crumbs and a Little sauce on the 
side would have immensely improved 
the taste 

The Athenian beef pick ups had too 
much phyllo dough surrounding too lit-
tle ground round, but was was a valiant 
try 

I didn't need any advice on what to 
eat the night before I participated in 
the judging. I enjoyed charbroiled 
swordfish and snails at the Village 
Market in East Lansing, thanks to Pat 
Scott, beef commission vice president 

T also received an appropriate gift: a 
box of frozen str ip steaks from the 
Country Store in Lansing. But that 
posed a problem. 

I had to shuttle the box f rom freezer, 
thanks to the beef commission photo-
grapher — who was in the midst of 
moving — to the refr igerator at the 
motel where I was staying. However, 
the airline I flew didn't have an ice box 

When I got home, I asked my wife to 
check the beef. Only one steak had par-
tially thawed My wife knew what to do 
— she cooked it her way and ate it. I 
was still full. 

BEEF BRAGIOLI 
2 lbs. round steak, sliced V» loch thick, 
cot into Individual portions (3 Inches by 
4 inches), pounded to f la t ten 
3 tbtp. olive oil 
5 lbs. mushrooms, sliced

Prepare stuffing: In dutch oven or 
large electric frying pan, melt butter 
or margarine. Saute garlic. Toss in 
bread crumbs until all the garlic butter 
is absorbed and the crumbs become 
toasted Remove from beat. Gently 
mix in Parmesan cheese, parsley, salt 
and pepper. Press stuffing Into individ-
ual beef portions and divide Mozxareila 
cheese equally on top of stuffing. Roll 
each steak tightly and secure with 
toothpicks. 

In garlic scented pan in which stuff-
ing was prepared, beat olive oil and 
then brown meat rolls along with 
mushrooms. Add wine, cover, and 
simmer 1-1V. hours or until tender 

The wine sauce will then glaze the 
beef as it cooks and all of the flavors 
mingle. Remove picks and serve on a 
bed of buttered noodles. Gan$sh with 
chopped parsley and grated lemon rind 
if desired Serves 6 Preparation t ime 
is one hour. 

It can be made a day in advance and 
reheated, if desired Also, when cold, it 
slices beautifully into cocktail size por-
"o'r.s At serving time, reheat gently in 
a 350 degree oven, or in a microwave 
oven

THE DAYS OF barn 
raisings, threshings and silo fillings 
have been replaced by a new type of 
neighbor assistance in the 
community Instead of getting 
together to share the work load, 
groups are formed to share mind 
load. 

Quilting bees, church meetings, 
threshing dinners and even birthings 
must have been a f o r m of therapy 
for pioneer women. Now there are 
organized clubs for newcomers, 
singles, separated, bridge players, 
senior citizens — you name it. 

There also are support groups for 
the bereaved, the alcoholic, the 
afflicted, the over-weight and the 
under weight Parents of talented 
children, children with learning 
disabilities, children in trouble, have 
found strength in union 

One of these support groups. New 
Beginnings, was founded about one 
year ago. Its purpose was to help 
those who had recently lost a loved 
one Evening meetings a r e the 
second and fourth Wednesday of 
each month in St. John's Episcopal 
Church in Plymouth. With a zero 

place is a necessity. 

A RECENT conversation with 
Terry Sweeney, one of the founders 
of New Beginnings, revealed a few 
statistics. 

During the first year, 110 people 
came to the meetings The majori ty 
of them were women in their late 
40s or 5t>s. Many were widows or 
widowers Some had lost a brother, 
a sister, or a child. Cancer was the 
leader, with heart at tacks second, in 
causes of death There were 
drownings and suicides. 

Some people attended the full 
year. Some came just once or twice. 

"People move up through their 
grief and use the group as needed," 
said Terry "They come from 
loneliness and a need to talk." 

He said that each person develops 
coping methods that can be shared 
"There 's a group empathy and 
support." 

Guilt feelings are not 
uncommon."They"U say, 'You're not 
treating yourself right.' They help 
each other " 

Do men cope better than women, 
or are they less apt to ask for help? 

Terry said the ability to cope was 
not, necessarily, the reason more 
women than men attended the 
sessions. "There are more women. 
There are 106 male babies bom to 
every 100 female babies. But later 
on, the statistics change to 94 men 
to every 100 women."

Fix* had transformed himself f rom 
an overweighi, two-pack-a-day smoker 
to a lean, non-smoking, 10-mile-a-day 
distance runner. His best-selling "The 
Complete Book of Running" led thou-
sands to take up running for fitness and 
heart health. 

Although his father had died of a 
heart at tack at 43, Fixx had not had 
even a routine medical examination for 
some time. 

Perhaps he believed that his dis-
tance-running lifestyle would protect 
him from, or <»ven immunize him to, 
heart disease. 

THE POSSIBILITY of avoiding 
heart a t tacks by distance running was 
first raised almost 30 years ago, af ter

an autopsy of famed marathon runner 
Charles DeMar, who died at 70 of can-
cer .. 

The medical findings described his 
heart 's arteries as two to three times 
the normal size with only minimal nar-
rowing frorp fatty-cholesterol (Vprwit* 

In more recent times, Dr. Thomas 
Bassler, a pathologist and marathon 
runner, and the American Medical 
Joggers Association have taken the po-
sition that marathon running provides 
"absolute protection" against death 

due to heart disease 
Unfortunately, the medical litera-

ture and lay press have demonstrated 
the "exercise and immunity" theory to 
be incorrect. 

While it is recognized that each year 
several cardiovascular deaths while 
running will occur merely by chance, 
there is unequivocal evidence that 
heart disease may occur in some dis-
tance runners. Indeed, the autopsy re-
port on J im Fixx revealed that he had 
died of a massive heart at tack, and that

three of his heart 's main arteries were 
blocked. 

