Jackson 
wins big, 
but not 
in area

The Rev. Jesse Jackson, bea ten 
badly in most southeast Michigan 
suburban communit ies , found his 
salvat ion in Detroit and other l a r g e 
metropol i tan communi t ies en rou t e 
to winning the Michigan caucuses 
Saturday. 

Jackson ' s stunning defea t of Mass-
achuse t t s Gov. Michael Dukakis pro-
longed the Democra t ic search for a 
f ront- runner , but it m a y also have 
hastened the nar rowing of the f ield. 
Rep. Richard Gephard t ' s campaign , 
weakened by a dis tant third-place 
showing, is repor ted to be moribund, 
and might be t e rmina ted this week. 

But in the 15th District , it was Du-
kakis followed closely by Gephard t 
and Jackson. The district includes 
Canton Township. District vote to-
tals for individual cit ies and town-
ships weren ' t ava i lab le a t press 
t ime. 

Combined totals for the d is t r ic t ' s 
Wayne County portion, however , 
show Dukakis with 2,470 votes to 
2,008 fo r Gephardt . The Rev. J e s se 
Jackson received 1,573 votes. 

Gephard t campaigned heavily in 
the a rea , which also includes West-
land, Garden city, Romulus, Inks ter , 
Taylor and Van Buren, Huron and 
Sumpter townships. 

Canton voters Bet ty and Chester 
Willis we re among those favor ing 
Dukakis. 

"He reminds m e of (John) Kenne-
dy," Bet ty said. "I think he's on the 
right t r ack as f a r as economic poli-
cies," added Chester , who thought 
Jackson might m a k e a good vice 
presidential choice. 

Among other candidates , Tennes-
see Sen. Albert Gore J r . finished 
fourth with 207 votes. Illinois Sen. 
Paul Simon finished f i f th with 114. 
F o r m e r Sen. G a r y Ha r t , who 
dropped out of the race, finished last 
with 32. 

TURNOUT WAS heavy through-
out the district . 

"I 'd say it was f ive or si* t imes 
what we had in 1984," 15th Distr ic t 
cha i rman Bryan Amann said. 

D u k a k i s ' s t r e n g t h , d e s p i t e 
G e p h a r d t ' s heavy c a m p a i g n i n g , 
wasn ' t surprising, Amann added. 

"The Dukakis people moved in 
here and they rea l ly took over ," be 
said. 

Democra t s expanded the number 
of caucus sites, but confusion still 
reigned among some voters. 

"One couple c a m e here to vote 
and it w a s their third stop of the day 
trying to find the right place," said 
Marie Os t rum of Canton Township, 
who w a s working for Gephard t a t 
UAW Local 735 in Canton. 

Jackson finished second in neigh-
boring Plymouth Township, but w a s 
well behind Dukakis. 

In nearby P lymouth and Nor th-
ville caucus sites, some 35 P lymouth 
Salem students assisted with the pro-
cess a s par t of an ex t r a c red i t 
p ro jec t for their s tudent government 
class. Students passed out non-part i-
san voter Instructions. 

Sa turday ' s caucuses were the f i r s t 
s tep of a two-par t process. Demo-
c ra t i c par ty l eaders will m e e t la 
May t o assign delegates to the na-
tional convention. 

"We really don't know when con-
s t ruct ion will begin,' ' Casar i said. 

Most of the road cons t ruc t ion 
p ro jec t s planned for this y e a r were 
scheduled for paving last y e a r , but 
fell through, Casari said. 

Canton should p r e p a r e a "need 
s tudy," identifying road condit ions, 
t r a f f i c counts and a pr ior i ty list of 
necessa ry improvements , C a s a r i 
said. 

"If all goes well we will h a v e qui te 
a bit of road construction in Can ton ." 
said Alan Richardson, a s s i s t an t 
Wayne County highway eng inee r .

Ballot would 
decide Canton 
administration

The on-again, o f f -aga in question of 
whether voters will dec ide how Can-
ton's admin is t ra t ion will run is on 
again. 

Two quest ions fo r the Aug. 2 pri-
m a r y ballot we re app roved a t Tues-
day 's board meet ing . If approved, 
they would: 

• Allow the hir ing of a superin-
tendent by a m a j o r i t y vote of the 
township board to p e r f o r m certain 
duties previously p e r f o r m e d by the 
supervisor, and 

e Provide for the adoption of a 
revised method of appoint ing and 
disciplining c lass i f ied township em-
ployees. 

A P P R O V A L O F the changes 
would revise the township mer i t or-
dinance and allow the board to hire 
and f i r e a super in tendent . Attorney 
opinions have va r i ed on whether 
s ta te law says a super in tendent is 
covered by the mer i t ordinance. 

In ef fec t , vo te r s will send a mes-
sage to the board on whether they 
want a super in tenden t heading Can-
ton's admin is t ra t ion . 

"No one in the i r right mind" 
would hire a super in tendent if the 
quest ions fai led a t the poll, said trus-
tee Bob Padge t , who proposed the 
change and a d a m a n t l y f avors i t 

If the quest ions a r e approved, the 
super in tendent would be exempt 
f r o m mer i t commiss ion regulat ions 
and would be hired and f ired by the 
board. 

Approval of the 
changes would revise 
the township merit 
ordinance, allowing the 
board to hire and fire a 
super in tenden t. 

