Plymouth-Canton school officials 
decided Monday to join 29 other 
Michigan school districts suing the 
state to recover lost state aid-

Plymouth-Canton schools are los-
ing more than $ 1 million in categori-
cal aid this year that was to have 
financed special education, employ-
ees' Social Security payments, trans-
portation, bilingual education, and 
gifted and talented programs. 

Because the district recently went 
out-of-formula. It receives no gener-
al state membership aid. The school 
system s million 1990-91 bodget 
will be 98.5 percent locally raised 
revenue, and 1.5 percent categorical 
state aid. 

All school districts, regardless of 
wealth, used to get categorical aid. 
But payments to wealthier districts 
are increasingly "recaptured" in 
ij»n«ing jargon, and given to poorer 
districts. 

TRUSTEES VOTED 7-0 to join the 
suit, but want to be able to withdraw 
if it looks like the outcome will be 
unfavorable for Plymouth-Canton. 

If the suit drags on more than 10 
years, the state still might not have 
enough money to cover damages, 
said Errol Goldman, executive di-
rector for employee relations. 

Legal fees — expected to total 
150,000 to $45,000 - are another 
concern. The plaintiffs have yet to 
decide whether they'll base the per-
district coat on enrollment or the 
amount of lost state aid. 

Regardless, the board deckled, 
this will still send s message to 
Lansing that the district is unhappy 
with the recapture situation. 

ATTORNEY Dennis Pollard filed 
a complaint on behalf of the school 
districts last week in the Michigan 
Court of Appeals. The districts, some 
of which belong to the Michigan Out-
of-Formula District Association, a re 
f rom "all over the state; the only 
area not covet ed is the Upper Penin-
sula," be said. 

"Among other things, we're re-
questing a preliminary injunction to 
restrain the implementation of the 
recapture provision of the school aid 
act adopted this summer." 

The schools are suing on the 
grounds that the state is violating 
the Headlee Amendment which says 
the state cannot reduce the propor-
tion of financing for state-mandated 
programs below levels provided in 
1978. 

The metropolitan area is well-
represented in the suit Included are 
school systems In Rochester, Bir-
mingham, West Bloomfield, Novi, 
Dearborn, Ann Arbor and Grosse 
Pointe. 

Pollard won't know for another 
week when a hearing will be sched-
uled, be said. 

THE ROCHESTER Board of Edu-
cation, facing *2 million in s tate aid 
cuts, launched the lawsuit in July. 

"The state's Robin Hood' ap-
proach allegedly takes f rom the rich 
and gives to the poor to spread 
equity," said Rochester Superintend-
ent John Schultx. "We feel It's inap-
propr ia te We d o a l j m M d a r ape-
selves to be a rich school district. "

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Striking workers win unemployment benefits 3 fi

The Michigan S u p r e m e Court last 
week upheld the right of s tr iking em-
ployees of s P lymou th company to 
seek unemploymen t benefi ts , a f t e r 

were pe rmanen t ly replaced they w e 
with new 

The c la im filed on behalf of 16 for-
m e r employees of P lymouth Stamp-
ing on Ann Arbor Road, an auto 
par t s m a k e r , was approved in 1981 
by a Michigan Employmen t Security 
Commission r e fe ree . 

The company appea led tha t ruling 
before several authori t ies , who up-
held the original ruling. 

And on Wednesday, t he Michigan 
Supreme Court also ru led tha t the 
employees were "not disqualif ied for 
u n e m p l o y m e n t b e n e f i t s , " under 
s ta te law. 

By the ruling, the case has been 
remanded to the MESC " to deter-
mine the number of positions that 
became avai lable a f t e r the employer 
hired permanent rep lacements , the 
date when each position became 
available, which c l a i m a n t was enti-

tled to f i l l each position, and 
whether the employer notified the 
union of each vacancy." 

T H E L E G A L dispute cen te red on 
whether t h e workers had voluntar i ly 
lef t the i r jobs, a t torneys represen t -
ing both s ides said. 

In J a n u a r y 1981 the f i r m p e r m a -
nently r e p l a c e d the striking workers , 
the court found. 

Saying t ha t under s ta te law "al l 
unemployed workers a re intended to 
be compensa ted except where ex-

pressly excluded," the court 
" the substantial contributing 
of their unemployment was 
their jobs ceased to exist ." 

T H E WORKERS went on str ike In 
1980 when the company "wanted to 
reduce benefi ts by JO percent ," said 
William Maxey, a Southfield a t tor-
ney who represented the workers. 

The company continued to opera te 
for severa l months with manager s 
and others per forming the work once 
done by unionised employees, then 
s ta r ted to hire rep lacements fo r 

s tr iking workers. Maaey said. 

"They announced to the union they 
had replaced the ent i re work fo rce 
permanent ly ," be said. 

"The employer under both s t a t e 
and federa l law has the r ight to re-
p lace str ikers. It should not be penal-
ised for exercising a r ight which 
both s t a t e and federal law provide 
for , " said William Booth, a Troy at-
t o r n e y r e p r e s e n t i n g P l y m o u t h 
Stamping. 

"This is not a caae where the 

strikers ever o f fe red themse lves un-
conditionally for r e in s t a t emen t . " 

THE COURT found tha t the c la im 
made by the company — tha t the 
workers were disqualif ied f r o m Un-
employment benefi ts "in the f a c e of 
their union's decision to demand 
group r e ins t a t emen t" — was w r o n g 

"Had the union dropped i ts de-
mand, it would have been open to 
charges that it violated f ede ra l labor 
law by failing to fulf i l l its duty of 
fair representat ion," the cour t opin-
ion said.

Tbe corner of Ann Arbor Trai l and 
Main S t ree t has been on a Michigan 
D e p a r t m e n t of Natural Resources 
list of con tamina ted sites since 1979. 

The c leanup of petroleum prod-
ucts tha t leaked f rom underground 
s to rage t anks a t the gas station is ex-
pected to t ake up to five years . 

"Once i t 's cleaned up, then it will 
be up to Amoco Oil Co. to de termine 
what is tbe best option for it," said 
Amoco spokesman Howard Miller.

RUBBISH - Tbe term "rubbish" shall mean the miscellaneous waste ma-
terials resulting from housekeeping and ordinary mercantile enterprises, 
and includes material such as packing boxes, cartons, excelsior paper, 
ashes, cinders, glass, metal, plastic and rubber, and excludes hazardous 
waste. 
SPECIAL REFUSE - Furniture, washers, dryers, refrigerators and other 
household appliances, brush, large tree Limbs and other bulky refuse 
items, and excluding construction and demolition debris, that are unsuit-
able for regular solid waste collection services. 

Section 2.5 ACCUMULATION OF SOLID WASTE 
A. No person in charge of a residential dwelling unit, commercial estab-

lishment. or industrial facility shall permit the accumulation of 
refuse, rubbish or garbage upon their premises for a period that 
would poee a health hazard, subject adjacent property occupants to an 
unreasonably offensive odor, or become a public nuisance. The accu-
mulation of refuse, rubbish or garbage in excess of seven days shall be 
prima facie evidence of posing a health hazard and creating a public 
nuisance. 

C. In the case of any alley or lawn extension (tbe area between the 
sidewalk and the street) where any refuse, rubbish, garbage or yard 
waste shall exist or be, or has been deposited, it shall be the duty of 
every owner or occupant or any lot or premises to remove from the 
ooe-half (1/3) o f said alley adjoining said lot or premises or the entire 
lawn extension adjoining said lot, all such substances. 

Section 2 « UNAUTHORIZED DUMPING AND LITTERING 
A. It shall be unlawful to throw or deposit any refuse upon or into any 

street, right-of-way, alley, portable container, non-portable container, 
or any other property or premise, public or private, without the per-
mission of the owner, proprietor, occupant, or agent in charge of that 
premise. 

Section 2.7 PRE-COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS - SEPARATION -
CONTAINERS 

A. All persons within the City of Plymouth who shall place for disposal, 
removal, or collection, the following Items shall do so in strict confor-
mity with the following regulations: 
1. SOLID WASTE - shall be separated and contained in a City solid 

waste tag, or In any other acceptable solid waste container (as 
defined in Sec. 2.9), clearly marked with a City solid waste tag.

C. When tbe City has effected the removal of such waste or recyclable or 
has paid for its removal, tbe actual cost thereof, plus accrued interest 
at the rate of one per cent (1%) per month from the date of removal, 
shall be charged to tbe fee owner(s) of tbe premises and forwarded to 
such owners) by the City, and said charge shall be due and payable 
upon receipt. 

Section 2.15 PROHIBITED WASTE 
A. It shall be unlawful to place in any container or receptacle any mate-

rial that might endanger the collection personnel, nor deposit or deliv-
er any hazardous waste or any such waste or recyclable to a disposal 
site which would be detrimental to the normal operation of collection, 
incineration, recycling or disposal, for example: gaseous, solid or liq-
uid poison, dead animals, ammunition, explosives, inflamable liquid, 
undrained garbage of a liquid or eemi-liquid nature, whether in con-
tainers or not, concrete, dirt, auto, or equipment parts, or any materi-
al that poesess beat sufficient to ignite any other collected materials. 
No motor vehicle shall be dumped or abandoned at any disposal sit*. 

B It shall be unlawful to place leaves, yard waste or recyclables specifi-
cally required herein, or by City Commission resolution, to be separat-
ed from solid waste, in a refuse container for the purposes of refuse 
collection, removal or disposal, nor otherwise dispose of the item 
except in conformance with this ordinance.

