Area police say 'scissor' 
law speeds punishment

Canton and Plymouth police have 
added scissors to their arsenal 
against drunk drivers 

A new law gives police officers 
across Michigan the right to start 
cutting up licenses of drivers pulled 
over with blood alcohol levels above 
the legal limit. 

And only 40 minutes Into the new 
year. Plymouth Township police cut 
op the license o< a 24-year-old Novl 
man, stopped after making an illegal 

left turn onto north 1-275 from Ann 
Arbor Road. •_ 

After the officer noticed an odor 
of liquor, the man was given a field 
sobriety test to test hia reflexes. He 
failed portions of the test, the inci-
dent report stated The man then 
refused a breath test, and was ar-
rested and Jailed on suspicion of 
drunk driving. 

THEN JUST I t MINUTES later, a 
21-year-old Ypsilanti man was spot-
ted by a Plymouth Township Officer 
driving through a red light on Ann 
Arbor Road near I-27S , 

After making a traffic stop, the of-
ficer could smell a moderate odor 
of intoxicants," and administered a 
field sobriety test. 

Like the earlier driver, he failed 
parts of the test and was seen sway-
ing while standing, the incident re-
port continued. A breath test put his 
blood alcohol level at .128. above the 
.1 level denoting legal drunkenness, 
and the man was arrested and 
charged with drunk driving.

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MEAP results 
District draws up plan to boost scores

The Wayne-Westland school dis-
trict. faced with mixed results in its 
latest Michigan Education Assess-
ment Program test scores, has de-
veloped an action plan for boosting, 
test results. 

Curriculum officials, in summa-
rizing the test results for the school 
board recently, said several strate-
gies have been developed to deal 
with the problem- » s

in five of nine test areas: fourth and 
seventh grade reading, fourth grade 
math, fifth grade and 11th grade sci-
ence. Cr 

IN PAST years, curriculum offi-
cials have maintained a change of 

"five points or less isn't considered 
significant. \ 

While the scores in those five 
years were relatively unchanged 
from fhe previous year, school board 
members seemed disappointed that 
the numbers on a districtwide basis 

still loui than what they hoped 
least one problem — that of a large 
HadBtf turnover - mav hinder 
hopes of improved test scores 
- A s an example, Lincoln Elementa-

_ ry School in the Norwayne communi-
ty. bad a flfijercent student turnover 
last year, said Ronald Somers. who 
was acting -Mnaala principal last 
spring. Somers is executive director 
of instructional planning. 

He told the board that the school 
on Grand Traverse near Wildwood 
had 331 pupils of 467 either move in 
or out. 

"Kids who move frequently usual-
ly score lower," echoed Tom Svitko-
vich, deputy superintendent. _ • 

In summary, the district was es-
sentially unchanged from last year 

for. The figures showed about 25 to 
30 peraent of those tested gaining "a 
satisfactory performance' on uie 
tests. 

The only areas showing a substan-
tial gain from the previous year 
were 10th grade math and eighth 
grad^ science. 

While districtwide scores may be 
relatively low, the administration 
said, there are many schools which 
did very well while others did poor-
ly 

The board said it is pleased with 
the way the administration has de-
veloped a plan to work on improving 
test scores next year. 

On a building level, there will be a 
profile developed of the school, fol-

\ 
lowed by a needs assessment and a 
specific plan for improvement. 

There will also be an increased 
analysis of test results as well as a 
more detailed breakdown of test 
scores by gejder, race, economic 
levels and other categories. - ' 

SCHOOL OFFICIALS can predict 
academic test results with 80 per-
cent accuracy on a national basis if 
two things are known: the student's 
ethnic group and socio-economic 
group, said'Mary Ellen Tindall, one 
of two project consultants making 
the MEAP presentation to the school 
board.

One problem with the secondary 
schools' science tests is that it cov-
ered biology which students .hadn't 
had yet.

In the future, biology will be intro-
duced at an earlier grade. 

