Recorder s 
Cour t Judge Richard Hathaway improperly exa-
mined prospective ju ro rs in a routine manne r in-
s tead of a "probing inqui ry ." 

"Personal ly I t h ink i t ' s a shame tha t the judicia l 
sys tem is like i t ia in t h e s t a t e of Michigan - it s a 
was te of taxpayers ' money to have a retrial on this , 
according to Ray S u t t o n , Dorothy T y b u r s k i ' s 
brother-in-law. 

Tybursk i h a s been serving a 20-40 year sentence 
t h a t began Ju ly 1989 a t Southern Michigan S ta te 
Pr ison in Jackson . He would have been eligible for 
parole af ter 16.8 years. 

Tybursk i was dean to s tuden ta at Mackenzie 
High School in Detroi t when his wife 's body was 
found in their Avon St ree t basemen t .

T h e P lymouth communi ty is 
mourning the loss of Ra lph G. 
Lorenz, 82, who died Nov. 2 at 
Sarasota Memoria l Hospi ta l in 
Bradenton, Fla . of congestive 
heart failure. 

T h e longt ime owner of the 
Mayflower Hotel , Lorenz was 
widely admired as a local vision-
ary, en t repreneur and civic leader 
whose ideas a n d ha rd work helped 
the P lymouth c o m m u n i t y thrive. 

"For over 50 years, Lorenz 
stood a t t h e h e l m - o f t h e May-
flower Hotel in P lymou th and 
charted a course filled w i t h inno-
vative ideas a n d a weal th of excel-
lent food, warm hospi ta l i ty and 
superb service," said h i s daughter 
Shei la Lorenz O s a n n . 

"In. 1939 he came back to Plym-
outh af ter a t t e n d i n g Eas t e rn 
Michigan Univers i ty to manage 
the financially t roubled May-
flower for i t s s tockholders . He 
brought it ou t of receivership, 

saving not only the brick a n d 
mor tar b u t c rea t ing a hotel with a 
na t ional repu ta t ion in the pro-
cess ," s h e said. 

At age 11, Lorenz escaped with 
h is family du r ing World W a r 1 
f rom Aus t r ia -Hungary , where he 
was b o m . T h e family moved to 
P lymouth af te r Lorenz's fa ther 
found e m p l o y m e n t with Daisy Air 
Rifle. 

I t d i d n ' t t ake long for en-
t r e p r e n e u r s h i p to emerge in 
Lorenz. As a kid, he t rapped 
m u s k r a t s on Forest Avenue and 
sold the pe l t s for 75 cents each to 
glovemakers. 

IHe was a se l f -made boy, there 
>o d o u b t about It." said 

Margare t Dunn ing , 80, who at-
tended P l y m o u t h High School 
with Lorenz. " H e was a visionary 
in the th ings he could see out 
there, a n d h e was willing with 
hard work to make them happen. 
I t hough t a lot of Ralph, and he 
though t a lot of the community . 
He took m a n y a bump u p and 
down wi th it, b u t he was a sincere 
person." 

U.S. Rep. Carl Pursell , R-

P lymou th , credited Lorenz with 
t h e preservation of a downtown 
hotel , "which was very rare in 
Michigan a n d throughout the na-
t ion. He proved t h a t through a lot 
of ha rd hours, , and t ra in ing a lot 
of young people, you could keep 
downtown alive. He was very 
u n i q u e a n d very much respected 
in t h e hotel indust ry . Ra lph and 
h i s family were very individualis-
tic, ent repreneur ia l and promo-
t ional in their ideas. They've 
m a d e a major contr ibut ion to 
P l y m o u t h over the years." 

Lorenz was politically as tu te as 
well, said Pursell . 

" R a l p h was very active state-
wide," he said. " H e served on the 
s t a t e C h a m b e r of Commerce and 
was extremely politically aware of 
w h a t was going on in the bus iness 
c o m m u n i t y in L a n s i n g a n d 
Wash ing ton . He had very strong 
opinions . He made a lot of 
f r iends, a n d some enemies too. 
B u t I 'd ra ther have people with 
s t rong opinions t h a n no opinions. 
I respected him a great deal; he 
m a d e people th ink . " 

Some referred to Lorenz as "Fa-

lonial theme he promoted a t the 
Mayflower and in downtown 
P lymouth . Lorenz was recognized 
by the Lord Mayor of P lymou th . 
Eng land for es tabl ishing close 
a n d friendly ties between the two

cities. 
A s taunch suppor te r of the 

d o w n t o w n b u s i n e s s d i s t r i c t , 
Lorenz believed "Every small 
town needs three th ings to suc-
ceed: a good hotel, a good newspa-
per and a good bank , " h is daugh-
ter said. Lorenz is credited with 
persuading bus iness people not to 
leave for local malls, with helping 
to establish the Communi ty Fed-
eral Credit Union, and with bui ld-
ing two downtown parking lots. 

Lorenz nur tu red for a lifetime 
his re la t ionship with Eas te rn 
Michigan University, where he 
studied a n d managed the cafete-
ria i t t h e McKenny Union. He es-
tabl ished an endowed scholarship 
for s tuden t s working their way 
through school and served on the 
College of Bus ines s advisory 
board. E M U honored h im with an 
honorary doctorate of bus iness 

, adminis t ra t ion in 1988. 

Lorenz also received an honor-
ary degree from Schoolcraft Col-
lege in recognition of his pivotal 
role in es tabl ishing the culinary 
ar ts program. 

His many honors include a Na-
tional Senior Ent repreneur of the 

Year award from the United 
S ta tes Smal l Bus iness Adminis-
t ra t ion . presented in 1982 b y . 
then-Vice Pres ident George Bush 
in the Rose Garden at t h e Whi te 
House . 

Lorenz is survived by his wife 
Theresa ; and children S ta ton of 
Traverse City; Shei la O s a n n of 
Grosse Poin te Park; Kirk of Beu-
lah; and Richard,'* R a l p h Scott 
a n d Randall , all of P lymouth ;
