Vets break ground for new memorial

Veteran’s Day in Canton had a par-
ticularly special meaning Wednesday
with ground breaking for the town-
ship’s very own veteran’s memorial in
Heritage Park.

“This memorial is for everybody,”
said Tim LaGrow, a member of Plym-
outh-Canton Vietnam Veterans
Chapter 528. “It’s for the people who
served the country. It's for everyone,
men and women, and all branches of
the service.”

The 4:30 p.m. ceremony included a
brief Veteran's Day salute, followed
by the ground breaking near the pond
garden entrance at the west end of the
township hall parking lot.

The memorial will be for future
generations “to pay tribute to those
who have fallen in the past and that
they will never see new names written
on these walls,” said Jack Runkle,
commander, Canton VFW Post 6967.

Don Dignan, president, Plymouth-
Canton Vietman Veterans of America
Chapter 528, spoke of the meaning of
Veteran's Day, particularly for him.
“In November, 1982, Veteran’s Day
became a great big granite wall in
Washington.”

Township supervisor Tom Yack,
who has long supported the proposed
memorial and donated at least $2,000
from his campaign fund-raisers to the
project, commended the Canton Vet-
erans Memorial Association.

A new set of fees, recommended by
the historic district commission, and
approved by trustees Tuesday, will
accommodate all rental options and
time frames. “This is a realignment
of fees,” McLaughlin said.

Under the new fees, daytime use, 9
a.m. to 6 p.m., for local (civic) non-
profit groups is $50; evening use is

$50 Sunday-Thursday; and $200 Fri-
day and Saturday.

Other non-profit groups will be
charged $100 for daytime use, 9 a.m.
to 6 p.m.; $100 for evenings Sunday-
Thursday; and $200 for Friday-Satur-
day.

Individual residents who want to
rent the schoolhouse will be charged
$125 for daytime, 9 a.m. to 6 p.m;
$125 for evenings Sunday-Thursday;
and $200 for Friday-Saturday. Politi-
cal and business groups will be
charged $150 for daytime use, 9 a.m.
to 6 p.m.; $150 for evenings, Sunday-

Thursday; and $200 for Friday-Satur-
day.

If the schoolhouse is rented for
daytime but the event or function
runs into the evening, $30 per hour
additional will be charged. On the
other hand, if the building is rented
for the evening but there’s a need to
get into it early, $20 per hour addi-
tional will be charged.

Deposits will still be required, how-
ever non-profit groups will be exclud-
ed. For other meetings and events, a
$200 deposit is required. If alcohol is
consumed, the deposit is $400.

Teacher’s student-striking hearing delayed

The pre-trial hearing for a Farrand
Elementary School teacher charged
by a parent with getting into an alter-
cation with her son was adjourned at
a hearing before 35th District Judge
James Garber on Monday.

Garber adjourned the matter to
Dec. 21 at the request of Richard
Beemer, attorney for teacher Robert
Gale, because the prosecutor failed to
give Beemer names of the witnesses

he intends to call.

“I need to speak to those witnesses
and secure copies of their statements
and go back with appropriate motions
to bring the issues into effect, if there
are such witnesses,” said Beemer.

Maryann Ligato-Freydl, executive
director of the Michigan Education
Association, said Gale denied the
charge and passed a lie detector test

“with flying colors. A score of six is at
the bottom end of positivity, indicat-
ing the person is telling the truth.
The top score is 18. Bob scored an 18.
He is telling the truth,” said Ligato-
Freydl, adding that the test was ad-
ministered by a renowned, widely-
used and highly-respected polygraph
expert.

Chuck _Portelli, president of the
Plymouth-Canton Education Associ-
ation, attended the proceedings Mon-
day and said Gale is innocent of the

misdemeanor. “Our belief is that Bob
is telling the truth and is innocent,”
Portelli said.

Farrand Principal Ann Kuhn has
found no evidence to indicate the
third-grade teacher was involved in
the altercation, as charged by Lynn
Parsons 10 days after the alleged inci-
dent.

Parsons and her son, Alexander,
claim Gale shoved him Oct. 1 in front

This
brick paver is intended for busi-
nesses or people who want more
names on the brick.

“You don’t have to be a veteran
to buy a brick,” Spencer said.

The memorial was designed by
Plymouth-Canton High School
student John Sheehy, who won
the memorial design contest in
July 1991. Sheehy’s design incor-
porates the emblems of the five
branches of the service, including
the Air Force, Coast Guard, Ma-
rines, Army and Navy.

The memorial will be built of
five panels of Wausau red granite
— a deep rose color with black
and silver grains — from Wiscon-
sin. The center panel will be four-
feet wide, eight-feet high and one-
foot thick. The side panels will be
three-feet wide, and taper to five-
feet high at the ends. Vermont
craftsmen will make plywood pat-
terns of the memorial and then
cut and polish the granite panels.

“It's about time Canton had
some type of memorial,” La Grow
said.

Even clerk is amazed at
80 percent voter turnout

= When Canton Township clerk
“Loren Bennett predicted a 70 per-
cent turnout in the presidential
- election, he thought he was gaing
out on a limb. He waén’t.
. When all was said and done,
* 26,603 of the 33,219 voters or 80
- percent, showed up at the polls. 1
was just thrilled. I think it's
great,”Bennett said.
But that many voters made for
a lot of work and a long election
night. Fortunately, voters had
been warned of long lines at the
polls. Some arrived armed with
* books, radios and their spouses
for conversation.
Of the 26,603 voters who cast
' ballots, approximately 5,600
voted absentee. In the 1988 presi-
dential election, there were only
2,700 absentee ballots.
' 1 like absentee voting.
. Through the cooperation of the
" people doing it, we were able to
keep about 6,000 people away
" from the polls,” Bennett said.
That meant fewer long lines.
" But it also meant dollars. “It is
costly. But 1 do my absolute

darndest to keep costs down. I be-
lieve the government has a re-
sponsibility, within . reason, to
spend money to make it easy to
vote. If I had not promoted absen-
tee voting, I would have had more
people at the precincts. I would
have had to invest more in equip-
ment and election workers,” Ben-
nett said.

The clerk said he doesn’t know
the exact costs of this election.
Payroll for election workers was
$15,000. And because the clerk’s
staff was putting in long hours be-
fore the election and on election
day and into the wee hours of

Wednesday- morning, overtime
“went olit the window.”
When Bennett compiled his

budget in the spring of 1991 for
1992, he had no idea what would
happen with his election. “I had
not anticipated the volumes we
were going through.”

Unlike the primary when voters
had to declare their party prefer-
ence, local communities are re-

spomsible for the presidential
election.

As far as getting the returns in,
Bennett said he and his staff
didn’t encounter significant prob-
lems. But two precincts did have
a hard time completing paper-
work. And there was a slowdown
with the tabulation equipment.
“Putting 26,603 ballots through
was taxing on the equipment,” he
said.

Ballots jammed in the machin-
ery and when that happened, a
new ballot had to be reproduced
— with the exact votes as the
original — and run through again.
That also meant running that
whole precinct over again.

Results were finally available
by 3:30-3:45 am. and required
paperwork for Wayne County
done about 4:30-4:45 am. Of
course the clerk’s staff also had to
count write-in ballots, particular-
ly those for the township library
board.

“It has always been my philos-
phy that it’s not a race. We are
under no pressure to hurry. Accu-
racy is what is important,” Ben-
nett added.
