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Charges expected 
in fatal accident

Canton police are waiting to 
serve a warrant against a 21-
year-old Plymouth man who 
has been charged with causing 
his brother 's death in a car ac-
cident last month. 

"Our department does not 
intend to serve the warrant 
while he's hospitalized," Can-
ton police information officer 
T a m m i e Colling said last 
week. 

The prosecutor's office is-
sued a one count felony war-
rant against the Plymouth 
man for operating a vehicle un-
der the influence of alcohol and 
causing a death. 

The suspect is recovering 
from injuries sustained in the 
Oct. 23 one-car accident. He 
was listed in good condition 
last week at the University of 
Michigan Hospital, Ann Arbor. 

His brother, William Tus-
tian, 26, was killed after the 

1985 Dodge convertible the 
suspect was driving left the 
roadway and rolled over on 
Warren Road just east of Lilley 
where the road curves. It was 
approximately 3:50 a.m. 

Police believe the converti-
ble top was closed at the. tim^ 
of the accident. The brothers, 
however, were not wearing 
seatbelts. 

The accident occurred, ap-
parently after the brothers 
were at a bachelor party in 
honor of William Tustian who 
was to be married the day after 
the accident. Initial studies in-
dicated the car was traveling 
an estimated 64 mph. 

As in all accidents where a 
death is involved, Canton po-
lice conducted a thorough in-
vestigation and gave results to 
the Wayne County Prosecu-
tor's office. Canton police de-
clined discussing details of the 
investigation until the warrant 
is issued.

New planner expected in January

After 18 months of searching, Canton offi-
cials have finally hired a new township 
planner, scheduled to begin Jan . 4. 

Jeff Goulet, 34, will replace former planner 
Dave Nicholson who left Canton Nov. 1, 1991. 
Goulet is a planner in Brevard County in the 
Cape Kennedy region of Florida. 

"He's really been able to demonstrate he's 
got an enthusiasm for the planning process, 
said Aaron Machnik, director of township mu-

nicipal services. "Planning is a priority func-
tion. In a developing community, it's a very 
important job." 

Despite years in Florida, eight to be exact in 
Brevard County, Goulet isn' t totally unfamil-
iar to midwestern winters. Goulet is originally 
from Ohio and received his bachelor's and 
master 's degrees in planning from Ohio State 
University. 

After Nicholson left, township officials be-
gan their search for a new planner — twice. In 
the first go-round, 200 planners applied. We 

were unsuccessful in finding the person we 
felt met the needs of the community," Mach-
nik said. 

So they started all over again. This time, 
178 people applied. The applications were 
boiled down to six people, who were put 
through plenty of j umps to prove they knew 
their stuff. Tha t included finding out what 
type of planning philosophy applicants had. 

"He did a fine job in presenting himself as a 
person and a planner," said Machnik, who 
went to Florida to check up on Goulet.

The improvements are estimat-
ed at $2.1 million, which will be 
taken from DDA funds.

A quadraplegic, Moore says his 
phi losophy is, "Day by day, life's 
OK.

After digesting the routine talks 

of Wayne County Sheriff Robert 
Ficano, Wayne County chief as-
s i s t an t prosecutor George Ward, 

. s t a t e police Capt. Anthony Phi-
l ipps a n d Dearborn Mayor Mi-
chael Guido, spectators felt their 
gu t s t ighten as Speed and Joyce 
G a n t poured out their story in a 
res t ra ined emotional manner that 
would have filled a collection 
p la te with 10s and 20s if one had 
been passed. 

T h e Gan t s were driving 25 
s mi les per hour in Detroit in 

March 1990 when a drunken driv-
er doing 70 mph without the ben-
efit of license, insurance or head-
l ights hit them head on. 

"Ne i the r one of us saw him 
coming," Speed said. "I thought 
(Joyce) was dead and I'd jus t 
b rea thed my last breath." 

As the two of them lay there — 
half in and half out of the car, 

• 'The worst part of tho wholo thing was I didn't 
have any control over this. As long as there are 
drunken drivers on the road you don't have 
control over your own life. The next time you 
take a drink I want you t o remember this thing 
(the brace) and I want you to remember me.' 

Joyce Gant 
drunken-drwer victim 

Speed with seven cracked ribs 
and a crushed hand, Joyce with a 
broken neck, f ractured wrist and 
severe bruising — two men at-
t empted to rob them. Luckily, the 
police arrived in t ime to prevent 
t h a t final indignity. 

