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B The Plymouth-Canton school
board formally hired Charles
Little at a salary of $107,000

to be school superintendent. He
takes over July 11 for John
Hoben, who is retiring after 39
years with the district.

The Plymouth-Canton Board of
Education voted unanimously Mon-
day night to hire Charles Little, su-
perintendent of Frontier Central
Schools near Buffalo, N.Y.. to replace
Superintendent John Hoben, who's
retiring after 39 years.

Trustees Roland Thomas, Jack
Farrow and Dave Artley visited Fron-
tier schools last week. After speaking
with the staff, local media, board
members, parents and community
members, they returned singing Lit-
tle's praises.

“Chuck is one who encourages peo-
ple to stretch themselves,” said
Thomas.." He will challenge people.”

“Staff was absolutely confident at
all levels and within all groups that
there would never hespecriminations,
even if they disagreed with Chuck.”
said Artley. "He has a high degree of
visibility . . . and is very sensitive to
human needs, as is obvious with the
unique and poignant relationships he
has with several children with special
needs.” : —

Little’s three-year contract, effec-
tive July 11, calls for a $107,000 sal-
ary with merit increases, a monthly
car allowance of $500, and a tax-
sheltered annuity valued at 4 percent
of his salary. %

Little will receive 20 vacation days
the first year and 25 thereafter, 20
sick and personal days, term life in-
surance not to exceed $250,000, plus
expenses and time off for conferences.
He also will receive $150 monthly for
in-district travel, reimbursement for
out-of-district travel and relocation
expenses.

He'll be reimbursed up to $500 for
a trip to the Plymouth-Canton com:
munity to seek housing. Little will be
supplied with temporary housing for
up to 90 gays plus meal expenses
should he have difficulty finding a
house. Little plans to live in the dis-
trict and send his children to Plym-
outh-Canton schools.

Trustee Carl Battishill asked
whether “any kids or staff in Frontier’
said, *“This is a great school, or a great
place to work.” "

“Yes, it was universal, The staff
has a great sense of accomplish-
ment.” said Thomas. "1 was very im-
pressed with the change they talked
about.”

“He started a ‘Breakfast of Cham-
pions’ for kids on the honor roll,” said
Farrow. “People were excited about
that, and it spurred kids on to do
more.”

Citizen Frank Wenker questioned
Little's $2.000 per week salary and
benefits.

“That's & juicy contract. Why are
we going to start out paying a super-
intendent those kind of perks?”

‘ lf_homc racing tracks can't get into the general
gaming business, they’'ll go out of business and drag
down the $2 billion horse industry with them, a top
official warns.
~ “Twenty million dollars in parimutuel revenue
will disappear and 40,000 jobs,” said John Long..
president of Ladbroke DRC, the thoroughbred run
ning track in Livonia that agcounts for more than
one-third of wagering, tax and payroll dollars In the
Michigan racing industry.

“Today's consumer wants continuous entertain-
ment,” said Long, declaring he will be forced to close
the money-losing Ladbroke DRC next year hecause
of competition from casino gambling across the in-
ternational boundary in Windsor__ :

“This 48 going to be a tough sell to the Legisla-
ture,” said racing commissioner Nelson Westrin,_An
appointee of Gov. John Engler, Westrin has spent
his first nine months in office building a coalitign
between the throughbred (running) industry, the

standardbred (harness) industry, the Service Em-
ployees International Union and lawmakers such as
Rep. Lyn Bankes, R-Redford.

“I've been encouraged,” Westrin said. "'l told Gov-
ernor Engler that if a consensus could be built, per-
haps this industry could be saved.”

Their sales pitch: More jobs than the 1,000 at
Ladbroke DRC and 250 at Northville Downs are at
stake. Other potential losers:

@ Farms that grow feed for horses.

winning horses), you'll attract better horses, and
you'll have more people at the tracks,” said Vorva.

Ladbroke's Long said his company has lost money
all nine years it has operated the mile track in Livo-
nia. €mallest loss was $554,000 in 1990; largest were
$2.1 million in 1985.and $2.2 milliop last year —
total losses of $11 millien.

