Township the opportunity to pur
chase the 40-acre parcel at Powell
and Beck Roads.

Errol Goldman, the district’s as

sistant superintendent for employee
relations, said the 500-year-old beech
and maple forest and adjscent 30
acres is valued at $1.25 million. Once
earmarked for a possible elementary
school site, Miller Woods is used as
an outdoor laboratory by the school
district and the University of Michi-

gan.

The district no longer foresees the
need for a future school &t the loca-
ﬁomdmth-duedionmwth in the
community is taking, Goldman said.
“We peceived a letter from (school
superintendent) Dr. {Charles) Little
asking whether the township would
be interested in purchasing the woods
and advising us of the appraisal,”
said Plymouth Township Supervisor
Kathleen Keen McCarthy.

“I don't have $1.2 million to pur
chase property. Jur whole budget is
$7.3 million.”

It's premature to say whether
Plymouth Township would be inter-
ested in applying for a grant to buy
the woods, she said.

We've never thought about the woods
one way or another, other than to try
and help the school district as much
as we can with vandals,” said Keen
McCarthy.

It had been 50 years since
Plymouth businessman Gordon
Mcintosh saw his friend Manou,
and times were different then.

Mclntosh, an Air Force pilot
in World War 11, had been shot
down in Belgium. Manou was a
scientist working for the French
Resistance. The two men spent
more than three months togeth-
er in an odyssey to get back to
safety and to further the cause
of the Resistance.

Earlier this fall, as Mcintosh
prepared for a trip to Greece, he
received a telephone call.

“1 recognized his voice right
away,” McIntosh said. “He al-
ways spoke in half English and
half French. He said it was Man-
tou and wanted to know when |
could come see him at his home
in New Mexico.”

Herman Bodson, or Mantou
as he was referred to in the Re-
sistance, had been trying to find
Mcintosh and several other ser-
vicemen. He had a friend in the
military who researched their
whereabouts through the mili-
tary archives and they were fi-
nally located.

Bodson had written one book
fabout his experiences in the
Resistance and wanted to do a
second book with more documen-
tation from those who experi-
enced it with him. The two met
again face to face last month.

*1 had always wanted to know
what happened to Mantou,”
Mcintosh said. “I have tried to
meet with other people I knew
then, but there aren’t many
left.”

Mcintosh was 20 years old
when he served in the U.S. Air
Force 384th bomb group, 545th
Squad. In those days the odds
didn't favor airborne troops. Sta-
tistics indicate that one out of
‘every 10 flyers was killed during
World War 1L

in 1944, Mcintosh found him- :

self in a B-17 oen a mission to
bomb a factory in Schweinfurt,
Germany. On the return trip, his
‘plane was shot down near the
Belgium border.

Mantou was being forced to
make explosives for the Ger-
mans, but he was also working
with the Resistance on a sort of
underground railroad.

_ “As we say today, he was a sly
fox. 1 helped him rob 15 million
_ francs from a bank to help the

Resistance and he taught me to
walk and talk and dress like a
Frenchman,” Mcintosh remem-
bers.

The robbery was more like a
scheme to divert the money from
the bank so it could be used to
buy the things Resistance fight-
ers needed.

During this time, Mantou was
gradually working to move
MclIntosh and other servicemen
through the Swiss border to
safety.

Before he could make it to
safety, however, McIntosh was
captured by the Germans on the
Swiss-Luxemburg border and
was transported in a small box
car with 80 other men to a

prison camp in Poland.

“]1 was lucky I wasn't shot on
the spot, but I hid the fact I was
an airman because they were re-
ally hated by the Germans be-
cause of all the propaganda that
was spread,” he said.

After the invasion, McIntosh's
camp was liberated by the Rus-
sians but there was still a battle
to fight. Along with 6,000 other
prisoners, he walked 800 miles
on foot through Germany before
finding refuge in a British Army
camp.

“We stayed in barps and any
place else we could find and we
ate what was available and what
we could steal,” McIntosh said.
“] was amazed by the devasta-

tion | saw around me and b;r the
destruction.”

The journey took nearly four
months and by the time he made
it to safety he weighed only 97
pounds with his gear on. He was
shipped back to the United
States on a hospital ship and re-
mained with the Air Force until
1953.

The clockmaker and restorer
often reflects on his experiences
during the war and his friend-
ships with Mantou and others.
He tries to stay in touch with his
military buddies, enjoys travel-
ing to Europe and elsewhere to
get a calmer look at the sur-
roundings.

He admits it's kind of surreal

to return to the towns and vil-
lages that were so devastated by
the war and to see them rebuilt,
to know that so many people
died.

