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Lesson in hate 
West Middle School students 

hear Holocaust survivor's tale

A few tears could be seen at 
West Middle School T u e s d a y 
afternoon as 72-year-old Martin 
Lowenberg , a Holocaus t s u r -
vivor, told of his experiences in a 
concentration camp and of see-
ing his father for the last time. 

Lowenberg was only 13 years 
old when he said goodbye to his 
father, who was eventually sent 
to Auschwitz. 

"Before he left for work tha t 
morning he woke me, hugged 
me, kissed me and wouldn't let 
go of me," said Lowenberg in a 
soft voice. "He knew we would 
never, ever see each other again. 
He was right." 

Lowenberg visited West Mid-
dle School and its eighth grade 
class, which had j u s t finished 
read ing an excerpt f rom "The 
Diary of Anne Frank." 

"What h a p p e n e d to Anne 
Frank happened to many, many 
of us," Lowenberg told the gath-
ering of nearly 250 students and 
teachers . "Over 80 percent o f . 
the Jewish population was taken 
to concentration camps and per-
ished. 

"I want to show you what hate 
is ... jealousy, anger," Lowenberg 
pressed on. "When people hate, 
people suffer." 

Lowenberg told of the days 
when Hit ler came to power in 
1933, of being h a t e d only 
because he was Jewish , of not 
being allowed to go to the park 
because it was only for Aryans, 
forced from his home because 
J e w s we ren ' t a l lowed to own 
property, and of living in concen-
tration camps "with no toilets, 
no r u n n i n g w a t e r , whe re the 
rooms were infested with cock-
roaches and rats were as big as 
small kittens." 

Lowenberg was graphic when 
he told the group about his twin 
bothers being met by the Angel 
of Death, Dr. Josef Mengele, who 
"took them to the lab and did 
exper imen t s on t h e m wi thout

The reactions were what lan-
g u a g e a r t s t e a c h e r s , who 
arranged for Lowenberg's visit, 
were hoping for.

Church expansion hits snag

. Plans for a growing Canton 
church to move to a new location 
were put on hold at Monday's 
planning commission meeting. 

The commission voted 6-0 
with commissioner Bob Wade 
absent to table Tri-City Chris-
tian Center 's request for site 
plan approval. They will tenta-
tively revisit the issue at the 
March 20 meeting. 

No res iden t s spoke out in 
opposition of the project. Tri-
City's pastor, the Kev. Rocky 
Barra, said the commission's 
concerns were minor. 

"There was a slight question 
about elevation," he said. 

The planning depar tment ' s 
recommendation was to approve 
the site plan conditioned upon 
the church increas ing the 
amount of exterior brick to 50 
percent. 

"Although the percentage cal-
culations for exterior materials 
indicate insufficient brick, the 
applicant Intends to meet the 
brick requ i rement , " p lanner 
Angela Wolosiewicz stated. 

Tri-City Christian Center, an 
Assembly of God church, was 
established 58 years ago and has 
been at Michigan and Hannan

for five years. The proposed new 
church site is located on the east 
side of Sheldon, j u s t north of 
Michigan. 

The church p lans to s t a r t 
building as soon as the site plan 
is approved, but Barra said he 
was unsure when the building 
would be completed. 

P lans a re to build offices, 
classrooms, and a multi-purpose 
worship room; all enclosed in a 
64,000rsquare-foot building. 
Barra said he could not reveal 
the project price tag because the 
church is still getting bids for 

• the work. 

' I t ' s probably going to more 
than double our space," Barra 
said. 

Growing pains are the driving 
force behind the church's plans 
to move. The church's member-
ship spans metro Detroit from 
the Downriver area to Novi and 
Farming ton Hills, so it was 
impor t an t to stay relat ively 
close to t h e cur ren t church, 
according to Barra. 

"We've experienced a lot of 
growth," he said. Membership 
has increased five-fold since he 
took over pastoral dut ies 10 
years ago, he added. "We're 
quite an active church." 

The growth, however, has put 
a strain on the facilities. 

"There's not enough classroom 
space, insuff ic ient education 
space and not enough room in 
our nu r se r i e s , " Barra said. 
"We've held classes in closets. At 
times (we're) like laboratory rats 
in a confined space." 

Bar ra has a t t r ibuted the 
church's membership increase to 
a " t r emendous musical pro-
gram," which frequently features 
live musical performances. 

In addition to worship services 
and musical programs. Tri-City 
also offers classes in anger man-
agement, grief support and cop-
ing with divorce. Tri-City also

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Conference promotes action on anti-sprawl measures

E f f o r t s to a d d r e s s u r b a n 
sprawl in Michigan - a topic tha t 
has been on the lips of area resi-
dents and planners for as much 
aa 20 years - need to get under 
way by this June , according to 
Dav id S k j a e r l u n d , e x e c u t i v e 
director of t h e Rural Develop-
ment Council of Michigan. 

That's because one piece of it, 
a m^jor piece, needs to go on the 
ballot this fall in the form of a 
C o n s t i t u t i o n a l a m e n d m e n t . 
Skjaerlrnd was referring to Gov. 
John Engler's proposal to change 
t h e way f a r m land is t a x e d . 
Engler has proposed that proper-
ty taxes be applied to farm land 
baaed strictly on its use as agri-
cu l tu ra l land, r a t h e r t h a n on 
market value as it is assessed 
today. 

The p u r p o s e is to t a k e t h e 
financial pressure off f a r m e r s , 
who a re some t imes fo rced 
because of high property taxa-
tion to sell to developers. Those 
developers buy it up for new 
homes. It is part of the process 
that fuels sprawl. 

Many other urban sprawl ini-
t ia t ives are in the works, l ike 
eaMtouraging " s m a r t g r o w t h " 
a l ternat ives in local communi-
ties, passing legislation allowing 
f o r the s a l e of " d e v e l o p m e n t 
r i g h t s " on work ing f a r m s , 
s p u r r i n g regional coopera t ive 
pnmning and redirecting growth 
ba<& toward central cities, but 
many of those proposals can be 
enacted without need of rewrit-
ing the state Constitution. 

And many can be adopted by 
local communities themselves. 

Sprawl conference 
That was the idea behind The 

Ult imate Land Use Conference 
Feb. 28 and 29 at the Kellogg 
Conference Center in East Lans-
ing, Skjaerlund explained. Over 

Gov. John Engler 

the two d a y s , 21 s p e a k e r s 
addressed an overflow crowd of 
more than 550. mostly municipal 
officials and communi ty plan-
ners, on a va r i e ty of sub jec t s 
related to urban sprawl. 

State legislators were there in 
sparse numbers - only six regis-
tered. But township and city offi-
cials were there in abundance. 

"It is a t the local level t h a t 
many of t he se in i t i a t ives will 
have to be implemented, by the 
local officials and the local plan-
ners." Sk jae r lund said. "What 
the state has to do is determine 
the rules of the game. What we 
want to do is m a k e sure they 
(local officials) a r e all on the 
same page and encourage their 
cooperation." 

