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Canton Cup soccer tourney deemed success

Nor problems reported
as 40,000 pour into town

Police, fire and soccer offi-
cials reported few snags and
picture-perfect weather as the
weekend Canton Cup drew a
crowd of players, parents and
spectators that swelled to an
estimated 40,000 people.

“ think it was a near-per-
fect weekend,” tournament
director Darryl Noel said. “I'd

say 99 percent of the feedback
T've received is just extremely
positive.”

Detective Sgt. Chad Baugh
cited no major police incidents
as the 32nd annual Canton Cup
drew large crowds to local
parks, hotels, retail stores and
restaurants.

Despite the influx of motor-
ists, police reported no major
traffic problems or unruly

situations.

“Given the circumstances,
we had no major parking is-
sues,"” Baugh said. “It went
wonderfully.”

Canton Fire Chief Joshua
Meier reported only a couple
of minor health-related in-

cidents - not bad, officials said,

considering how much Can-
ton’s population swelled for
one of the Midwest's largest
and longest-running soccer
tournaments.

The Canton Fire Depart-
ment’s command officers met
with soccer officials Friday
morning before the three-day
tournament kicked off - just to
review procedures and plan
ahead to address any snafus
that might arise.

“It went very smoothly,”
Meier said of the tournament.
“It was very successful.”

Second man
gets prison
in Verizon

robbery

A Westland teen has been
sentenced to 15-27 years in
prison after he and two accom-
plices blasted their way into a
Canton Verizon store with a
semiautomatic assault rifle and
robbed it as customers cow-
ered in fear.

antez Lamar Boykin-John-

received the
same prison term
as 19-year-old
Antonio Jerome
Porter, an Inkster
man who fired
the gun and shot
open a sliding glass door an
employee had locked when he
saw the robbers approaching.

Porter was sentenced in
March.

The last defendant, 19-year-
old Eric James-Lee Wilkins of
Inkster, is facing sentencing in
late June by Judge Timothy
Kenny for a brazen, late-morn-
ing robbery that occurred Feb-
ruary 2013 inside a then-new
Verizon store on Ford Road
east of Sheldon, along Canton’s
busiest retail corridor.

Boykin-
Johnson

robbery, discharging a firearm
into a building, felony firearm
and breaking and entering a
building with intent to commit
acrime.

Canton Public Safety Direc-
tor Todd Mutchler has com-
mended Kenny for imposing
lengthy prison sentences for
the Verizon robbery, which
frightened employees and

Sex crime suspect
pleads to lesser
assault charge

A Canton man who had
been accused of sexually ac-
costing a 29-year-old woman in
the College Park Estates mo-
bile home community is facing
sentencing June 4 after he
pleaded guilty to a lesser
charge of assault and battery.

Andrew Steven Perry, 24,
could face penalties ranging
up to 93 days in jail and a $500
fine. He could have been im-
prisoned for two years if he
had been convicted of an origi-
nal charge of fourth-degree
criminal sexual conduct.

Perry was allowed to plead
guilty to the lesser charge
Friday, the day of his prelimi-
nary examination, a 35th Dis-
trict Court clerk said.

Northville resident Anton
Nrecai, 30, has been charged
with the mid-March theft of
donation money from Our Lady
of Victory Church in North-
ville. He has been arraigned on
the charge in 35th
District Court and
has been bound
over to Wayne
County Circuit
Court because the
crime is a felony.

According to
Northville City
Police, Nrecaj
waived his right to a prelimi-
nary examination May 23 and is
now being held in Wayne Coun-
ty Jail on a $150,000 bond with a
10-percent surety. He has been
charged with similar thefts
from churches in Plymouth and
Birmi

The Nonhvll.le charge of
larceny from a building stems
from the March 16 case at OLV,
which is located near down-
town. Church staff members
reported to Northville City
Police that someone had pried
open three votive donation
boxes and took the money from
them. This money is used to
purchase candles.

According to police, Nrecaj
was allegedly spotted on
church surveillance video.
Northville police investigators
were able to get a still photo
from the video and then distrib-
ute it to neighboring police
departments. Plymouth city
police then went around to
churches in their communit
and it was at Our Lady of Good
Counsel that Nrecaj was identi-
fied.

On the video, the suspect
was allegedly observed enter-
ing OLV through the northeast
entrance and later prying open
abox, then taking and pocket-
ing the money inside.

The next court date has not
been scheduled.

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Be smart about celebrating
this graduation season

The countdown to becoming alumniis on for
seniors at Canton, Plymouth and Salem high
schools. On Sunday, June 8, they will walk
across the stage at the Eastern Michigan Uni-
versity Convocation Center to receive their di-
plomas.

It marks the end of high school and the start
of a summer season filled with graduation par-
ties, a chance to get together with classmates
one last time before they go off to college, work
or military service.

Many of those celebrations will involve al-
coholic beverages and many grads will i
dulge. Underage drinking is against the law in
Michigan, but that doesn’t stop teens from tip-
pingafewbeersor having a couple of shots. It's
not much and it can’t hurt, right?

Wrong.

The annual prom/graduation season is the
most dangerous time of year for teens. The pe-
riod between Memorial Day and Labor Day has
been labeled “The 100 Deadliest Days” for teen
drivers. According to , an average of 399
teens died in traffic crashes during each of the
summer months (May through August), com-
pared to a monthly average of 346 teen deaths
during non-summer months.

Parents who host graduation parties need to
be vigilant and in control. If there will be alco-
holic beverages at the party, keep an eye on
who's drinking it. Monitor who's coming and
who’s bringing what with them. Your grad may
think it’s tacky to check bags, including the
brown paper ones, but the last thing the host
needs is teens bringing their own beverages to
the party. And if underage guests show up
drunk, don’t be shy about calling their parents.

It’s not OK to allow teen drinking at the par-
ty, even if adults take their keys away. Adults
who allow teens to drink in their homes can be
prosecuted. They also can be sued for the dam-
ages or deaths that happen as the result of un-
deraged drinking.

In Michigan, hosts of parties at which a mi-
nor possesses or consumes alcohol are com-
mitting a misdemeanor, punishable by up to 30
days in jail and up to a $1,000 fine. Anyone fur-
nishing alcohol to minors (purchasing and giv-
ing it to them) is committing a misdemeanor,
punishable by up to 60 days in jail, community
service and a fine of up to $1,000 for the first
offense.

Graduates also will be making the rounds to
celebrate with their friends. Parents need to
make sure they know where their grad plans to
goand with whom. Use the conversation to talk
about drinking - that it’s illegal and unaccept-
able at this age and that alcohol abuse is dan-
gerous.

Parents can share asmuchas information as
possible with their teens before they head out
toparties. And whether they’re driving or their
friends are, have a no-questions-asked backup
plan in case they decide to drink. It’s better to
get a phone call from a teen to get a ride home
than a call from the police or the hospital.

By all means, celebrate this graduation sea-
son. But be smart about it. It's better to be safe
than sorry, especially whenalcoholisinvolved.

Once the money is in
the IRA, they have lots
of opn’on If they need-
ed to withdraw some of
the money to improve
the quality of their life,
it would be available. In
addition, the money

“could continue to grow

tax-deferred to be used
in the future.

Another option I
mentioned was Roth

conversions on a
year-by-year basis.
Converting tax-de-
ferred money into tax-
free money could be a
strategy that works for

em. I'm always a
believer that no matter
what stage of life you
are in, it is important to
have options.
