A  16-year-old boy from the 
Canton-based Muslim C o m m u ­
nity of Western Suburbs died 
Tuesday morning, three days 
after he fell off an inner tube on 
the Muskegon River during a 
summer camp outing at Cran- 
HiH Ranch.

Abid Malick’s death is being 
mourned by his family and 
friends at MCW S .  He died just 
one day after more than 500 
people gathered for prayers 
inside the Canton mosque, at 
Palmer and Lotz.

“W e  are deeply saddened 
with the loss of Abid Malick. He 
was a sincere, genuine, very 
intelligent, good-hearted young

man who was 
loved by his peers 
and elders alike,” 
the M C W S  board 
of trustees said 
Thesday in a state­
ment. “Even at 
such a young age, A b i d  Malick 
he was actively 
involved in community efforts 
as well as causes of social jus­

tice around the world. Abid will 
be tremendously missed by all 
and touched the hearts of so 
many.”

The statement said c o m m u ­
nities in Michigan “and far be­
yond" have prayed for Malick 
and his family.

“The outpouring of love for 
this humble servant of Allah is a 
testament to his character and

his family,” the board said, 
while expressing hope the teen’s 
family, friends and other loved 
ones will be granted "strength 
and patience in this trying 
time.”

Catalytic 
converter 
thefts on 
rise in 

township

Canton police believe 
thieves scrounging for scrap 
metal to sell are responsible 
for a rash of thefts of cata­
lytic converters from vehi­
cles parked in residential 
areas, including apartment 
complexes, along the Hag­
gerty Road corridor.

Seven incidents have 
been reported within the last 
30 days, roughly along the 
stretch of Haggerty between 
Michigan Avenue and Ford 
Road, Detective Sgt. Chad 
Baugh said.

“This is an ongoing prob­
lem,” he said.

Canton and other c o m m u ­
nities have had numerous 
reports of stolen catalytic 
converters, devices used to 
reduce exhaust-system 
emissions. However, Baugh 
said there has been a spike 
in such thefts along the Hag­
gerty Road corridor in par­
ticular.

“It’s happening in resi­
dential areas, including 
apartment complexes,” he 
said.

Thieves have used tools 
ranging from hacksaws to 
lithium-battery power tools 
to remove the catalytic con­
verters, Baugh said.

State lawmakers have 
made some attempts to re­
duce crimes linked to scrap 
metal. In April, Gov. Rick 
Snyder signed legislation 
requiring scrapyards to pay 
sellers who have more than 
$25 worth of metal by send­
ing a check to a legitimate 
address rather than paying 
cash or sending it to a post 
office box.

Storm damage tops $210 million
Based on preliminary re­

ports, damage estimates in 
Wayne County following the 
storms and flooding of Aug. 11 
have been initially estimated 
at $210 million, with the con­
servative figure likely to go 
higher as reports continue to 
be processed by the Wayne 
County Department of H o m e ­
land Security and Emergency 
Management.

The damage assessment 
total included most of the 
communities in Wayne Coun­
ty, excluding the city of D e ­
troit.

“Clearly, the storms and 
flooding of Aug. 11 have 
caused extensive damage in 
much of Wayne County,” 
D H S E M  Director Timothy

McGillivary said. “W e  are 
getting many reports of d a m ­
aged basements, electronics 
and other infrastructure.”

Wayne County provided its 
information to the state of 
Michigan, as is required in 
disaster declarations.

The state is compiling the 
data gathered from the coun­
ty and across the region to 
submit it to federal authori­
ties.

It is hoped the damage 
assessment information will 
help get federal aid from 
F E M A  and other agencies to 
assist with ongoing cleanup 
and restoration efforts.

“W e  provided the state of 
Michigan with our initial re­
ports in a timely manner and,

like other disaster situations, 
believe the damage assess­
ment figure will likely rise,” 
McGillivary said.

Following the torrential 
rains that sparked the wide­
spread flooding the county 
across much of metro Detroit, 
Wayne County Executive 
Robert Ficano declared a 
state of emergency Aug. 12 
for Wayne County and its 43 
communities.

M a n  dies from head injury suffered at concert

A  55-year-old West- 
land man has died of 
injuries he suffered 
while attending a Hank 
Williams Jr. concert Sun­
day at D T E  Energy M u ­
sic Theatre.

