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Rental inspections could cost tenants

Canton rental property 
o w ne r s  are likely to push their 
costs onto tenants as the t o w n ­
ship implements a rental in­
spection ordinance affecting 
thousands of apartments a n d  
single-family homes, a n  indus­
try official said Friday.

“T h e r e ’s no other w a y  to recover it,” said Clay Powell, 
director of the G r a n d  Rapids- 
based Rental Property O w n e r s

of Michigan.
T h ose costs could further 

strain renter budgets, Powell 
said, as a healthy rental m a r ­
ket already is pushing up what 
tenants pa y  every month.

His r e m a r k s  c a m e  as the 
Canton T o w n s h i p  B o a r d  of 
TVustees is expected TYiesday 
to give final approval to a  rent­
al inspection ordinance as 
officials m o v e  to identify po­
tentially unsafe living condi­
tions a n d  force property o w n ­
ers to fix problems.

Powell criticized C a nt o n ’s 
plan to inspect rental proper­
ties every t w o  years, calling it 
“absolutely not necessary” a n d  
saying R P O M  favors inspec­
tions every four to six years.

“T h a t  sounds like a m o n e y ­
m a k e r  to m e , ” Powell said.
Safety first

Canton officials disagree, 
saying the p r o g r a m  is intended 
to protect property values and 
ensure renters have a  safe 
place to live.

Canton Municipal Services 
Director T i m  Faas said the 
township has calculated a fee 
structure only to cover the 
costs the township is expected 
to incur as it begins inspec­
tions early next year. U n d e r  
state law, h e  said, Canton c a n ­
not use the p r o g r a m  to gener­
ate revenue.

“Y o u  cannot m a k e  m o n e y  on 
these kinds of services,” Faas 
said, adding Canton has adopt­
ed a fee structure to cover 
“w h a t  w e  call the true cost of

service.”
Faas outlined t w o  sets of 

proposed fees the township 
board will consider TYiesday.

First, rental property o w n ­
ers w o uld face a one-time reg­
istration fee of $100 for single­
family h o m e s  a n d  $200 for 
multi-tenant properties such as 
apartment complexes and 
duplexes. O w n e r s  could be 
forced to p a y  a n  additional 
$200 penalty - a n d  potentially

Canton graduate loves 
bringing creations to life

Chase Woolner has spent time as 
K e rm i t  the F r o g ’s right-hand man. 

Literally.
Woolner, a  2008 Canton H i g h  

School graduate w h o  is building an 
impressive r e s u m e  as a puppeteer, is

c o m i n g  off an appearance on The 
Tonight Show  with J i m m y  Fallon ear­
lier this year. T h e  world’s m o s t  f a m ­
ous frog w a s  on the s h o w  to sing his 
signature anthem, It’s Not Easy Being 
Green, a n d  his handlers needed s o m e ­
one to w o r k  the frog’s right hand.

Considering it’s not a o n e- m a n  job 
to w o r k  the Muppet, Woolner w a s  
m o r e  than h a p p y  to take a hand. After 
all, for a budding puppeteer, working 
with J i m  H e n s o n ’s m o s t  f a m o u s  cre­
ation is top-of-the-mountain stuff.

“It w a s  amazing,” Woolner said of

his Tonight Show  appearance. “J i m  
H e n s o n  revolutionized puppetry. H e ’s 
the reason puppets c a m e  into the 20th 
century.”

The Ibnight S h o w  appearance 
w a s n ’t the first time Woolner, w h o  
earned his bachelor’s degree f r o m  the

A  Canton m a n  accused of trying to kill 
his wife b y  running her d o w n  with a Ford 
F-150 pickup truck has b e e n  released from 
jail as he awaits the o u t c o m e  of his case, 
court records show.

Howe v e r ,  54-year-old J a m e s  Martin 
H o f f m a n  has b e e n  placed on a n  electronic 
tether an d  ordered to stay a w a y  f r o m  his 
wife after W a y n e  C o un t y  Circuit J udge 
V o n d a  E v a n s  reduced his b o n d  f r o m  
$500,000 cash to $75,000, authorities con­
firmed.