NO LONGER can we ignore the fact 
that heart disease is now considered a 
complex multi-factorial disease. 

Genetics, environmental influences 
and lifestyle habits — know collective-
ly as "risk fac tors" — probably all play 
a role. Some risk factors may still re-
main unidentified. 

Certainly, few authorities would dis-
agree that the distance runner's life-
style — including regular exercise, ab-
stinence f rom cigaret te smoking and 
careful attention to diet and body 
weight — may provide part ial protec-
tion against heart disease. 

The ironic death of J im Fixx em-
phasizes that modification of one risk 
factor, such as regular exercise, may 
not always provide absolutMmmunity 
against heart disease for everyone, 
even if accompanied by other lifestyle 
changes. 

It's time to lay the "exercise and im-
munity" theory to rest.

The man searches for a way to support his 
family. A friend suggests pro football He tries 
it and nearly catches on, but is forced to quit 
when it is discovered he has a b r a in t u m o r 

Doctors operate, successfully. However, his 
dreams of playing pro football are forever 
dashed. He looks far a new occupation, and 
suddenly it comes to him He'll turn his hobby 
into a full-time career 

His hobby is racing cars. Eight months after 
becoming a professional driver, he lands his 
first big ride: against the Richard Pettys and 
Cole Y arboroughs on the Grand National Stock 
Car circuit. 

WHAT A MOVIE that would make! If anyone 
would believe It. that is 

Except that fiction has little to do with this story. 
Jim Hull, only 32 years old, is living proof that 
truth can indeed be stranger than any fiction 

"I 'm a very busy person, I really am," Hull said, 
trying to be convincing when there was no need to 
be. His life story piovided i l l the proof that was 
necessary 

Bull, now living in Canton, graduated from West 
Bloomfield High School In 1970. He attended Ferris 
State, where he played football, but be dropped out 
af ter a year. 

He was marr ied in 1972 and began working for 
Custom Craft in Southgate A friend noticed Hull's 
prowess in football and suggested, half in jest, that 
Hull try out for pro football. 

Hull took the suggestion seriously. "I went to 
those "Gong Show' type of tryouta," he said, getting 
invitations a f te r "I wrote a lot of letters." 

The S t Louis Cardinals were first to give him a 
shot in 1973. A 6-foot-S, 230-pound linebacker, Hull

Hull started racing go-Larts soon a f te r leaving 
college Racing was in his blood: "My, father (Ed 
Hull) engineered all of Ford's racing cars," he ex-
plained. He travelled the go-kart circuit throughout 
the country, recording his best finish at Talladega 
(Ala.) in April. 1978, 

For the past two seasons, Hull raced his CIT-1 
Trans Am Firebird at Waterford Hills He sold that 
car when he decided in January to pursue a profes-
sional racing career 

"I WANT TO be a professional driver ," be said. 
"That 's what I want to do." 

That may sound simple, but it's not. And yet Hull 
is not easily discouraged, apparent in his earlier 
ambitions. Oo the contrary with his goal firmly 
established, Hull plunged in head first. 

Before working his regular (48 hours a week) af-
ternoon shift at the Chevrolet Tech Center, Hull 
s tar ts early each morning with let ters and follow-

The ban's been canned. 
Eas t e rn Michigan Univers i ty , 

threatened with removal f rom the 
Mid-American Conference (MAC) by 
the council of presidents unless it 
dropped intercollegiate football, was 
reinstated Friday by a 10-0 vote of 
the same council. 

The conference call vote was taken 
after Eastern received a rules inter-
pretation from the NCAA regarding 
attendance requirements. 

The MAC council of presidents is-
sued its ultimatum to EMU af te r a 
July 16 vote calling for the school to 
either drop football or be expelled 
from the conference. That vote was 
spurred by Western Michigan Univer-
sity's announcement at a May 19 
meeting that it might not be able to 
meet the NCAA attendance require-
ments for Division IA football 
schools. 

TO REMAIN in Division IA, some-
thing the MAC presidents have said 
they are committed to, a major i ty of 
the conference's 10 universities had 
to meet the attendance requirements. 
Toledo, Miami of Ohio, Northern Illi-
nois, Central Michigan, Bowling 
Green and Western met requirements 
last year. 

A poor home schedule prompted 
Western to express doubt that it could 
meet the requirements for this sea-
son, which In turn resulted ia the vote 
by MAC presidents July lg to remain 
IA by eliminating one member (East-
ern) and making the major i ty Ave la-
stead of six. 

Eastern officials asked the NCAA 
for a rules interprets tion concerning 
when attendance requirements must

the council of presidents felt they had 
to take corrective action before the 
football season" to retain Division IA 
status, said EMU provost Ronald Col-
lins at Monday's Board of Regents 

THAT BELIEF was incorrect. Offi-
cials from the NCAA assured the 
MAC council ^hat no reclassification 
action — dropping the MAC to Divi-
sion 1AA — could be taken before 
September 1985 The NCAA will 
study attendance figures for the 1984 
season in June, and the MAC can de-
cide then what course to take. 

"We are very pleased with this in-"" 
terpretation," said MAC commission-
er Jim Lessig in a press release is-
sued Friday, "as it will allow us to 
enter the 1984 season with sll 10 
members of the league competing for 
the Mid-American championship in 
football. 

'The MAC is totally committed to 
Division IA football now and ia the 
future . . we are hopeful that our 
attendance will allow at least six 
member institutions to meet Division 
IA criteria this fall. 

Following the 19S4 football sea-
son, we will continue to evaluate our 
position relative to Division IA."