There have been varying legal 
opinions and deba tes among board 
m e m b e r s abou t how the mer i t ordi-
nance a f f e c t s the hiring of a superin-
tendent . 

CANTON SUPERVISOR J a m e s 
Poole has long argued he wanted the 
issue decided by the voters. He had 
reques ted an opinion f rom Canton 
a t t o rney Judd Hemming, who out-
lined the bal lot wording 

If the quest ions fail, the s t rong su-
perv isor adminis t ra t ion would be re-
ta ined If it passes, the supervisor 
post would be slashed to par t - t ime. 

Other costs — an ass is tant fo r the 
super in tenden t , secretar ies , benef i t s 
and a higher sa lary — a re tagged 
onto h i r ing a super intendent , Poole 
has a rgued . 

Previous ly , a ma jo r i ty of the 
board a lso called for slashing the 
clerk and t r easu re r ' s post to par t -
t ime. However , this issue recent ly 
has U k e n a back seat to the superin-
tendent debate . 

$4.7 million in P-C cuts outlined

" F a r m e r s bury them in the first 
and last fur row when they're plant-
ing to ensure a good harves t . " said 
Barker . " Famil ies keep a bowl of 
pysankys out year round to keep 
peace and happiness in the home "

That spot on 
your left by the railroad tracks is

These Passover recipes are 
given by American-born Kathy 
Ozery, who makes her home in Is-
rael with husband Yefet, who was 
born in Yemen. 

Kathy's recipe for Yemenite 
Charoset was published in an Is-
raeli cookbook. The recipe makes 
large amounts but portions are 
easily reduced, she said.

CHICKEN 
1 chicken or chicken parts 
1 cop orange juice 
1 cop white wine 
1 sliced onion 
1 sliced carrot 
1 stalk celery 
1 4 teaspoon salt 
pinch black pepper 
1 teaspoon paprika 

3 tablespoons oil 
4 cap raisins 
1 teaspoon comln 
1 orange 

Place vegetables in bowl, pour 
juice and wine over, add spices. 
Put chicken in marinade for one 
hour, turning from time to time. 

Heat oil in frying pan and saute 
until golden brown; place in bak-
ing dish and pour marinade over. 
Arrange vegetables on top, cover 
with lid or aluminum foil and 
bake 45 minutes at medium heat. 
Remove cover from baking dish 
and bake another 30 minutes, 
turning f rom time to t ime to 
brown chicken evenly. 

Strain sauce (remaining juices) 
through a fine strainer and boil 
until liquid is reduced by half. 
Peel orange into segments and 
arrange over chicken. Add raisins 
to sauce and pour over chicken. 

Garnish with a few cumin 
seeds or thin strips of orange peel 
(soaked in hot water to remove 
bitter taste). 

YEMENITE CHAROSET 
8^t ounces sesame seeds, toasted 
2 pounds dates, pitted 
1 pound raisins 
1 cup almonds, chopped 
1 cup walnuts, chopped 
4 teaspoons ground cinnamon 
V.i teaspoon ground cloves 
Vi teaspoon ground ginger 
Va teaspoon ground cardamom 
Vi teaspoon salt 

Toast sesame seeds by stirring 
frequently in pan over medium 
f lame until evenly browned. Com-
bine all ingredients in a pot over 
a low f lame, adding water to 
achieve desired consistency. Mix-
ture should resemble preserves. 
Continue cooking, aproximately 
15 minutes, to allow flavors to 
penetrate, adding water as neces-
sary to maintain desired consist-
ency.

Gathering for Seder

The Sturman family of Bloomfield 
Township is gathering for a Passo-
ver Seder this year as it has for the 
last 20 years. 

A traditional Reform Jewish fami-
ly, the Sturrilans belong to Temple 
Beth El, as their parents and grand-
parents did. Over the years, the fam-
ily has adapted and changed the Pas-
sover ceremony, in keeping with Re-
form custom. 

Elaine Sturman grew up in Hunt-
ington Woods. She has stayed close 
to her roots except for five years in 
Chicago, where husband Dr. Stephen 
Sturman spent his residency The 
couple has three children, Julie, 17; 
Jeffrey, 15; and Marcia, 10. 

Over the last 10 years, the keeping 
of the Seder rituals moved naturally 
from Elaine's parents, to an aunt 
and uncle, to Elaine and Fran, her 
sister. Fran does the first night, and 
Elaine does the second Seder. Both 
nights are equally important. The 
sisters cook for a week before the 
holiday. 

Each does her own cooking, mak-
ing the main dish, usually roast 
chicken, and many of the side dishes 
Some of the guests brings matzoh 
farfel, a side dish, or a special des-
sert. Elaine likes to make lemon-
filled cream puffs this time of the 
year. 

THE STURMANS retain the fami-
ly closeness, the inclusion of children 
in the reading of the Haggadah, lots 
of music, singing traditional songs 
such as "Dayanuh" and "Chad Gad-
ya." 

They include a Matzoh of Hope in 
remembrance of Soviet Jews, and 
they use the Union Haggadah. a 
rewritten version of the ancient sto-
ry of Exodus. This includes a special 
service asking the people around the 
dinner table to remember and think 
about Soviet Jewry. 

Julie Sturman brings her best 
friend. Rebecca Leitman, to the 
Sturman Seder every year Marcia, 
who has a pen pal in Russia, brings a 
different friend each year. 