Area teens speak-out on parental consent

Area abor t ion activists may de-
bate the mer i t s and f laws of Michi-
gan's new pa ren ta l consent law, but 
those most a f f ec t ed by it — unmar -
ried girls 17 and younger — a re also 
debating its e f f e c t 

Random conversat ions with stu-
dents a t t e n d i n g suburban high 
schools in Wayne and Oakland coun-
ties indicate: 

o They know someone who has 
had an abort ion or borne a child out 
of wedlock, e i ther their best fr iend, 
an older s i s te r ' s friend, the fr iend of 
a friend or an acquaintance. 

o Unlike m a n y worldly issues, 
they a re a w a r e of the new law that 
requires wr i t ten consent f rom a par-
ent or legal guardian or permission 
f rom proba te or juvenile courts be-
ginning April 1 

o The law is having little impac t 
in a l ter ing personal opinions on 
whether to have an 'abortion and 
whether the issue should be dis-
cussed with paren ts . 

Many express thoughts ref lect ive 
of youthful indecision, ideas not yet 
fully fo rmed or grounded into f i r m 
conviction. 

Only occasionally is the question 

asked: "Are we too young to be sexu-
ally ac t ive?" 

MY MOTHER WOULD KILL 
ME if I got pregnant ," said Christy, * 
a 15-year-old sophomore with l ong ,* 
lightly permed hair who attends 
Plymouth-Salem High in Canton. 
"She's Catholic." 

Several mqrfths ago, one of Chris-
ty'-s good fr iends had an abortion 
The f r iend 's mother knew and was 
supportive. Christy also applauds the 
fr iend's decision "F i f t een is too 
young to have a kid." 

Julie, also 15 and another of Chris-
ty 's fr iends, joins the conversat ion 
The girls a re s imilar in dress and 
demeanor but Jul ie is more versed 
on abortion. Her best f r iend had one 
ear l ier this month and she knows 
severa l older girls, her s i s t e r s 
fr iends, who have babies but have 
never mar r ied . 

"If I got p regnant , " Jul ie said, "I 'd 
go to my mom and I'd tell her I 'm 
way too young to have a kid. She'd be 
hurt, but she 's totally pro-choice I'd 
d^finitly have an abort ion." 

And if Christy became pregnant 0 

"I don't know if my mom would 
sign for me. She's total ly pro-life," 
she said, pausing to add, "I 'd never 
have an abortion. I'd have the kid." 

FAA to review 
Metro flights

Airport flight pat terns near De-
troit Metropol i tan Airport will be 
reviewed by the federal govern-
ment, county officials said Fr iday , 
but it is not cer ta in whether new 
flight p a t t e r n s would mean more

Flight pat terns , changed last 
year as a sa fe ty measure , will like-
ly change again once the FAA 

dy is comple ted in December , 
u n t y E x e c u t i v e E d w a r d 

M c N a m a r a said. 
The likely outcome, he added, is 

that flight pa t t e rns will be spread 
out over m o r e a reas . 

"I t might not make everybody 
happy, but it will m a k e i t m o r e 
tolerable," M c N a m a r a said. 

Residents in many area com-
munities. including Livonia, West-
land. Redfo rd and Canton, have 
complained about the new flight 
pat terns . 

T H E FAA STUDY will involve 
flight pa t t e rns only. The county is 
conducting a study of its own on 
tbe type of a i r c r a f t f lown into 
Metro. M c N a m a r a said, in an at-
t empt to cu rb noise f r o m older, 
noisier planes. 

County off ic ials said they are 
a w a r e of any other instance in 
which the FAA moved so quickly to 
revise flight pat terns , but the lead-
er of an anti-noise cit izens group 
said the study is not a guarantee . 

"We're pleased the FAA is going 
to, study the p r o b l e m ' s a i d Da-
vid Els per of Citizens Against Air-
port Noise. "But we'd much ra the r 
have some concre te suggestions." 

CAAN, a Dearborn-based group, 
is backing a county ballot proposal 
that would block issuance of $100 
million in a i rpor t expansion bonds 
as a way to control noise. 

The FAA study will be complet-
ed by Dec. 1. county off ic ials said 
— a f t e r the November election.

Christy reluctantly agrees . And 
then, "Maybe we're too young for 
sex." 

HfcATHER, 14. a sophomore a t 
Westland's John Glenn High Scbool 
who is quite cer tain "I will never 
need an abortion." is admi t t ed ly 
confused about parental c o n s e n t 

" I ' m for it and I 'm against It. I 
feel sorry for kids who can ' t go to 
their parents , but it's not r ight to get 
p regnant and then be able to just go 
do it (abort)." 

"Especia l ly ," adds Nicole, 16 and 
also a t tending John Glenn, "If she 
can af ford to keep it." If she b e c a m e 
pregnant , Nicole would be " s c a r e d " 
to tell her parents. She's ce r ta in they 
would insist she keep the child. Her 
best fr iend is a single mothe r who 
dropped out of school. 

"She told me, 'I hope this never 
happens to y o u . ' " 

In a bathroom at Stevenson High 
in Livonia, juniors Lynn and Kr is ten . 
both 16, and sophomore Kim, 15. dis-
cuss parenta l consent. All t h r e e 
know girls who have had abort ions. 

They agree consent is essent ia l ly 
correc t . Adult input is necessary , fo r 

a thoughtful decision of such magni-
tude 

"Parents , a counselor, some adult , 
should be involved. We're not m a -
ture enough to m a k e the decision 
alone Adults, even if the advice is 
bad, can help. Otherwise it might be 
regretted la ter ," Lynn said. 

In addition, having to confront 
parents with such informat ion is cer-
tain to encourage m o r e responsible 
sexual behavior, the t r io agree. 

At Farmington High, Danielle and 
Monica, both 16, and Kelly and Ka-
tie. both 15, also think paren ta l con-
sent is basically good but perceive 
problems. 

"BOTCHED ABORTIONS," or 
even suicide a t t emp t s , tbey said, cit-
ing desperate options fo r girls un-
able to obtain pa ren ta l permission, 
either because they a r e too fr ight-
ened to confront them or pa ren t s op-
pose the procedure and will not give 
consent. 

"When you're pregnant , " said Sar-
ah, 14, a sophomore a t Farmington 
High, "you need advice f r o m an old-
er adult. But the law is going to 
cause upset because some paren t s 
will never unders tand." 

Allison, 17, a senior at Seaholm 
High in Birmingham, also ment ions 

the fea r of suicide. "If something as 
small as bad grades can m a k e a kid 
do it. something as bad a s (having to 
tell parents about an unwanted preg-
nancy) will definitely cause i t " 

Her f r iend Heather, a 17-year-old 
Seaholm senior, said abort ion should 
be avai lable on demand a t any age. 

Some girls don't get along with 
their parents and could never get 
permission. It would be awful to 
have to go out of s t a t e for one, or 
have an illegal one here " 

A trio of senior s tuden ts at West 
Bloomfield High said the u l t imate 
decision on abortion should lie with 
the pregnant girl 

"I t ' s her baby She's car ry ing it-
It 's her life It's p r imar i ly her deci-
sion," said Becky, 16 

'Educat ion," Abby, 17, s a i d . " c a n 
only go so fa r If a person wains one, 
they're going to do it and if you're 
old enough to get pregnant , you ' re 
old enough to make the decision." 

Abby of fe r s an a l t e rna t ive to the 
new law, requiring proof of counsel 
f r o m parents , counselors or a like 
adult, but foregoing wr i t ten or court 
permission. 

Have them prove they sat down 
and talked with an adul t but leave 
the final decision to the girl ," she 
said.

Action swift on state consent bflf

Unmar r i ed girls 17 and under will 
need a parent or probate judge ' s per-
mission to get an abortion a f t e r next 
April 1. 

In its shortest , swif tes t abor t ion 
deba te in years , tbe Michigan Legis-
l a tu re in one day gave big m a j o r i t i e s 
to a petition initiated by Right to 
Life. 

The roll call votes were much tbe 
s a m e as they had been on ea r l i e r 
versions of the battle. But because 
l a w m a k e r s were act ing on a peti t ion 
signed by 330,000 voters, two things 
were different : 

• Lawmake r s couldn't a m e n d the 
proposal . Opponents couldn' t o f f e r 
a m e n d m e n t s to allow aunts , uncles, 
adul t siblings, doctors, psychologists, 
counselors or nurses to sign consent 
fo rms . 

• Gov. J a m e s Blanchard cannot 
veto the measure , as he had vetoed 

House Bill 5103 with the s a m e lan-
guage

THE HOUSE vote was 61 to 40 

with nine a b s e n t 
Voting yes were six a rea repre-

sentatives: Democra t s John Bennet t 
of Redford, J a m e s Kosteva of Can-
ton and Wilfred Webb of Hazel Pa rk , 
and Republicans Mat Dunaskiss of 
Lake Orion, David Honigman of 
West Bloomfield, Gerald Law of 
Plymouth. 

Voting no were six others. Includ-
ing all the a r ea women reps: Demo-
cra ts Just ine Barns of Westland and 
Mar ine Berman of Southfield, and 
Republicans J a n Dolan of Fa rming-
ton Hills, Lyn Bankes of Livonia.

Jack Faxon, D-Farmington Hills, 
voted no. 

The Legislature 's four top caucus 
leaders all voted yes — Senate ma-
jority leader John Engler , R-Mount 
P l e a s a n t minority leader Art Miller, 
D-Warren, Hose Speaker Lewis Do-
dak, D-Montrose, and minori ty lead-
er Paul Hillegoods, R-Holland. 

BERMAN O F Southfield, spokes-
woman for the opposition, bi t ter ly 
denounced Right to Life ' s e f for t as 
"a mean-spiri ted s h a m " designed to 
place an obstacle in f ron t of abortion 
ra ther than res tore pa r en t a l rights. 
She added: 

"Seventy pe rcen t of minors who 
-choose to t e r m i n a t e pregnancies in

"We would o f t e r the 30 percent 
who cannot or will not include their 
parents the option of other adul t 
family m e m b e r s or judicial bypass 
or counseling." 