Blake told the board that "there is 
no question" that the MEAP tests 
are driving the curriculum, but that 
"we would prefer the changes a t a 
slower rate."

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Naturalist offers winter bird-feeding tips

An area naturalist says backyard 
bird-watchers can enhance their 
viewing pleasure this winter if they 
offer birds something to eat — and -
drink. * 

Hanging a feeder may a t t rac t 
some birds already m your neighbor-
hood, but most seek nourishment in 
natural habitats first, said naturalist 
Pam Bigley of Rochester Hills. 

"Birds don't come to a feeder un-
less they need to — if there's an ab-
sence of food," said Bigley. who op-
erates a nature supply store in Ko-
chester. "But birds can't always find 
water in the wild." 

If you set a birdbath in the back 
yard, a variety of birds may come 
and then e a t l r o m your feeders, she 
said.-

You can buy birdbaths in wood or 
concrete at places such as nurseries, 
hardware stores or shops like Big-
ley's or make one by setting an up-
side-down garbage can lid on a 

. stump or clay pot. 
Whatever kind of bath you choose, 

put no more than two inches of wa-
ter in it to prevent birds f rom 
dronwing, rqake sure it has a ledge 
on which birds can perch, and make 
sure it is stable —• the slightest 
movement may frighten birds. 

BIGLEY SUGGESTS buying a 
birdbath heater or using boiling wa-
ter in colder months td keep the wa-
ter from freezing. 

Birdbaths are most important in 
the winter because natural water 
sources may. dry up or freeze and 
snow is a poor source. 

"It takes a lot of snow to m a k e a 
tiny bit of water and it chills birds, 
so they have to eat that much more 
to get their energy up," Bigley said. 
"Snow is an inefficient way to get-
water." " 

Though all birds need water , they 
are selective about their seed and 
feeders, Bigley said. But a wooden 
hopper-style feeder will at tract any 
seed-eating birds. 

Black sunflower seed draws the 
widest variety of birds, including 
blue jays, cardinals, chickadees, 
finches and titmice. BJue jays will 
eat sunflower seed in swinging feed-
ers, but cardinals usually won ' t 

Gold finches and redpolls like this-
tle, but you need a special thistle 
feeder with small holes. Bigley said. 

White millet at tracts mourning 
doves and juncos, but also sparrows, 
which will monopolize the seed and 
drive away other birds, Bigley said.

Bigley, who has a degree in wild-
life biology and management, said 
sh^ welcomes questions about bird-
feeding and bird-watching at her 
store and gives lectures on these top-
ics there and at schools. 

Bigley said people most common-
ly ask if they can'take long vacations 
after putting seed into feeders, fear-
ing the birds will starve once the 
feeders become empty. _ 

"It's not true that you have to keep 
it up," Bigley said. 

"You can go south for the winter. 
Half the people in the country feed 
birds. The odds are good that some-

one else will feed them. And they'll 
still comehaek4n the summer "

Then af ter the day had ended, you'd sit and laugh, 
swapping stories with a group Remember' ' 

Here's some tips that you'll find helpful, if you plan on 
getting into, back into, or just staying in touch with 
downhill skiing. 

THE SRI BUOTS" 
By far. without a doubt, the most important ski-onent-

ed purchase you make is the boots. Period., 
Look at it this way As long as the skis are the right 

length you can get by. The new bindings you purchased, 
as long as they're set and installed properly by a certi-
fied technician, have already met strict design standards 
and release more properly than your 10-year-old bind-
ings. 

Po le s 'P i ck a color 
Your boots have to do three seemingly simple things in 

order to ensure your happiness. First, they have to be 
. i_i »- m a t Inr Second, they have to keep you warm. And third, they 

have to perform up to your skiing ability. 
As simple as these three things sound, they can be very 

tough to attain. Cut yourself short on any one of these 
three things,"especially fit and warmth, and you can easi-
ly ruin a $1,000 ski vacation. 