" T o tell you tha t I 'm lucky is a 
ma jo r u n d e r s t a t e m e n t , " Joyce 
said. She wore a halo t ract ion 
brace for three m o n t h s thereaf ter , 
a device tha t "works on the prin-
cipal of a vice. T h e p ins were bolt-
ed to my skull. For three mon ths I 
was unable to take a shower or a 
ba th . 

" T h e worst part of the whole 
th ing was I d idn ' t have any con-
trol over this. As long as there are 
d runken drivers on the road you 
don ' t have control over your own 
life. The next t ime you take a 
dr ink I want you to remember 

th is th ing (the brace) and I want 
you to remember me." 

Livonia resident Darlene Hod-
ges had a similar story to tell 
about her son Craig.

Craig and one of h is bud-
dies were struck and killed by a 
d runken driver blowing a red light 
at 70 miles per hour. 

" T h e man who kitted my son 
was found four hours later, a n d at 
the t ime was found to have a 
blood alcohol level of .21," Hodges 
said. As it turned out, the d runk -
en driver was on parole f rom a 
sentence served for killing two 
people in a previous accident . 

" T h a t pain will cont inue with 
me for the rest of my life," Hodges

As a negligence lawsuit involv-
ing the death of Plymouth-Can-
ton s tuden t wends its way 
through court, some parents are 
questioning whether films their 
children are shown in class are 
potentially harmful. 

Stephen Nalepa, 8, of Canton 
Township hung himself March 
24, 1990, the day after viewing 
"Nobody's Useless" at Gallimore 
Elementary School. 

Attorneys for his parents, Larry 
and Debbie Nalepa, allege the 
schools were negligent in showing 
the movie about a handicapped 
boy who decides life is worth liv-
ing after trying to take his own 
life. The main character first at-
tempts to kill himself by jumping 
off a bridge, then by hanging him-
self with a belt. 

A Plymouth mother of boys 
ages 9, 7 and 3, Debbie Madonna 
says she is troubled by Stephen's 
death and is afraid other children 
could be harmed. 

"I 'd like to know how films are 
chosen, and what the guidelines 
are," said the parent, one of sever-
al who've expressed concerns in 
the af termath of the death. 

"I don't burn books, and 1 don't 
want to come off as a troublemak-
er. I like the teachers my kids 
have had. 

"But I'd be real upset if my 
kids saw that movie. Kids don't 
think. I could see my 9-year-old 
doing something goofball and not 
asking me first. 

"It 's tough enough raising kids 
without something like this being 
done in school," said Madonna. 

"From what I know about the 
movie, I don't see any merit in it. 
If they think kids are going to get 
the whole point, tha t ' s making an 
awfully big judgment." 

T e a c h e r s work hard , bu t 
"sometimes we don't always use a 
lot of common sense, and kids get 
lost in the shuffle," she added. 

"At times, decisions are made 
tha t aren't in the kids' best inter-
est. It 's not the teachers' fault; it 's 
'trickle-down" education.-From a 
clinical standpoint, yes, they're 
right; the schools didn't do any-
thing. But my kids have 30 stu-
dents in their class. How is the 
teacher to know if something is 
having a negative effect?" 

Wayne Circuit Judge Samuel 
Turner ruled recently that school 
officials were not negligent in Ste-
phen's death. The decision is 
being appealed. "Nobody's Use-

Monuments usually take years to plan, involve 

large committees, and cost lots of money. One 
monument however, is spontaneous, personal, and 
measured in human cost rather than cash. 

Panels of the NAMES Project AIDS Memorial 
Quilt will be displayed at Washtenaw Community 

College 9 a.m. to 8 p.m. on Dec. 7-8 in the Jobs 
Skills and Campus Events Building. The display 
will include information regarding the Quilt, AIDS 
awareness, and how to create a panel. There will 
also be a WCC signature square for visitors to sign 
and leave messages of support, and new panels will 
be accepted 9-11 a.m. on Dec. 7. 

The Quilt began in the spring of 1987 when 
Cleave Jones suffered the loss of a close friend to 
AIDS. He met with six other people, strangers, who 
had each lost a loved one to AIDS. Together, they 
created what they hoped would be a symbol of love 
and remembrance.

The Nalepas' attorneys say

If it weren't for the Wayne 
County homeless shelter in West-
land, Gail Zander and her family 
would be living in a car. 

"This was our last resort, ac-
cording to Zander's husband. Per-
ry Loo per. 

" I t ' s a great place for people to 
try to get their lives back together. 
It gives people a second chance." 

Everything started to unravel 
for Zander, Looper and their three 
children, Natasha, 5, Bradley, 4, 
and Leonard (Fuzzy), 3, last De-
cember when a pipe-bomb went 
through a window in the Inkster 
home they were renting. 