Attendance at Michigan tracks has slipped steadi-
ly from 3.8 million in 1975 to 2.5 million in recent
years. Ladbroke DRC set its one-day attendance
record in 1952: Northville, in 1950, Hazel Park, in
1965.

The state Benate Fiscal Agency, in a December
1993 article on economic trends, wrote of “The De-
cline and Fall of Horse Racing,’”” blaming it on a
dwindling horse supply, competition from casino
gambling, old facilities and the economy.

Once she has selected a suit-
able site, she will collect sur-
rounding materials into a ball and
arrange material near the en-
trance to camouflage the opening.
The queen then collects pollen
into piles and lays her eggs on
them. She encases the eggs and
pollen with a wax and then sits on
them to keep them warm. After
four to five days the eggs hatch.

Young larva eat the pollen that
was provided and after about sev-
en days form a cocoon.

Cutting Federal Jobs: By a
vote of 282 for and 118 against,
the House passed a bill (HR 401 3)
to exempt Department of Veter-
an's Affairs healthcare empioyees
from federal workforce cuts.

Project in need of volunteers

a good project for everybody and
every organization in Canton.

We urge everybody to get involyed and turn
this dream into a source of community pride.

Right now, Canton is ahead of the game. It
has a commitment of help from the
Carpenter’s District Council of Detroit and
Southeastern Michigan. Scott Lowes, a repre-
sentative organizer from the union, was on
hand at a recent meeting for the playscape to
promise help. ’

He said there are about 40 union carpen-
ters living in Canton who could help. The
promise of help from craftsmen such as these
is a fantastic resource upon which it is even
hard to place a dollar amount.

The union members can’t be thanked
enough for their commitment to the communi-
ty and to children. Union carpenters have the
know-how and skills to make a playscape hap-
pen.

It's now time for the remainder of the com-
munity to get behind the project. The cost of a
playscape can be up to $100,000, depending
on how much volunteer labor and materials
can be obtained.

Canton Township Supervisor Tom Yack has
pledged township support of the project.
That's another plus for the playscape. Such
leadership gives weight to the proposed pro-
ject.

But it’s now time for other community
groups to get involved in the project. Canton

has its share of service clubs to draw upon for
financial and moral support.

We also urge the Plymouth-Canton schools
to get involved in the project. It could be a
good classroom project for those taking voca-
tional education classes. Students could work
with union carpenters who know the trade.

Involving the entire community is the only
way to get the playscape built.

There is some indication that a similar drive
to build a playscape in Plymouth Township is at
odds with the Canton project. Let's- hope those
perceived differences are overcome. There is
room and demand enough for two playscapes in
the Canton-Plymouth community. And in reali-
ty, the two groups should work together, shar-
ing knowledge rather than competing.

The location selected for the Canton
playscape is perfect, Heritage Park behind the
Canton Township Hall. Its central location is
good, there’s adequate parking and it’s near
the Canton Public Library, which is also often
a destination for parents and children.

The Canton playscape can become a reality
if enough members of the community pull to-
gether. Donated labor from the carpenter’s
union is a real plus for the drive and is critical
to getting the project going.

Now all it will take to become a reality is
help from other segments of the community.

This ‘rescue’ depends on you

Commission chairman Jim Murray wrote
the following about sewage being dumped
into the Rouge River:

“Spending money on eliminating polluted dis-
charges is not going to gain public support if the
river remains unsightly and full of log jams, su-
permarket baskets, car batteries and car bodies.”

- Murray, now Wayne County's environment
department director, was right. Less than a
year after he made that statement, a group
called Friends of the Rouge was formed and
began annual cleanups that have increased in
scope every year.

Tremendous progress has been made. In
1986 “even the carp were dying” said Jim
Graham, the executive director of Friends of
the Rouge. “It used to be almost a cliche that
you'd find a car somewhere.”

Now there are at least 20 different kinds of
fish in the Rouge and volunteers are removing
less debris every year. Last year they took out
1,000 cubic yards less rubbish than they did in
1992. They haven'’t found a car in two years.

That’s not to say, however, that the job be-
gun eight years ago is over. Rouge Rescue or-
ganizers have added three cleanup sites this

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Community effort

n response to the editorial written by Mr.