Mclntosh, following in the
footsteps of his father and
grandfather, now works quitely
in his Hands of Thyme shop in
Old Village.

His five children are grown,
he takes great delight in travel-
ing with his wife and and he re-
flects on his military history.

He plans to stay in touch with
Mantou. There's a bond there
that is difficult to break, but also
difficult to talk about.

They have
been denied the ability to disci-
pline. | believe it's a root cause of
problems in and out of school
Children don't get a healthy dose
of discipline. Now the solution is
to tax people to solve these prob
lems.”

He also supports tort reform
because Bennett believes all tax-
payers pay when frivolous law-
suits are filed "It has gotten out
of control. If someone is injured
out of neglect, yes, there should
be a mechanism for them to be
made whole.” One mechanism is
for the losing side in a courtroom
to pay all the bills if the suit is
deemed frivolous.

Griffin’s planisto

Charles “Trav” Griffin says
he’s not flamboyant but believes
that his years of experience in
government set him apart and
make him ready to do the job in

Lansing.
“1 believe in ing the job
done,” said Griffin, a Westland

city councilman, a Democrat who
is - seeking election to the Bth
State Senate District seat, a post
held by retiring Sen. William
Faust.

The former government teacher
believes his 31 years in public ser-
vice will do him well if elected. “1
think I've learned how to work
with people and get things done.
I'm a practical government leader.
That experience is needed in
Lansing.”

Crime, jobs creation, education,
welfare and the environment are
major issues for Griffin.

“I'm not going up there as one
little state senator to change
things. We got to get enough peo-
ple to work together,” said Griffin,
former Wayne-Westland Board of
Education member and past PTA
president.

Crime prevention begins in
schools. Strong discipline is a re-
quirement in the schools, begin-
ning with removing all guns from
the classroom. “l support expel-
ling kids for bringing in weapons.
But there should be alternative
education programs for them."

To continue to combat crime,
Griffin believes adequate num-
bers of police are needed. “Pecple
need to feel safe in their homes
und businesses.” He also believes
funding for corrections officers
should not be cut.

On the job front, Griffin be-
lieves there’s a need to build the
state’s infrastructure to bolster

the Michigan Education Associa-
tion. 2

Griffin also wants the state to
invest training money from the
federal government to assist small
business to train a work force,
particularly people on welfare. He
also believes that the state canst
ignore big business.

The former government teacher
and department chairman said he
wasn't opposed to Proposal A

“though believes the system has

its drawbacks. He doesn't believe
promises that there won't be more
millage elections. “There will be a
shortfall within three years,” he
predicted. “On the state level, are
we going to cut other services?”

Griffin supports core curricu-
lum but believes that there are
too many state mandates. "I
think the state is meddling too
much in local schools,” he said.
“Mandates are crippling schools.”

He extends his feelings about
mundates to those put on logal
municipalities. “First of all
there's no definition for what is a
mandate. And they eat up extra
money. They don’t allow locals to
make decisions on what's import-
ant to their communities.”

Years ago, Griffin said, he was
opposed to landfills and remains
opposed today. He prefers incin-
eration as long as Environmental
Protection Agency regulations are
followed. Injection wells aren't his
favorite either. “l think it sets a
dangerous precedent.”

But Griffin acknowledges that
putting landfills in the 8th Dis-
trict has helped communities
financially. Canton has used
landfill royalties to help pay for
the Summit on the Park commu-
nity center, “I think money talks
more than protection for the envi-
ronment,” he said. “We need to
look down the road. I think this
will come back to haunt us.”

Griffin said -he believes that
eventually landfill companies will
going to go sky high. We are gojng
to be at their mercy.”

Look for Gov, John Engler to
ask for more road taxes if he's

“It has to be an option,” Engler
said when asked if he were soften-
ing his tune against tax increases.
“People want high-quality
roads.” Michigan's fuel tax, 15
cents a gallon, hasn't changed
since 1982, although other road-
related fees have been raised.

Although he boasts of 11 tax
cuts in his first four-year term,
Engler is hearing from cities, the
Southesst Michigan Council of
Governments, and road-building
agencies that they need more rev-
enue.

“We've done over 1,000 miles of
road a season. That’s pretty good
for us — an historic high. We
used to do 500 miles. We want to
continue o bring road work up,
not have the old peaks and val-
leys. And we've had a major pro-
gram on building bridges.

“It wouldn't make sense to do
that with an income tax. We may
be bringing down the income tax
some more (it-was 4.6 percent and
is now at 4.4 percent). With a fuel
tax, we pass some of it onto tour-
ists.”

Asked how much of an increase
he would advocate in his state of
the state address next year, En-
gler said, “We've made no deci-
sions on that.”