To that end, 24 organizations 
from across the 6tate pitched in 
to host the land use conference, 
the first of its kind. The roster of 
sponsoring organizations includ-
ed groups as diverse as Michi-
gan's E n v i r o n m e n t a l Council , 
the state Chamber of Commerce, 
the Michigan Farm Bureau, the 
Michigan M u n i c i p a l League , 

Michigan Uni ted Conservation 
Clubs and the Economic Devel-
opers Association. 

S p e a k e r s a t t h e confe rence 
emphasized farmland preserva-
tion, because as Dr. Tom Daniels 
of t h e U n i v e r s i t y a t A lbany , 
S ta te University of New York, 
pointed out, government not only 
has to take financial pressure off 
ag r i cu l tu re , i t needs to make 
f a m i l y f a r m i n g a p r o f i t a b l e 
enterprise if it expects to farm-
e r s to stay on and work the i r 
lands. Daniel explained to the 
conference how New York's pro-
gram allowing for the purchase 
of development rights works. 

Engler plan 
Under the program proposed 

by Engler, development rights 
could be purchased from working 
farms. The farmers would retain 
the title but could only use the 
land for agricultural purposes. 

P u r c h a s e s of d e v e l o p m e n t 
rights might be made by local 
governments, for the purpose of 
preserving t h a t f a rmland . But 
Engler has also proposed tha t 
those rights could also be pur-
chased by others, who would be 
able to move those development 
rights to another location and be 
allowed to develop it to an inten-
sity beyond wha t would other-
wise be acceptable in the law. 
"Receiving zones" might include 
so-called "brownfields" in central 
cities, but under the governor's 
proposal , d e v e l o p m e n t r i gh t s 
would have to be used in areas 
that already have the infrastruc-
tu re available to suppor t such 
development. 

Peter Katz. president of Urban 
Advantage, a design firm that is 
a proponent of "New tlrbanism," 
talked about tha t style of devel-
opment. 

Typical subdivision develop-
ment involves large lots, placing 
homes on lots r ang ing in size 
from one to 10 acres. That style 

of development j u s t contributes 
to sprawl, he said, because it is 
c o n s u m p t i v e of l and t h a t no 
longer can support agriculture. 
Whi le i t does p r e se rve 
g r e e n s p a c e , he sa id , it is not 
public greenspace. 

"We have greenspace. but we 
don't know what it's there for," 
he said. 

Katz f u r t h e r argued tha t the 
traffic congestion suburbs expe-
rience is not the result of inade-
quate size on major roads, it is 
the resu l t of the way subdivi-
sions are typically laid out. 

"In subdivisions, all roads lead 
to dead e n d s * he said. By con-
t ras t , t h e grid pa t te rn of older 

c i ty r e s i d e n t i a l s t r e e t s he lps 
improve the traffic flow in those 
towns. 

Katz advocates designing sub-
divisions based on the model of 
small American towns prior to 
World W a r II . They f e a t u r e 
mixed uses including different 
housing types, small retail stores 
at the center of the community 
and lots of walkways. 

The problem with .most New 
U r b a n i s m des igns being used 
today is that they are too large. 
Ka t z sa id . If t h e s e ne ighbor-
hoods are more than a quar te r 
mile across, residents will just 
get in the car to drive to where 
they are going. Planners tend to 

put too much retail a t the center 
These designs are intended for 
small shops. 

Wes t Bloomfield P l a n n i n g 
Director Tom Bird was present 
a t the conference and gave the 
s e s s i o n s gene ra l l y p o s i t i v e 
reviews. But he had some frus-
trations too. One item presenters, 
failed to give was a set of criteria 
by which planners can judge the 
q u a l i t y of a New U r b a n i s m 
development. 

T h e y all come in and insis t 
their plan is so good," he said. 
"Their interest is making money, 
but they toll you your interest is 
the same as theirs.

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New law allows foreclosure 
after 2 years of tax delinquency

With the enactment of a new 
state law, property owners will 
h a v e much l e s s t i m e to pay 
de l inquent t axes before losing 
their property to Wayne County. 

Public Act 123 of 1999 gives 
the county treasury department 
the power to foreclose on a prop-
erty after a tax has gone unpaid 
for only two years. Formerly, the 
law allowed up to five years for 
owners to pay delinquent taxes. 

An unpaid tax becomes delin-
quent after a local city or town-
ship forwards it to the county 
treasurer for collection on March 
1 of the year after it was due, a t 
which time the property will be 
put in a state of forfeiture. 

F r o m t h a t t i m e a p r o p e r t y 
owner will have exactly one year 
before the property is foreclosed 
and pu t up for public auction. 
The previous owners will receive 
no compensation from the sale. 

Considering over 80,000 prop-
er t ies become de l inquent each 
year in Wayne County alone, the 
new law may catch some people 
by surprise. 

"This is a very complex issue," 
said Wayne County T rea su re r 
Raymond Woj towicz . "I h a v e 
g rave concerns t h a t t h e good 
people of Wayne County are not 

fully aware of the full parame-
ters of this law." 

The law provides incentive for 
investors and developers to bid 
on properties when they are auc-
tioned, because it allows for a 
clear t i t le of the property in a 
quicker period of time, a fact the 
county welcomes. 

"Public Act 123 gives us the 
necessary tools to get delinquent 
properties back onto the tax roll 
in a shorter period of time," Woj-
towicz sa id . "This is not only 
important to the county, but also 
to local c i t ies and townsh ips , 
which rely on the taxes to pay 
for public services such as educa-
tion " 

P r o p e r t y o w n e r s who c a n ' t 
come up with all of the money to 
pay the i r taxes will have a few 
options before foreclosure, such 
as setting up a partial payment 
plan with the treasury office. 

The law a l so a l lows for an 
appeals process, in which a judge 
will review a case to make sure a 
tax was not erroneously or ille-
gally appl ied . The appeal will 
also provide a delinquent owner 
the opportunity to show a case of 
existing hardship. 

"In my experience, most judges 
are very sensitive to an appeal, 
as long a s a person can show 
they will make serious efforts to 

pay w h a t was a g r e e d u p o n , " 
Wojtowicz said. 

I n d i v i d u a l s w i t h f i n a n c i a l 
need can also contact the Family 
Independence Agency, a s t a t e 
agency formerly known as Social 
Services. The agency will provide 
one-t ime emergency assis tance 
grants to pay for all or part of a 
delinquent tax to eligible appli-
cants. 

"We h a v e to make s u r e t h e 
g r an t would solve the problem 
on a long-term basis," said Gene 
H a s h l e y , a spokesman for t h e 
FIA's Wayne County office. "If 
there is no way an applicant can 
hand le the responsibility down 
t h e r o a d , we h a v e to look a t 
other options, such as an alter-
native living arrangement." 

Once a property has been fore-
closed by the county, the former 
owners will have no recourse to 
get it back. . 