Robert Kobe was pro­
nounced dead at 12:04 
p.m. Tuesday at McLaren 
Oakland Hospital in Pon­
tiac, the Oakland County 
Sheriff’s Department 
said. H e  was injured 
after reportedly being 
shoved by a 15-year-old 
Wayne teen and striking 
his head on the concrete 
in the concourse area.

Robert Kobe’s son 
Cory, also of Westland,

has described his father’s 
death as likely accidental 
—  the result of the teen 
responding to a non- 
malicious shove from the 
older man. The teen, a 
family friend, was part of 
a group attending the 
concert that included 
Robert Kobe, a machin­
ist.

H e  was in the outdoor 
theater’s concourse area 
shortly before 9 p.m. to 
hear the country-western 
star when witnesses told 
police they saw the teen 
shove him to the ground. 
Kobe struck his head on 
concrete and was found 
lying in a pool of blood by 
police, the sheriff’s of­
fice said.

Witnesses told police

that the teen tried to flee 
and that bystanders de­
tained him until deputies 
arrived. The youth spent 
Sunday night at Oakland 
County’s Children’s Vil­
lage juvenile detention 
facility before being 
released Monday by a 
juvenile court referee, a 
police news release said.

The youth probably 
fled out of fear after 
seeing blood gushing 
from Robert Kobe, his 
son said.

“From what I’m  hear­
ing from the detectives, 
this kid was just pale and 
terrified all night’’ when 
in custody, Cory Kobe 
said.

Genitti’s owner 
helped reshape 
fortunes of 

downtown Northville

John Genitti, the longtime 
owner of Genitti’s Hole-in-the- 
Wall Italian restaurant and 
dinner theater in the heart of 
downtown Northville, died 
Friday night, leaving a gaping 
hole in a community that he 
came to love - and which loved 
him back.

If Northville had its own Mt. 
Rushmore, it is likely John 
Genitti’s face would be part of 
it - and for good reason.

Genitti, 67, lived a pretty 
interesting life. He was a for­
mer copy boy for the Detroit 
Free Press during the 1967 
riots, Purple Heart recipient in 
the Vietnam War and success­
ful businessman who helped 
reshape downtown Northville- 
but most are remembering him 
as a great friend and incredibly 
giving human being.

“When I think about m y  dad, 
I’m  just amazed at his sense of 
community and the fact he 
would do anything he could for 
anyone,” said his son Andy 
Genitti, one of three children 
John had with his wife Toni. He 
is also survived by daughters 
Laura (Kirk) Rentz and Tina 
Genitti, as well as five grand­
children - Avery, Andrew, Mia, 
Olive and Sonny.

“H e  was just such a part of 
this community. I think of all 
the baptism parties, graduation 
parties, birthday parties and 
even gatherings after funerals 
that were held at m y  parents’ 
restaurant over the years. And 
then there were all the employ­
ees. W e ’ve had kids that started 
working for m y  dad and stayed 
on for 30-35 years. W e ’ve had so 
many marriages that came out 
of there with people who met at 
the restaurant,” Andy Genitti 
said. “H e  just touched so many 
lives.”

And while many are calling 
Genitti the heart of the c o m m u ­
nity, ironically it was his own 
heart that failed him in the end. 
When Genitti was 30 years old,

he suffered a massive heart 
attack, but survived after sev­
eral major bypass surgeries.
On Friday night, some 37 years 
later, Genitti suffered another 
heart attack that he could not 
overcome. While saddened, 
family members are thankful 
they were given those 37 years.
Interesting journey

Genitti was b o m  June 10, 
1947, in Detroit, the son of John 
and Clare (nee Aurora) Genitti. 
After growing up on the east 
side in a traditional Italian 
family, he landed a job as a 
copy boy at the Free Press in 
1966. That’s where he met one 
of his best friends, T o m  DeL- 
isle, who, like many, is heart­
broken over Genitti’s death.

One of DeLisle’s best m e m o ­
ries of Genitti was the night in 
July 1967, when the riots broke 
out in Detroit. Their editor at 
the time, the legendary Neal 
Shine, would not let any of 
them leave because of the 
chaos outside. At one point, 
after they put the paper to bed 
in the early morning hours, 
those who remained in the 
building went up on the roof, 
looked out over the city and 
couldn’t believe what they were 
seeing.

“There were fires for as far 
as you could see,” DeLisle said. 
“W e  just stood there with our 
mouths open. John looked over 
at m e  and said, ‘This is what 
Berlin must have looked at the 
end of World War II.’ That was 
the defining day of our lives - 
the day we went from boys to 
men.”