Barring a plea deal,
H o f f m a n  could face penal­
ties ranging u p  to life in 
prison if he is convicted on 
charges he tried to kill his 
wife while he w a s  drunk 
during a  domestic incident 
that occurred shortly after 
7 p.m. J u n e  25 at the P r e ­
serve on Fellows Creek, a 
usually quiet c o n d o m i n i u m  
neighborhood near P a l m e r  a n d  Lotz.

H o f f m a n ’s trial hasn’t yet b e e n  sched­
uled, court records indicate. H e  next a p ­
pears before E v a n s  for a  final conference 
set for Sept. 29.

H o f f m a n  w a s  charged with assault 
with intent to murder, felonious assault 
involving a m o t o r  vehicle a n d  having a 
blood-alcohol level that, according to po­
lice, placed h i m  u nder the state’s so-called 
super d r u n k  law.

D e fe n s e  attorney J a m e s  Michael M e n -  
na, during a n  earlier hearing in 35th Dis­
trict Court, argued felony charges should 
be dismissed, saying H o f f m a n  didn’t m e a n  
to h a r m  his wife a n d  alleging there

F o u r  years ago, before she 
b e c a m e  a Plymouth-Canton 
C o m m u n i t y  Schools B o a r d  of 
Education m e m b e r ,  Sheila 
Paton helped launch the L e g ­
islative Action N e t w o r k  as a 
m e a n s  of educating parents 
about the effects of Proposal 
A  on school funding.

After a  couple of years of 
dealing with the district’s 
increasing financial strug­
gles, Paton decided it w a s  
time to regenerate the L A N .

T h e  group, which has no connection to the B o ard of 
Education a n d  is run by P a ­
ton, fellow parent Denise

Z a nd e r  a n d  others, is de­
signed with short- a n d  long­
t e r m  goals in mind.

In the shoit term, Paton 
hopes simply to help parents 
understand the financial 
struggles of the district 
aren’t all locally centered.
Ideas wanted

“W e  w a n t  people to u n ­
derstand this isn’t Plymouth- 
Canton not m a n a g i n g  its 
budget,” Paton said. “This is 
a state funding problem.”

M o r e  long term, the group 
hopes to help local families 
b e c o m e  engaged with their 
legislators in Lansing, w h o  
will have to spearhead a n y  
potential c h an g e  to the w a y

the state funds its school 
district. Paton also hopes the 
g roup c a n  c o m e  u p  with s o m e  
ideas h o w  to fix the problem.

“W e  c a n ’t just say, ‘W e  
d o n ’t like Proposal A, fix it,”’ 
Paton said. " Y o u  have to give 
(legislators) a  w a y  out, a w a y  
to fix it.”

P r o b l e m s  within the dis­
trict that m o s t  agree have 
been caused b y  funding is­
sues contributed to the re­
start of the L A N .  F o r  in­
stance, parents at Bird Ele­
m e nt a r y  School have c o m ­
plained because class sizes 
have caused s o m e  c r o w d e d  
a n d  u n e v e n  split classrooms.

he’s b e e n  the lead p u p p e ­
teer in three other 
movies.
Career moves

It’s probably not a 
surprising career trajec­
tory for a  kid w h o  g r e w  
up in Chicago a n d  then in 
the Detroit area, w h e r e  
puppeteering is - if y o u ’ll 
pardon the expression - 
an art form.

“Chicago has a strong 
puppeteering history and 
the Puppeteers of A m e r ­
ica started in Detroit,” 
said Woolner, a  24-year- 
old Canton resident. “T h e  
Detroit Institute of Arts 
has the largest collection 
of puppets this side of the 
Mississippi.”

Influenced b y  his ex­
posure to puppets -  a ton 
of puppets c o m i n g  to 
television an d  the M a r ­
shall Fields Christmas 
display m a d e  use of them, 
as well -  Woolner got 
started at a  y o u n g  age.