The gathering of 25 also includes 
Fran's husband, Julian Greenebaum; 
the sisters' parents. Jean and Irving 
Rosen; Beth and Bob Sklar and their 

children. Josh. 8. and Elyse. 3. and, 
in keeping with an ancient tradition, 
always a guest who has no Seder to 
which to go 

THE SEDER begins with the ar-
rival of the guests at about 7 p.m. 
Everyone catches up on what mem-
bers of the family have been doing. 
In this busy household that takes an 
hour and half. At 8:30 p.m.. everyone 
is seated 

Adorning the long table are pla-
cemats, white plates, black napkins 
folded into seashell napkin rings, a 
centerpiece of baby's breath and dai-
sies, a decanter that belonged to Dr. 
Sturman's mother filled with "clas-

sic" Manischewitz red concord grape 
wine (the children partake along 
with the adults), and Shabbat candle-
sticks that belonged to Elaine's 
great-great grandmother in Russia 

The ceremonial plate, filled with 
bitter herbs or white horseradish, 
charoset, a shank bone, greens, a 
hard-boiled egg and salt water, sits 
near the head of the household A 
platter of matzohs is near it. 

DR. STURMAN begins the Seder 
by reading from the Haggadah 
Par ts are given out and everyone 
present who is old enough to read 
gets a part. A guest springs up and 
opens the door for the prophet, Eli-
jah. to take his sip of wine. A glass 
has been poured for him. and each 
year a guest swears the glass looks 
as if someone has taken a quick nip. 

Midway through, the reading 
stops Elaine and Fran go into the 
kitchen and a long, lively dinner is 
served Restless children are al-
lowed to rise and search for the "Afi-
komen." the hidden matzoh. Elaine 
gives a small gift to everyone under 
18, not only to the child who finds the 
wrapped "Afikomen" under the sofa 
cushions or behind the piano. 

The Seder ends with lots of sing-
ing, and the guests leave reluctantly 
at about 10 p.m. They will have to 
wait a year to enjoy another Seder. 

Though the purpose of the Seder is 
to remember the days of slavery in 
Egypt and to give thanks for free-
dom, the holiday is always a happy 
one that gives way to wine, good 
food and music. 

For Elaine, who is chairperson of 
the Freedom Seder for Soviet Jewry, 
this is an invigorating season. 

Pancakes: Here's how they size up 
For every meal, every course, f rom appetizer to dessert, there's 

a pancake 
A traveler could circle the globe and find some form of this 

international favorite — in sizes as small as quarters and almost 
as big as manhole covers — stacked for breakfast, glorified for 
dessert, stuffed for entrees, rolled and sliced for hors d'oeuvres 

Call them hotcakes, crepes, blini. palacsintak, pfannkucbe . . . 
they're all pancakes. 

Today's pancakes are a fluffy, tender, civilized version of an 
ancient bread. 

PANCAKES HAVE been known to be Intertwined with religion, 
tradition and legend. Jewish people eat them on their holidays — 
at Hannkkah, latkes, potato pancakes; a t Passover, pancakes made 
with matzoh meal and no leayening; a t Shabooth, when dairy dish-
es a re eaten, cheese bUnties 

In early Christian days, when Lent was a t ime of abstinence 
f rom meat as well as from animal foods like milk, cheese and 
eggs, pancakes became a t reat for the day before the beginning of 
L e n t Shrove Tuesday pancakes a re still eaten In many countries, 
and In g»gi«»"V Shrove Tuesday is often called "pancake day."

Let's not forget about the old North American legend Paul Bu-

nyan, who had a pancake appetite that supposedly needed s grill so 
big with a corral around It and grain elevators to bold the flour. 
Concrete mixers were said to have churned the better that merged 
in four-foot waves onto a griddle greased by cooks, who skated 
over It with slabs of bacon tied to their feet. (Sounds like some of 
the Janes clan a t the last family reunion.) 

PANCAKES CAN be cooked in many different ways Basically, 
all s tart with a bat ter using flour, butter, eggs and milk. Taste and 
texture difference begin with the addition or omission of a leaven-
ing agent such as yeast, baking soda or baking powder. 

Should you prefer to use yeast, it would be best to allow the 
batter to "ripen" for at least six to eight hours before beginning to 
cook. 

Personally speaking. I think the lightest pancakes are achieved 
by separating the egg yolk from the egg white — with the yolk 
beaten into the bat ter and the white beaten separately until stiff 
but not dry — then gently folding the white into the batter and 
pouring immediately onto a hot, greased griddle. 

A SECRET Up used by the great chefs before beginning to cook 
their favorite pancakes has them beating up the griddle or frying 
pan from the start with a small amount of grease and/or butter to 
coat the pan bottom After tbe pan is heated significantly, pour out 
the grease, wipe with a clean cloth and add more fresh grease or 
butter and heat accordingly. 

Then, just before the pan begins to smoke, add your batter. Al-
ways throw out your first, as it only begins the seasoning of the 
pan and collects too much of the pan taste Then, repeat with the 
grease, and you're in business.

the Seder meals, unlike any o ther 
meals, on any other days. 