Faxon of Fa rming ton Hills vainly 
asked l a w m a k e r s not to pass the bill 
themselves bat to use the second op-
tion — put it on the ba l lo t Faxon 
also opposed tbe measure . 

"This does not stop abortions or 
restr ict abor t ions ," countered Sen. 
Jack Welborn, R-Kalamazoo ' I t 
simply s t a t e s t h a t a person under the 
age of IS will be required to have 
either pa r en t a l consen t guardian 
consent or consent f rom a juvenile 
(probate) judge to have an abor t ion."

Civilian jobs will be protected for 
mi l i t a ry reservis ts and Michigan 
National Guard m e m b e r s ac t ivated 
during tbe Middle Eas t crisis. 

"The federa l Veterans ' Re-Em-
ployment r ights law ensures tbe 
rights of reservis ts and National 
Guard m e m b e r s to re turn to their 
f o r m e r civilian jobs once their ac-
tive duty ends," said Jack Bar thwel l 
III, d i rec tor of the Michigan Em-
ployment Security Commission. 

The law requires employers to put 
reservis ts or National Guard m e m -
bers back to work immedia te ly , 
without loss of seniority, s t a tus or 
pay ra te , upon their re turn f r o m ac-
tive duty. 

It is illegal for employers to dis-
charge reservis ts or National Guard 
m e m b e r s because of their mi l i tary 
obligation or to d i sc r imina te against 
them with r e g a r d to p romot ions or 
any "incident or advan tage of em-
ployment" . 

Federa l law doesn't r equ i re em-
ployers to pay reservis ts fo r t ime 
spent away f r o m the job.

Trying not to become too psy-

chological, I 'm finding tha t l ife 's 
many lessons a re f requen t ly re-
vealed to us through var ious peo-
ple who, a t one point in our lives, 
touch our souls and our minds for 
many years to come. 

If memory serves m e correct -
ly, I was close *> the age of 8 
when I finally rea l ized tha t the 
Havermans (Max and Stella), who 
lived next door, followed what I 
thought was a s t range ca lendar . 
They were the only f ami ly on the 
block without a Chr i s tmas t ree . 
Even s t ranger was the f a c t they 
celebrated the New Y e a r in Sep-
tember. They didn't go to any of 
the churches in Wyandot te , in-
stead opting to t r ave l all the way 
to Trenton, and tha t was on a Sat-
urday, when all of us were home 
watching cartoons. 

During the fo rmula t ive years , I 
never gave much thought about 
the Havermans . They were old 
and never had kids m y age, but 
now I can look back and appreci-
a te Max and Stella, especial ly for 
their Orthodox t radi t ions and her-
itages they kept despi te a neigh-
borhood full of m a n g e r scenes 
and twinkling lights. 

One of the t radi t ions I r e m e m -
ber best was Stella coming by, al-
ways right a f te r scbool s t a r t ed , 
carrying a basket lined with the 
most gorgeous linen napkins I had 
ever seen. Wearing an equally at-
t ract ive babushka, she would 
smile and call us kids together , 
then give a yell to Max to c o m e 
over. 

MOMMA ALWAYS looked for-
ward to these visits because it 
was then that Max and Stella 
would present M o m m a with two 
beautiful , golden-colored loaves 
of something called chal lah (pro-
nounced hal-la). M o m m a would 
get out the bread knife, m a k e a 
quick sign of the c ross on the bot-
tom of the still w a r m loaf then 
pass around a slice to all. 

Max would pass around a sil-
ver-plated dish of honey and we 
would all take turns dipping the 
bread into the honey. None of us 
kids ever knew why we did this, 
and if someone eve r t r ied to ex-
plain, we would have probably 
just shrugged our shoulders and 
went on with our play. 

But as I look back on those, 
days, I have food m e m o r i e s of 
Max and Stella and especial ly the 
challah they shared with our f a m -
ily. About IS years ago, I asked 
Momma about the H a v e r m a n s 
and she told m e they were living 
in a re t i rement res idence in a 
nearby city. I can r e m e m b e r a t 
this very moment , a lmos t a s if it 
was yesterday, Stel la tel l ing the 
tale of those bygone days and all 
about challah. 

Challah is a lovely - to- look - a t , 
yellow, egg-rich and light-tex-
tured bread steeped in Jewish his-

Winfrey ' s appea rances began 
severa l weeks ago.

NEEL, WHO PUBLISHES his 
well-respected trade publication 
in California, was invited by the 
Michigan Depar tment of Agricul-
t u r e and tbe Michigan Grape and 
Wine Industry Council as a judge. 

"Blending techniques for Mich-
igan 's red wines produced f r o m 
French-American hybrid varie-
ties showed the execution of good 
skills in both winemaking and 
blending ability," Neel said. " I 
t as ted some very good red table 
wines.The nest ings were clean 
and well made. Tbe clear leader 
in the competition was the bot-

tling f r o m Good Harbor. The Pi-
not Gris and Merlots showed a 
great promise for these va r i e t i e s 
in Michigan." 

Neel's r e m a r k s were echoed by 
Madeline Triffon, the m a s t e r 
s o m m e l i e r a t D e t r o i t ' s 
Rat t lesnake Club. "The blended 
red hybrid wines showed espe-
cially well ," she stated. "Fenn 
Valley's Chancellor was an excit-
ing red table wine. I was pleased 
to tas te the high quality of the dry 
and semi-dry rieslings and white 
hybrid blends. I can sell these a t 
compet i t ive prices in the th ree 

J i m m y Schmidt r e s t a u r a n t s . " 
With all these posi t ive com-

ments, the chardonnay lovers 
among you a re wondering, What 
about Michigan cha rdonnay? In 
ail honesty, these wines did not 
show well, and we t r ied to learn 
why. 

One significant p rob l em is tbe 
fact that the judges did not know 
the vintages of tbe wines they 
were evaluating. Wines f r o m both 
the 1988 and 1989 v in tages were 
in the competit ion. Given tbe fic-
kle nature of Michigan 's wea the r , 
vintage var ia t ion p lays a n im-
portant role. 

ADDITIONALLY, ou r investi-
gation revealed t ha t s eve ra l of 
the wineries bott led the i r char-
donnay entr ies two o r three 
weeks prior to the compet i t ion . 
When wine is bott led, i t goes 
through a period of one to three 
months of what is dubbed "bot t le 
shock." During this t ime , a r o m a s 
a re reduced, f lavors a r e less than 
generous and the wine is some-
what awkward overal l . F requen t -
ly, the wine revives in the glass 
with persistent swirl ing, but Judg-
es in a competi t ion cannot o f fe r 
this revival period to the wine. 

"I t ' s okay if Michigan chardon-
nays don't show well In a compe-
tition," Triffon contended. "I 
would ra ther have the chal lenge 
of selling the lesser-known hybrid 
blends and the rieslings t t h a n 
being a midwife fo r a $30 bott le 
of Michigan chardonnay. These 
grapes are expensive to g row in 
Michigan and that ' s abou t tbe 
price that we have to c h a r g e in 
the res taurant for the b e t t e r bot-
tlings." 

Michigan is the f i f th larges t 
producer of wine in the United 
States. There are, however , only 
995 acres of wine g r a p e s planted 
and only 45 of these a r e chardon-
nay. The m a x i m u m yield is three 
tons per acre . Ju ice yield is ap-
proximately 160 gal lons per ton. 
Given these facts , it doesn ' t t ake 
a rocket scientist to c o m p u t e a 
maximum annual potent ia l of 
8,640 cases of Michigan chardon-
nay. 

Additionally, the oldest plant-
ings are about seven y e a r s old. 
Some vineyards like those at 
Good Harbor were only th ree 
years old in the 1989 harves t .

Lightly g rease a la rge bowl and 
baking sheet; set aside.

Dissolve sa f f ron in w a t e r and add to 
mixing bowL Bea t in 2Vt cups f lour 
and yeast . Continue beating 2 min-

Beat one egg with water . P lace 
dough on a lightly floured board and 
divide in half, then divide each half 
into three equal pieces. Roll each 
into a 12-inch rope. Lay three ropes 
parallel and begin braiding in the 
middle, working out to each end. 
Make braids loose. Pinch ends to-
gether securely. Repea t with re-
maining ropes P l ace the loaves on a 
baking sheet, brush tops with bea ten 
egg mixture and sprinkle with seeds. 
Cover with plas t ic wrap and allow to 
rise until doubled. 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Bake 
loaves until golden and bread sounds 
hollow when tapped, about 35-45 
minutes.

Since the beginning of mankind, 
tbe egg has been held in es teem as 
the symbol of l ife and fert i l i ty 

In pagan times, f a r m e r s car r ied 
eggs into tbe fields as magic c h a r m s 
to increase the productivity of their 
crops. Tbe Scots used to place an egg 
in the baskets where they kept their 
seeds, to insure their fertility. 

Eggs, to this day. are still believed 
by many to be powerful cha rms . 
They a re used in all kinds of r i tuals 
to cure impotence and steril i ty. 

Because they a re symbols of new 
life and seeds of the future, eggs a r e 
often used in divination. One method 
of using them in this fashion is the 
old New Year ' s Eve custom of drop-
ping tbe white of a fresh r aw egg 
into a glass of wa te r and allowing it 
to stand overnight in a north win-
dow. When read tbe next day, it is 
said to reveal the events for thcom-
ing in the new year . 

The eat ing of eggs is still thought 
by many to bring good luck. In the 
Ukraine, it is believed that when a 
family, a couple or a group of 
friends share one egg among them, it 
will bind them together in love. 