So what do you look for and what question do you ask 
when buy inga new pair of boots? 

(1) M a k e s u r e t B e shop has the knowledge and tools 
available on-site to customize the boot to your foot With 
a little bit of extra foam, a hand grinder and squirt of 
glue, a professional ski boot fi t ter can work miracles 
around your feet. » . 

(2) The shop should also be equipped to make custom 
insoles, or footbeds, for you/ boots This after-market 
feature, while increasing the performance characteris-
tic* of the boot, can really be the exclamation point on fit 
&fvd comfort 

THE SKIS AND BINDINGS: 
Although the ski may be most expensive piece of 

equipment you purchase, thfey should also be *' 
to pick out. 

If you're getting back into new skis af ter a five-10-
year layoff, steer clear of the two extremes in skis -
entry level and racing Entry level skis will be too slugg-
ish and won't perform up to your ability once you get 
your ski legs.back Racing skis, while they may look cool, 
are too stiff and will make it tough to progress back into 
the sport. -

This, leaves us with the largest classification of skis 
. . . the performance class. These skis are similar in 
shape to a racing ski, yet are softer and much easier to 
turn 

A couple of the more popular or.es. which you can con-
sider as can't miss" skis, have Been with their luiuyi-
ny's for some time now and have remained relatively 
unchanged. ~ 

The K2 5500 and the Rossignol a re probably the safest 
skis to buy in that they will perform as well for the 
athletic intermediate skier^as, they will for the expert 
class skier. So if you're getting back into'the sport as an 
intermediate skier, you need to buy only one ski over the 
next five to s£ven years and not have to worry about 
progressing out of it. 

Since ski core design is pretty much either one of two 
things, wood or foam (with a dash of Kevlar a bit of

The most critical link between having some exciting 
fun and potential knee-wrenching disaster, tbe binding 
must be purchased new or. in the case of used" bindings 
(which isn't a great idea) should at least be function test-
ed by a shop that specializes in skiing This » not some-
thing you want some minimum wage kid messing around 
with. 

Think of it as insurance for assurance of reliability. 
Trying not to get too technical, the latest innovation in 

binding technology comes with an item tested with suc-
cess on the World Cup skiing circuit Known as a P*rby-
Flex. the binding is actually raised higher up on the skT 
between which the Derby H e x is mounted, givtug the ski-
er more leverage on the ski It be.ghtens the turn r e 
sponse and dampens the vibration 

Salomon is one of the first companies to incorproate

I like to live life on tbe wild 
side. I go crazy on the "Wild 
Mouse ' ' r ide a t Boblo. I have a 
la rge bed of wild flowers, and I 
love wild rice. 

"Wild", r ice has no resemblance 
to ord inary white or brown rice in 
e i ther taste, appearance , or the 
methods by which it is grown. I t 
is ac tua l ly "annual grass" which 
grows in single stems, five to 10 
feet tal l , with panicles about two 
feet long. 

T H E HUSKS are about an inch 
long, containing long slender 
g ra ins which a r e a dark s la te 
color when ripe The plants a r e 
adap tab le to quiet water two to 
eight feet deep, preferably the _ 
edges of ponds, lakes or flood 
r ive r plains of r ivers with mud 
bot toms. Ear ly in June the shoots 
a p p e a r above the wtaer. They 
m a t u r e about August and the 
gra in is ready for gathering in 
August and September : 

Although wild rice can be found 
in m a n y par t s of North America , 
it is produced in greatest 
quant i t ies in the lake regions of 
nor thern Minnesota and southern 
Canada 

The cold northern winters a r e a 
n e c w a a i y part of the 
reproduct ive cycle of wild r ice. 
Af t e r the seeds have ripened m 
the fall and dropped into the mud 
at the bottom of the lake, they 
m u s t lie dormant through the 
cold winter before they can 
g e r m i n a t e again in the spring. 
Less than 20 percent of the 
ripened seeds are obtained for 
food. The unharvested rice drops 
in to t he wate r and reseeds the 
- a r ea for-oext year. 