Tough t imes 
Fragments of the bomb shat-

tered Zander's jaw and penetrated 
her cheek. Almost a year later, her 
face is scarred and she continues 
to undergo surgery. 

"I 've been going downhill ever 
since tha t happened," Zander 
said. 

She lost her job as a waitress. 
The family moved out of that 
house and into a Michigan Ave-
nue motel where Looper had a job 
as maintenance manager. 

It wasn' t the best place to live, 
according to the couple, but at 
least it was somewhere to sleep. 
Even tha t fell through when 
Looper was fired. 

Evicted from the hotel, the fam-
ily went to live with a friend until 

the house became too crowded. 
They had no money, and nowhere 
to turn. Zander said that the 
thought of living in a shelter 
made them nervous. 

'"We heard a lot of bad things 
about shelters," Looper said. "I t 's 
really much better than we imag-
ined. I can't say enough good 
things about it." 

Zander and Looper talked 
about their misfortunes inside a 
spacious shelter room with a large 
bed and three smaller cots for the 
children. 

Looking ahead 
They have 60 days - the maxi-

mum stay allowed in the shelter -
to turn their lives around. It 
might be just enough time. 
Looper, who has experience as a 
jeweler, recently went on a second 
interview at a jewelry shop in 
Southfield. 

"Basically, right now, we're tak-
ing it day-to-day trying to find a 
house we can afford to rent," 
Looper said. 

They came to the shelter during 
the height of a dispute between 
Wayne County and the agency 
hired to run the shelter — Wayne 
Metropolitan Community Ser-
vices Inc. 

Judge Gail McKnight of West-
land's 18th District Court recent-
ly signed an order to evict the 
agency from offices on Henry Ruff 
and Michigan Avenue. Wayne-
Metropolitan is charged with 

mismanagemen t and 
propriation of funds. 

Luther Flanagan, Wayne-Met-
ropolitan executive director, de-
nies the charges. 

Safe haven 
Meanwhile, the shelter has 

been a haven for Michelle Hayden 
and her daughter, Crystal, 3. They 
sat in a television room down the 
hall from Looper and Zander. 

"I t 's a lot nicer than I imag-
ined," Hayden said. "I imagined a 
room with all these beds in it. I 
almost freaked out when I heard 
that you get your own room." 

Ten days earlier, Hayden trav-
eled from California to Michigan 
to live with a friend who paid for 
the bus ticket. 

"He was supposed to put us up 
and he decided not to," Hayden 
said. "He dropped us off at the 
Social Security office and they 
said to come here. I didn' t even 
have phone money." 

Joann Hamlein and her two-
year-old daughter sat on a sofa 
across the room. 

Hamlein, who said she was one-
month pregnant, chewed on some 
ice as she explained that her 
mother dropped her off at the 
shelter five days earlier. Hamlein 
said she came to the shelter be-
cause she had gotten "into a real-
ly bad fight" with her boyfriend 

and he threw her out of the house. 
Like all families at the shelter, 

Hamlein receives a room, food, 
clothing and counseling. 

Inside the television room, her 
daughter played with Hayden's 
daughter at a plastic school desk. 

Hamlein and Hayden were 
among 14 families, including 46 
people, registered at the facility 
one day last week. The shelter is 
equipped to house 26 families. 

"The county expects us to have 
100 percent occupancy," Flanagan 
said. " T h e Waldorf Astoria 
doesn't have 100 percent occu-
pancy." 

When the shelter opened in 
1991 it was touted as the first and 
only suburban shelter in the na-
tion designed for families. More 
than 800 people have passed 
through the shelter. 

Shelter dispute 
"That ' s more than double what 

HUD (Department of Housing 
and Urban Development) had ex-
pected" when they awarded 
Wayne-Metropolitan a grant for 
$162,000, which is administered 
by Wayne County. The agency 
also receives funding from other 
entities. 

The facility was renovated in 
part with block grant money from 
10 western Wayne County com-
munit ies .

BLOATING AND DISTENTION: 
A Distressful Abdominal Complaint 

Many people attribute bloating and distention to excessive bowel gas which is not 
necessarily the case. These individuals are suffering trom a variation of the Irritable 
Bowel Syndrome that affects primarily the small bowel which gives them the sense of 
overdistentioo 

The evaluation required for the patient with bloating and distention is dependent on 
a number of factors including age and duration of the problem. Organic disease ot the 
gut - particularly carcinoma ot the colon and Crohn's disease - can be present wi th 
bloating and distention and these condit ions should be ruled out. 

Treatment of the bloating patient usually is nor curative and the most important 
component ot therapy is psychological rather than physical. Simple assurance and 
explanation lead to dramatk improvement in most cases.