Kilijanczyk, the Plymouth Dream Playscape

Project is a “Community” effort to build a
15,000-square-foot wooden play structure in
McClumpha Park.

As one of the two project organizers and gen-
eral coordinators, I want to stress that the pro-
ject is a wonderful learning experience for the
children in the Plymouth-Canton school com-
munity. We hoped to offer the opportunity to get
involved to any child interested in participating.

In March, we presented the project at a
principals’ meeting in which all 12 of the prin-
cipals voluntarily adopted the program for
their school. The project encourages creative
thinking by the children as they are asked to
visualize what would be included in their
“dream” playscaper They are then encouraged
to draw their design on paper and to commu-
nicate their ideas to the playground architect
during Design Day. The architect actually in-
corporates the ideas that he has received
throughout the day into a schematic design
that truly is unique to our community.

During our presentations in which we ex-
plained the project to the school children, we
encouraged ideas that exercised the body;
worked their muscles while stimulating imagi-
native play. Many children have submitted
ideas that included pirate ships, mazes, tun-
nels, zoo animals, dinosaurs and forts. Ideas
that encourage imaginative play while accom-
plishing the exercise opportunities that our
youth are lacking today.

This play structure will be handicap accessi-
ble with a variety of activities that will allow
physically challenged children and physically
able children to play together. We have a com-
mittee that has been interviewing local children
.with various special needs so their ideas will be
included in the design. We’ve been told that cur-
rently the children in the Plymouth-Canton dis-
trict are traveling to Northville for playground
equipment that is accessible to them.

It is Leathers’ philosophy that children know
best what makes a successful playground. The
children are involved in every aspect of this
project, from concept, through completion de-
sign, organizing, fund-raising and building.
They are given responsibilities throughout the
project. It is a wonderful way to build their
sense of accomplishment and self-esteem. It
also provides the children with a sense of pride
in ownership, so that they will respect what
they’ve accomplished and protect it.

The Buy-A-Board campaign that was in-
cluded in the packet sent home with the chil-
dren is a fund-raiser that fits with the
philosophy of the program. The children were
asked to voluntarily participate in selling the
boards necessary to build their play structure.
This particular fund-raiser has been very suc-
cessful for many of the 900 other community
projects that Leathers has organized. It pro-
vides fund-raising, community awareness of
the project and a sense of ownership for the

child selling the boards.

Lastly, Mr. Kilijanczyk, McClumpha Park
was chosen because it is the Township Park,
not a neighborhood park. It is large, easily ac-
cessible and open to the public. All 12 of the
Plymouth-Canton elementary schools use this
park and it is our goal to have the play struc-
ture completed by-early spring "95 so that all
the school children have the opportunity to
play on the Dream Playscape. sxsia

fter all the press and TV coverage

about the trees that were cut down at

the New York Carpet World Plaza on
Ford Road, with Canton Township Supervisor
Yack favoring jail time and a fine of thousands
for the developer, please look at the view from
our living room in Windsor Park.

There is an ordinance for preserving trees,
but none for us, as homeowners and taxpayers.
When we purchased this home in June of

1971, this was what was supposed to be a
street leading into the next sub to be built
north of Windsor Park. A couple of years after
we moved into our home the sub was built, but
the street was never extended. Several years
later the county “gave” the street to the adjoin-
ing homeowners, and it became what Canton
officials now call a “nub” street. Each neighbor
owns half the “nub” street and it has become,
since the original owners moved, a storage lot
for a motor home and storage trailer.

Over the past few years we have written
several letters to Mr. Yack about it, talked to
the ordingance officers and just before
Christmas in 1993 attended an ordinance
meeting at the Township Hall and gave sever-
al pictures to those in charge of the meeting.

We have been told by the ordinance officers
in no uncertain terms that these vehicles and
storage trailers are legally parked, because
they are on the homeowners’ property, and
parked “behind” their home.

Technically, they are parked behind the
home, but in reality they are parked on the
side of their home.

Our SEV is about $54,000, not as high as
a lot of homes being built in Canton, but
high enough that we feel if there were such a
ruckus made over trees, that have protec-
tion, there should be some protection for our
property value.

Sept. 100

Cost is 310 per shoot, and all
money will be used to support the
Kamp for Kids.