Patrick Nowak, the former dep-
uty Oskland County executive
who heads the Michigan Depart-
ment of Transportation, has been
under orders during the first term
to squeeze as much out of existing
money as possible, privatizing
some maintenance services and
using federal ISTEA (intermodal
surface transportation) act mon-
ey. But until this point in the
campaign, Engler hasn't talked

" about a dose of new revenue.

The gasoline tax raises $630
‘million a year, 10 percent for pub-
lic transportation and the rest for
roads. Each cent raises about $42

" million. A tax on diesel fuel raises
" another $72 million a year.
A week earlier in a television
-~debate, Engler had said, “We will
have to look at higher fuel taxes.”

Michigan voters have said no
three times to state money for pri-
vate and religious schools. The
1963 constitution prohibits state
funds for “the support of any
minister of the gospel or teacher
of religion™ or “any religious sect
or society, theological or religious
seminary.”

In 1970 voters prohibited
“parochiaid,” state aid to non-
public schools, by a 3-2 margin.
Engler opposed that ban, saying it
was “unduly restrictive and went
too far.”

In 1978 voters rejected, 3-1, a
“voucher” system, where state aid
would follow the student to any
school.

f you take a walk through any farm market
l this time of year you'll see plenty of corn

husks in addition to pumpkins, squash, ap-
ples, pears and potatoes. Now that Michigan's
corn on the cob season has departed for another
10 months, 1 find myself looking forward to an-
other type of cormn - popcorn

0Old-fashioned method

The Janes Gang were ravenous popcorn
eaters. Growing up in Wyandotte, we never had
a microwave oven or Orville Redenbacher’s pop-
corn, let alone hot air poppers and Pop Secret.
Momma's secret for making the best popped corn
was a humungous 8-quart aluminum saucepan
that must have weighed in at nearly 10 pounds
It had a good lid that fit around the inside rim

All you had to do was coat the bottom of the
pot with just enough Crisco to cover it and heat it,
as momma would say “till you can see the ripples
in the grease.” Then, and only then, could the old
Tupperware measuring cup of kernels be added

We would then shake the pot with one hand
while holding onto the lid with a pot holder in the
other hand. | can't imagine the irreparable harm
done to the burner top because while shakin’ the
pot which never left the surface of the burner.

Once the kernels began a good steady pop, we
would then turn the flame down by half and
slowly proceed till we heard no more “pops.”
There was seldom an unpopped kernal, let alone
a burnt batch.

We enjoyed munching popcorn while sitting
around watching television, especially on Sun-
day nights way before “60 Minutes™ was ever
popular. Remember who we watched? He always
had “a really BIG shew,” and to this day, I can
still remember eating popeorn and watching the
Beatles on their first televised appéarance on
the Ed Sullivan Show

Seasonal treat

Momma might have taught us kids the proper
way to pop good corn, but it was from Oct. 15
through Christmas that momma herself would
begin to perform magic with popcorn that even
had my dad asking for more

About two weeks before Halloween, momma
would begin making up a batch of her home-
made popcorn balls. If you were a neighborhood
kid our house knew, in addition to the three pen-
nies momma would drop into your sack, you
would be lucky to get one of momma's famed

balls, wrapped in Cut Rite waxed paper
and tied with a piece of kitchen twine.

Those were the popcorn balls that were in-
credibly crunchy, made with a hard drop home-
made candy. Momma could judge when the
candy was heated just right without the use of a

candy thermometer.

But after Halloween and just before Thanks-
giving, momma would slip on her housecoat (she
never wore an apron) and after popping what
must have been about 10 batches of popcorn, she
would make a caramel corn ball that was sticky,

cholesterol levels than the national
average. Both problems are the re-
sult of diets too high in fat and
calories and too little exercise.
According to the American Insti-
tute for Cancer Research, one na-
tional survey found that 34 percent
of American children are over-
weight - almost one-third more than
10 years ago. Another scientific re-
port found that obese kids did not
necessarily eat larger quantities,
but did eat more high-fat foods.
Sweets are high in fat and/or sug-
ar and therefore calories. “For exam-
ple, one ounce of plain milk chocolate

fat and 3 teaspoons of sugar,” said
Karenac. “Sugar type candies such
as gum drops do not contain fat.
However, one ounce does contain

nearly 5 teaspoons of sugar.
“Getting control of Halloween
treats is a good place to start,” said
Karenac. “You can serve special
treats that taste great, but are still
low in fat and calories. For Hal-
loween parties, start a ‘spooktacu-
lar’ tradition by serving fun and
healthy snacks such as raisins,
pretzels, dried fruit or popcorn.”