"That is the enormity of th is 
i ssue ," said Wojtowicz, no t ing 
properties with delinquent 1999 
taxes will be foreclosed on March 
1, 2002. 

Wojtowicz sa id people con-
cerned about f r iends or family 
m e m b e r s who a r e u n a w a r e of 
and may be affected by the new 
law should contact the t reasur-
er's office.

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Bankes insists she's no fan of a proposed arts tax

"I d o n ' t c a r e if i t e v e r g e t s 
passed," said Bankes, R-Livonia, 
seeking to clarify her position on 
the proposa l in t h e wake of a 
minor u p r o a r a t the M a r c h 2 
commission board meeting.

McCotter cosponsors bill 
to preserve Great Lakes 

Sta t e Sen. T h a d d e u s McCot-
ter, R-Livonia, has cosponsored 
legislation in t roduced by Sen. 
Ken Sikkema, R-Grandville, that 
will p ro tec t t h e G r e a t Lakes 
from non-native aquatic species. 

"As a conservationist, I'm com-
mitted to protecting and promot-
ing our s ta te ' s mos t t r e a su red 
n a t u r a l r e s o u r c e : t h e G r e a t 
Lakes," said McCotter. 

The legislation would require 
all ballast water taken from out-
side the Great Lakes to be steril-
ized before a s h i p can e n t e r 
Michigan's Great Lakes; prohibit 
the discharge of ballast into the 
Grea t Lakes w i thou t a permi t 
from the Department of Environ-
menta l Quality; and direct the 
DEQ to establish an inspection 
program. • 

"With this legislation we are 
finally saying, once and for all, 
t h a t the i n t r o d u c t i o n of any 
more non-na t ive s p e c i e s t h a t 
d a m a g e t h e G r e a t L a k e s in 

unacceptable," said Sen. Sikke-
ma. 

Violators of the law would be 
subject to penalties identical to 
those found in the Clean Water 
Act i n c l u d i n g fines of u p to 
$25,000 per day and cr iminal 
penalties for willful violations. 

"The sea l a m p r e y and t h e 
zebra musse l a re examples of 
'imported' parasites tha t plague 
our native species and threaten 
the Grea t Lakes ' ecology," said 
McCotter. "Sen. Sikkema is an 
expert on environmental issues 
and I look forward to working 
wi th h i m to k e e p o u r w a t e r s 
dean." 

The Senate Committee on Nat-
ural Resources and Environmen-
tal Affairs will hold public hear-
ings across Michigan regarding 
this legislation.

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Nursing homes receive state grants

N u r s i n g homes t h r o u g h o u t 
Wayne County are reaping the 
benefits of a new state grant pro-
gram designed to help them face 
the challenges of an aging popu-
lation. 

In its first year of implementa-
tion, the Nursing Home Quality 

. Incen t ive Gran t Program has 
allowed state lawmakers to dis-
pe r se $8.5 million to n u r s i n g 
ca re fac i l i t i es th roughout t h e 
s t a t e . Of t h e more t h a n 340 
nursing homes to receive grants, 
59 are located in the county. 

"These g r a n t s a re excel lent 
r e s o u r c e s for improvemen t -
a d d i n g new s ta f f , e x p a n d i n g 
facilities and making it a top pri-
ority to provide the best long-
t e rm h e a l t h care solutions we 
can," said Gerald Law, state rep-
resentat ive from Plymouth and 
chair of the House Health Policy 
Committee. 

The g r a n t program, which is 
administered through the Michi-
gan D e p a r t m e n t of Consumer 
and Industry Services (MDCIS), 
is funded through a combination 

of federal and state money: Suc-
cessful applicants had to meet 
c e r t a i n c r i t e r i a se t by t h e 
MDCIS, based on need and past 
efficiency. 

Al though the s t a t e budge t 
allowed for similar expenditures 
in the past , the process o f t en 
became bogged down by a bar-
rage of appeals made by appli-
can t s denied f u n d i n g t h r o u g h 
the previous program because of 
a record of poor performance. 

With the new p r o g r a m , t h e 
appeals process has been elimi-
nated, meaning there is less of a 
roadb lock in d i s p e r s i n g t h e 
money after it ha s been award-
ed. 

"We haVe put a lot of e f for t 
into this program. Our goal is to 
get the money into the hands of 
those facilities tha t are helping 
people," said Maura Campbell, a 
s p o k e s p e r s o n fo r MDCIS . "I 
want to stress that this is not an 
e n t i t l e m e n t p r o g r a m . It is a 
grant program. 

"Nurs ing homes a r e a chal-
lenging area, because they house 
some of the most vulnerable citi-
zens in society. It's not easy, but 

we're optimistic a lot of good pro-
grams are going to come of these 
grants." 

Officials a t local nursing care 
f ac i l i t i e s a r e exc i ted a b o u t 
receiving the grants. 
• "This is a good program," said 

Tom Rau, owner of Four Chap-
lain's Nurs ing Care C e n t e r in 
Westland, which was awarded 
$23,088. "It is allowing us to do a 
combination of th ings t h a t we 
wouldn ' t o therwise be able to 
do." 

For i n s t a n c e , Rau s a id h i s 
facility has begun to implement 
various enhancements, such as a 
"homes ty l e " d i n i n g room, in 
which res idents will be served 
the i r meals a t a place s e t t i ng 
with tablecloths and nicer silver-
ware. 

In addi t ion , Rau is going to 
s t a r t p r o v i d i n g C o m p a n i o n 
Radio, a nat ional service tha t 
broadcasts "old-fashioned" pro-
gramming. 

Rau said both p rog rams are 
designed to make his residents 
"feel more a t home," which he 
believes will give them a better 
outlook on life a n d u l t i m a t e l y 

keep t h e m hea l th i e r . 
MDCIS c l a s s i f i e s such pro-

grams as Edenization Projects, 
which are meant to improve the 
quality of life of residents. 

However , t h e m a j o r i t y of 
grant winners, including Mary-
wood N u r s i n g C a r e C e n t e r 
($18,928* and Marycrest Manor 
($11,440), both of Livonia, have 
used their awards for Innovative 
Projects , which includes s taff 
development. 

By providing better pay and a 
more s table work ing environ-
m e n t , n u r s i n g h o m e off icials 
be l ieve they wil l be able to 
secure more competent and qual-
ified staffs, which is one of the 
most press ing problems facing 
the nursing home industry. 

A fact t ha t s t a t e lawmakers 
had in mind when they devised 
t h e N u r s i n g H o m e Qua l i ty 
Incentive Grant Program. 

"Taking c a r e of ou r e lder ly 
population is a r ighteous and 
g rowing c o n c e r n , " said Law. 
"With a large'baby boomer popu-
lation retiring soon, we have to 
be prepared now and get ahead 
of the game."