It was a year later that Ge­
nitti was drafted into the U.S. 
A r m y  and served as a sergeant 
during the Vietnam War, the 
same conflict that took the life 
of his brother Charlie. Al­
though many of his friends 
never knew it, Genitti was 
awarded various medals for his 
service, including the Purple 
Heart. DeLisle said he just 
found that out over the week­
end, despite the fact that the 
two remained very close for 
more than four decades.

After the war, Genitti visited 
Northville, where some of his 
aunts lived. In 1972, he ended 
up purchasing a dusty, old gen­
eral store located at 108 E  Main 
Street and converted it into a 
butcher shop. DeLisle rem e m ­

bers Genitti going to Eastern 
Market nearly every day to 
purchase fresh meat back then.

It was that same year he 
married the love of his life, 
Antonia “Toni” Vermiglio.

While the meat market was 
successful and Genitti learned 
all his customers by name, he 
ended up converting it into a 
restaurant. Andy recalls his 
dad telling him the story many 
times of how that came about.

“There was some construc­
tion going on across the street 
and one of the workers came in 
to ask if m y  parents could make 
the crew some sandwiches and 
that led them to start doing 
lunches,“ Andy Genitti said. 
“That same guy came back at 
the conclusion of their project, 
which must have been a year or 
two later, and asked if they 
could cook up a celebration 
dinner. They served those guys 
the same seven-course meal 
they still serve today. They 
were all old family recipes.”

As the business became 
more successful, Genitti 
bought the electronics store 
that was next door, busted a 
hole in the wall (hence the 
name of the restaurant) and 
converted it into the dinner 
theater. Today, Genitti’s is one 
of the most recognized busi­
nesses in town.

There is no downplaying 
how important Genitti’s was to 
downtown Northville’s revival.

“They really changed the 
face of Northville into a place 
that people wanted to come to 
and walk around. That wasn’t 
always the case,” said Roxanne 
Casterline, owner of Casterline 
Funeral H o m e  and a longtime 
close friend of the Genittis.

Northville Mayor Chris 
Johnson, who remembers going 
to the meat market as a teen­
ager, agreed.

“The impact they had on 
downtown is almost kind of 
obvious,” he said. “He started a 
trend of starting with a small

place and expanding it into a 
special place. H e  transformed 
that little meat market into a 
real destination.”

Johnson said Genitti’s com­
mitment to Northville went far 
beyond that of a business own­
er. The Genittis lived in town 
and John was always active in 
community events, especially 
the Memorial Day Parade and 
Veterans Day ceremony. He 
was a member of V F W  Post 
4012 and served on the board 
there. Members say one of his 
pet projects was helping at the 
V A  hospital in Ann Arbor.

Over the years, he also 
would take extra food to home­
less shelters in Detroit and help 
feed the hungry.
Family m a n

If you ask anyone that knew 
him, though, Genitti was, first 
and foremost, a devoted family 
man. In recent years, after he 
and Toni were able to retire and 
let their daughter Laura take 
over, they spent a great deal of 
time with their five grand­
children.

In retirement, they were 
finally able to have some free 
time. They loved boating, tak­
ing their motor home to Florida 
for the winter or to Michigan 
campgrounds with the grand­
children. John particularly 
enjoyed riding his Harley- 
Davidson motorcycle.

In addition to his wife, chil­
dren, grandchildren and be­
loved aunt Mary Ware, Genitti 
leaves behind more close 
friends than can be counted. 
The people who knew him best 
say he was one of the most 
selfless people you would ever 
meet - a m a n  who enjoyed 
great success in life, but who 
also was the most giving person 
around.

“Everything he touched was 
successful. And yet he was the 
most humble, decent, greatest

retirement savings 
account into an IRA, 
there is no tax conse­
quences and the money 
can continue to grow on 
a tax-deferred basis. In 
addition, you will have 
control over your in­
vestments, allowing you 
to invest without having 
to pay excessive fees.

The problem is 
knowing what fees you 
pay.

M a n y  remember that 
the government came 
out with n e w  regula­
tions regarding fees for 
retirement savings 
accounts. The govern­
ment did come out with 
n e w  regulations; howev­
er, the real question is it 
any easier for consum­
ers to analyze a salary- 
deferral program? The 
answer is no.

The bottom line is 
the burden is on you.
It’s not fair, however, 
that $100,000 looks bet­
ter in your pocket and 
that’s what the focus 
should be.

During 
the confrontation, he 
ended up biting her be­
fore obtaining the keys 
to her 2009 Saturn Vue 
and driving away, Yar­
nevich said.