“T h ere w e r e  a  lot of 
puppets on T V  a n d  that 
caught m y  eye,” Woolner 
said. “I started perform­

ing w h e n  I w a s  about 5.”
H e  w o r k e d  as an ap­

prentice to other p u p p e ­
teers and, at the tender 
age of 8, b e c a m e  the 
youngest m e m b e r  ever of 
the S a n  Francisco P u p p e ­
teers Guild, a group start­
ed b y  the parents of 
F r a n k  Oz, the puppeteer 
w h o  created a n d  voices 
M u p p e t s  like Fozzie B e a r  
a n d  Miss Piggy.
Creative mold

That experience 
helped shape Woolner’s 
career, because e v e n  at 
such a y o u n g  ag e  it m a d e  
h i m  realize he could 
m a k e  a living.

“It w a s  a  great place 
for m e  as a n  8-year-old to 
m e e t  adults,” Woolner 
said. “F r o m  an early age,
I k n e w  (puppetry) could 
be d o n e  as a  job.”

H e  c o m e s  b y  the cre­
ative urge honestly, since 
both parents w e r e  
graphic designers in 
Chicago. H e  w a s  always 
performing with puppets 
at h o m e  a n d  h e  e v e n  took 
t h e m  to school, w h e r e  he 
o v e r c a m e  his introverted 
side b y  performing for 
his classmates.

“It’s a n  easier f o r m  of 
communication for s o m e ­

on e  w h o  has a difficult 
time socially,” Woolner 
said. “I think I w a s  in m y  
o w n  world. I w a s  per­
forming for them. M y  
friends a n d  classmates 
w e r e  always very suppor­
tive. I w a s  entertaining them.”

Classmates w e r e  sup­
portive e n o u g h  that W o o l ­
ner even started a p u p ­
petry club w h e n  he got to 
Canton H i g h  School.

H e  said the club d r e w  
a  couple of dozen inter­
ested students every year 
a n d  continued for a few 
years even after he grad­
uated.
Class by himself

English teacher Leola 
Gee, w h o  also runs the 
student n e w s p a p e r  The 
Perspective, w a s  the 
faculty sponsor for the 
club an d  Woolner said she 
w a s  very supportive.

G e e  said she w a s  pret­
ty sure Woolner w a s  in­
terested in puppetry 
w h e n  she m e t  h i m  as a 
ninth-grader. H e  w o r e  a 
J i m  H e n s o n  jacket, had 
sketches of unfinished 
puppets a n d  m a d e  class 
presentations involving 
c u s t o m - m a d e  puppets.

“W e  d o n ’t h a v e  a lot of 
jurisdiction in mobile 
h o m e  parks,” Faas said.

A  second proposed set 
of fees applies to actual 
inspections to c h eck for 
faulty furnaces, blocked 
fire exits, plumbing 
problems, electrical is­

sues a n d  other safety 
hazards. T h o s e  are pro­
posed at $200 for single­
family h o m e s  an d  $200 
for each apartment build­
ing, duplex or multi-unit 
building. T h e  fee covers 
inspections of exterior 
a n d  c o m m o n  areas such 
as hallways.

Moreover, o w ne r s  
w o u l d  face an additional 
$60-per-unit inspection 
fee for interior inspec­
tions of apartment build­
ings, duplexes an d  other 
multi-unit buildings.

Faas provided a n  ex­
ample, saying the o w n e r  
of 10 duplexes w ould face 
a  total of $3,200 in regis­
tration an d  inspection 
fees.

Canton officials have

earlier indicated they 
could t w e a k  the fees 
after they i m p l e m e n t  the 
p r o g r a m  a n d  h a v e  a  bet­
ter handle on the time - 
a n d  cost - it takes in­
spectors to d o  their job.
Others do it

Official say the pro­
g r a m  is patterned after 
similar efforts already 
adopted b y  s o m e  c o m m u ­
nities, saying it protects 
property values an d  ten­
ants.

Faas indicated Canton 
is expected to start its 
inspections as early as 
January on the north side 
a n d  m o v e  south over a 
two-year period.