Matzoh. the unleavened flat bread 
that is used throughout the eight 
days, becomes the ma ins tay ingred-
ient for any number of dishes The 
chal lenge is to see how many ways 
the matzoh can be used 

Matzoh puddings, matzoh cakes , 
matzoh kugels, matzoh pancakes , 
s tuff ing, fr ied matzohs, and even 
rolls and bagels a r e shaped f r o m 
matzhol meal , s imi la r to b read 
crumbs , only, for heaven ' s sake, not 
bread 

Children, and their e lders too, can 
tell you that f resh matzoh. the l a r g e 
sheet but tered or sp read with pre-
serves. is good all by itself, c runchy 
and crisp. 

The Seder services, a r i tual one

Foster agency helps 
Lassies come home

Carol Bartley is a foster mom. 
Duffy, her long-haired foster son, 
bounds toward her when she calls his 
name. 

But he also barks when someone 
knocks on the door of her Southfield 
home. 

That's because Duffy is an orphan 
collie. Bartley. a member of the Tri-
County Collie Rescue League, is 
trying to find him a home. 

But not just any home. Because 
Duffy is not just any dog He's had 
his share of troubles - f rom poor 
health to poor eyesight to occasional 
poor relations with human beings 
Duffy's also more than six years old 
— barring him from adoption by 
those who believe they can't teach 
an old dog new tricks. 

No, this sable and white collie is 
not for just anybody. And Bartley 
will continue to feed him, brush him, 
walk him and love him until she, and 
the rescue league, find a perfect 
match. 

"IT'S ONE of those intuitive 
things, we know when a match is 
right." said Carol Fox, the league s 
adoption secretary. 

Since its creation in 1986, the 
league has found new homes in 
southeast Michigan for 40 collies. 
Sometimes it takes only one week to 
find a perfect home; in Duffy's case, 
it's been five months and the league 
is still looking. 

While awaiting a new owner, the 
collies stay in foster homes. The fos-
ter parents determine the type of 
home best suited for the collie 

"The foster family observes the 

dog's temperament." Fox said 
For example. Bartley knows Duf-

fy would be most happy in a home 
with older kids who would take him 
on the long walks he dearly loves 

The biggest problem the league 
has. Fox said, is losing foster fami-
lies 

"WE LOSE them because they fall 
in love with the dog, she said 

Right now the league has about 15 
foster families and is always looking 
•for more 

The collies the league rescues 
aren't generally found wandering 
hungry and homeless on city streets 
Most have had owners who took good 
care of them, but for some reason 
could no longer keep them 

Maybe the owner moved to a far 
off city or to an apartment or to a 
senior ret irement village. Maybe a 
child in the family has an allergy 
Maybe there's a job loss, and the 
family can no longer foot the food 
bill for a dog that eats a lot. 

The family takes its plight to a 
veterinarian or the MidWest Collie 
Club or to another dog organization 
That group calls the league. The 
league, in turn, sends an SOS to its 
foster families, and one of them 
takes the collie in until the dog is 
placed in a permanent home 

The league has rules for foster 
families, and strict criteria for 
adopting families. 

Both must have a fenced-in yard 
One big difference is that a foster 
family one day must turn the collie 
over to someone else, while the 
adoptive family is permanent. 

The league looks for a "good 
match" between all members of the 
adoptive family It wants a family

adoption secretary 

who won't mind grooming the long-
haired animal every other day The 
league charges $65 per adoption. 

The new family signs a contract , 
agreeing to do not only those things 
necessary to keep a dog healthy and 
happy, but also to call the league if 
something happens and they can no 
longer keep the dog 

"That clause is a blessing to sen-
iors who want a dog but worry what 
will happen to the dog if they have to 
go into a home," Fox said 

BESIDES DUFFY, the league cur-
rently has three collies that need 
new homes Fox is taking care of 
Christopher, a three-year-old collie 
f rom Ohio. Christopher's former 
owner, a dog breeder, is terminally 
ill. 

A Dearborn family is taking care 
of Dutchess until she's healthy again 
Dutchess was ill-treated and. at one 
point, near death 

A Temperance, Mich , family has 
Styler, a smooth-haired collie who 
lost her home because of a family 
member 's allergy 

"That 's a collie who's truly 
unique." Fox said. "With his smooth 
hair you have all the fun of a collie 
with one-half the work."

AFTER THE TWO teams ex-
changed two-pointers. Borgess's 
Shawn Res pert drilled a three-point 
shot with eight secoods to go, cutting 
the deficit to three. 

Tbe Spartans then got tbe ball 
back, almost instantly, when 6-9 cen-
ter Jeff Baker was called for travel-
ing. 

But with only two seconds left, no 
timeouts and the ball nearly M feet 
away from the basket, the odds were 
stacked against the Spartans, who 
couldn't coo? art a desperation at-
tempt just Inside the mid-court line 
as time expired. 

"I said before the g a m e that you 
have to play the entire 32 minutes to 
win it and unfortunately we didn't 
play all 32 minutes," said Borgess 
coach Mike Fusco. whose t eam 
bowed out with a 24-4 record. 

South Christian's J im Dykema, 
who captured his f i rs t s ta te crown in 
16 years of coaching, said there was 
no thought of leaving his s t a r player 
on the bench to s tar t the second half 

"WE WOULDN'T be here if it 
wasn' t for him (Steigenga)," he said. 
"We can' t win without him. We sat 
him out with three fouls against 
Flint Beecher (in Fr iday 's semifinal) 
for one minute and we couldn't get 
the ball up court. 