BECAUSE O F present-day choles-
terol consciousness, eggs have re-
cently fallen into ill repute. But, al-
though the composition var ies with 
the breed of hen and with its diet, the 
egg is a lmost a comple te food. 

It is ex t remely nutritious and con-
tains easily assimilated proteins and 
fats. {A c e r t a i n amount of fa t is nee-
essary for life.) It also contains vita-
mins A, B, D and E-(only C is miss-
ing); an apprec iab le amount of iron, 
and minera l sa l ts such as magnesi-
um, calcium, sodium, potassium, 
manganese, copper, zinc, and others. 
The average-size egg contains well 
under 100 calor ies . 

Egg sbells, provided by na ture . 

a r e cer ta in ly the most convenient, 
eff ic ient , envi ronmenta l ly safe , pro-
tect ive packaging imaginable. To 
top it all off , they t a s t e delicious and 
can be prepared in countless ways to 
be served a s appet isers , main dishes, 
salads, sandwich fillings, and des-
se r t s — for breakfas t , lunch, dinner 
and snacks. 

Today, we are warned against ea t -
ing r aw eggs. But in ru ra l a r e a s 
where chickens, a re fed the right bal-
ance of grain and vege tab le m a t t e r , 
and al lowed space to run free, they 
a r e f a r less prone to disease than 
ch ickens ra i sed in c o m m e r c i a l 
barns , never allowed to walk and fed 
a r t i f ic ia l hormones. 

People who raise their own chick-
ens ea t r aw eggs frequent ly, and 
eggnogs a r e popular in such a reas 
not only at Chr is tmas but. year 
round. One rec ipe calls for two cups 
of sweetened milk or wa te r and four 
wel l-beaten eggs mixed together and 
f lavored with orange water , vanilla 
or g ra ted nu tmeg — and laced with 
r u m or brandy. 

The G e r m a ns m a k e the following 
beer eggnog, which they call "bier-
suppi." 

B IERSUPPI 

Boil 2 l i ters of beer with 2Vx cups 
of sugar , a pinch of salt , the gra ted 
rind of 1 lemon, and a cinnamon 
stick. Add 8 beaten egg yolks mixed 
with 1 tablespoon of cold mi lk or 
c r e a m . Strain and chill. 

Ju s t before serving, add fr ied 
black bread croutons and cup 
each of raisins and cu r ran t s which 
have been cooked in 2 cups of wa te r 
and well^drained. 

When I was a child, we had our 
own chickens, and a cow, a s well. My 

k i t c h e n w i t c h 

Gundella 
grandmothe r used to beat an egg in a 
glass with a fork, add a l i t t le s u g a r 
and vanilla, and fill the g lass wi th 
cold milk. Af ter s t i r r ing the m i x t u r e , 
she would serve it to chi ldren, cal l -
ing it "egg milk." 

"E gg toas t" was her own vers ion 
of French toast, but not near ly a s re-
fined. She simply dipped huge s l ices 
of b read into beaten eggs. Some-
t imes, she used only egg yolks, which 
had been lef t over f r o m s o m e r ec ipe 
which called for the whites only. In 
this case, she a lways added a l i t t le 
milk when she beat them up. Then 
she would f ry them in hot bacon f a t . 

Egg yolks and bacon a r e both no-
no 's4oday. But G r a n d m a ' s egg toas t , 
served with thick slices of f r e s h to-
m a t o sprinkled with dill, sa l t and 
pepper , tasted so good — nobody 
ever thought of put t ing s u g a r and 
syrup on i t 

Thir ty-something years ago , I 
bought a book called "250 W a y s to 
Cook Eggs ." I t contained r ec ipes fo r 
shi r red eggs, sherr ied eggs, cold 
eggs, jellied eggs, baked eggs, eggs 
in molds, red eggs, eggs au g ra t in , 
s tuf fed eggs, e g g s f l ambe , e g g s in 
nests, and eggs glazed with g r a p e 
jelly, along with 238 others. 

I t r ied them all. My poor k ids nev-
er knew whether to expect the i r eggs 
f loat ing in soup, or s t a r ing up a t 
them with faces on (cloves fo r eyes, 
p imento smiles and ca r ro t cu r l s fo r 
hair). 

One day, in all innocence, with no 

sa rcasm intended, my 4-year old 
asked me, " M a m a , do you still re-
member how to f r y an egg? I used to 
like them that way . " 

Fried eggs a r e tbe mos t di f f icul t 
of all to p r e p a r e fo r other people. 
Everyone has his or her own p re fe r -
ence as to bow a f r ied egg should 
look and taste. I hate eggs tha t a r e 
brown and cr ispy around the edges. 
Some people love them that way. _ 

Some want their yolks cooked 
hard. Some want tbem runny. Some 
want the yolks to look yellow, while 
others want them basted and coated 
over. It t akes a rea l ly good short-or-
der cook to please them all. 

If I 'm cooking fo r m o r e than two 
people, I don't even t ry to f ry tbem 
right. I resor t to sc rambled eggs. 
Even than you can get into t rouble if 
you beat tbem f i r s t and serve tbem 
nice and f lu f fy to someone who 
wants them pan-scrambled , with the 
whites discernible and cooked hard. 

One of m y favor i t e ways to cook 
eggs is in an o m e l e t And one of my 
favori te kinds of omele ts is an oven-
baked one. 

D E E P DISH O M E L E T 

(You can va ry the ingredients ac-
cording to your taste, and the 
amounts, according to the number of 
people served, and the size of your 
pan.) 

In a lightly greased cast-iron skil-
let, brown any m e a t you choose — 

b a m , bacon , g r o u n d s a u s a g e , 
chopped or diced lunch meat , lefto-
ver pieces of beef , pork, or lamb 
roasts, or diced chicken or turkey. (If 
you use bacon or sausage, you will 
not have to g rease the pan, and be 
careful to drain off excess grease be-
fore adding otber ingredients.) 

Add chopped onions a n d / o r green 
peppers and lightly saute . Add any 
other vegetables you choose, such as 
cut-up tomatoes or slightly cooked 
and well drained a s p a r a g u s tips or 
chopped spinachd. Even hash brown 
potatoes are good to add. Season 
with salt and pepper , dill, parsley, 
chives, basil, seasoned salt , or any 
combination of your own favorite 
herbs. 

In a blender, mix eggs with 1 
tablespoon flour and 1 tablespoon 
milk for each egg. P o u r egg mixture 
slowly over tbe m e a t and vegetables 
in tbe skillet. Add diced, ip-ated or 
shredded cheese of your choice. 

Bake, in the skillet, in a 350 de-
gree oven until set and lightlly 
browned (about 35-45 minutes). Cut 
into wedges and se rve hot — with or 
without a sauce. 

This omelet r esembles a quiche 
without a crust. You m a y wish to 
omit the meat a l together , or add 
c rabmea t , scallops or shr imp in-
stead. 

I also enjoy serv ing desser t 
omelets, which can be m a d e with 
sugar substitutes and dietet ic f ru i ts 
and jellies You a l so can reduce the 
f a t content by using frozen non-dairy 
c r eamer (thawed), or one of the new 
liquid non-dairy c r e a m e r s found in 
the dairy depar tment . 

DESSERT O M E L E T S 

Use 1 tablespoon f lour, 1 table-
spoon cream, milk or non-dairy 

c reamer , and a pinch of salt for each 
egg. (Omit tbe salt for those who 
can ' t h a v e it.) 

Beat well, and cook as you would 
any other o m e l e t in a pan on top of 
the stove or on a well-greased p la te 
in your m i c r o w a v e oven; 

When cooked, top with butter or 
marge r ine and sprinkle with powd-
ered or g ranula ted sugar or a sugar 
substi tute. , 

Top with j a m , f resh frui t or syrup: 
If you like, se rve this with sour 
c ream, whipped c r e a m or a mixture 
of both, sprinkled with orange or 
lemon zest. 

Instead of a c r e a m topping, you 
can f l a m b e your omelet by beating a 
smal l amoun t of rum or brandy, 
pouring it over tbe frui t or jelly on 
the o m e l e t and lighting it with a 
long match. 

Hard boil eggs in all kinds of sal-
ads, sliced or gra ted , and used as a 
garnish. 

There is no end to the way to use 
eggs. A good meat less main dish for" 
lunch or a light supper is eggs and 
macaroni . 

EGGS AND MACARONI 

Cook Vk pound of macaroni in salt-
ed wa t e r until tender. Arrange in a 
casserole dish with 8 hard-boiled 
eggs, sliced, 2 cups white sauce (use 
your f avor i t e recipe, or call m e fo r 
directions), 2 chopped pimentos (you 
can use canned pimentos, but drain 
well) and V4 to Vfr pound of any kind 
of shredded cheese. 

Bake in a 350 degree oven for 
about 20 minutes . Serve hot. 

If the re is any type of egg rec ipe 
you want , I bet I have it. Don't hesi-
ta te to cal l m e and ask. Jus t cal l 
Gundella a t 427-1072. 

C o o k b o o k t e l l s h o w t o ' S t i r F r y w i t h H e l e n C h e n ' 
Helen Chen, daughter of Chinese 

cooking exper t Joyce Chen, has wri t -
ten a cookbook called "Stir F r y with 
Helen Chen." 

The 64-page book, published by 
Joyce Chen Inc in 1988, of fers 45 re-
cipes for s t i r f ry ing a var ie ty of 
foods, including beef, lamb, chicken, 
seafood, noodles and vegetables. 

The book includes chapters on 
such topics a s using the Chinese 
knife, p repa r ing ingredients, using 
hot chilis and using chopsticks. 

STIR F R Y I N G , the p r imary cook-
ing method fo r Chinese food, o f fe r s 
nutri t ional value, speed, economy 
and versa t i l i ty , Chen said. 