E V E N THOUGH wild rice is 
abundant and readily avai lable 
on supe rmarke t shelves, it is 
e s t ima ted that less than 3 pe r cen t 
of the North American public has 
t ied wild rice. It has a distinct 
recognit ion as a "gourmet" 
product . 

Many consumers a r e shocked 
a t what seems to be a high pr ice 
lag . Wildly flunctuating retail 
p r i ces tha t RSve existed because 
of poor crops have tended to give 
the product an expensive s ta tus . 
I t is a known market ing fac t t ha t 
t he public looks at wild rice as if 
they a r e buying steak; when one 

* pound is purchased, one pound is 
consumed. 

This is not tfie case with wild 
rice. I t cooks up to produce 
a l m o s t four t imes its dry weight.

WASH T H E rice f i rs t by 
running under cold wate r in a 
w i r e s t ra iner until the wa t e r runs 
c l e a r . Use f ive par ts wate r to one 
p a r t wild rice. (5 cups wate r to I 
cup rice). 

Boil the wate r and add one 
teaspoon salt , add the rice, r e tu rn 
t o a boll, reduce heat to s i m m e r 
a n d cook covered for minutes .

vegetable carvings. 

Culinary a r t s can be learned, but to be a t rue art ist , you 
have to feel i t ," said Bob Kozak. executive chef at Fel lows 
Creek Golf Club in Canton Township. 

."It tmtpat tn yrwi, it flows. You ' re working under a lot 
a. You don' t have two hours to put 

something together . Somet imes the only gra t i f ica t ion a chef 
gets is seeing tha t p la t te r leave the kitchen." 

Then there a r e those l ike pas t ry chef Joe Decker, an 
instructor a t Schoolcraf t Communi ty College in Livonia, who 
believe-culinary a r t s a r e like other a r t s — 10 percent talent 
and 90 percent-hard work. 

"You acquire skill on how to hold the pas t ry bag," said 
Decker. 

To make desser ts look-picture perfect every t ime, chels 
use Plexig lass or ca rdboard t empla tes to t r ace ana t ransfer 
their designs. A pas t ry chef might put Plexiglass over a 
drawing, t r ace it, le t the chocolate set and then-place it on 
the dessert . 

Melted chocolate can be poured on to a baking sheet, 
chilled in a f r eeze r and c u t into shapes or fo rmed into cur ls 
with a teaspoon o r the blade of a knife held a t an angle 

vBut unlike other a r t s , cul inary a r t s a r e f ragi le . "There 's 
chemistry involved with a r t i s t ry to make sure everything is 
in sync." said Decker . " I t ' s impor tan t to know the 
functionali ty of the ingredients. You need to get used to how 
to work with things." 

F O O D HAS a limited l ifespan. If a sauce sits too long it 
loses i ts shimmer . Vegetables wilt, and f ru i t turns brown. 

When making elegant chocolate desser ts , success depends 
on the pliability of'tfie chocolate. "If it is too cold and hard, 
it will break. If it is too soft , it will not cur l up and will stick 
to the spoon," wri tes Helen S. F l e t che r in her book "The New 
P a s t r y Cook." (William Morrow and Company, Inc. $24.95). 

Chefs spend a lot of t i m e thinking about food presentat ion 
"To m a k e food appetizing and eye appeal ing, you consider 
compat ibi l i ty of f lavors, and con t r a s t of texture, color and 
tas te , " said J e f f r e y Gabriel , cer t i f ied m a s t e r chef and chief 
ins t ructor of culinary a r t s at Schoolcraf t Community 
College. 

The trend is toward functional garnishing. Nothing 
should be on the plate if it 's not to be ea ten to contr ibute to 
the t a s t e of the food. 

"Close your eyes and think about wha t would tas te good 
with a cer ta in food. Nine t imes out of 10 you'll be right. 
Design the menu around tas te ," said Gabriel .