The P lymouth Downtown 
Development Authority will soon

The DDA has hired Dan Webb, 
a downtown resident, for the 20-
hour per week position. The 
p a r k i n g ordinance will be 
enforced Monday through Satur-
day from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

"Obviously, with a 20-hour 
employee we c a n t cover the 
entire time frame, but we will 
have a random schedule for 
Dan," said Purcell. "Only he and 
I will know his exact schedule." 

Pu rce l l said f lyers will be 
handed out by downtown mer-
chants telling customers of the

"We don't want to get to the 
point where people have the idea 
tha t i t 's too hard to park in 
downtown Plymouth," she said. 

"We want to be proactive before 
problems develop." 

Handing out t ickets during 
any of Plymouth's festivals "is 
not a good idea," said Purcell. 
"During those periods, the park-
ing enforcement employee will 
be more of an ambassador , 
answering questions about direc-
tions, locations of stores and 
restaurants, and anything else 
about Plymouth." 

The Plymouth City Commis-
sion last year approved a man-
agement agreement with the 
DDA giving the downtown group 
authority over the city's parking 
system.

_ By the t ime Michigan 
Democrats vote in caucuses Sat-
urday, March 11, the presiden-
tial primary race may be over. 

Bill Bradley s t a f f e r s said 
Wednesday morning, in the 
wake of the results from voting 
Tuesday in primary contests in 
16 s ta tes , they anticipate his 
withdrawal from the race Thurs-
day morning. 

Word inside the Michigan 
Bradley campaign Wednesday 
was that the candidate would 
take the day to phone staffers, 
donors and supporters to thank 
them for their e f for t s before 
making an announcement of his 
decision Thursday. 

Vice President A1 Gore was the 
big winner in S-uper Tuesday 
balloting, when primaries were 
held in 11 states and caucuses 
were held in another five. 

Some 1,312 delegates were at 
stake Tuesday. Although victo-
ries in all 16 states still leaves 
Gore with less than the number 
of delegates needed to lock up 
the nomination, Bradley man-
aged to win only about 200 of 
them, putting Gore well out in 
front, staffers said. 

Michigan caucuses will go 
ahead, state party Communica-
t ions Director Dennis Denno 
said Wednesday morning. 

"They're still on. although this 
will affect turnout obviously." he 
said. "It is still a good time for 
Democrats to get together and 
meet candidates and staff, and 
to meet fellow Democrats." 

Bradley's name will s t i l l 
appear on ballots, since they've 
been printed, so he'll still get 
some votes. Some 21,000 
Democrats pulled absentee bal-
lots. and many of those have 
already been turned back in. So 
that candidate gets even more 
votes there. 

But campaign s ta f fe r s also 
believe Bradley supporters will 
now throw their support behind 
Gore. 

"Unlike the Republicans, 

where there has been a holy war, 
Bradley supporters don't have a 
visceral reaction to Gore. We just 
like Bradley a little better," said 
one member of the Bradley 
team. 

This was the f i r s t t ime 
Democrats used a vote-by-mail 
system as a part of its presiden-
tial primary caucus. Those who 
did not vote by mail can still cast 
their ballots in person at caucus 
sites around the state. 

To vote in person this Satur-
day, Democrats will ga ther in 
local meeting halls across the-
state for old style. Iowa-type cau-
cus sessions. Beginning at 11 
a.m., the party will hold meet-
ings asking members to vote by 
raising their hands. An old-fash-
ioned round the room count will 
tally the results. The caucuses 
are expected to take no more 
t h a n two hours, according to 
party officials? 

Voters don't have to be regis-
tered members of the Democratic 
Party to participate, they must 
only be willing to declare them-
selves to be Democrats, accord-
ing to S ta te Par ty C h a i r m a n 
Mark Brewer. 

Democrats must go to the cau-
cus meeting for the a r ea in 
which they live. Registration will 
begin at 10 a.m. Saturday. 

The reason Democra ts a re 
using the caucus system is to 
e l iminate "crossover" voting, 
where members of one party vote 

.in the other's primary to "cause 
mischief," Brewer expla ined. 
Crossover played a significant 
role in the outcome of the GOFs 
open primary in Michigan. 

When the balloting is finished 
S a t u r d a y , de legates to the 
Democratic National Convention 
will be apportioned on a percent-
age basis from the local congres-
sional districts according to the 
results . The delegates will be 
allocated later, on May 6 for the 
districts and on May 20 for the 
state as a whole. 

All told, the state will send 157 
delegates, 22 alternates, and 18 
convention committee members 
off to the national cohvention in 

Los Angeles this August where 
they will cast the final votes for 
who is to be selected as the 
party's nominee to run for presi-
dent ip November. 

Because so many votes have 
already been cast in Michigan by 
absentee ballot, Michigan will 
probably be the last s ta te in 
which Bradley picks up dele-
gates.

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Canton vision 
Local leaders pressing ahead

When Supervisor Tom Yack gave his 
State of the Township address the 
other day we couldn't help but reflect 

on how things have changed since his first 
election campaign a dozen years ago. Even the 
setting for the speech - Summit on the Park -
was a vacant field on nobody's horizon in 
1988. 

Much of Canton's progress has coincided 
with the supervisor's three terms in office. But 
Yack will be the first to point out that he can't 
take all the credit. A solid national and state 
economy - particularly over the last six or 
seven years - has served as the springboard 
for the township's mushrooming SEV (State 
Equalized Value), which this year hit $2 bil-
lion. 

In our view, Yack does get credit, though, 
for having the long-term vision to remake 
Canton from a rural outpost on the edge of 
Wayne County into a desirable suburb and the 
political muscle to turn that vision into a real-
ity. His attention to township services and 
such quality-of-life issues as recreation and 

**" the ar ts is commendable. 
The supervisor, who will seek a fourth term 

this fall, was also one of the first local officials 
to espouse the idea tha t government can't do 
it all. He has been instrumental in pushing for 
the creation of organizations like the Canton 
Community Foundation to pick up the slack 
instead of ballooning local millage rates. 

If that seems like a ringing endorsement for 
the current administration, we remind you 

tha t it's still a long way to the November elec-
tions. (The filing deadline for the Canton 
Township Board of Trustees is May 16.) There 
are certainly a number of qualified residents 
who have t h e same kind of dynamic vision for 
Canton who might be interested in a seat at 
the township board table. 

In his speech last week, Yack focused on 
the future as well as the past. He pointed to 
Cherry Hill Village, the neo-traditional neigh-
borhood taking shape at Ridge Road and 
Cherry Hill, and the possibility for technology-
driven industrial and commercial develop-
ment along Michigan Avenue and in the Lotz 
Road corridor at the east end of the township. 

The supervisor said he expects Cherry Hill 
Village to influence nearby residential devel-
opments in Canton. 

A Home Depot store is set to break ground 
off Michigan Avenue this spring and the town-
ship approved the sale of another 6.85 acres of 
adjacent township-owned land Tuesday for 
possible development as a grocery store. There 
are already several industrial projects in the 
works on the strip, including the giant Ashley 
Capital warehouses. 