Sbe said police were 
called and an ambulance 
arrived to treat her in­
juries, which were not 
significant.

Yarnevich said she’s 
at the library frequently 
and said others saw the 
suspect at the library 
before the altercation 
occurred.

“He was loitering at

the library all day,” she 
said.

Livonia police Sgt. 
Steve Petsch said the 
vehicle was still missing 
as of Tuesday morning 
and police continue to 
investigate the incident. 
H e  said the weapon was 
not found.

"We never recovered 
a knife,” he said.

He said the suspect is 
described as an African- 
American teenage male, 
ages 14-17, small in stat­
ure with a light complex­
ion and his hair in corn- 
rows. Anyone with in­
formation is encouraged 
to call Livonia police at 
734-466-2470.
Cameras in parking 
lot?

Yarnevich said she is 
not expecting her car to 
be found, but said there’s 
a greater need for secu­
rity in the city parking 
lot, which connects the 
library, the 16th District 
Court and city hall.

There are no cameras 
in the library parking

lot, something she hopes 
will change, especially 
with the variety of peo­
ple who use the library, 
including those who 
would not be able to fend 
off an attacker.

"I was not afraid of 
him using this knife on 
me,” she said. "He 
looked surprised and 
scared when I tried to 
retaliate.”

Yarnevich said she 
plans on meeting with 
city officials to work to 
get cameras installed 
near the lot for security 
purposes. With the level 
of foot traffic in the 
area, she said there is no 
reason not to have the 
cameras watching the 
parking lot after the 
incident Thursday after­
noon.

“P m  going to pursue 
this,” she said. “This is 
not going to fly.”

Plymouth Township 
board whiffs on chance 

to s h o w  leadership
Seemingly for no other reason than to maintain 

their intractability, four members of the Ply­
mouth Township Board continued Tuesday to in­
sist there is strong support for their plan for a 
$350,000 amphitheater in Plymouth Tbwnship 
Park.

Despite a nearly total lack of obvious support 
and a growing and vociferous faction against the 
plan, Supervisor Richard Reaume, TYeasurer Ron 
Edwards, Clerk Nancy Conzelman and TYustee 
Kay Arnold Tliesday voted down a motion by TYus- 
tee Mike Kelly to postpone the controversial pro­
ject.

Kelly had sought to have an agenda item added 
to Tbesday’s meeting to postpone the project until 
after a planned recreation study is completed. Ed­
wards and Reaume have talked about the survey 
for months - and the cost of it was included in the 
budget - but no movement on the study has taken 
place.

When TYiesday’s dust cleared, the vote went the 
same way pretty much all the votes on this project 
have gone: Edwards, Reaume, Conzelman and Ar­
nold pushing the project forward, with Kelly, Bob 
Doroshewitz and Charles Curmi voting it down.

It is increasingly difficult to understand the be­
havior. Reaume, Edwards, Conzelman and Arnold 
continue to tout support they say they’re getting 
from residents, but have shown almost none of it 
publicly.

Few speakers at township board meetings 
have spoken up in favor of the amphitheater and 
township officials have publicly produced no cor­
respondence supporting their position. They’ve 
indicated they believe supporters “are afraid” to 
speak up, but we find that even more difficult to 
believe, although the discussion - from both sides 
- often gets nasty.

Political issues aside, it’s getting too late to get 
the amphitheater built this year anyway. And 
even if there’s time in a dwindling construction 
season to get it built, there’s no time to get anyone 
scheduled to use it.

W h y  not table the issue for a few months and do 
the study township officials have promised for 
months? It would reclaim a little goodwill from 
vocal residents and, if the study shows (as 
Reaume, et al, believe) there’s support for the pro­
ject, it will prove their point and end the debate.

If it shows a lack of support, as cynics believe it 
will, then township officials will have shown the 
kind of leadership their growing band of critics 
claim they lack.

"Stop the Amphitheater" signs started p o p p i n g  u p  
earlier this s u m m e r  in the n e i g h b o r h o o d  near 
P l y m o u t h  T o w n s h i p  Park.

C a m p a i g n  violations

It has come to light Rep. Dian 
Slavens, Michigan House of Repre­
sentatives District 21, has violated 
political campaign rules repeatedly.