Funding inequity

T h e  district initially 
cut its kindergarten 
para-professionals 
(before deciding to eat 
the cost an d  find fund­
ing elsewhere) before 
restoring them. And, 
of course, there are the 
transportation issues 
at the start of the 
school year, w h ich are 
m o r e  organizational 
than funding, though 
cutting bus routes to 
save m o n e y  likely 
contributed to the 
problem, according to 
transportation offi­
cials.

T h e  problem, as the 
group sees it, is the 
inequity in levels of 
funding. F o r  instance, 
b e n c h m a r k  school 
districts in Northville 
a n d  Livonia each get 
nearly $8,100 per pupil, 
while Plymouth-Can- 
ton’s funding is only 
$7,251. A n n  A r b o r  gets 
s o m e  $9,100, but it’s a 
“hold-harmless” dis­
trict under Proposal A.

“W e  should b e  get­
ting at least the s a m e  
funding as Northville 
a n d  Livonia,” Paton 
said. “W e ’re not trying 
to drag those districts 
down. W e ’re trying to 
bring ours up.”

M i k e  Pare of C a n ­
ton, a parent w h o  is a 
regular at board m e e t ­
ings, w a s  at this w e e k ’s 
L A N  meeting and 
hopes parents u n ­
derstand there “isn’t a 
‘m o n e y  tree’ to p a y  for 
what the district 
needs.”
Decades of 
change

“T h e  ‘m o n e y  thing’ 
is pretty important, 
especially w h e n  you 
d o n ’t have e n ou g h  to 
do what needs to be 
done,” Pare said. “A n d  
it is clear P - C C S  
doesn’t have enough. I 
think Proposal A  could 
be a m e n d e d  to allow 
P - C C S  to bring the 
district in line with 
Northville an d  Livonia, 
because w e  are c o m ­
peting with t h e m  for 
administrators and 
teachers.”

Districts around the 
state ha d  a chance to 
approve “hold-harm­
less” millage levies 
w h e n  Proposal A  w a s  
passed; Plymouth- 
Canton voters turned 
d o w n  the chance. P a ­
ton understands that, 
but said the c o m m u n i ­
ty has c h an g e d  so 
m u c h  in 20 years that a 
n e w  opportunity 
should be afforded it.

T h e  L A N  has m e t  
twice now, m o s t  re­
cently W e d n e s d a y  
night. Pare w a s  at the 
W e d n e s d a y  meeting 
a n d  said the network 
c a n  be a  g o o d  source 
for parents.

“I think the L A N  
can help educate par­
ents on the current 
realities of school 
funding a n d  h o w  it 
works,” Pare said.
“Only educated par­
ents advocating for 
their children will 
solve the current fund­
ing issues.”

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W - W  considers request on property transfer
Citing such things as aca­

demics an d  the welfare of their 
children, a group of h o m e o w n ­
ers in southwest Canton T o w n ­
ship is asking W a y n e  R E S A  to 
m a k e  a block transfer of their 
neighborhood f r o m  the W a y n e -  
Westland to the Plymouth- 
Canton C o m m u n i t y  Schools.

Seventy-five resident prop­
erty o w ne r s  of the Parkview 
Estates Subdivision H o m e o w n ­
ers Association filed petitions 
Aug. 25 for a  Block TVansfer of 
Property with W a y n e  R E S A ,  
citing convenience, the welfare 
of their children, economics, 
academics an d  private schools 
as reasons for their request.

T h e  residents live on L a n c e ­
lot a n d  A m b e r  Drive in the 
subdivision, w hich is located 
b e tw e e n  Sheldon a n d  Lilley, 
south of Palmer.