"It seems he had four fouls the 
last four or five games, but be plays 
smar t basketball and we had to have 
him on the floor." 

Steigenga's presence on the floor 
rubbed off on his t eammates , part ic-
ularly 6-foot, 140-pound guard Mark 
Wierenga, who squirmed his way to 
21 points.

USDA choice roots rock and roll. 

Artie Wolff, the lead singer of the group, will not 
stand for any th ing less than the lean, p r ime cut rootsy 
stuff The re ' s no fa t . or worse yet. synthensizers or 
d rum mach ines in these tunes. 

Commi t ted to the genre of music, Wolff l e f t the rel-
atively success fu l Kingbees part ly because he fel t they 
were s t r ay ing away f r o m the puri ty of s t ra ight roots 
rock and roll. To him, there 's nothing else close 

"It's so basic ," said Wolff, who lives in Redford 
Township "It has the essential rock and roll feel. I 
listen to Edd ie Cochran and Chuck Berry records all 
the t ime. I still love that stuff. 

"I don't think people a re going to be taking INXS 
records and holding them up 20 yea r s f r o m now say-
ing. "Wow, this stuff is great." " 

Roots rock is hardly new In fact , i t 's somewha t on 
the rebound with the emergence of the BoDeans, 
Blasters and The Thunderbirds . 

Yet, as Wolff is quick to point out. the Blas ters and 
The Thunderb i rds haven ' t exactly been the pet rocks 
and Hula Hoops of rock and roll, having been around 
for a number of yea r s Joe Ely and Rober t Gordon 
have been m a i n s t a y s on the roots rock scene as well. 

Roots rock and roil has stood tbe tes t of t ime. Ex-
cept people l is tening to it now a r e just as likely to be 
drinking wine coolers as they a re Pabs t Blue Ribbon. 

.ARTIE W O L F F and The Pack would pass the test 
as a t rad i t iona l roots rock group, except they use their 
diverse inf luences to keep it unique. 

The music f e a t u r e s a low-thumping s tand-up bass, 
raw dancing gu i t a r lines and Buddy Hollyesque vocals. 

The music , though, has a bluesy feel. The dit ty "She 

Knows I t" on the group 's casse t te sounds like uptown 
blues John Cohassey, the group 's guitarist , has played 
with a number of blues and rockabilly bands in the 
area . 

Like Wolff and Cohassey. d r u m m e r Mike Kissick is 
f rom a tradi t ional roots rock background ("I grew up 
on a s tack on Elvis r ecords , " Kissick said.) He played a 
number of years with the Rockabil ly Cats before join-
ing Artie Wolff and The Pack . 

"We grabbed Mike when the grabbing was good." 
Wolff said with a laugh 

Actually, Kissick was the final piece of the puzzle 
In little over a yea r , the band has established itself 
around this a rea as one of the f iner roots rock ac t s 
around. 

Immedia te plans include shopping the six-song cas-
set te in New Y'ork and Los Angeles And, as a lways, 
the m a j o r goal is to land the ever-elusive record deal 

With the recent explosion of roots rock, there ' s a ray 
of hope The audience is there for their type of music. 

" F a n s of this type of music tend to be loyal," Wolff 
said. "They tend not to worry about trends 

A RECENT t rend with the re-emergence of roots 
rock has been cow punk. Artie Wolff and The Pack 
find it to be a poor facs imi le of the real McCoy 

"I want to know where the cow is?,' said Cohassey, 
who lives in Rochester 

Wolff and his m a t e s have seen trends come and go. 
Wolff, 35. has played in an a r r a y of bands since he w a s 
15, including hard rock and pop He's at home with 
roots rock, 

But he's aware comple te ly copying stuff f r o m the 
1950s isn't going to work 

"Ins tead of total ly re -crea t ing a sound, we ' re t ry ing 
to feed off the spir i t of the rebel rock and roll of the 
"50s," Wolff said. "We ' r e t rying to make it pa la tab le 
for the people in the '80s

Bertolucci is odds 
on favorite to win 
best director nod

Last week I offered to help you 
win the Observer & Eccentric AMC 
Oscar contest and a trip to Holly-
wood With "Moonstruck" your firm 
choice as Best Picture, it's time to 
look at the director category 

This one's easy 
If the Academy runs true to form, 

and if the other signs mean anything, 
there should be no suspense when 
they ask for the envelope, please, for 
best director 

It looks like a shoo-in for Bernardo 
Bertolucci as top director in this 
year 's Oscar race. First of all, on 
March 12th he. won the Directors 
Guild of America award for "The 
Last Emperor ." 

The Directors Guild of America 
(DGA) award was established in 

1948 In its 41 years, only three 
times have the winners failed in the 
Oscar sweepstakes That's 93 per-
cent and you won t catch me betting 
against such odds 

IN ADDITION, The Last Emper-
or" received more nominations 
(nine) than any other film this year, 
so the movie is well-regarded in Hol-
lywood Naturally, the industry looks 
to the people involved and that many 
nominations is to Bertolucci's credit 
If he wins, he will be the first Italian 
to garner best director 

For the first time in Oscar's 60-
year history, no American was nomi-
nated for best director Adrian Lyne 
(British) received his first Oscar nod 
for "Fatal Attraction." His country-
man, John Boorman ( Hope and Glo-
ry"), was nominated in 1972 for "De-
liverance." 