"The bas ic p r e p work is very im-

por tant , " Chen said. " I t might t ake 
30 minutes to chop the vegetables 
and meat , but tbe dish takes only 
minutes to cook. 

"I think tbe three most impor tant 
things about st ir f ry ing a re to have 
the right equipment , to have f resh 
ingredients as well as the right soy 
sauce and spices, and to understand 
the technique. 

" F o r instance, st ir f ry ing is not 
just cooking over high heat. You al-
ways need a little oil, but I have de-
vised ways to use less oil with the 
s a m e resul ts ." 

Helen Chen is the president of 
Joyce Chen Inc., which sells cook-
books, Chinese cook w a r e and cook-
ing utensils and severa l f lavors of 

st ir f r y sauces and oils. 
The company was begun by J o y c e 

Chen, the author of "The Joyce Chen 
Cookbook," a popular Chinese cook-
book wri t ten for Amer icans . T h a t 
book sold 100,000 copies and is now 
out of print.

THE ASPEN THTCKErr erupted suddenly 
with a whirl of wings as a half dozen 
jittery grouse exploded into flight from 
beneath my feet. My heart fluttered like 

a frantic drum roll and my breathing turned to 
short, rapid gaspa. Adrenalin flowing. I stumbled 
backward and tripped over a fallen branch. Then, 
as suddenly as it had begun, the assault was over 
Silence again prevailed. The birds had disap-
peared into the morning sunlight and the only 
sound remaining was the rhythmic pounding in 
my chest. f 

Not until the silence had settled back in did 1 
realize I'd doused myself with half a bucket of 
cold water 

I was a child of 6 years at the t ime of the inci-
dent and had been retrieving a bucket of water 
from an outdoor pump at our camp In the heart of 
the northern Lower Penninsula. Unfamiliar with 
the many ways of the wild, the partridge had 
caught me totally by surprise. 

Such a flush would be welcomed by a hunter on 
tbe opening day of small game season. But to an 
unsuspecting youngster, such a fury was about as 
welcomed as a midnight visit by Freddy Kreuger. 
The vivid memory remains, however, of my first 
encounter with Michigan's number one game bird 
— the ruffed grouse 

RUFFED GROUSE, also known as partridge or 
pats, are found throughout the state with larger 
concentrations found in the Upper Peninsula and

the heartlands of the northern Lower Peninsula 
They feed on buds, fruit, seeds, leaves and occa-
sionally insects Favorite meals include June ber-
ries. cherries, hazel nuts, dogwood, thornapples 
and even acOrns. 

In the central and western portions of the Up-
per Peninsula, where much of the cherry and dog-
wood crop was damaged this year by a late spring 
snowfall, the birds may also be found in and 
around blue berry and raspberry thickets. 

Saturday marks the opening of small game sea-
son statewide as squirrel, rabbit, woodcock and 
partridge all become fair game Thousands of 
grouse hunters will take to the field this weekend 
after nearly a year of solitude from the tradition-
ally productive Aspen stands 

Last year, Michigan hunters averaged nearly 
four birds per hunter. A total of 735,740 birds 
were-harvested by 186,740 hunters, according to 
statistics provided by the Michigan Department 
of Natural Resources' small game hunter mail 
survey. 

Those numbers are well above the 32-year av-
erage of 564,000 birds and 186,740 hunters 

The state record harvest was in 1974 when 
hunters bagged MS,000 birds. 

THE OUTLOOK for tbe 1W0 season remains 
bright, but not quite as bright as last year 

"Partridge are cyclic," explained John Urbain, 
DNR upland gamebird specialist, "but no one re-
ally knows why You hear everything from worms 
to sun spots to predators (as reasons for the up 
and down swings), but no one really knows for 
sure This year's harvest will be down from last 
year, but it should still be an above average year. 
Field personnel haven't seen quite as many broods 
as last year I think we may have peaked last year 
so it may be down a little for a couple years be-
fore it starts to swing back up again." 

The woodcock harvest should also be above tbe 
32-year average of 217,000 birds. Last year, hunt-
ers bagged 296,190 birds, but Urbain doesn't ex-
pect this year's harvest to match that number. 

"This year's (woodcock) harvest will probably 
be down from last year because of the cold spring 
we had in tbe Upper Peninsula," explained Ur-
bain "Field personnel have seen a good number 
of birds, but brood numbers are down a little. 
Some young birds were probably lost this spring 
when areas of the Upper Peninsula got anywhere 
from three to 10-inches of snow in late May." 

Squirrel and rabbit numbers are up, especially 
in the southern Lower Peninsula. Traditional lo-
cal hot spots for grouse, pats, rabbits and squirrel 
include the Hplly Recreation Area and Bald 
Mountain Recreation Area.

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Customizing that corporate image

Color me professional . . . If 
only it was that easy. 

In today's corporate society, a 
lack of visual presence in a profes-
sional person can cost an individual 
a new position or a promotion. 

In ber book. "The Professional 
Image." syndicated columnist and 
founder/president of The Profes-

s ional Image Inc., Susan Bixler 
2 discusses how American corporate 

life's fast-paced, efficiency-orient-
,l.ed philosophy comes right down to 
; the color of one's shoes. Because 
time is so valuable, it would not be 
uncommon for a personal repre-

Jsentative to easily determine one's 
suitability for the job just by using 

- visual clues. 

In short, if a person's dress is out 
*of place — color or style — his or 
her application may meet the bot-

'-tom of the trash basket. 
Those men and women climbing 

the ladder to success in the Detroit 
Zarea don't have to seek out the au-
~thor to learn how to create their 
-own polished business look. There's 
-plenty, of fashion consultants, 
^trained specifically to advise the 
^company professional. 

. . . Like Ernest Drucker, owner 
'of Executive Custom Shirt makers 
Jnc. in Birmingham. 
• "People put their trust in us to 
help them portray the proper im-
age," said Drucker, who sees about 
5,000 clients annually. And be 
stands behind the principle his 
store brochure touts — "Invest-
ment dressing . . . because your 
best investment is you." 

"SOME MEN realize it, and 
some don't, that how one dresses is 
an expression of one's personality, 
said the Austrian-born and Pari-
sian-trained tailor. "It is important 
that the person look their part. 
Think about your clothing as an in-
vestment in your career. 

"The old saying is that you never 
get a second chance to make a first 
impression." 

Drucker has designed shirts and 
suits for the upper echelon of busi-
ness professionals as well as for 
those in management positions and 
recent college grads embarking on 
their first interviews. 

Drucker frowns on dress codes, 
calling them an insult to one's in-
telligence and cramping one's 
style. He added that be would 
resent such a policy. 

"I had a young man who was in 
marketing at Ford Motor Co. and 
was (*rery conscientious about tbe 
way he should dress," Drucker 
said. "He wanted all white shirts 
with white collars. I tried to tell 
him a lot of companies are relax-
ing their rules. The 'only a white

shirt and gray flannel sjiit' days 
are gone." 

Drucker suggested color and 
style options that are acceptable 
corporate dress these days, but if 
such suggestions can't sway a cus-
tomer. "then we will change the 
style of the collar and cuffs." 

ACCORDING TO color experts, 
darker shades convey more author-
ity while medium colors, like blue 
or tan, make one appear friendlier. 
Bizler warns against suit colors 
like green, which detracts from tbe 

professional look, and brown, 
which makes a person look lower 
class. She recommends basic navy, 
medium blue, gray and camel. 

Drucker agrees, adding that "at 
a management level, men should 
wear a single-breasted two- or 
three-button suit either in a gray or 
navy pinstripes or muted pattern." 
Dress shirts can be pale blue, pink. 

<>white or beige in a solid or fine pin-
stripe. 

At Alex Davis Clothiers in Royal 
Oak, Dan Davis and his father, 
Alex, have rendered the "personal 

touch" in men's clothing for almost 
two decades. A large percentage of 
their customers are GM execu-
tives, but they also offer fashion 
advice for corporate types from 
IBM, B u r r o u g h s , EDS a n d 
Chrysler. 

MHule the younger Davis said he 
doesn't deal with it much these 
days, today's dress code is "con-
servative." 

"We're talking about your blues 
and your grays (in suits), white 
shirts and patterned ties — the 
L A. Law' Arnie Becker look — the 

old basic, but there is something 
different about it," he said. "I don't 
really find there are dress codes 
the way there used to be. EDS is 
more restrictive than GM,. but GM 
has loosened up a lot f rom what I 
can tell." 

DAVIS BELIEVES that the 
"newer" employees fresh out of 
college tend to be more reserved to 
present a good impression. The 
younger worker mimics what be 
think* is the company image and 
then after being there a few 

months .— or years — begins to 
think, "maybe I don't have to be so 
conservative here," Davis said. 

A style not so fashionable ip the 
past, which seems to be returning, 
is the double-breasted look, accord-
ing to Davis. He used to special or-
der the item, but for the fall season^ 
is making sure there will be plenty 
in stock to meet demand. 

Another popular item, is cordo-
van shoes This burgundy-colored 
accessory has been a big seller at 
the shop, but the color of the suit 
determines if the cordovan shoes 
can be worn. Davis said. 

And, women, don't think you're 
off the hook. What is applicable to 
the top-notched male executive is 
also expected of tbe career-striving 
businesswoman, although she has a 
little more leeway. Women can en-
joy the same classic styles in suits 
as men which offer a good cut and 
fit. 

And in addition, the career wom-
an has a wide range of accessories 
to mix and match. But because 
there is such a variety, there are 
often more problems and fashion 
consultants are sometimes neces-
sary. 

MARILYN NELSON, who man-
ages Executive Custom Shirtmak-
ers Inc.. works with a number of 
women executives f rom Ford and 
GM. Professional engineers, CPAs 
and in-house attorneys for these 
firms, some depend on the store's 
expertise for general fashion 
suggestions while others have spe-
cial needs 

"They're looking for something 
different apart f rom the polyester 
blouse." she said. "They want 
something that looks starched." 