The Observer is anxious to see how those 
projects and others materialize. They are a 
key to the next generation of home buyers and 
businesses seeking to put down roots in Can-
ton. And their success will contribute to the 
legacy left by Yack and the current township 
board. 

On-line booze ban a disservice 
It may look like a solid idea, but when exam-

ined, the state Legislature's proposal to 
block the sale of alcohol over the Internet to 
minors just doesn't hold water. 

First, the sale of alcohol to minors is 
already illegal here. 

Second, there is absolutely no evidence that 
youngsters are getting alcohol through the 
Internet now. 4 

And when done in the manner put forward 
by Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi, through House 

' Bill 4752, the legislation would impose a 
^ restraint on trade for the small business oper-
ations tha t make up the fine winemaking 
industry, including Michigan's two dozen 
wineries. 

Most importantly, HB 4752 would signifi-
cantly limit choices for consumers - that's you, 
dear reader. 

Wine lovers statewide need to set down 
their stemware and pick up pens to write law-
makers in opposition to HB 4752. 

Vintners and connoisseurs claim the con-
cerns raised about minors gaining access to 
alcohol over the Internet are really a "smoke-
screen," that the real purpose is to preserve 
the monopoly wholesalers now have on the 

^distribution of spirits here in Michigan. The 
state's "three-tier^ system requires that all 

"alcohol be distributed through wholesalers. E-
commerce bypasses them, threatening that 

' monopoly. 
Cassis and the Michigan Beer and Wine 

Wholesalers Association deny it, as you'd 
expect, but their protestations are unconvinc-

3 ing given the lack of evidence that youths are 
buying alcohol over the Internet. 

Congressional hearings last March on relat-
ed legislation at the federal level failed to pro-
duce evidence. Cassis can't point to any. Ndr 
can the wholesalers 

Even Michigan's Liquor Control Commis-
sion, responsible for enforcing the liquor laws 
here, can't point to a single known case of a 
juvenile ordering beer, wine or booze over the 

World Wide Web, other than in a "sting" oper-
ation. 

When Attorney General Jennifer Granholm 
conducted a series of stings recently - which 
she used to arm-wrestle United Parcel Service 
into agreeing to stop deliveries of alcoholic 
beverages from out of state - it appears to 
have worked only because the youngsters 
themselves weren't going to get in trouble. 
Acting as decoys on behalf of law enforcement, 
those teens were protected from prosecution 
as they submitted their orders for alcohol. 

It's different in the real world. Youngsters 
have good reason to avoid using the Internet 
to obtain booze. Any youth attempting to order 
it by wire would create a paper trail, not the 
least of which is an itemized credit card bill 
that any parent who is paying any attention 
at all is likely to catch. 

Regardless of this lack pf evidence, the 
s ta te is headed toward cutting off Michigan 
consumers - including those who are of legal 
drinking age - from an estimated 1,900 to 
1,950 wine producers across the country. It is 
estimated that wholesalers can reasonably 
distribute product from only 50 or 100 of the 
country's 2,000 wineries. Without Internet 
sales or delivery services like UPS, there will 
be little possibility they can get their products 
to their Michigan customers. 

That is indeed a serious restraint on trade, 
a substantial limitation on consumer choice. 

HB 4752 was approved by the House of 
Representatives without opposition, but it 
now awaits action in t h e Economic Develop-
ment Committee in the Senate.

School decision confounds 

An open letter to the Canton Plan-
ing Commission: 

We are confounded by your Feb. 28 
recommendation to deny special land 
use for a charter school. National Her-
itage Academies (the school) 
addressed the issues raised at your 
Jan. 11, 2000 hearing. The school 
worked with staff planners to address 
your concerns to meet the site 
requirements, which they clearly 
demonstrated. 

Commissioner Sue Dodson stated 
that National Heritage Academies 
"did meet the requirements." While 
other board members expressed con-
cerns about traffic, Ms. Dodson 

instructed that "all of Canton is one 
big traffic mess," and traffic is not a 
reason to deny the special use. But, 
incongruously, she voted against the 
special land use. 

Chairman Victor Gustafson was 
concerned about the well-being of the 
children because of the traffic. If the 
school chose a site in another part of 
Canton, he failed to explain how the 
traffic would be less than at the pro-
posed site. 

Commissioner Catherine Johnson 
stated that the changes made by the 
school were "not enough to change her 
mind" to vote for approval of the land 
use. The school changed the ingress 
and egress to accommodate the plan-
ning commission's concern about 

Ridge Road's Natural Beauty Road 
status. Because of these changes, the 
Natural Beauty Road status would 
not be impacted, and the change 
would improve traffic flow. The school 
even redesigned the building from a 
one-story structure to a two-story 
structiire to provide more open space. 

Commissioner Ronald Lieberman 
stated that the large parking lot is not 
compatible in an R-l designation. 
Other public and parochial schools 
and churches in Canton are in resi-
dential areas with large parking lots. 
Mr. Lieberman was also concerned 
about children destroying the wetland 
on the site, despite the fact that the 
playground is at the other end of the 
school building, away from the wet-

land area. 
Commissioner Melissa McLaughlin 

stated that northwest corner of Can-
ton should maintain a rural atmos-
phere because it was more special: 
^ she ) grew up on Napier Road and 
her parents still live there." Ms. 
McLaughlin embraced the inflated 
traffic statistics of the Northwest 
Homeowners Association to illustrate 
the problem with traffic, while ridicul-
ing the school's presentation of stud-
ies conducted by the Wade-Trim con-
sulting firm (According to the Wade-
Trim study, the level of traffic on 
Warren and Ridge roads would be 
acceptable l. Concerned Canton.resi-
dents submitted 160 signatures in 
favor of the proposed site. These Can-

ton residents' needs are just as lmpqr- • 
tant as the NWA You seem willing to 
allow the rest of Canton to bear the 
traffic burden so the NWA residents 
can maintain their so-called rural 
atmosphere. 

This was a clear case of NIMBY 
(Not in My Backyard). You never 
attempted to hide this fact. I am 
frightened that your politics governed 
your decision on someone's sale of 
property and someone's purchase of 
property. We are genuinely disap-
pointed with your decision.

School voucher plan looks DOA 

Well, well. Here we go again. 

The proposal to legalize a voucher 
system for students in "failing" public 

schools is almost certainly headed for a vote in 
November. 
! Kids First! Yes!, the outfit sponsoring the 
constitutional amendment to end the ban on 
spending public funds for private and parochial 
schools, has submitted more than enough peti-
tion signatures - 302,000 required, 463,000 
turned in - to the state Elections Commission to 
put the measure on the ballot. 

It wasn't cheap to get all those signatures. 
The December filing submitted to the Election 
Commission shows payments totaling 
$307,487.48 to National Petition Management 
of Southfield. At least some of the petition circu-
lators were paid rather than volunteer. 