Slavens received and utilized the 
names and contact information for 
the Plymouth-Canton Community 
Schools employees for political 
purposes. She used the P-CCS com­
puter system to send bulk email 
letters directly to school district 
employees at work. The purely 
political messages were critical of 
our elected state senator and solic­
ited campaign contributions. She 
even acknowledged the practice 
twice in 2011 and promised then- 
Superintendent Jeremy Hughes 
she would cease the process.

Apparently unrepentant, Sla­
vens did the same thing again in 
March 2014. This was known to 
school board President Judy Madi- 
gan, a major Slavens campaign 
contributor and supporter, and 
Secretary Kim Crouch, (who) 
quashed these rule violations and, 
since the most recent incident, 
have refused to do anything to 
prevent them from reoccurring.

What is also disturbing, Slavens’ 
husband Mark Slavens is a 3rd 
Circuit Court judge and a former 
trustee of the P-CCS school board, 
who knows the P-CCS rules. His 
involvement needs to be investigat­
ed also.

The offices of Michigan At­
torney General and Secretary of 
State should investigate these alle­
gations, as follows are the specifi­
cations:

1) H o w  did Rep. Slavens get the 
contact information of the P-CCS 
employees? Did a P-CCS employee 
provide the contact information or 
someone in the Michigan Education 
Association? What are the legal 
implications of providing confiden­
tial employee information for polit­
ical purposes?

2) Is it a violation of Michigan 
campaign law to use the P-CCS 
computer email system when send­
ing out campaign letters? A  clear 
advantage for Rep. Slavens over 
her opponents by smearing her 
opponents without the ability of the 
opponents to defend themselves.

3) Is it a violation of Michigan 
campaign law to use the P-CCS 
computer email system to solicit 
campaign contributions?

4) Should the P-CCS board and 
trustees be investigated and repri­
manded for not following up on 
these allegations and for not taking 
appropriate action? This appears to 
be a very serious ethical violation.

5) Should 3rd Circuit Court 
Judge Mark Slavens also be in­
vestigated for possible involve­
ment?

Since these incidences first 
occurred in 2011, did these actions 
affect Slavens’ 2012 successful 
re-election? It appears that Slavens 
had an advantage over her political 
opponent. It appears that she is 
looking for an advantage over her 
opponent in this year’s 7th District 
Senate race.

School districts should strive to 
remain neutral in political cam­
paigns and not utilize public funds 
or public employee time in partisan 
campaigns. By not taking action 
and condoning this repeated prac­
tice by one candidate, it appears 
that the Plymouth-Canton school 
board thinks that using these re­
sources for the benefit of one can­
didate is acceptable.

The current iteration of Terry 

Lynn Land ads for U.S. Senate as 
usual are fraught with falsehoods, 
half-truths and deliberate misrep­
resentations. First, with a familiar 
clock ticking in the background, 
the ad accuses Gary Peters of ac­
complishing little, basing the as­
sumption on the fact that he as 
introduced no major legislation.

The political left 
needs to stop supporting 
traditional schools fail­
ing our children, just as 
the political right must 
admit that simply call­
ing a school a “charter” 
does not give it magical 
powers.

W e  need to stop using 
our schools and students 
to make ideological 
points and instead use 
them to prepare our 
children for their fu­
ture.

As the second decade 
of the 21st century 
knowledge economy 
unfolds, Michigan is 
going to be dependent at 
every level on bold lead­
ership with the courage 
to cast off the anchors of 
the past and set sail to 
create a n e w  future.

Senior league goalie tallies 1,000th win, 200th 
shutout with no end in sight to hockey career

Leave it to profession­
al magician Bret “Su­
perman" Beaudry to do 
something otherworldly 
as a senior hockey 
league goaltender.

Last month, the 55- 
year-old Beaudry, a for­
mer Plymouth resident 
who now lives in Harri­
son Township, recorded 
the 1,000th victory of his 
14-years-and-counting 
“beer league" career.

For good measure, 
Beaudry rocks the super­
hero look between the 
pipes, too. H e  wears 
goalie pads and gloves 
sporting Superman’s 
red-yellow-blue color 
scheme and dons a jer­
sey complete with the 
trademark ‘S’ crest on 
the front.

“That’s the fun part," 
Beaudry said when 
asked about what team­
mates and opponents 
think about his on-ice 
persona.

ship and I used to skate 
in Mount Clemens and 
Mount Clemens is closer 
to m y  home.

“But Troy is a much 
nicer facility and ba­
sically I’ve skated more 
games there than I have 
anywhere else.”

Ice hockey has always 
been in his blood, al­
though Beaudry’s super­
yeoman numbers (which 
would make Martin Bro- 
deur blush) never could 
have been predicted 
back in the 1970s.