W a y n e  R E S A  m u s t  take 
action on the request within 60 
days of the petition being filed. 
According to W a y n e  County 
Superintendent Chris Wigent, 
the intermediate school board 
has asked for the position of 
Wayne-Westland a n d  Plymouth- 
Canton on the request before it 
takes action at its Oct. 15 m e e t ­

ing.
“T h e  b oard’s decision will be 

based on the reco m m e n da t i o n  
of the t w o  districts,” Wigent 
said. "If both boards say no, it 
will go to the Michigan Depart­
m e n t  of Education for a deci­
sion. T h e  (intermediate) board 
will receive their positions and, 
if they are both no, I will rec­
o m m e n d  that it be sent to the 
state.”
Making a decision

Plymouth-Canton has al­
ready m a d e  a decision not to 
r e c o m m e n d  the transfer, with 
Wayne-Westland taking u p  the 
request at M o n d a y ’s school 
board meeting. W a y n e - W e s t ­
land Superintendent Michele

H a r m a l a  is r e c o m m e n d i n g  the 
board oppose the petition.

In m a k i n g  her r e c o m m e n d a ­
tion, H a r m a l a  pointed out that 
Wayne-Westland is "providing 
quality educational opportuni­
ties to all of its students” and, 
like the Plymouth-Canton dis­
trict, has received the color 
yellow on the Michigan Depart­
m e n t  of Education scorecard.

In a  first reading of the reso­
lution last Tliesday, the Ply­
mouth-Canton B o a r d  of E d u c a ­
tion c a m e  to a consensus that it 
w o uld be against the property 
transfer.

" T h e  general sentiment is 
that the board w o uld not be in 
favor of this request,” Superin­
tendent Dr. Michael Meissen

said.
G a r y  Collins, general coun­

sel for the B o a r d  of Education, 
said districts have b e e n  oppos­
ing these kinds of transfers for 
"the last 20 years.”

" O n e  of the issues districts 
have is if y o u  look at a transfer, 
it’s based on a student p o p ­
ulation that y o u  have at the 
time,” Collins told the board 
Tbesday. “Within 5-10 years, 
y o u  could have a different 
population that could b e  better 
served b y  the residual school 
district. Generally, school dis­
tricts are against property 
transfers.”
Reasons for transfer

In requesting the block 
transfer, residents maintain that Plymouth-Canton has 
Bentley Elementary within one 
mile of the subdivision, as op­
posed to Wayne-Westland’s 
Walker-Winter Elementary, 
w h ich is four miles away. T h e y  
also contend that their children 
live in Canton Town s h i p  and 
use its services, but are sep­
arated b y  the educational set­
ting. T h e y  called the separation 
“forced segregation” that dis­
connects the children f r o m  
their neighborhood friends and 
peers a n d  “denies our children

the ability to truly belong to the 
Canton community.”

Likewise, the residents co n ­
tend that their children are 
being placed at an economic 
disadvantage b y  being sent to a 
“less effective a c a d e m i c  pro­
gram,” based on the M E A P  
scores at Bentley School, 
which, they said, average 20 
percent higher than Walker- 
Winter.T h e y  also indicated that 
m a n y  students in the neigh­
borhood attend private and 
public charter schools a n d  that 
the transfer w o uld "encourage 
residents to reassess their 
current choice to pursue an 
alternative to public schools, 
potentially bring funds b a c k  to 
the local public school system.”

It has been m a n y  years since 
W a y n e  R E S A  has received a 
petition for block transfer.

“I used to see these w h e n  I 
w a s  with the Calhoun ISD; it 
used to h a pp e n  a  lot, then 
schools of choice c a m e  in,” 
Wigent said. "I’v e  b e e n  here 
seven years a n d  this is m y  first. 
It’s just not as prevalent as it 
used to be.”

Local w o m a n ’s ArtPrize project challenges race views

Imagine a n  artist 
creating a  piece which 
d r a w s  attention to a so­
cial issue that w i nds up 
forcing the artist to re­
think the issue itself.

Ironically, that’s what 
has h a p p e n e d  to Novi 
native Veronica Kirin, 
n o w  a resident of G r a n d  
Rapids, with her Art- 
Prize project titled T h e  
Gradient of Humanity.

It started out based on 
the idea that wonderfully 
beautiful skin tone is 
only skin deep. Kirin 
w a nt e d  to s h o w  a light- 
to-dark gradient of skin 
tones, but soon realized 
that w o uld require a call 
for certain d e m o g r a p h ­
ics - a  f o r m  of racial 
profiling that her piece 
w a s  m e a n t  to challenge.