Boorman and Canadian Norman 
Jewison ("Moonstruck") were not 
nominated by the DGA. although 
Bertolucci. Swedish director Lasse 
Hallstrom ("My Life as a Dog") and 
Lyne were Jewison has been select-
ed twice before by the Academy in 
this category — in 1967 for "In the 
Heat of the Night" and in 1971 for 
"Fiddler on the Roof " 

Hallstrom has never been picked 
before and his was the only film not 
nominated for best picture If he 
does wm. he will be the first Swedish 
director to be so honored 

But it doesn't seem likely with the 
limited support "My Life as a Dog" 
received. It's only other nomination 
was for screenplay adaptation while 
the competition has five or more 
with nine for "The Last Emperor" 
building overwhelming strength 

Just as Boorman and Jewison 
failed to receive a nod from the Di-
rectors Guild, two DGA contenders 
— James L Brooks for "Broadcast 
News" and Steven Spielberg for 
"Empire of the Sun" — failed in the 
Oscar contest 

IT SEEMS as if Spielberg will 
have to wait until his 60th birthday 
before the Academy finds him wor-
thy. Although never nominated as 
best director by the Oscar folks, the 
DGA has nominated six of Spiel-
berg's nine films 

Another unusual dimension this 
year is the popularity of Lyne's Fa-
tal Attraction" with six picks Down 
through the years, the Academy has 
not favored the horror thriller 
genre Just ask Hitchcock 

When Bertolucci received the 
DGA award he said. "This is a very-
nice welcome to a new member of 
the DGA." He caught the spirit of Os-
car 's 1988 international flavor 

"In the darkness of movie the-

aters." Bertolucci said, there are no 
more national identities There are 
no more classes Maybe I'm an ideal-
ist. but I still see movie theaters as 
big cathedrals where people come to 
dream the same dream together " 

That's a pretty nice thought and 
just the right level of shmaltz to con-
vince the Academy that Bertolucci s 
their man 

Hallstrom s nomination, just like 
his film, is a sleeper "My Life as a 

Dog." despite its difficulty in getting 
distribution and its unexpected audi-
ence popularity, hasn't generated 
enough general support 

Boorman s " Hope and Glory is 
another unheralded film that gained 
t r e m e n d o u s a t t e n t i o n f r o m 
filmgoers and is contending in five 
categories Despite Boorman s supe-
rior track record, I don't think he has 
much more of a chance than 
Hallstrom

These ladies 
traditionally are old and strong. 

We went through all the rituals 
first shower, sauna, pool, sauna — 
then we stretched out, quite naked, 
on- a time on a table. The scrub 
lady started by pouring a bucket of 
warm water over me When I was 
thoroughly wet. she began to scrub 
me with a large stiff luffa sponge, 
hard strokes from chin to toes. Turn 
over on your stomach, and it was 
hard strokes again from the hairline 
I the feet If you like being mas-
saged you'll love being scrubbed. 

THE TENT sauna was an entirely 
different experience. 

Our tent sauna was erected at the 
end of a small peninsula occupied by 
the Hotel Savansolmu in Piek-
samaki Hotel general manager Sep-
pa Summanen and his assistant Lilu 
Nissinen carried it out and set it up 
at the edge of the cold lake.

Burlington introduces 
digital tape duplication 

O u t l y i n g A r e a s 
a continuing story 

Monday, Marcn 26. 1966 IJ&E + 7D 

(AP) — Since most of Ameracan 
Multamedia Inc.'s business comes 
from audio cassette duplication, the 
Burlington company had an undeni-
able stake in perfecting tape dupli-
cation 

"We don't hide that fact ." Robert 
Farrow, Concept Design's director of 
engineering, said "We brag about 
i t " 

The company believes it wall revo-
lutionize the world's music markets, 
wath a new dagatal tape duplacaUon 
process called DAAD — Digital Au-
dio Analog Duplication — created by 
the engineering unit of American 
Multimedia 

American Multimedia is the na-
tion's largest independent audiotape 
duplicating company, With funding 
from RCA, its Concept Design unit 
created DAAD. which transfers digi-
tally mastered music directly to re-
taal cassettes, elaminating the need 
for costly, short-lived master tapes 

The company is just beginning to 
market DAAD machines. The first 
one will go out to QTI. a tape-dupli-
cating firm affil iated with RCA, in 
Weaverville, N.C., near Ashevalle 
Rick Wartzog. QTI's manager of 
tape electronic development, said 
DAAD should substantially improve 
cassette tape duplication 

"CURRENTLY, when we do our 
job absolutely correctly, we're capa-
ble of very good sound but not per-
fect sound every time. Wartzog 
said "We're lookang for a very good 
improvement in that regard 

The impetus behind developing 
DAAD was keeping the cassette via-
ble against its competition, company 
officials said 

DAAD as already a proven finan-
cial boon to American Multimedaa, 
which has eight-figure annual sales 
Concept Design's sales are about $2 
millaon a year, and DAAD will dou-
ble that. Farrow said He expects the 
company's business to be an the $3 
mallion to $4 million range for 1988 
— all because of DAAD

said. 