The fabric used is mostly a fine 
cotton that not only produces a 
tailored look but opaqueness. Mate-
rial that is too transparent would 
convey an effeminate appearance 
not taken seriously by male coun-
terparts. Nelson said. 

A tailor-made double-breasted 
jacket, double-breasted vest and 
straight skirt is the most popular 
style. For it, Nelson recommends a 
blouse with a "fly front" (to cover 
the buttons), spread collar and 
French cuffs, accessorized with 
gold cuff links. A cream or ecru 
shade is a nice second choice to 
white with tiny navy or black pin-
stripes an inch apart , making the 
stripes hardly visible f rom afar . 

Corporate trends also have 
changed when it comes to jewelry. 
Stanford Krandall of Sidney Kran-
dall and Sons Jewelers in Troy said 
women in general tend to be more 
conservative on the job than off 
when it comes to dress and acces-
sories. But that has been changing 
in the past 10 years.

THE MOVIE begins like low 
budget Woody Allen - a lively jazz 
combo backs images of New York 
City as tuxedoed teens emerge f r o m 
a debutante ball. A lonely boy named 
Tom Townsend suddenly finds him-
self swept into a tight group of 
fr iends who spend the early hours in 
their parents ' posh apar tmen t s . 

The bandy back and forth about 
agrar ian socialism, contemporary 
crit ical analysis of J a n e Austin, the 
demise of the "deb scene" and a 
more appropr ia te t e r m than preppy 
to describe their privileged lifestyle. 

They pe rpe tua te the tradit ions of 
their parents .

Galsby." Tom is perhaps the most

He says he hates deb part ies, but 
shows up for them anyway He never 
reads fiction, but gathers views f rom 
literary cri t icism 

ANOTHER charac te r . Nick, epito-
mizes the group with his cynical love 
of the decadance of the rich He's re-
freshing in his f rankness 

Also refreshing is the total ab-
sence of brat pack actors - no su-
pers tar offspr ing f rom Sutherland. 
Sheen or Fonda The no-name per-
formers give their cha rac te r s a cer-
tain authentici ty as they pompously 
drone on about sustaining the life-
style of the upper class. 

Though I 'm still not sure if it's 
suppose to cap ture or lampoon its 
subject. "Metropoli tan" is — if you 
stick with it — a uniquely drawn 
peek into the lives of the filthy rich.

The Sundays could have done 
bet ter 

The London-based band could 
have made the best-selling record 
a lbum of the new decade, sold their 
soul to MTV and be break dancing 
with Paula Abdul on tour some-
where. 

Instead, the Sundays have se t t led 
for being one of the most ta lked 
about, written about new band of 
the year whose "Reading, Wri t ing 
and Arithmetic" (David Gef fen 
Company/Rough Trade) has been 
played to death on co l l ege /a l t e rna -
tive radio. Life's a bite. 

But the Sundays will s u f f e r 
through their muse with a laugh, 
especially with tbe humorous as-
pects sudden success has wrought . 

"Once we heard through our 
record company in Bri ta in tha t a 
rumor was circulat ing in New 
York that we were junkies." said 
the very clean guitar is t David Ga-
vurin, whose group p e r f o r m s on 
Monday, Sept. 17, at the Nec ta r ine 
Ballroom. "That ' s a rea l ly good 

one." 
The only drug c i rcula t ing around 

the Sundays these days is the 
dreamy, swir l ing guitar melodies 
with vocalist Harr ie t Wheeler in-
spiring lucid reminiscences with 
her soft, heavenly vocals, The 
doses never grow tiring. 

One reason the guitar pop mus-
ings are so endear ing is the Sun-
days avoid the cliches, angst and 
dark humor taken up by other 
bands of their ilk. The lyrics a re 
impressionistic, at t imes whimsi-
cal 

ON "MY FINEST HOUR," one 
the Sundays' more often played 
cuts, Wheeler coos such childlike 
lines as "My finest hour I 've ever 
known was finding a pound on tbe 
underground/But I keep hoping 
you are the s a m e as me / I ' l l send 
you let ters and go to your house for 
tea." 

Such lyrics, on their own. would 
car ry the weight of a croissant 
filled with helium. Yet coupled 
with the judiciously orches t ra ted 
guitar of Gavurin , those words al-
most seem anthemic . 

One might suspect the Sundays' 
impres s ion i s t i c y e a r n i n g s a r e 
borne out of the need to escape the 
hard realities of London life. The 
band formed in 1988 when David 
met Harriet at the Universi ty of 
Bristol. 

Most of the band 's songs were 
written while m e m b e r s were living 
on the dole, a fo rm of public assist-
ance. 

"What I'd hate to do is c la im. Oh 
God, we were suffer ing, ' " Gavurin 
said. "We were OK. There were 
plenty of people much worse off 
than us 

"There is irony in i t ," he added. 
" P a r t of that , no doubt, comes 
f r o m the many ridiculous sides of 
society It 's hard to say what it gets 
to. What we say when we're de-
scribing our lyrics is that we don't 
wri te about specif ic events or spe-
cific events in our lives. 

"In saying that , I don't think its 
devoid of any of those things I 
think there is polit ical content in 
our songs. And that c o m e s through 
things like irony." 

IRONY ASIDE, the Sundays 

have endured endless comparisons 
in their me teo r i c rise. Critics have 
likened t h e m to The Smiths, Coc-
teau Twins, 19,000 Maniacs, Edie 
Bnckel l e tc . 

"No one has likened us to Elvis," 
Gavurin said with a laugh. "You 
can be the f i r s t to compare us to 
Elvis." 

The associations, though, don't 
bother him. He finds solace in the 
fact no two comparisons have been 
alike. 

Drawing the Sundays to The 
Smiths is not without m e r i t There 
are s imi lar i t ies in the s t rumming 
guitar s tyles of both Gavurin and 
the Smiths ' Johnny Marr 

Unlike M a r r , though. Gavur in ' s 
name will not be found under "Gui-
tar God" ca t egory 

"I don't think of myself as a gui-
t a r i s t " be said. "I like writing mu-
sic as a whole. A lot of the songs 
tbe first I 'd wr i t e is the d rum par t 
or the bass par t . A lot of tbe bass 
parts a r e gu i ta ry in a sense. I nev-
er make a song where there is 
space for a guitar solo. I never

In a society that r e w a r d s small-
mindedness as much as ours, a 
songwriter as imaginat ive a s Robyn 
Hitchcock is more than a b rea th of 
freak air, he's a lmost subversive. 

Since his ear l ies t recordings with 
tbe Soft Boys In the la te 7 0 a , Hitch-
cock, a native of the south of Eng-
land, has shown a f l a r e for vivid, 
compelling imagery, all whi le cele-
brat ing the joy, scorning the banal 
t a d , above all, probing the incom-
prehensible of this world.

But other aspects of the L P a r e all 
right. Several cuts on " tbe origin" 
are as infectious, melodic pieces as 
one might eve r come across. 

The p rob lem with this a lbum is it 
doesn't tell the full story. On s tage, 
tbe origin is lauded for being any-
thing but the slick, precise outfi t por-
t rayed on its debut album. 

ASIDE F R O M that nuisance, An-
drews is qui te happy with the ori-
gin's f irst s tudio e f f o r t The objec-
tive was to m a k e an L P that wea r s 
well through t ime. 

In the studio, the band used natu-
ral ins t ruments — guitar, bass and 

piano — thus avoiding any digital, 
synthesizer, computer ized gadgets. 

Also, the origin asked David Ker-
shenbaum to produce the LP. Ker-
sbenbaum worked on the early Joe 
Jackson albums and produced Tracy 
Chapman's breakthrough LP 

"What goes into mak ing a t imeless 
record? I don't know. I'll have to 
think about it," Andrews said. 

ANDREWS, THOUGH, is fully 
a w a r e of the risks of making a 
straight-ahead rock 'n ' rol l record. 

For one, a l t e rna t ive /co l l ege radio 
will turn a nose up to it because it's 
not hip enough F o r another, AOR 

radio isn't likely to play it because 
the origin doesn ' t have a le t ter "Z" 
at end of its name and a guitar is t 
named Die ter But there no regrets . 

" I t ' s not want ing to be trendy. 1

Mark Breslin has quickly become 
the Tom Monaghan-Ray Kroc of the 
.comedy game — all that's missing is 
a drive-thru. 

Yuk Yuk's International boasts it-
self as the largest chain of comedy 
clubs in the world. The conglomerate 
has 19 clubs, including the newest 
ode across the Detroit River at tbe 
Winsdor Royal Hotel. 

Other Yuk Yuk's can be found in 
London, England, and Bemiuda as 
well as several major Canadian 
markets in Toronto, Vancouver and 
Edmonton. Windsor-Detroit? Breslin 
figured why not ' 

Frankly, we're kind of late in en-
tering the market," said Breslin, a 
Toronto native and a comedian him-
self. "We could've been here two or 
three years ago." 

Like any chain, a uniformity exists 
at Yuk Yuk's around the globe. Clubs 
use an exclusive talent pool of come-
dians. which consists mainly of 
Canadians. 

Also. Breslin proudly mentions 
none of his comedians are censored. 
The more outlandish the better In his 
opinion. 

Perhaps this shouldn't come as a 
surprise. After all, this is a guy who 
had potty-mouth Sam Kinison as a 
roommate in Los Angeles and takes

ALL BRESLIN asks of his comedi 
ana is they possess originality, poise, 
brains and "they must look good in a 
swim stiit." 