The most controversial aspect of the proposal 
would create and fund vouchers - called "Oppor-
tunity Scholarships" - for kids in "failing" school 
districts to use at private or religious schools. 
The vouchers, if approved, would be worth about 
$2,700 (approximately one half the current state 
per-pupil fimding grant), which could be cashed 
at private or religious schools. A failing district 
is one which has a "four year graduation rate of 
less than two thirds," according to the proposal. 

Thirty Michigan school districts have gradua-
tion rates under 66 percent, including Detroit 
and Inkster. 

The proposed amendment would also allow 
pny other school district in the state to set up a 
voucher system if a mfgority of local residents 
yote to do so. What this means is that the con-
stitutional "failing school" limitation on spend-
ing public money for private schools can be over-
turned by a local vote. 
! The historic politics of the proposal are 
unhopeful to supporters. "Parochiaid" has 
appeared on the Michigan statewide ballot 
twice, losing badly both times. 

The purest occasion was in 1970, when a con-
stitutional amendment designed specifically to 
prohibit public tax dollars going to private and 
parochial schools passed. 56 percent to 44 percent. 
The idea reappeared on the ballot in 1978, pack-
aged this time with a property tax cut and known 
as the "Tiach Amendment" It went down, 3-1. 

Although this is 22 years later, when the dete-
rioration of urban schools has reached crisis pro-
portions and education ranks topa on the list of 
voter concerns, the Kids First! Yea! proposal so 
far is getting support from leas than 60 percent 
of those polled, far below the 66-70 percent 
approval conventional wisdom says is necessary 
going into a campaign to amend the constitution. 

Moreover, getting the measure oh the ballot 
has already precipitated a serious split in the 
Michigan Republican Party. Gov. John Engler 
has repeatedly and vigorously argued i f s had

politics, for fear of hurting Sen. Spencer Abra-
ham's chances against challenger Rep. Debbie 
Stabenow. Biggest backer is Dick De Vos, the 
AmWay billionaire from Grand Rapids, who 
says hell raise $5 million to support if and 
whose wife, Betsy, just resigned as Michigan 
GOP state chair. 

The best argument for the voucher program 
is simple. Most parents will do anything in their 
power to get good education for their kids. But 
poor parents who live in inner cities with cruddy 
public schools can't afford private or parochial 
ones, which are usually much better. And when 
even the most passionate believers in school 
reform can't promise urban schools will improve 
quickly, what 's wrong with giving vouchers to 
poor folks to use to help their kids while things 
are getting better? 

The best argument against vouchers - leav-
ing.out for the moment the basic gut reaction to 
spending public tax dollars on religious and pri-
vate institutions - is that they would essentially 
suck money out of the public school system. 
Using vouchers as a way of fixing the public 
schools, the argument goes, is like the assertion 
made during the war in Vietnam that we could 
save the village only by destroying it. 

In this regard, the case of the Inkster school 
district is instructive. Over the years, the dis-
trict got so bad that enough parents pulled their 
kids out and sent them to private and charter 
schools that the district simply didnt have 
enough enrollment - and the state per-pupil 
foundation grant that goes with it - to sustain a 
financially viable district.

The only 
way the parents fould receive parole 
is if they prove to a judge and ju ry 
tha t they know what is most impor-
tant in life-raising a child. 

How many parent* would end up in 
that special prison'' How many would 
make parole?

One million moms marching, moti-
vating, making a difference. 

That's the objective of a grass roots 
effort by a mom to inspire one million 
mothers, grandmothers, stepmothers, 
godmothers, future mothers and hon-
orary mothers to march on Washing-
ton with the goal of prompting Con-
gress to improve current gun control 
legislation. 

New Jersey organizer Donna Dees-
Thomases is hoping the "Million Mom 
March* - slated for none other than 
Mother 's Day, May 14 - will draw 
a t ten t ion to the need for what she 
calls a "common sense gun policy." 

D e e s - T h o f o a s e s s a y s she was 
appalled by the images she saw on 
television in August 1999 as young 
children were being led away from 
their California day care as an armed 
shooter roamed freely. 

!4One week later, I applied for a per-
mit to march on the Mall in Washing-
ton, D.C., n ine mon ths la ter . As a 
mother, I know what can be created 
in this amount of time," stated Dees-
Thomases. 

With just two months left until the 
event media attention and committed 
marchers have swollen to vast pro-
portions thanks to such notable spon-
sors as the National Parent/Teacher 
Association, Oxygen.com, Guess and 
Northwest Airlines..

F i rearms Law states tha t owners of 
handguns, rifles and shotguns are not 
required to be licensed. 

"In order to drive a car or cut some-
one's h a i r you need to be licensed. 
T h a t ' s for the public 's protec t ion . 
Why is it tha t we don't insist that 
gun o w n e r s do the s a m e ? " added 
Case.

It has been the consensus of those 
involved, from marchers like Case to 
MMM s ta te of Michigan coordinator 
Spring Venema, that the gun violence

and that in order to effect change it 
has to s ta r t wi th jus t one mom, or 
one dad or individual who cares. 

"This has to be done in a bi-parti-
san fashion for the safe ty and well 
being of our chi ldren. If Congress 
isn't going to be responsive on Moth-
er's Day then they'll see our response 
on election day," said Case . "But I 
don't see tha t most responsible gun 
owners would object to licensing." 

While the actual May 14 march in 
W a s h i n g t o n may not be t h e way 
everyone wishes to have the i r voice 
heard. Case said there are numerous 
o the r ways people can c o n t r i b u t e 
such as contacting their legislators, 
d i s t r ibu t ing postcards , t a k i n g the 
issue to their churches, service orga-
nizations and mom groups or partici-
p a t i n g in a local v e r s i o n of t h e 
national walk on the same day. 

"Write, call or e-mail your opinion 
about gun legislation w h e t h e r you 
contact your local s tate representa-
tive or the president of t h e United 
States so tha t it remains in the fore-
f ront of the i r minds and they t ake 
ac t ion , " sa id Case . "We c a n ' t let 
senseless acts of gun violence happen 
any more." 

Case is work ing co l labora t ive ly 
wi th co -coord ina to r Lori Mizzi-
Spillane of Troy, a logistics manager 
for the United Sta tes Army. Mizzi-
Spillane says nobody should be naive 
enough to believe this event is the 
ultimate solution. 

"This is just one thing we can do to 
make change," said Mizzi-Spillane 
the mother of two young chi ldren. 
"It 's not an a t t e m p t to t a k e away 
someone's second amendment rights 
... it's a way to insure tha t no other 
children have to lose their life or be 
afraid to go to school because of gun 
violence." 

The Troy mother said two buses 
have been secured through a partner-
s h i p wi th G r e y h o u n d to t a k e 
marchers to Washington. D.C., the 
weekend of May 12-14. Mizzi-
Spillane estimates 2,000 people from 
t h e met ro-Det ro i t a r e a a r e commi t t ed 
to participating and she's expecting 
more from other parts of the state. 