“I tried out for the 
high school team (Lin­
den) and I was going to 
make the team, but m y  
dad couldn’t afford the 
pads,” Beaudry said. “It 
went dormant after that, 
other than a little bit of 
skating here and there.”
Daughter gets assist

Already a magician, it 
would take quite a trick 
for Beaudry to get back 
on the ice.

That’s exactly what 
happened in the late 
1990s. His daughter Rob­
in, then a junior at what 
then was known as Ply­
mouth Salem, discovered 
floor hockey during g y m  
class.

Robin Beaudry came 
home and pronounced to 
her parents (Bret and 
Christine) that she want­
ed to take up the ice 
hockey version of the 
game in time for the 
1999-2000 school year —  
when Plymouth Salem 
was slated to launch its 
first boys hockey team.

It didn’t matter to her 
that she’d be trying to 
find a spot on the roster 
of a boys team. It would 
be another handful of 
years before girls hock­
ey would begin in ear­

nest at Plymouth-Canton 
Educational Park.

“She talked about the 
Plymouth Salem Rocks 
going to have their first 
inaugural boys varsity 
ice hockey team and she 
so wanted to be their 
goalie,” Bret Beaudry 
said. “She’s a good skater 
and everything, but she 
never had played ice 
hockey.

“So she came home 
and I heard the echoes of 
m e  coming home to m y  
dad and asking to play 
hockey.”

H e  wasn’t about to 
deny her that chance.

They went to a sport­
ing goods store and or­
dered $1,200 worth of 
equipment needed for 
Robin to safely suit up 
for summer drop-in ses­
sions.

“W e  had some money 
in her savings account 
and I said to her, ‘You 
pay $600, I’ll pay $600 
and if you make the 
team, I’ll give you $600 
back.’

“She made the (Salem 
boys) team. She was at 
every practice. And then 
when Senior Night came, 
she got to play the whole 
game and she got a shut­
out.”

One big reason why 
she made the roster was

a relentless summer 
schedule where father 
and daughter went to 
every drop-in session 
they could find.

“I even bought a head­
set she could wear and I 
could coach her from the 
stands,” he said. “Soon I 
found myself in love 
with the sport and play­
ing myself.”

Although Robin later 
played goal for Michigan 
State University’s w o m ­
en’s club team, she ulti­
mately put her skates 
away several years ago.

On the other hand, 
Bret Beaudry was just 
getting started.
Stars tell story

Before long, he was 
playing multiple games a 
week, gaining confi­
dence and swagger.

H e  racked up victo­
ries and shutouts. Each 
whitewashing gave 
Christine Beaudry oppor­
tunity to sew a new star 
on his blue jean jacket.

"Pretty soon, this 
jacket was just full of 
stars,” he said. “Then I 
kept an Excel spread­
sheet, going all the way 
up to break (Detroit Red 
Wings legend Terry) 
Sawchuk’s record at 104.

“After that, I relied on 
the stars (to keep track).

I thought I might actu­
ally live long enough to 
get the 200.”

Beaudry emphasized 
that one reason he is so 
successful is he’s played 
so much.

"There’s a thing I tell 
m y  kids,” he said. “That’s 
if you want to be good at 
something, you got to do 
a lot of it so that it’s sec­
ond nature to you. You 
don’t think about it.”

H e  also doesn’t think 
much about how long 
he’ll be physically able to 
continue strapping on 
the colorful gear and 
stopping hard rubber 
pucks.

The goalie they know 
as Superman does know 
how much he still loves 
the game —  putting in a 
healthy workout to boot 
(something he said 
Christine is thankful 
for).

“I’m  out on the ice the 
whole game,” Beaudry 
said. “It can get tense ... 
because you’re the last 
line of defense. If the 
puck goes in, you can be 
the goat or you can be 
the hero.

“And I actually like 
that. Because by the 
numbers, more times 
than not, I a m  the hero.”

Q: I am past retirement age and a widow and have 
heard something about

In 
any event, it is imperative 
that you have a cohabita­
tion agreement before en­
tering into one of these 
agreements and have coun­
sel review any living ar­
rangement into which you 
enter.Q: I am a senior citizen

conveyance of my home to my children to avoid Medi­
care taking my property. 
What is your answer?

A: M y  answer is that this 
is an extremely complex 
question which should take 
into consideration a whole 
host of factors with which 
you should consult a lawyer 
w h o  specializes in elder 
law.