“I b e g a n  to feel very 
a w k w a r d , ” Kirin said. “I 
actually ha d  to start 
profiling m y  friends, 
family a n d  acquaint­
ances in order to fill the 
project. That m a d e  m e  
back off for a while, 
leaving the final project 
a little sparser than I’d 
hoped."After graduating in 
2009 with a  bachelor of 
arts degree in social 
anthropology f r o m

Kirin

G r a n d  Valley State Un i ­
versity, Kirin has m a d e  
her m a r k  as a freelance 
photographer, consultant 
a n d  w e b  designer.

O n e  ca n  v i e w  her 
entry in progress online 
(http^/gradientofhuman- 
ity.com/) before the first 
public viewing Sept. 23. 
T h a t  kickoff party - free 
an d  o p e n  to the public - 
will be at the Bo ar d w a l k 
C o n d o m i n i u m s  (904 M o n ­
roe A v e n u e  N W ,  G r a n d  
Rapids). A t  16 feet wide 
b y  3  feet tall, the final 
print will take u p  a full 
wall at the complex.

“Participants are ar­
ranged f r o m  lightest 
skin tone to the darkest,

literally a h u m a n  gradi­
ent,” as stated on the 
website’s h o m e  page. “It 
is a reflection on the 
beauty of us all, both 
skin d e e p  a n d  beneath 
the skin. M e a n t  as a cele­
bration, this piece will 
challenge its viewers to 
see b e y o n d  their first 
impressions a n d  address 
the essence of w h a t  w e  
are.”W h ile the project’s 
first purpose is not to 
address social a n d  racial 
issues, according to Ki­
rin, viewers are encour­
aged to feel challenged 
in that way.

“That is, so m u c h  of 
our society is based on 
hard lines, black and 
white a n d  far extremes,” 
she said. “B y  arranging 
participants in a linear 
coloring with no discern­
ible separation, it is

h o ped that preconceived 
notions might be dis­solved.”

Kirin h a d  initially 
h o ped to have a  greater 
group of participants to 
demonstrate a  m o r e  
gradual gradient.

“To m e ,  this w a s  in­
tegral to the integrity of 
the project, to displaying 
the lack of drastic differ­
ences b e tw e e n  us,” she 
said. “Unfortunately, I 
encountered an a w k ­
ward n e s s  I could not 
overcome.”

B e ca u s e  requested 
participation eventually 
required racial profiling, 
the participants in the 
project remained a bare 
m i n i m u m .  Still, she 
hopes that it’s e n o u g h  to 
prove her point -  “that 
our skin is beautiful in 
all its variation a n d  race 
is terribly subjective.”

U p  to the project’s 
printing a n d  public view­
ing -  a n d  e v e n  afterward 
-  Kirin w e l c o m e s  partici­
pants. O f  course, not 
everyone will be pic­
tured in the final print 
for ArtPrize, but all the 
participants will be rec­
ognized o n  her website’s 
Participants page.

Although the project 
is based in G r a n d  R a p ­
ids, participants aren’t 
required to live there. B y  
the basic premise of the 
piece, people f r o m  any 
a n d  e v e r y w h e re  are 
encouraged to partici­
pate. (It’s pretty simple - 
shoot a  photo of yourself 
in a black shirt f r o m  the 
shoulders u p  in front of a 
light background; sign a 
waiver an d  send her 
your photo.) If y o u  live

locally, contact Kirin to 
schedule your shoot. See 
her website’s G e t  In­
volved page for details.

Participants are also 
asked to fill out a short 
bio online. “I feel those 
stories a d d  a n  important 
dimension to the piece, 
bringing religion, gender 
a n d  world-view into what 
w a s  once only visual,” 
Kirin said. “I h o p e  that 
this project will chal­
lenge ArtPrize goers, if 
only a  little. Overtly, the 
project is about the b e a u ­
ty of h u m a n  skin. But 
covertly, it is obviously 
about race a n d  gender.”