Unlike dagatal audiotape. DAAD 
uses conventional audio cassettes, 
the double-sided kind which replaced 
8-track tapes in the 1970s and can 
now be found an most car and home 
stereo systems The single-sided 
DAT. on the other hand, more close-
ly resembles a manaature vadeocas-
sette and requires new machines for 
playback and recording 

Record labels oppose DAT be-
cause it allows perfect CD-quality 
home recording of CDs. LPs and cas-
settes Each successive copy of a 
DAT tape theoretically sounds as 
good as the original 

DAAD, on the other hand, is not 
adaptable to home-taping technolo-
gy It allows the record labels to re-
lease DAT-quality cassettes to con-
sumers without the risk that custom-
ers could reproduce their own copies 
free 

And it's economical. Farrow said 

"IT'S A cost reduction for them." 
he said It doesn't make the cas-
sette more expensive to produce." 

By this t ime next year, he pre-
dicts, a l l of RCA and Warner Broth-
ers' retail cassettes will be duplicat-
ed by DAAD 

The cassette has been cursed by a 
reputation for sound quality some-
what inferaor to the LP and marked-
ly worse than the CD Even so, an re-
cent years the cassette has replaced 
the vinyl LP as the record industry's 
top-selling product. 

"Right now, the cassette is literal-

ly king," Farrow said "We set out 
mostly to try to improve upon the 
product.'' 

The DAAD machine is fairly unim-
pressive. About the size of a file cab-
inet, it is merely a 49-inch tall box. 
housing sophist icated computer 
components Each unit sells for 
about 1105,000 

Beyond the initial investment in 
the DAAD machine. Farrow said, 
record companies should be able to 
save 20 percent to 25 percent on cas-
sette manufacturing Three DAAD-
made cassettes can be manufactured 
for the cost of one DAT tape because 
of the elimination of master tape 
copies necessary for mass duplica-
tion Those tapes cost about $200 
apiece, he said 

DAAD stores all the music on a 
one-megabyte computer hard disk — 
which can dump all its informaUon 
in only three seconds — converting 
it back to a traditional analog 
recording for duplication. 

With DAAD, each tape copy is as 
good as the first because it's all digi-
tal. Additaonally. the technology 
eliminates problems normally asso-
ciated with music cassettes, such as 
hiss and distortion 

SOUND QUALITY is not the only 
advantage It's also fast. 

Music cassettes can be duplicated 
by DAAD at a speed of 80 1 — 80 
times faster than it would take to 
reproduce the same cassette on a 
conventional tape recorder. The cur-
rent industry standard is 64:1. 

Record companies tried for some 
time to develop DAAD-type systems 
themselves with little success, Far-
row said. Even though Concept De-
sign finally perfected the system, the 
patent went to the creator^of^the 
original concept 

"The scary thing is it was issued to 
a Japanese company, and they 
couldn't build it," Farrow said

Such is the newly developed ambiance of this mode of 

hostelry, the B and B. that is sweeping Napa A recent read-
ing of the Yellow Pages showed some 95 of them now in 
operation. As with the valley's wines, they come in assorted 
qualities, sizes, costs and, most important, share with the 
wines distinct personalities of their own 

The commonalities among them are several There are no 
in-room telephones, no television, the breakfasts are huge, 
appealing and informal, towels and soaps are elegant, priva-
cy is stressed and personal greetings are proffered to each 
guest on arrival. Each has its cozy touches, designed to make 
one feel like a true "guest." 

BUT THE differences are even greater Four places are 
worth your consideration when in the Napa Valley: 

— Foothill House. 3037 Foothill Blvd., Calistoga. Calif. 
94515. Located IV* miles north of Calistoga, this is without a 
doubt the most successful B and B I have ever encountered. 

Providers of the handwritten notes and Meloso sherry, the 
Clows have created three rooms of the utmost comfort Re-
frigerator with wine and wine glasses, overhead fan, a patio, 
an in-room jacuzzi in the Evergreen Room, a set fireplace 
and warm hospitality. Also a diary of notes of thanks from 
previous guests kept on the table 

The breakfast — negotiable — features warm breads and 
other amenities, along with five cats sunning themselves on 
the porch. And the FM reception is on cable so reception is 
good, unlike most places in the valley 

The cost is $80-1105 per room 
Wine Country Inn, 1152 Lodi Lane, St. Helena, Calif. 

94574. Located in the center of the valley, just north of St, 
Helena, it is larger (26 rooms in three buildings) and has a 
somewhat more commercial feeling as a consequence. 

The rooms are well appointed, many with balconies or 
alcoves and views of the valley A preset f ireplace and con-
tinuous coffee service and kitchen access are part of the 
ambience 

The continental breakfast features fruits of greater varie-
ty. homemade granola. hot breads and rolls, all the while 
looking out on lovely gardens. 

Rates are mostly $100-$120 per room. 
La Residence. 4066 St. Helena Highway, Napa 94558. Just 

above the city of Napa, the heart of this place is a finely 
restored building from 1870 There are 20 rooms in a Gothic 
Revival architecture, each of which has been carefully re-
furbished to modern standards 

THERE IS a pool, outdoor jacuzzi surrounded by patios 
and gardens and 200-year-old oak and acacia trees 

The commons room features a late breakfast of excellent 
fruits, croissants and a sinful omelet Wine and cheese tast-
ings are held regularly in the late afternoon for those who 
wish to socialize 

Room price varies and is competitive. 
Mount View Hotel, 1457 Lincoln Ave., Calistoga, Calif. 