As a result, names like Norm Mac-
Donald, Jeremy Hots and Larry 
Horowitz don't exactly blow fuses in 
marquees. Then again, neither did 
names like Martin Short, John Candy 
and Rick Moranis IS years ago. 

'They're not household names," 
Breslin said. "They're a bit too edgy 
for television at this point That 's the 
kind of people we like to use." 

Which was the original impetus 
for starting Yuk Yuk's in 1976. Bres-
lin wanted to give unknown comedi-
ans in Toronto a place to perform. 

So, once a night, stand-up acts did 
their routines in a basement of a 
bowling alley. Tbe club was success-
ful enough it moved to Yorkville, On-
tario, a suburb of Toronto, where 
Yuk Yuk's Komedy Kabaret opened 
seven nights a week. Today, there 
are six Yuk Yuk's in the Toronto 
area. 

Some 14 years and 19 comedy 
clubs later, Yuk Yuk's has infiltrated 
television. The TV version features 
taped stand-up routines from Yuk 
Yuk's numerous clubs 

Yuk Yuk's - The TV Show" is 
seen 11:30 p.m. Wednesdays on 

CBET-TV channel 9. 
As Breslin's empire has grown, so 

too, have his critics. He's credited 
with almost single-handedly creat-
ing s scene for Canadian stand-up 
comics. 

YET, AT THE same time, Breslin 
is said to have a monopoly on Cana-
dian talent with his own booking 
agency, Funny Business Inc. One for-
mer comedian referred to Breslin as 
'very Napoleanic" in a Toronto Star 

story. 
' I t ' s a stupid criticism, to blame 

someone for trying to be as big as 
they can be," Breslin said. 

'"Hut must be my American 
side," be said, noting that his mother 
was born in New York. 

People on the American side 
might remember Breslin as the pro-
ducer of Fox Network's "Late Show 
Starring Joan Rivers." Rivers was 
eventually let go by the network, but 
Breslin remained friends with tbe 
tart-tongued comedianne and helped 
out on her latest TV venture, "The 
Joan Rivers Show " 

"I aged about 12 years in the pro-
cess," said Breslin, who worked his 
way from comedy coordinator to 
producer of "The Late Show . . . 
"From my point of view, she (Riv-
ers) was fabulous to work with." 

After a lVfc-year stint in Los Ange-
les. Breslin was glad to get back to 

Toronto to concentrate oo his grow-
ing list of clubs His eye for talent 
apparently is only exceeded by his 
shrewd business sense 

His latest venture into Windsor 
would seem to reflect as such. He's 
quite familiar with the area and 
hopes to draw people from Detroit to 
his club. 

DESPITE THE burgeoning come-
dy club scene, Breslin believes there 
is room in the market for Yuk Yuk's. 

Canadian stand-up is not much dif-
ferent than the American variety 
He said not to expect any Mountie 
jokes. 

As a club owner. Breslin believes 
he's carved his own niche. 

"There were a lot of people who 
got into the comedy business who 
were failing restaurateurs and bar 
owners and were looking for a cheap 
way to move their boore," he said. "1 
came from the more artistic end of 
it since I am a performer myself. 
Then I added the restaurant and bar 
in order to stay alive."

. The Ontario Hockey League ver-
sion, which makes its United Sta tes 
debut with the new Detroi t Compu-
ware Ambassadors on Thursday, 
Sept. 20, at Cobo Arena, is old- t ime 
hockey. You know, Dit Clapper and 
Eddie Shore 

Except these guys on the ice a re 
in their teens, usually hailing f r o m 
such remote outposts as P las t e r 
Rock, New Brunswick and Copper 
Cliff, Ontario. 

All of them have one goal — 
making it to the National Hockey 
League. And Canadian junior hock-
ey is considered the main incubator 
for the pros. 

The list of OHL luminar ies is 
long — most notable Sault Ste. 
Marie Greyhounds' a lumnus Wayne 
Gretzky and Peterborough Pe tes ' 
grad Steve Yierman. 

Several area hockey p layers 
turned NHL'ers such as Livonia 's 
Al I a f r a t e (Belleville Bulls), West-
land's Adam Burt (North Bay Cen-
tennials) and West Bloomfield 's 
Mike Har tman (North Bay Centen-
nials) learned their t r ade in Cana-
dian junior hockey. 

Like the NHL, the circui t is fas t 
and tough. The gloves come off as 
fast as they do in post-op. Ask Bob 
Probert , who bruised his knuckles 
with a number of OHL teams . 

"It 's physical," said Ambassa-
dors assistant general m a n a g e r 
Russ Gregory, perhaps unders ta t -
ing things a bit.

More Ulan that , the junior gar r* 
is the fabr ic of Canad ian l i f e a E 
teams play to full houses In quaim 
arenas in Ontar io communi t ies 
such as Windsor, London, Kitch-
ener and North Bay. 

From small , barn like struc-
tures , F a r m i n g t o n Hil ls-based 
computer so f tware company Com 
puware is impor t ing OHL hockey 
to the U.S. big city with the Detroit 
Ambassadors. 

Com puware is not new to this. 
The company owned the Windsor 
Spitfires 1984-89, winning the OHL 
championship in 1988 and reaching 
the Memorial Cup f inals (junior 
hockey's equivalent to the Stanley 
Cup). 

Now, Windsor is the main rival 
as only the Detroi t R ive r separa tes 
the two teams. Adding to rivalry, 
two sets of b ro thers will oppose 
each other: Jon Stos and Troy Glea-
son of the Ambassadors and Jason 
Stos and Trent Gleason of the Spit-
fires. 

Detroit and Windsor mee t eight 
times this season, four a t home and 
four away The 1990-91 OHL sea-
son campaign Thursday against the 
London Knights. The Ambassadors 
will play in the E m m s Division 
along with the Windsor, London, 
Kitchener. Sault Ste. Marie. Owen 
Sound and Hamil ton. 

The Ambassadors hope to par lay 
the success at the ga te other junior 
teams have had in the United 
States such as Sea t t le and Spokane, 
Wash., Por t land, Ore., and Tri-City, 
(Wash.) which a r e all member s of 
the Western Hockey League. Those 
teams average 5,000 in a t tendance, 
according to Gregory. 

"My only quest ion is will fans 
drive downtown to see Canadian 
junior hockey*" said Dave Hall, a 
sports wri ter who has covered jun-
ior hockey 15 yea r s fo r the Windsor 
Star.

Abstract art 
Paper works accentuate his love of the sea

DEEPLY ETCHED in the 
works on paper by Douglas 
Semivan lies the soul of 
the artist, a combination of 

poet, philosopher and sailor in love 
with the sea. 

Dynamic black and white works, 
with splashes of color, dominate 
Semivan's exhibition, "Recent Works 
on Paper ," now at the Exhibit Gal-
lery of Madonna College in Livonia, 
where he is assistant professor of 
art. 

The 36-piece show includes litho-
graphs, intaglioe, mezzotints, draw-
ings, watercolor and mixed media 
paintings, in which Semivan lures 
the viewer with abstract depictions 
of boats sailing through hostile wa-
ters. 

Just as the ocean influenced Wil-
lem de Kooning's abstract a r t so the 
water and sailing ships have greatly 
effected Douglas Semivan's work. 

Semivan graduated with a master 
of fine ar ts degree from Cran brook 
Academy of Art in Bloomfield Hills 
in 1973. , 

Since then, his work has been ex-
hibited in galleries and ar t museums 
throughout the states and in Eng-
land. His work can be found in the 
collections of the Detroit Institute of 
Arts, Brooklyn Museum, Toledo Mu-
seum and Museum of Modern Art in 
New York 

"I find paper to be the most pleas-
ing palette of all," said Semivan dur-
ing the opening of his Livonia exhibi-
tion on Sept. 9. 

BESIDES THE starkness of black 
and white, be said be favors use of 
"hard-punching red. yellow and 
blue." 

"Devotion is a lithograph printed 
from stone," Semivan said. "Devo-
tion is the essence of a sailboat." 

Here, he uses large, vibrant ges-
tures of color to dominate the pic-
ture plane: ultramarine blue, crim-
son and green. He boldly Interjects 
the opaque colors onto a white back-
ground. 

In 'The Poet Sails (a very small 
boat)," done In "dry pastel, white oil 
crayon with lines ot graphite stix," 
Semivan fuses color into a visually 
strong composition of black, white 
and gray by adding violet yellow, 
fuschia and green. 

Once again, be uses the theme that 
occurs in nearly all his work, the 
sai lboat ' T m Interested In the dy-
namic effects of the boat moving." 
he said. "Tha movement of the 
waves a t they crash against the hull, 
the hostility of the sa i l s"

shown side by side, mirroring each 
other. 

"The mirror image is evident also 
in the works, entitled, "English Red 
(island maru)" and "Black Maru 
(line maru)." 

In "English Red," Semivan cre-
ates an Oriental effect in the compo-
sition of blacks done on an off-white 
background by the addition of one 
small square of vibrant red. In 
"Black Maru," be etches waves of 
black lines oo a gray background to 
mirror those in "English Red." 

"What I've been trying to do as an 
art is t for the last 20 years is the 
same picture over and over, chang-
ing a tool here, a brush there," he 
said. 

To create "Solent" an intaglio, 
Semivan uses a Black St Decker drill, 
grinding the copper plate and print-
ing the grinding marks to achieve 
the turmoil of squalls. " 'Solent' is a 
body of water which Is very stormy 
and turbulent" Semivan said. 

"My work is very physical, force-
ful, in the way I lay it down," Semi-
van said. 

He's currently painting with oils, 
which bring him great satisfaction 
"But I'm not satisfied with working 
on stretched canvas It 's like a t ram-
poline, bouncing back from each 
stroke I apply to the canvas." 