"I'm ecstat ic about the response. 
It's all good and a step in the right 
direction." said Mizzi-Spillane.

cern, I know that young people 
only learn to behave by repeated 
visits to such a service. It doean't 
mean you should leave the chil-
dren. There are some ways you' 
can prepare them. Bringing kids 
to a house of wor sh ip doesn ' t 
have to be a chore for parent or 
child. 

• Don't expect to ta l s i lence 
from your child (especially if it's 
the i r f i rs t t ime or if they a r e 
under the age of 5). Before you 
e n t e r the sanctua-ry , r e m i n d 
them that we should all be quiet 
while in worship. Practice whis-
pering before service begins. If 

the re a re pa r t a to t h e service 
tha t will tie read from a book, 
show t h e m w h a t will be r ead 
(even if they c a p t read yet, i t l l 
be a teaching moment and may 
hold t h e i r a t t e n t i o n ) . Dur ing 
prayer, if they have a hard time 
being quiet, try Boftly whispering 
or h u m m i n g to t h e m as you 
pray. 

• Set a good example for your 
k ids . If you c h a t al l the way 
through service, your child will 
likely do so as well. 

• Be prepared. Tell your child 
what might happen at the ser-
vice. Teach your child what to do 

when they pray (e.g. fold hands, 
close eyea, be silent and listen, 
depending upon your faith tradi-
t i on ) . S i n g songs and p ray 
prayers a t home that might be 
s u n g a t worsh ip . Br ing qu ie t 
toys, soft books, or coloring books 
and crayons to the service. Bring 
a small snack for your child if 
necessary (it's better than hav-
ing to s t ruggle with a hungry 
toddler). 

• Use nursery or childcare as 
a tool. Don't automatically check 
your child in at the nursery door. 
Keep your child with you in wor-
ship as long as possible, so tha t 

you can encourage good behavior 
in s e rv i ce . If your ehi ld ge t s 
e x t r e m e l y d i s t r a c t i n g or 
squirmy, take them to the nurs-
ery. Let their behavior be your 
guide, but don't give up too soon. 

• Don't worry about "appear-
ances" . Eve ryone knowa t h a t 
ch i l d r en h a v e t he i r m o m e n t s 
and their moods If you get lots 
of stares, either ignore them, or 
f ind a n o t h e r place to worship 
that is more conducive to normal 
child movement and noise For-
get your own childhood, w h a t 
you may or may not have been 
allowed to do 

Our children are of a different 
generation with different needs; 
respond to them as individuals. 
C h i l d r e n l e a r n by doing, and 
most worship services are based 
on hea r ing . We can enjoy our 
w o r s h i p expe r i ence wi th o u r 
children, if we properly prepare 
ourselves. I am convinced t h a t 
God has a heart for children, and 
we should too.

Forget TV images you've seen of dirti-
ly clad men hanging around a homeless 
shelter. The Coalition on Temporary 
Shelter's brown brick building on Peter-
boro in Detroit's Cass Corridor is a 
place filled with hope, love and cleanly 
dressed men, women and children on 
their way to a new life. 

Founded 16 years ago as a 40-bed 
shelter in St. Peter's Episcopal Church 
in Corktown, COTS helps the homeless 
by providing 300 meals a day and 
51,000 emergency shelter nights a year 
But COTS isn't just a shelter Last year 
COTS, after assessing residents employ -
ability and helping them obtain training 
and education, filled more than 5,000 
jobs with homeless people 

That's why COTS MASkorAIDE auc-
tion Saturday, March 18 is so important. 
This year celebrities such as Jeff 
Bridges, Rosie ODonnell, Martha 
Reeves and Detroit Red Wings D a m n 
McCarty. and artists Elbert Weber of 
Livonia and Curtis Bailey, Birmingham, 
have painted masks in hopes of chang-
ing the face of homelessness in Detroit 
Hundreds of students from Wayne.

Chairperson Beth McKeown is hoping 
to raise more than $125,000 to fund pro-
grams such as Day Care for parents 
who need to receive training before 
becoming independent. A clothing store, 
stocked with donations of used pants, 
shirts, dresses and suits, helps residents 
put their best foot forward while looking 
for a job 

"If you're getting your life together 
you can stay with us two years." said 
McKeown "We're giving a hand-up. not 
a hand-out" 

For those unable to live on their own 
either because of advanced age or men-
tal and physical challenges, C'OTS pro-
vides long-term residency Homeless-
ness can happen to any one Every day 
fires, the loss of a job. divorce, and ill-
ness force people into a life on the 
streets.

When actor Brian Mallen 
talks, a slight lilt in his voice 
gives away his years of informal 
performances in the pubs of Ire-
land and a h in t of New York 
snarl reveals years in the Man-
hattan theater circuit. 

Twenty years ago he met a 
school teacher. Prank McCourt, 
now known far beyond the door-
ways of those smoky pubs as the 
author of the Pulitzer Prize win-
ning memoir "Angela's Ashes," 
along with McCourt'a fun-loving 
brother Malachy, fellow actor, 
bar owner and au thor of "A 
Monk Swimming." 

"Tis Mallen's association with 
the elder McCourt that is bring-
ing him back home. 

The Redford native s ta r s in 
McCourt's stage show, "The Irish 
... And How They Got That Way," 
a song-and-dance stage perfor-

mance celebrating the Irish in 
America, playing through Sun-
day, March 12 at Music HalL in 
Detroit. 

"It's great. I'm looking forward 
to it," said Mallen, of performing 
the show in his hometown. The 
1970 graduate of St. Mary's of 
Redford said he expects many 
cousins and his mother, who 
resides in Livonia, to attend. 

Speaking from his hotel in 
Seattle, Mallen said the show is 
"first and foremost entertain-
ment. It's got heart and soul and 
razzmatazz. It's a celebration of 
the Irish experience in America, 
really." 

In "Irish," six actors joke, 
dance and sing thei r way 
through snippets of Irish history 
ranging from the potato famine 
to the assassination of the John 
F. Kennedy, the nat ion 's f i rs t 
Irish-Catholic president. 

"It makes fun with the stereo-
types and how they came to be 
and it's really irreverent," said 
Mallen.

Unlike McCourt's melancholy 
"Angela's Ashes," "Irish" contains 
30 songs and is mostly upbeat, 
said Mallen. 

"IMcCourt] tells about a family 
leaving Ireland d u r i n g the 
famine and it gets fairly serious 
t r e a t m e n t . One-four th of the 
Irish population was lost, so it's 
sort of the holocaus t of t h e 
Irish," said Mallen. 

As the grandson of Irish immi-
grants who fled Ireland during 
the famine, Mallen said those 
scenes recalled familiar territory. 

The show's reception has been 
favorable, part icularly in San 

Francisco, where Mallen said it 
a t t rac ted a diverse audience 
which inc luded , "Asians and 
blacks and all types of people 
who aren't from this particular 
tribe." 