I have to say, ours aren’t 
your average cheeseburgers on 
the grill. No. 1,1 only use a 
W e b e r  kettle grill -  yes, char­
coal over gas. That w a y  you can 
use mesquite w o o d  chips - and 
plenty of t h e m  -  to ad d  a s m o k y  
flavor that, in m y  opinion, is 
hard to beat.

W h e n  I got started, the

A b o u t  1-2 
minutes before taking off, add 
cheese (if desired) to each pat­
ty.

Anderson’s pink ribbon 
license plate n o w  available With 13 locations in Greater Detroit

T h e  Michigan state 
Senate has passed Senate 
Resolution 108, intro­
d uced b y  state Sen. Glenn 
Anderson, D-Westland, to 
establish October as 
Breast C a nc e r  A w a r e ­
ness Month.

Additionally, the M i c h ­
igan Secretary of State 
b egan m a k i n g  available 
last w e e k  the n e w  Breast 
Cancer A w a r e n e s s  li­
cense plate that w a s  es­
tablished b y  a  bill in­
troduced b y  Anderson.

Since Senate Bill 101 
w a s  signed into law in 
last D e c e m b e r ,  Ande r s o n  
has b e e n  working with 
the Secretary of State’s 
office to finalize the 
preparation of Michi­
g a n ’s Pink Ribbon license 
plate. O n  Sept. 15, the 
specialty fundraising 
license plate b e c a m e  
officially available to 
order through an y  Michi­
gan Secretary of State 
office.

In 2011, Ande r s o n  
introduced a  bill to create 
a  Pink R i bb o n  license 
plate to help fund the 
Michigan Breast and 
Cervical C a nc e r  Control 
Prog r a m ,  w h i c h  is within 
the Michigan D e pa r t ­

m e n t  of C o m m u n i t y  
Health. This p r o g r a m  
a n d  the funding that the 
fundraising plate will 
generate will provide 
m u c h - n e e d e d  breast 
cancer screening and 
treatment to uninsured 
a n d  underinsured citi­
zens across Michigan.

After the bill w a s  
signed into law, the Sec- 
retary of State required a 
$15,000 start-up fee for 
the initial creation and 
implementation of a n e w  
fundraising license plate. 
A n d e r s o n  w o r k e d  with 
local hospitals a n d  or­
ganizations to raise this 
m o n e y  privately.

"This license plate 
truly raises m o n e y  for a 
good cause an d  will help 
save lives in Michigan,’’ 
A n d e r s o n  said. "It took a 
lot of hard w o r k  to get the 
idea through the Legisla­
ture a n d  m a k e  it a  reality 
a n d  I a m  excited that w e  
will n o w  see these plates 
out on the road a n d  start 
raising m o n e y  for cancer 
screening an d  treat­
ment."

F o r  the initial pur­
chase of each fundraising 
plate, a $35 fundraising 
fee in addition to any

applicable registration 
fee is charged. T h e  
Breast a n d  Cervical C a n ­
cer Control P r o g r a m  will 
receive $25. If an o w n e r  
already has a plate on his 
or her vehicle, the regis­
tration cost already paid 
will be credited toward 
the fundraising plate. In 
this case, only the $35 
fundraising fee is due. 
Therefore, there is no 
need to wait to purchase 
this plate until expiration 
of a current plate.

W h e n  renewing a 
fundraising plate, a small 
$10 fundraising fee in 
addition to the annual 
registration fee is 
charged. T h e  Breast and 
Cervical C a nc e r  P r o g r a m  
will receive the $10. To 
order your fundraising 
license plate, contact a 
local Secretary of State 
office or go online to 
print out a n  order f o r m  at 
w w w . m  ichigan. gov/sos.

O N E  A P P O I N T M E N T  T W O  DIAGNOSES
W h e n  a person comes to a physician with a problem, the person 

expects that a single diagnosis will explain the matter. The physician 
also feels that way because medical training emphasizes that a single 
diagnosis comes from bringing a number of different findings into a 
single entity. For instance: fever, cough, muscle aching and fatigue all 
fit together as defining a viral illness.