94515. Not really a B and B (there are phones in each room, 
although management fought doing this for sometime), this 
is more a quaint, restored "downtown ' hotel f rom the rug-
ged days of yore. Very western 

They feature weekend and other package deals that in-
clude meals, outdoor pool and a chance to loaf without guilt. 

The main charm of the Mount View, however, is its dining 
room. A first-rate menu, the food beautifully prepared and 
served by an excellent staff. And a wine list, fairly priced, 
that you will not believe. Scope and depth abound therein 
f rom the boutique (Stony Hill, which I have never before 
seen in a restaurant) to the elegant (Opus One), older vin-
tages and current releases 

One-night packages (including dinner and breakfast for 
two) range from $100 to $150. Two-nighters with one dinner 
event runs about $200. 

There are several B and B referral agencies to help you in 
your selection. At area code 707 the following numbers — 
963-8466, 944-1577 and 942-5900 — brought helpful answers 
to my rather generic questions. 

But the real appeal of the Napa Valley rests not in its 
sleeping accommodations alone. It is "a valley that looks 
just like it should," where relaxation is essential (the term 

- "Napatime" has real meaning for locals and tourists both) 
and diverse pleasure seeking is a way of life. 

THERE IS ebullient joy of ballooning, soaring soundlessly 
(whoosh!) and gracefully above the valley floor each early 
morning that weather permits (the owners of the balloons go 
along, too. and they're not foolish), as it usually does in sea-
son. 

A very special way to spend a morning, champagne and 
all. Call 253-2224 for Napa Valley Balloons from Yountville 
or Once in a Lifetime in Calistoga at 942-6541. 

Prices range from about $125 per person for the ride, but 
the champagne is free. 

The reason, however, for all this Napa tourism is the win-
eries. The lure of almost perfect weather, seasonal in its 
way, and the "bottled poetry" are what Napa is all about. 

The valley is 17 miles long, three miles wide in the south, 
tapering to less than a mile in the north before Mount St. 
Helena stops it. There are today some 160 bonded wineries 
and new ones open at a rate of six to eight per year. To visit 
them all is impossible, so one must be selective. 

Some court tourists; others disdain them. Some are open 
by appointment only. The following have interesting fea-
tures, each having its own points of character:

Family affair 
Bordeners build 'castles' for others

THEY rise majestically out 
of the ground, their unusu-
ally sturdy-looking chim-
neys revealing, on closer 

inspection, fine craf tmanship seen 
all too infrequently these days. 

These buildings — homes, actually 
— appear to be small castles and in-
deed are described as such by their 
creator and builder, Bruce Bordener 
of Bruce E. Bordener and Associates 
Inc. of Birmingham and Bloomfield 
Hills. 

"Our homes have a styling that 
give a solid, built-to-last feeling." he 
said in a recent interview. 

In 1988, the name Bordener has 
become synonymous with custom 
home buildings of the highest cal-
iber In the early '70s, though, as a 
young father and Detroit Edison en-
gineer, Bordener could not have 
known what great prosperity the fu-
ture held 

Involved at Edison in designing 
the Fermi II turbo building. Bor-
dener's outside interest in construc-
tion got him involved in a couple of 
home building projects. One of the 
homes was his own and the response 
by friends was overwhelming. 

"A neighbor finally convinced me 
to do some building for him," Bor-
dener said, "and I remember think-
ing, 'OK, I'll do one.' " 

TTiat "one" was only the first of 
many. Leaving Edison. Bordener 
opened his own businesss as an engi-
neering consultant, and kept building 
homes for friends on the side. He 
soon decided that the latter was far 
more rewarding than straightening 
out the problems of other builders. 
Thus, in 1975, Bruce E. Bordener 
and Associates Inc. was born. 

IN THE 13 YEARS since, Bor-
dener has designed and constructed

over 80 homes "in the $500,000 to $1-
million price range." His dedicated 
and growing staff includes wife 
Karen, who is the company's book-
keeper, and eldest son Robert, who 
directs the company's accounting de-
partment. The Bordeners' have four 
other children a t home who will be 
welcomed into the business, if they 
so choose. 

In addition, three architects, two 
draftsmen, an AS ID-member interi-
or designer, two field superintend-
ents and three foremen oversee each 
home at every step of the way. 

"It takes about 18 months to com-

plete one home." Bordener said, not-
ing that that includes design time as 
well as restraints on the current 
availability of tradesmen and mate-
rials. The company works on eight to 
10 homes at any given time. 

In the last year. Bordener s realty 
branch, Bordener Realty Inc.. has 
expanded tremendously and the 
number of staff members has dou-
bled more than once What started 
as a support service to find land suit-
able for building has become a full-
service real ty f i rm. 

Between this and Bordener s plans 

to build and market a development 
of scaled down Bordener homes, 
priced in the $500,000 range, the 
heads of the Bordener family are 
quite busy But they remain very in-
volved on the client side 

"As a family-run business, we give 
our clients the advantage of contact 
on a more personal level." he ex-
plained. "We are able to help them 
determine what it is they want in 
their new home, and we give them as 
much of it as possible. Their satis-
faction is what makes us success-
ful."