SEMIVAN IS now experimenting 
with painting oo wood. "If you're an 
a r t i s t you have to work through the 
problems and keep working until the 
problem is roaolved" 

Semivan's dedication and exuber-
ance shines through his work and 
into the classroom, where be Is start-
ing his second year of full-time 
teaching at Madonna College. 

"This Is an excellent college for an 
a r t s tudent" Semivan said. "We 
have an extensive art program 
here." 

He said he tries to teach his stu-
dents how to see and how to think 
creatively. 

Throughout the Livonia exhibi t 
Semivan's bold, forceful strokes of 
black, with splashes of red, yellow 
end bins, dominate the hage white 
worts oa paper, creating an exciting 
emotional leeponse la the viewer.

A: Living or working with people 
who maintain a different standard of 
order can be difficult. Although 
there is a wide variety of reasons 
people have trouble staying orga-
nized, tbe most common is simply 
that they are right brain dominant. 
While they are not so readily appar-
ent these people may exhibit a 
broad spectrum of other natural tal-
ents far exceeding their left brain 
counterpart™, but organixation 
(which is so physically obvious) is 
just not one of tbem. 

Counseling would usually be ap-
propriate for the right brian person 
with organizational difficulties, but 
that person has to want to change 
before such sessions would be 
worthwhile. If that person is resis-
tant to getting help, then the next 
best step is for the left brain person 
(you) to get help in learning to live or 
work with them. 

A two-session workshop dealing 
directly with this problem will be 
held at the newly expanded Commu-
nity House of Birmingham on Oct 3 
and 10. Called "Right Brain, Left 
Brain — Living in Stereo," these ses-
sions will teach right brain people 
how to better use both sides of their 
brain and will help left brain people 
better understand tbe workings or 

right brain thinking. Taught by coun-
selor Dolores Lamping, M.A., C.S.W., 
the goal is more harmonious rela-
tionships. 

These sessions are designed to 
complement my own Community 
House "Organixing for Success" 
classes, which begin Sept 27, as well 
as my "Organizing Your Business 
Life" series at Schoolcraft College in 
Livonia beginning tomorrow night. 
Sept 18. 

If you cannot attend those semi-
nars, then perhaps it would be help-
ful to read books that explain left 
and right brain differences. 

Many books outline hemispheric 
diversities, but the only one I know 
of which deals directly with tbe diffi-
culties incurred when opposite be-
haviors clash is, "The Odd Couple 
Syndrome — Resolving the Neat/ 
Sloppy Dilemma" by Selwyn Mills, 
and Max Weisser.

In the meantime, try to remind 
yourself that you are not responsible 
for the other person's behaviors. By 
setting yourself apart from him in 
that way and concentrating on con-
trolling your own behaviors, you 
may experience less stress.

Law means few changes for architects 
Local architects apparently will 

have little problem adjusting to the 
Americans with Disabilities Act that 
requires most new buildings and 
buildings that are renovated be de-
signed so that they are readily acces-
sible to persons with disabilities. 

Fr i t t ing buildings that do not un-
dergo extensive alteration do not 
have to meet ADA requirements, but 
their owners Immediately will have 
to make changes that a re readily 
achievable — changes that are easy 
to do and are not prohibitively ex-
pensive. An example of a readily 
achievable change for a building 
might be providing a ramp for 
Wheelchair users to an entrance cur-
rently reached by three steps. 

J im Velthoven, an architect with 
the Detroit area's largest f i rm, Gif-
fels Associates in Southfield, said 
Michigan has perhaps the second 
strictest building code regarding 
handicapped accessibility next to the 
state of California. 

"Michigan has a strict code," Vel-
thoven said. "After the federal 
standards are revised and upgraded, 

the state will make adjustments." 
Although not familiar with the 

new federal legislation, Bill DeM-
iene, chief designer for Albert Kahn 
Associates, Detroit 's third largest 
architectural f i rm, said Michigan 
laws regarding construction accessi-
bility for the handicapped are com-
prehensive. 

"Wheelchair r amps are common, 
as is parking access. We've been in-
volved in a snow melting system 
mandated by law to further assist 
the handicapped from the parking 
lot to the building," DeMiene said. 
"We've done bathroom conversions, 
and modified elevators for the blind 
and wheelchair users. Michigan is 
certainly a progressive state. 

"We've increased the depth of ves-
tibules to m e e t codes. In Michigan, 
we readily accept the idea that 
buildings must be made accessible." 

CONSIDER SOME of the potential 
building impediments for a person in 
a wheelchair: outside walks without 
curb cuts, revolving doors, doors and 
corridors too narrow to navigate. 

desks too low to fit the chair under, 
inaccessible toilets and sinks, water 
fountains and public telephones too 
high to reach. Although most new 
buildings (and all of those construct-
ed with federal money) are designed 
to be accessible, many older build-
ings possess some or all of these 
hard to use features. 

Designing buildings that are ac-
cessible to persons with disabilities 
means better buildings for everyone, 
a concept known among architects 
as universal design. Tbe elderly, 
pregnant women, skiers with broken 
legs coping with crutches, executives 
with eye patches af ter surgery, even 
kids too small to reach a water foun-
tain or handrail, can testify to incon-
veniences caused by inadequate de-
sign. The majority of building users 
do not appreciate the constraints 
that everyday architecture, not de-
signed for accessibility, can place on 
mobility or job performance. 

Disabilities defined in the ADA in-
clude: orthopedic, visual, speech and 
hearing impairments; diseases In-
cluding cerebral palsy, epilepsy. 

heart disease, diabetes and cancer, 
mental and psychological disorders; 
and recovery from drug abuse and 
alcoholism. 

PROPERLY thought-out buildings 
designed for accessibility need not 
be prohibitively expensive. Ellen 
Harland, an architect and accessibil-
ity specialist for the Architectural 
and Transportation Barriers Compli-
ance Board, estimates that the cost 
of accessibility, on average, is less 
than one half of one percent of the 
cost of a new building. 

While it typically is more expen-
sive to retrofit an existing building 
to be accessible, innovative solutions 
can save the economic day for spe-
cific projects. 

"Accommodations come in groups 
of one," said Barbara Judy, manager 
of the Morgan town, W. Virginia 
based Job Accommodation Network 
(JAN) of America Inc., an interna-
tional information network and con-
sulting service for accommodating 
persons with disabilities.

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"This land is your land, this 
land is my land." 

If folksinger Woody Guthrie were 
alive today, he'd have to drastically 
revise the lyrics to that once popular 
song. 

In high-priced metropolitan areas, 
particularly along the waterfront, 
land affordability is just about ex-
tinct. That, in turn, drives up bousing 
costs. 

"Tbe land/bouse price ratio is nor-
mally around 32 percent," said Don-
na Regner, supervisor of construc-
tion lending for Comerica Bank. 

In 1980, land represented a mere 
10 to 15 percent of the total cost of 
new boosing. In 1990, land acquisi-
tion can account for rttore than half , 
the total cost, depending on location. 

"If we're talking lakefront proper-
ty, the land/house ratio could be as 
much as 50 or 55 percent," Regner 
said. "The more expensive the land, 
the more expensive the home. We 
look at tbe whole appraised value. 
I've seen (land) account for as high 
as 58 percent on a lake in West 
Bloomfield." 

Orchard Lake property is also at 
p remium pr ice , a c c o r d i n g to 
Regner. Communities like Livonia 
and Plymouth hover around 32 per-
cent, she said. 
' "I've beard some stories that are 
just wild," said James Bonadeo, 
president of Bonadeo Construction in 
Plymouth Township. 

"It's like an auction. People who 
have the money will keep bidding 
until they get what they w a n t On the 
lakes, there's just no control over 
land costs." 

BUILDER TOM Schroder of 
Cornerstone Building in Novi has 
seen tbe land-price-to-house ratio 
above 70, percent on lakefront prop-
erty. fie has built homes in the High-
land, Milford, Brighton area in addi-
tion to western Wayne County and 
Farmington Hills. 

"It can get way out of proportion," 
be said. "In the early '80s land was a 
fourth or fifth of today's cost." 

Many factors account for the tre-
mendous cost of land acquisition, ac-
cording to Bonadeo. He spun a 
scenario based on land selling for 
$20,000 per acre

"The developer buys 50 acres. 
First, there's the Department of Nat-
ural Resources, who says 10 acres 
can't be built on. Now your cost is 
$30,000 per acre. 

"Next you go through the town-
ship, county and s t a te boards r - . i l 
different boards. This process takes 
20 months, during which time you've 
paid taxes and interest oo the prop-
erty. 

"Then you get ready to build hous-
es, and there are more regulations. 
For instance, safety glass must be 
installed on any window 18 inches 
above tbe floor. That gets costly." 

In days gone by, builders were re-
sponsible for paving roads in new 
subdivisions. Today,They must sow 
seed for 15 feet on each side of the 
road. They also have to plant trees. 

"All these costs are charged off 
the land," Bonadeo said. "Builders 
pay for every improvement on a lo t 
Afterward, the city charges $40 per 
linear foot for future sewer and wa-
ter lines. 

"It 's a Catch 22 situation," be said. 
"It's nobody's fault and it 's every-
body's f au l t " 

DESPITE THE high cos t Bonadeo 
says, "land here is almost f ree com-
pared to the rest of the world." 

Consider Japan, where lot costs 
account for as much as 90 percent of 
the house price. And Western Eu-
rope, where the ratio puts land at 
more than 50 percent of the total 
price. 

"Japan is small and mostly 
rocky," Bonadeo said. "If a builder 
here doesn't like something, he can 
go out an extra five miles. We have 
the lapd." 

Will such ratios catch on in the 
United States? Industry analysts say 
no. Banks and builders are too tradi-
tion-bound, tbe profit potential is 
limited, and the market doesn't want 
I t 

"I don't think the banking commu-