Mallen says the personal , 
irreverent nature of Irish story-
telling is what continues to per-
petuate interest in Irish culture. 
With "Angela's Ashes." a subse-
quent memoir and a third one 
written by McCourt's younger 
brother, there has evolved a sort 
of "McCourt cult," says Mallen. 

"When (McCourtJ started writ-
ing it he never thought it was 
going to go anywhere," said 

Mallen. "The first three chapters 
used to run in a pub newsletter." 

Mallen says that the "McCourt 
cult" is part of the second of two 
recent waves of interest in Irish 
film and culture. 

"It started with 'My Left Foot." 
Irish works have sort of a stark, 
realistic quality. For a while it 
was a lot of fake accents and 
s te reo types but since tfcen, 
they've gotten hit with the real 
thing and I think in a way people 
feel that's more engaging," said 
Mallen. 

The public's renewed interest 
in the "real thing" hasn't hurt 
Mallen's opportunities for roles 
any. 

He is preparing to reprise his 
role as General Hancock in 
"Gods and Generals," the pre-
quel to the film "Gettysburg." co-
s t a r r i n g Jeff Daniels, which 
begins shooting this summer. 

He has toured the United 
S t a t e s and Europe with his 
award winning one man show. 

"Secrets of the Celtic Heart ," 
directed by actress/director Ellen 
Burstyn. He has also served as 
the artistic arts director at New 
York's Irish Arts Center. 

True to the irreverent nature 
of Irish entertainment, Mallen 
occasionally retreats to his home 
in Ireland, to the comfortable 
stage in the pubs of Gallway, to 
perform his comedy piece 
"Beside the Pint," based on 
"crazy pub humor." 

His favorite Irish pub in the 
Detroit area? Cowleys' Old Vil-
lage Inn in downtown Farming-
ton. "They have some great Irish 
bands that play there," he said. 

While he's in town, Mallen 
said he plans to visit with his 
family and as a former member 
of Detroit's Gaelic League, says 
he may take in Detroit 's St. 
Patrick's Day parade on March 
12, on his way out of town. 

With St. Paddy's Day 'round 
the corner, the t iming for 
Mallen 's journey back home 
couldn't be better.

Under the experienced hand of 
director Patricia LaFramboise 
the talented cast has captured 
the" traits of each character and 
realistically blended them into 
the storyline. 

"Night Watch" is the story of 
Ela ine Wheeler , a wealthy 
heiress plagued by insomnia, 
who tries in vain to convince her 
husband and the police that she 
has witnessed not one, but two 
dead bodies in the building 
across from her apartment.

The faux marble is 
elegant and a natural part of the 
room, and the profusion of art-
work is tastefully arranged 

The lighting crew had fun with 
some offstage l ighting effects 

from Elaine's window They need 
to consider da rken ing t h e 
upstage foyer, though, to distin-

Director LaFramboise s atten-
tion to detail is also reflected in 
the costumes, r ight down to 
weather appropriate coats and 
elegant accessories.

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'The Next Best Thing' for Madonna may not be movies

When pop star Madonna told 
t h e world she was hav ing a 
child, with then-boyfriend Carlos 
Leon, it sent shock waves rip-
pling from the media to house-
holds everywhere. She's never 
seemed to lead a conventional 
life, so her rauch-talked-about 
pregnancy simply became the 
next chapter in the ever-chang-
ing image of an American icon. 

As the mother of 3-year-old 
Lourdes, Rochester Hills' most 
famous native, has now thrust 
herself into an unconventional 
sort of parenthood on screen. Art 
imitates life in Paramount Pic-

tures T h e Next Rest Thing," in 
which Madonna stars opposite 
Rupert Everett. Madonna's char-
acter, Abby, finds herself out of 
love but wanting to have a child. 
The drama unfolds when, after 
an unexpected and unintended 
night with her best friend Robert 
— who .happens to be gay — 
Abby discovers she's pregnant. 
Though the situation initially 
seems far from ideal, they agree 
to raise their son, Sam (played 
by newcomer Malcolm Stumpf) 
together. 

Directed by John Schlesinger, 
t h e drama opens with j u x t a -
posed scenes of Abby instructing 
her serene yoga class and Robert 
working in sweltering hea t to 
create a magnificent garden for 

an aging faahion designer named 
Ashby and his life partner. From 
the first shot, Schlesinger wel-
comes viewers into a dewy, gold-
en-toned day in southern Califor-
nia. Abb/a profession as a yoga 
instructor signifies spirituality, 
while Robert's work as a garden-
er rather obviously suggests fer-
tility. 

The peaceful weaving of these 
shots is disrupted when Abby 
r e t u r n s home to f ind her 
boyfriend, Kevin (Michael Var-
tan), packing his belongings and 
leaving her for good. Kevin deliv-
ers the predictable "It's not you, 
i ts me" speech. Abby r u n s to 
Robert for comfort. As expected, 
he rescues her from her sadness 
— by humi l i a t ing Kevin and 
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stirring quite a few martinis. 
In a b a r r a g e of contr ived 

moments, the film shows how 
these two friends come to spend 
one hazy, drunken New Year's 
Eve t oge the r as more than 
friends. Complete with the nec-
essary fireworks. It's enough to 
have the audience rolling their 
eyes and grunting in shared dis-
appointment. While Everett and 
Madonna ' s close f r i endsh ip 
translates on screen, it doesn't 
develop into paasion or urge the 
audience into pull ing for the 
characters to come together. The 
plot uses an almost sitcom strat-
egy, but Robert and Abby are no 
Ross and Rachel. 

The film's title has multiple 
meanings: from choosing the 
next-best type of family, to find-
ing the next, and the best love, to 
resolving the pain and anguish 
that results, the best way they 
can. 

Threaded amid this story, the 
film deals with homosexuality as 
it is ignored or ridiculed by oth-
ers, in a way that suggests just 
how unusual the circumstances 
surrounding Abby and Robert's 
family will become. The film 
finally takes a turn when Abby 
meets and falls in love with Ben 
(Benjamin Bratt), a businessman 
from New York. The relationship 
t e a r s Robert and Sam apar t , 
questioning with the true defini-
tion of a father and the underly-
ing meaning of family. 

Where the acting in "The Next 
Best Thing" falls short, director

of photography Elliot Davis more 
than compensates with creative 
imagery and suggestive shots. 
Davis r ep re sen t s a feeling of 
entrapment when Robert sits in 
the horizontally lined shadows of 
his bedroom wi th the blinds 
drawn. 

Ruth Myers costuming creates 
a convincing yoga instructor 
with Abby's free-flowing Indian-
inspired wardrobe. She defines 
Ben by his razor-sharp suits. 
Every detail makes sense: from 

Abby's p ink-hued vintage, 
evening gown to the black-and-^ 
white designer gown she slips: 
into at the Ashby mansion. 

While the film isn't the finest 
work for these revered stars anil 
filmmakers, it does raise some! 
interes t ing issues. Is a family, 
defined by blood relation? CagjjJ 
be he ld toge ther with Ij^SS 
against the odds?