However, when a physician deals with someone with hand pain, 
the doctor must keep his mind open to looking for more than a single 
condition to answer all the concerns the patient brings up.

The patient may start by saying that he thinks that the problem is 
arthritis because his hands hurt all the time. That will get a physician’s 
attention because a characteristic of arthritis is that the pain worsens 
with activity and is relieved by rest. Night pain doesn’t c o m e  from 
inflamed joints but from disordered nerves.

Yet the doctor’s examination may show that the patient’s knuckles 
are enlarged, that the wrists don’t move well, and that the hand joints 
are enlarged and hurt when the physician palpates them, all features 
of arthritis.

What the patient is experiencing is two problems: arthritis of the 
hands and neuropathy of the fingers. Likely, each problem alone is 
mild and represents a mild nuisance to the patient. The two problems 
together create impairment that the patient cannot ignore.

Treatment can be difficult. The doctor must explain to the patient 
that two problems exist in the hand and each one requires a different 
approach and therapy. The arthritis pain m ay recede with aspirin like 
therapy. The nerve ending dysfunction requires more diagnostic studies 
and a different medication.

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5 things you can do in 5 minutes to prepfor an interview

Things that take around five 
minutes to accomplish: making 
popcorn, showering, ordering cof­
fee (depending on the line), paying 
a bill online and propping for an 
interview. Yep, that’s right. There 
are some simple things you can do 
in a short amount of time to ensure 
that you’re confident from the m o ­
ment the interview begins.

Here are five ways to prep for 
an interview in five minutes:

1. Select a winning outfit
First impressions are impor­

tant, and your appearance is part 
of the first impression you make 
on hiring managers. It only takes 
a few minutes to pick out an out­
fit, but what you choose can actu­
ally speak to the type of worker 
you m a y  be. According to a 
CareerBuilder survey, when asked 
to advise job seekers on the best 
color to wear to 
a job interview, 
employers most 
often recom­
mended 
blue (23 
percent) 
and
black (15

percent). Not only did orange top 
the list of the worst color to wear, 
but it was also most likely to be 
associated with someone w h o  is 
unprofessional.

Also consider factors such as 
fit, accessories and other ele­
ments of your appearance (nails, 
polished shoes, etc.). You want to 
stand out, but you don’t want it to 
be because of a bad outfit choice.

2. Read the company’s 
“about us" section

While you should invest time 
in researching the company and 
role before an interview, if you 
only have five minutes, head to 
the company’s website and give 
its “about us’’ section a good 
read. There you should find in­
formation such as the company’s 
mission statement, its core 
values and general c o m ­
pany facts. A  quick 
read like that can

when you demonstrate h o w  your 
approach to doing business aligns 
with the company’s.

3. Practice your 
“elevator pitch”

The c o m m o n ,  “So, tell m e  
about yourself,” question or 
variant of it usually c o mes up 
right at the start of an inter­
view. While it m a y  seem like 
the easiest question to answer, 
a question that broad can actu­
ally be tricky. H o w  do you 
truly tell this hiring manager 
w h o  doesn’t k n o w  you and 
w h o m  you want to impress 
everything about your work 
experience without going on 
and on? Instead, take a few 
minutes beforehand to practice 
your “elevator pitch,” or a

15-30 second overview

what you do

what you've accomplished.

4. Determine the best route 
to your destination

You could spend days propping 
for an interview, but if you show 
up late, it could all be for naught. 
A  simple solution is to check out 
the location’s address beforehand, 
consider what traffic conditions 
m a y  be like, and plan out the best 
route and mode of transportation 
that will get you there on time (or 
better yet, early).

5. Review your resume
After spending hours updating 

your resume, you m a y  think you

know it backward and forward. 
But while you may have added 
in a section about your current 
job. did you look back at what 
you wrote for previous jobs?
It’s easy to forget details about 
earlier work, so don’t get caught 
off guard if asked about a certain 
project at a former company, 
especially if it relates to the job 
for which you’re applying.
