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Canton’s top cop aces FBI academy

Todd Mutchler toured the 
9/11 Memorial in N e w  York, 
followed the Yellow Brick 
Road, developed a global net­
work of law-enforcement con­
tacts and paid tribute to fallen 
Canton police officer Gordon 
“Lew" Stevens in the nation’s 
capital.

After a whirlwind summer, 
Mutchler has returned to his 
job as Canton Public Safety 
director after he amassed a 
lifetime of memories and aced 
a rigorous, 10-week course with 
the 257th class of the FBI N a ­
tional Academy in Quantico, Va.

Todd Mutchler, Canton Public Safety 
director, received a diploma from 
the FBI National Academy.

Mutchler, 50, became a 
straight-A graduate and now 
ranks as one of only three law-

enforcement officers in the 
Canton Police Department’s 
history to receive the FBI acad­
e m y ’s esteemed honor. H e  ranks 
it among his greatest achieve­
ments.

“It’s up there," he said, sit­
ting in his office.

His framed diploma hangs on 
one wall, across the room from 
the yellow brick he earned from 
a grueling physical fitness chal­
lenge along a 6.2-mile, hilly, 
wooded obstacle course dubbed 
the “Yellow Brick Road." H e  
didn’t need a wizard’s help for 
endurance; already in shape, he 
trained before departing for the 
academy in mid-July with rigor­
ous exercise that shed 25

pounds from his 225-pound 
frame.

Mutchler was among a class 
of 210 of the best law-enforce­
ment officers from 49 states, 26 
countries and the U.S. Army, Air 
Force and Marines. Canton 
Township Trustee John Anthony, 
a former FBI special agent, 
helped boost Mutchler’s selec­
tion.

“This is another star on the 
flag, so to speak, for the Canton 
Public Safety Department,” 
Anthony said, an honor he called 
important amid crime trends 
that are increasingly global. 
“Todd can now pick up the 
phone and talk to contacts not 
just in Michigan, but across the

nation and world.’’
O n  a personal level, Anthony 

said, “Todd is just a great guy 
and he’s an outstanding director 
of public safety. For him to have 
aced this course is no small 
accomplishment. It’s very spe­
cial."

Mutchler brought home nu­
merous stories from his FBI 
academy training, paid by the 
federal government:

» During a trip to the Nation­
al L a w  Enforcement Memorial 
in Washington, D.C., he attended 
a ceremony and read aloud the 
name of Gordon “Lew" Stevens, 
the late Canton police officer

A LASTING LEGACY?Canton tackles nearly $100

Canton Township faces a staggering 
$99.5 million price tag for unfunded 
health care and pension obligations, 
n e w  figures show, but officials say 
far-reaching measures are in place to 
push back against the tidal wave of 
so-called legacy costs.

The numbers are brutal, seemingly 
beyond control. Yet, local officials ap­
pear confident they have m a d e  positive

strides that, unmistakably, proved 
painful to concession-weary employees 
and residents whose public safety tax­
es increased twice within four years.

Township TYustee Pat Williams 
called unfunded legacy costs a major 
linchpin in his decision to campaign for 
public office in 2008.

“W e  are making the good moves to 
begin to mitigate the unfunded legacy 
costs," Williams said. “But w e  have a 
long w a y  to go."

Indeed.

Canton is wrestling with $72.6 mil­
lion in unfunded health care costs, a 
stunning 93.3 percent of the township’s 
overall $77.8 million health care price 
tag for employees and retirees, accord­
ing to figures requested through Fi­
nance Director W e n d y  Trumbull.

Though less striking, Canton faces 
$26.9 million in unfunded pension costs, 
or 27.7 percent of the township’s nearly 
$97.1 million tab.

The Democratic crowd inside 
U A W  Local 182 Hall in Livonia 
erupted in cheers after hearing 
another candidate planned a 
write-in campaign for the 11th 
Congressional District, taking 
more votes away from the Repub­
lican nominee.

Speaking at a rally for candi­
date Bobby McKenzie, U.S. Rep. 
Sander Levin told a crowd he 
received news current U.S. Rep. 
Kerry Bentivolio had planned to 
file as a write-in for the race, 
even after being defeated in the 
primary by challenger Dave Trott 
earlier this summer.

Levin, along with his brother, 
U.S. Sen. Carl Levin, U.S. Sen. 
Debbie Stabenow, U.S. Rep. Dan 
Kildee and former U.S. Rep. D a ­
vid Curson held a campaign rally 
Thursday at the U A W  building in 
Livonia for McKenzie, who is

Native son Romney rallies GOP troops

Two-time presidential 
contender Mitt Romney 
rallied area Republicans in 
Livonia on Thursday, stump­
ing with U.S. Senate hopeful 
Terri Lynn Land and a host of 
other candidates for state 
and national offices.

Romney, the former gov­
ernor of Massachusetts and a 
Michigan native whose fa­
ther, George, was governor 
from 1963-69, spoke to sever­
al hundred people at Laurel 
Manor, criticizing President 
Barack Obama, w h o  defeat­
ed him in the 2012 presi­
dential race, and saying a

Land win would be important 
in helping Republicans take 
control of the Senate and 
push a G O P  agenda.

“Her voice will be one of

those that takes us in a very 
different direction," said 
Romney, w h o  was given a 
standing ovation and loudly 
cheered several times during 
his short speech.

Visitors to the event were 
met by protesters gathered 
outside w h o  held up signs 
critical of Land and suppor­
tive of M a r k  Schauer, a D e m ­
ocrat w h o  is challenging 
Republican Gov. Rick Snyder 
in this fall’s gubernatorial 
election. Snyder did not at­
tend Thursday.

A  Republican-controlled 
Senate, R o m n e y  said, would 
help the country secure the

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running against TVott in 
the 11th Congressional 
District.

"We have over 200 
volunteers right now. W e  
have one of the most ag­
gressive field operations 
in the country," McKenzie 
said. “It is a grassroots 
insurgency. Things are 
trending well.

“This is the year. If 
w e ’re going to win, this is

the year."
It was the second c a m ­

paign rally to take place 
Thursday in Livonia; the 
Republican Party held a 
rally at Laurel Manor for 
various candidates, in­
cluding TVott and U.S. 
Senate candidate Terri 
Lynn Land. Former presi­
dential candidate Mitt 
Romney made a stop to 
campaign for area Repub­
licans, bringing several 
big political names to the 
city in one day.

Some current officer 
holders at the event, in­

cluding Stabenow, made 
mention of the other polit­
ical event in town that day 
and their stance on the 
auto industry bailouts 
from several years ago.

"While Mitt Romney is 
just across the way for 
Terri Lynn Land and Bob­
by’s opponent and every­
one else who thought we 
should let the auto indus­
try g o ... I can’t imagine a 
House m e m b e r  that would 
feel the same way or 
stand next to somebody 
who would believe that,” 
she said.

Levin talked about the 
11 District’s odd shape, 
one he said was gerry­
mandered by Repub­
licans, which contains 
several western Wayne 
County communities be­
fore heading north of 
Eight Mile to Oakland 
County. The Oakland 
County portion stretches 
across the county from 
Milford to TVoy and splits 
some communities, in­
cluding tiny Clawson in 
southeast Oakland County.

“They cut Clawson into 
two pieces,” he said. "So

when you’re a m e m b e r  of 
Congress, you and I are 
going to b u m p  up into 
each other."

McKenzie said he 
knows he will not expect 
to have more campaign 
funds to work with than 
Trott, something both 
campaigns have agreed 
on: A n  email Thursday 
from the TVott campaign 
indicated TVott had nearly 
$1.1 million cash on-hand, 
while McKenzie had just 
more than $68,000 enter­
ing the third quarter.

McKenzie said it was

important for voters to 
see his record over the 
years and compare it to 
TVott’s, a lawyer whose 
law firm conducted fore­
closures.

"TVott is certainly go­
ing to outspend me,” he 
said. “But for the last 18 
years, I’ve been trying to 
make the world a better 
place and Dave TVott has 
been taking away people’s 
homes.”

Stevens was killed 
in 2003 when his patrol 
car was struck by anoth­
er vehicle after he 
stopped at an investiga­
tion scene.

>» During the acad­
emy, Mutchler encoun­
tered the likes of U.S. 
A r m y  Chief Warrant 
Officer Michael Durant, 
among those who spent 
time in captivity after 
their aircraft was shot 
down, in Somalia, a story 
told in the book and film 
Black H a w k  Down.

» During a trip to N e w  
York City, Mutchler went 
to One World TVade Cen­
ter and toured the 9/11 
Memorial. “Touring that, 
it’s like 9/11 was yester­
day,” he said. The trip 
included a visit to N e w  
York Police Department 
headquarters, home to a 
data-driven, crime-fight­
ing program that Mutch­
ler already had begun 
implementing in Canton.

“It was like going to 
Mecca for me,” he said.

Mutchler’s studies 
and travels during the 
FBI National Academy 
have inspired him to 
continue improving 
Canton’s already-ac­
claimed public safety 
department and crime­
fighting efforts. H e  
brought back n e w  knowl­
edge and a global net­
work of law-enforcement 
contacts, should Canton 
need them.

"The larger value to 
Canton Township is that 
w e  are now plugged into 
a worldwide network of

law-enforcement,” 
Mutchler said, "and this 
has broadened our rela­
tionship with the FBI.”

While he was away, 
Mutchler said his depart­
ment’s top brass kept 
him abreast of situations, 
though he never doubted 
their ability to lead. H e  
said it’s a top-tier public 
safety culture long nur­
tured in Canton and 
supported by the likes of 
township Supervisor Phil 
La Joy.

Mutchler earned 
perfect FBI academy 
marks for six graduate- 
level courses in leader­
ship, labor law and phys­
ical fitness, while living 
in a shared dormitory 
room. H e  adapted to a 
hard-studying lifestyle 
he last experienced 
while earning his m a s ­
ter’s degree in inter­
disciplinary technology 
in 2002 from Eastern 
Michigan University.

H e  smiled as he re­
called the FBI ceremony 
when he received his 
diploma. H e  approached 
the stage, paused and 
took in the moment as he 
looked across an audi­
ence where his wife Kay 
sat with their sons Alex, 
21, and Aaron, 15. Then, 
he faced FBI Director 
James C o m e y  and re­
ceived the latest honor in 
his 27-year career in 
Canton, one he dreamed 
of since he became in­
volved in police work.

Mutchler believes the 
experience improved his 
leadership. A n d  when 
asked if he believes it 
has made him a better 
person, he didn’t hesti- 
tate: “Absolutely, I do.”
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R O M N E Y
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U.S. border with Mexico, 
fulfill what he called the 
failed promise of health 
care reform and keep 
control of education is­
sues at the state level.
'Tragic mistakes'

R o m n e y  attacked Oba­
m a  on those issues and 
others, including the 
Keystone oil pipeline that 
has not been given presi­
dential approval and the 
rise of n e w  terrorism 
concerns in the Middle 
East.

“It’s just tragic, the 
mistakes that have been 
made,” R o m n e y  said. 
R o m n e y  was also a R e ­
publican presidential 
candidate in 2008, but lost 
the nomination to Sen 
John McCain, R-Arizona.

Land, w h o  faces U.S. 
Rep. Gary Peters, D- 
Bloomfield Hills, in the 
contest to replace the 
retiring Democratic Sen. 
Carl Levin, spoke next, 
touching on some of the 
same issues.

Canton certainly isn’t 
the only community 
struggling (see chart), 
but its numbers are larg­
er because the number of 
people participating in its 
programs is larger. 
Neighboring Plymouth 
Township, for instance, 
has $20.9 million in. 
health care costs, all of it 
unfunded. Plymouth 
Township also has $6.6 
million in pension costs, 
though only $1.6 million 
of that is unfunded.

The city of Northville 
faces $19.3 million in 
health care costs ($12.4 
million unfunded) and 
$19.2 million in pension 
costs ($8 million unfund­
ed). Northville Township 
only has $6.9 million in 
health care ($2.5 million 
unfunded), but does have 
$33.4 million in pension 
costs to deal with ($10.1 
million unfunded).

Canton Township Su­
pervisor Phil LaJoy, m o v ­
ing to avert what he 
called a looming “catas­
trophe,” said local offi­
cials, working alongside 
employees, have made 
the difficult decisions to 
begin chipping away at 
the combined $99.5 mil­
lion in unfunded legacy 
costs. H e  has said he 
refuses to watch Canton - 
and its quality of life - 
dismantled.

At last count, Canton 
has 336 full-time employ­
ees. There are 142 retir-
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that, as part of a majority 
Republican Senate, she 
would “repeal and re­
place” Obamacare, the 
nickname for the Afford­
able Care Act, which she 
contended isn’t working.

Sen. Harry Reid, D- 
Utah, was also a target of 
Land and several others 
w h o  said a Republican- 
majority Senate will re­
tire him as the majority 
leader.

“Michigan can defi­
nitely be the difference 
between n e w  leadership 
in the Senate or more of 
Sen. Harry Reid,” Land 
said.

“Are w e  ready to fire 
Harry Reid?” Bobby 
Schostak, the Michigan 
Republican Party chair­
man, said to loud ap­
plause. “Now, it’s up to 
you.”
Hopefuls speak

Several other candi­
dates had spoken earlier, 
including David TVott, a 
lawyer and businessman 
w h o  faces Democrat 
Bobby McKenzie, a for­
m e r  Central Intelligence 
Agency analyst, in the 
11th Congressional Dis­
trict, which includes Livo­
nia, Plymouth and Ply-

mouth and Canton town­
ships.

If elected, he would 
work toward “limited 
government,” Trott said.

“I want to go to Wash­
ington and get the federal 
government out of the 
way,” he said. TVott de­
feated U.S. Rep. Kerry 
Bentivolio, R-Milford, in 
the August primary. Ben­
tivolio last week an­
nounced his intention to 
run for re-election as a 
write-in candidate.

A m o n g  the other 
speakers were Mike Bish­
op, a candidate in Michi­
gan’s 8th Congressional 
District; Terry Bowman, a

candidate in the state’s 
12th Congressional Dis­
trict; and Republican 
candidates for the Uni­
versity of Michigan, 
Michigan State Univer­
sity and Wayne State 
University governing 
boards. Carol A n n  Fau- 
sone, a Republican run­
ning for the Michigan 
House of Representa­
tives in the 21st District, 
which includes m u c h  of 
Canton, led a prayer to 
open the event.

Afterward, Livonia 
resident Laura Reyes 
Kopack said the rally’s 
messages resonated with 
her. Though she doesn’t 
always vote Republican, 
she said, she supports 
Snyder and Land.

“She did a terrific job 
as secretary of state and 
she served her custom­
ers well,” Kopack said of 
Land.

She agreed with 
speakers w h o  said next 
month’s election repre­
sents a crossroads. “This 
year could be so impor­
tant,” both for the future 
of the state and the city 
of Detroit, she said.

ees receiving health care 
and 109 getting pensions. 
Trumbull and H u m a n  
Resources Manager 
G w y n  Belcher outlined 
ways Canton is fighting 
back against legacy 
costs. Said Belcher: "We 
have m a d e  some pretty 
significant changes.”

Consider:
» Employees hired 

after Jan. 1, 2013, no long­
er are to receive town­
ship-paid health care 
when they retire. Rather, 
they receive $50 each 
two-week pay period to 
plan ahead.

» Employees have 
accepted concessions 
reducing the so-called 
multiplier used to calcu­
late their pensions, usher­
ing in across-the-board 
savings.

>» Canton adopted high­
er health care deduct­
ibles for employees, 
$1,500 for single people 
and $3,000 for families, 
unless workers choose to 
pay more out of their own 
pockets for a better plan. 
Employees also accepted 
years of pay freezes.

» Township officials 
last year set aside $5.5 
million for future post­
employment benefits, a 
practice officials hope to 
repeat in coming years.

» The township board 
this year imposed a fi­
nancial package - in­
cluding a 1.75-mill public 
safety tax increase, cost­
ing the owner of a 
$200,000 h o m e  an addi­
tional $190 a year. LaJoy 
said the tax hike is ex­
pected to shave $1 million

a year off legacy costs 
while averting a $15.8 
million deficit within 
four years for the police 
and fire departments.

The latest tax hike 
followed a 1.5-mill in­
crease adopted just four 
years ago. Elected lead­
ers have the authority to 
impose public safety tax 
increases under voter- 
approved measures from 
the late 1970s.

» In perhaps the most 
morbid aspect of reduc­
ing legacy costs, Canton’s 
financial obligations will, 
over time, gradually 
decrease as retirees die 
off.

LaJoy, Williams, T r u m ­
bull, Belcher and other 
officials have lauded 
Canton employees for 
accepting concessions as 
the township struggles to 
address long-term debt 
and the loss of $20 mil­
lion in tax revenues dur­
ing a five-year period 
when property values 
plunged.

“It’s incredible what 
happened,” LaJoy has 
said, adding employee 
concessions already have 
saved Canton $7.5 mil­
lion.

TVeasurer Melissa 
McLaughlin said Canton, 
like m a n y  communities, 
once offered lucrative 
employee benefits to 
offset what was once 
public-sector salaries 
that lagged behind the 
private sector. She said 
the intent was to compete 
for the best workers.

“The trade-off was, for 
the lower salary they got

job security and good 
perks to m a k e  up for the 
lower paycheck,” 
McLaughlin said.

Over time, however, 
public-sector wages 
steadily increased while 
communities witnessed 
“an enormous burden” 
amid spiraling health 
care costs, she said. Toss 
in economic downturns, 
especially the latest 
Great Recession, and 
municipalities suffered 
miserably.

“It’s horrible,” 
McLaughlin said, “and it 
was never meant to be 
this way. It wasn’t ne­
glect. Things happened 
that nobody could ex­
pect.”

She and others, howev­
er, are hopeful Canton 
can slowly recover from 
the legacy cost tsunami 
while maintaining a stan­
dard of living local resi­
dents have come to ex­
pect. She said she be­
lieves the right decisions 
have been m a d e  to attack 
the problem.

“It sets us on a path 
forward,” McLaughlin 
said. " D o w n  the road, we 
are going to be in a better 
financial position with 
these policies than if w e  
hadn’t m a d e  those 
changes.”

Indeed, it will take 
time. But officials say 
everyone - employees, 
taxpayers, elected offi­
cials - will certainly wel­
come that day.

T w o  candidates —  
incumbent Sen. Patrick 
Colbeck and Democrat 
Dian Slavens —  are seek­
ing the state Senate 7th 
District seat, which in­
cludes the city of Wayne, 
Plymouth, Plymouth 
Township, Canton Town­
ship, Northville, North­
ville Township and Livo­
nia. The candidates of­
fered their views on 
several issues.State and local roads 
and bridges are in de­
plorable shape. As a member of the Legisla­
ture, how would you 
address the issue? Ex­
plain where you believe the money should come 
from.

Colbeck: Michigan 
already spends 53 per­
cent more per mile than 
the national average. 
Road funding solutions 
focused on raising taxes 
would only send good 
money after bad until we 
address the quality of 
our current road con­
struction. I have devel­
oped a path to fix our 
roads that doesn’t re­
quire tax increases. 
Readers can see it at 
MorninginMichigan.com.

While I continue to 
pursue full implementa­
tion of this plan, please 
note that I have already 
been successful obtain­
ing over $5 million in 
state funding to address 
the Ford Road/I-275 traf­
fic safety issue.Slavens: I agree our 
roads are in need of seri­
ous and systemic repair. 
The solution should be 
balanced and come with 
equal contributions from 
individuals and busi­
nesses, as the House 
package I voted for did. 
But the Senate has tin­
kered with the bills and, 
as it stands now, want the 
package to hinge almost 
completely on individual

tax hikes with no truck 
weight limit fines or fees 
or other earnest contri­
butions from the busi­
ness community. I sup­
ported a transportation 
plan that included some 
tax shifts and fee 
changes. The formula for 
properly funding our 
roads should include a 
balanced approach that 
isn’t unfairly hurting one 
group.Did the Senate do 
the right thing this 
summer by adjourning without really address­
ing the issue?
Colbeck: W e  did ad­

dress the issue. W e  
passed several bills pro­
moted in m y  road fund­
ing plan. These bills 
focused on ensuring that 
all of the taxes gathered 
at the gas p u m p  go to­
wards our roads (SB 6,
S B  149) and reducing the 
costs of maintaining our 
roads by requiring war­
ranties and competitive 
bids on road projects 
( H B  4251, H B  5460, H B  
5167). These reforms go 
along with funding in­
creases of $737 million in 
the FY14 and FY15 bud­
gets. It is a disservice to 
our taxpayers to suggest 
that the only w a y  to fix 
our roads is to raise tax­
es.

Slavens: I urged m y  
colleagues in Lansing to 
get back to work all s u m ­
m e r  so w e  can find a 
solution to our road fund­
ing issues. It is clear the 
people of this state are 
fed up with their road 
conditions and want ac­
tion to be taken. U n ­
fortunately, the Repub­
lican-led House and Sen­
ate decided to place poli­
tics over the people in 
June. A  comprehensive 
solution needs to be 
formed that ensures 
everyone is paying their 
fair share w h e n  it comes

to the use of our roads.TWenty years after 
the implementation of 
Proposal A, there re­
mains a wide disparity in per-pupil funding for 
school districts 
throughout the state. 
How would you address this concern? What is 
your recommendation? 
Be specific.

Colbeck: The push for 
“equity” in funding has 
hurt our school districts. 
Most recently, this push 
diverted over $100 mil­
lion from “donor” dis­
tricts (i.e. most of the 
school districts in the 7th 
state Senate district) to 
lower-funded school 
districts. The result was 
a $60 per-pupil increase 
rather than a $94 per- 
pupil increase.

W e  need to be pushing 
for “fair” funding that 
addresses cost of living 
differences throughout 
the state, not “equal” 
funding. I have fought

successfully to do so in 
previous years. I will 
continue to push for 
fairness in funding as w e  
go forward.Slavens: One of the 
goals of Proposal A  was 
to narrow the gap be­
tween the highest and 
lowest funded schools 
and progress has been 
m a d e  on that front. Nar­
rowing the gap has been 
accomplished by school 
districts at the lower end 
getting a larger per-pupil 
increase. I support m o v ­
ing toward equity. The 
School Aid Fund has 
enough m o n e y  to fund all 
our schools. Diversion of 
School Aid funds to other 
parts of the budget to 
m a k e  up for tax cuts is a 
disservice to our chil­
dren. It also breaks the 
faith with voters w h o  
approved Proposal A  
with the intention that 
those tax dollars go to 
our local school districts.
The 7th Senate Dis­

trict is a diverse district 
that includes an ever- changing diverse pop­
ulation in Canton. What 
do you see as the issues in the district and how 
would you address 
them?

Colbeck: I prefer to 
focus on the principles 
that unite us rather than 
those that divide us. As 
Americans, w e  are all 
united by the c o m m o n  
belief expressed in our 
Declaration of Independ­
ence that w e  are all cre­
ated equal. O n e  of the 
biggest issues w e  face 
today is that there are 
m a n y  a m o n g  us w h o  seek 
to divide us into sub­
groups for the purposes 
of political g a m e s m a n ­
ship.

W e  need to rekindle 
an appreciation for the 
expression “e Pluribus 
u n u m ” which translates 
to “from m a n y  into one.” 
This signifies that the 
ideas that unite us are 
stronger than those 
which divide us.Slavens: As an active 
resident of Canton for 26 
years and its representa­
tive for the past six, I a m  
certainly in touch with 
the township’s diversity. 
In fact, Canton’s diverse 
community is what

makes it such a great 
place to live and raise a 
family. What the people 
love more than anything 
are their outstanding 
public schools. Unfortu­
nately, our public schools 
systems have faced mul­
tiple hurdles over the 
past few years. A  notable 
hindrance is that they 
are underfunded.

M y  colleagues have 
cut $1.8 billion from K-12 
education funding. I will 
m a k e  adequately funding 
our public schools and 
protecting School Aid 
Fund dollars a top priori­
ty in the Senate and will 
also fight against efforts 
to turn education into a 
for-profit enterprise in 
Michigan.Does the redrawing 
of the district's bound­
aries change its needs 
and how do you plan on addressing those 
needs?

Colbeck: Most needs 
transcend any arbitrary 
political boundaries. W e  
all need jobs. W e  now 
have over 19,000 jobs 
within a 25-mile radius of 
Canton. W e  all need ac­
cess to affordable health 
care. That is w h y  I con­
tinue to oppose the Af-

Families educated about Cloud 9 dangers

A  Westland family 
knows firsthand what 
synthetic drugs can do. 
They went through “four 
days of pure hell” in 
helping their daughter 
overcome her addiction 
to Cloud 9.

“She became addicted 
very fast,” the girl’s 
mother said. “She 
couldn’t eat. She lost 30 
pounds in six weeks. She 
needed a hit just to 
sleep.”

The parents, who 
asked to remain anony­
mous, spoke to a group of 
parents and children at 
the Community Forum 
on Synthetic Drug Use 
A m o n g  Teens.

Held at John Glenn 
High School in Westland, 
the forum was organized 
after two students went 
to the hospital Sept. 29 
after ingesting the clear 
liquid substance. It was 
hosted by the Wayne- 
Westland Community 
Schools in partnership 
with the cities of West- 
land and Wayne and Oak- 
wood Healthcare Sys­
tems.

"The success and 
safety of our students is 
an important job of this 
community,” Wayne- 
Westland Superintendent 
Michele Harmala said.
“If one student uses a 
synthetic drug, it’s one 
too many. If one is hurt 
and experiences the con­
sequences of using, we 
all hurt.”

The audience heard 
from representatives of 
the W a y n e  and Westland 
Police Departments, 
Westland Youth Assis­
tance and medical pro­

fessionals about syn­
thetic drugs, their effects 
and what can be done. 
They also watched a 
video that showed a na­
val doctor talking about 
the effects synthetic 
drugs can have on users.
'Educate yourself'

“You have to educate 
yourself,” said Joanne 
McKay, administrator of 
clinicd services for Oak- 
wood Hospital. “Cloud 9 
is a liquid, it can cause 
severe paranoia. This is 
unlike anything w e ’ve 
seen before. They can be 
combative, violent, see 
demons and monsters. 
The speed of the onset of 
symptoms is very quick 
—  one to 15 minutes.

“This isn’t the Calgon 
bath salts w e ’re talking 
about. You don’t put this 
in your bath water,” she 
added.

Police responded to 
the issue of Cloud 9 with 
police officers visiting 
gas stations, party stores 
and smoke shops to make 
sure they weren’t selling 
the drug.

“Once it became an 
issue, w e  went out i m m e ­
diately,” W a y n e  Police 
Sgt. Matthew Spunar 
said. " W e  checked 22 gas 
stations, party stores and 
smoke shops and only 
one had Hookah Relax. 
The owner voluntarily 
disposed of it.”

Spunar has gone on 
blogs and was encour­
aged to find posts that 
people couldn’t find the 
drug in the Detroit area.

“I think they kind of 
learned a lesson not to 
mess with it,” he said. “I 
think w e ’ve gotten the 
word out that it w o n ’t be 
tolerated.”

Needs to be a talk
Westland Police Chief 

Jeff Jedrusik said there 
needs to be talk about 
synthetic drugs. Kids are 
putting the liquid in ener­
gy drinks, e-cigarettes 
and sprinkling it on mari­
juana and smoking it.

“This isn’t a drug, this 
is a deadly poison,” Je­
drusik said. “They 
change the name, they 
change the chemical and 
sell it. It’s hard to get 
ahead because they can 
put out a garage drug 
very quickly. Next week, 
next month, they’ll be 
selling something differ­
ent.

“Kids need to know 
that this isn’t a leisure 
drug,” he added.

Paul Motz, director of 
Westland Youth Assis­
tance, told parents they 
need to ask their kids 
questions, go through 
their things and call the 
parents of their friends 
to be sure they are where 
they said they are.

“It’s a parent’s job,” he 
said. “W h e n  you find out 
they’re using, you have to 
make a big deal about it. 
You can’t sweep it under 
the rug. This starts earli­
er than this. They don’t 
wake up one day and are 
addicted.”

It was the same m e s ­
sage the Westland m o m  
had for parents: “You 
know your kids. Check 
your children’s phones, 
their Twitter and Face- 
book accounts.”

T h e  tradition is that a  p h y s i c i a n  s h o u l d  s e e  a  patient privately, 

that q u e s t i o n s  s u r r o u n d i n g  health m u s t  b e  just b e t w e e n  d o c t o r  a n d  
patient. It is still true that in t h e  majority of i n s t ances w h e n  a  h u s b a n d  
a c c o m p a n i e s  a  wife to a n  a p p o i n t m e n t  in m y  office, the h u s b a n d  stays 
in the waiting r o o m  during the time I s e e  the wife, e v e n  w h e n  n o  physical 
e x a m i n a t i o n  is involved.

B u t  w h e n  s o m e o n e  brings the patient to the office, a n d  that p e r s o n  
is a n y o n e  b u t  a  hired driver, it is in t h e  b e s t  interest of t h e  patient, 
unless the m a t t e r  to b e  d i s c u s s e d  is very personal, to h a v e  that p e r s o n  
a c c o m p a n y  the patient into t h e  e x a m i n i n g  r o o m .

screens don’t pick up the 
synthetic drugs.

“There is no w a y  to 
identify them,” she said. 
“This drug isn’t being 
m a d e  at the C V S  on the 
corner; when six people 
by it, none are alike.

In addition to parents 
and students, representa­
tives from neighboring 
school districts, the Gar­
den City Community 
Coalition on Drug and 
Substance Abuse and 
Livonia Save Our Youth 
Coalition attended the 
forum.

“You want to get in­
volved in policy and ask 
questions,” said Susan 
Nicholas of the Garden 
City Community Coali­
tion on Drug and Sub­
stance Abuse.

Rouge River canoe race seeks paddlers 
looking for challenge for a good cause

S o m e  people told m e  it 
could never happen, a 
canoe race on the Rouge 
River. The idea was too 
crazy and the odds too 
long. I had been hearing 
that ever since I started 
volunteering m y  time to 
clean up the Rouge more 
than a dozen years ago. 
People would say that the 
river was dead or an 
open sewer - or lots of 
other negative things.

Yet, as someone who 
loves the outdoors, espe­
cially canoeing and kay­
aking, hosting a race was 
always m y  goal. I have 
seen major improve­
ments in the river with 
each passing year. And 
every time our group of 
volunteers - and there is 
a hardcore group of us - 
pulled a tire or shopping 
cart from the river or 
opened another logjam, I 
would think about that 
goal. I’ve always felt a 
race would be a great 
w a y  to showcase the 
Rouge.

The fact is the Rouge 
has really been making a 
comeback in recent 
years. Fish and aquatic 
insect surveys have 
shown this. So have w a ­
ter quality tests, which 
show improved dissolved 
oxygen levels, as well as 
m u c h  lower bacteria 
counts, particularly dur­
ing dry weather. Despite 
the fact that there are 
still challenges, especial­
ly the impacts of poor 
storm water manage­
ment, there is no denying 
the fact that the river is 
coming back to life.

I’m  happy to report 
that last year, after years 
of effort, w e  shrugged 
off the naysayers and 
held the first-ever Log­
jam Classic canoe race 
along a three-mile 
stretch of the Lower 
Branch of the Rouge 
through the city of 
Wayne. More than a doz­
en teams participated in 
the race, including m e n  
and women. For me, the 
highlight of the whole 
thing was speaking to the

competitors after the 
race. Almost to a person, 
they told m e  h o w  sur­
prised they were with 
the river - and h o w  much 
fun they had.

W e  will be hosting the 
second annual Logjam 
Classic next Saturday, 
Oct. 11, along the same 
stretch of the river. The 
race will again coincide 
with Rouge-A-Palooza, a 
daylong celebration of 
the Rouge and the out­
doors in general that will 
take place in W a y n e ’s 
Goudy Park.

The event will include 
lots of activities, includ­
ing a group canoe/kayak 
trip, canoe and kayak 
rentals, live music, fam­

ily activities and lots of 
educational displays 
(Michigan DNR/State 
Parks, Wayne County 
Parks, Friends of the 
Rouge, Howell Nature 
Center - to n a m e  just a 
few).

For me, however, the 
race is the main high­
light of the festival. In a 
day and age with ex­
treme competitions like 
the Tough Mudder being 
so popular, the Logjam 
Classic should be appeal­
ing to paddlers w h o  are 
looking for a tough phys­
ical challenge. Despite 
the name, there w o n ’t be 
any impassable obstruc­
tions in the river. H o w e v ­
er, the Lower Rouge 
offers a fairly technical 
course. There are log­
jams to maneuver 
around (and under, in 
some cases), riffle areas 
that must be navigated 
and lots of bends and 
turns to the river.

Experienced paddlers 
will really enjoy the 
challenge.

Our rules are pretty 
basic: There must be two 
people in a canoe and 
any canoe can be used. 
Unlike the famous AuSa- 
ble Canoe Marathon, the 
Logjam Classic is more 
of a sprint. Winning 
teams should finish in 
less than an hour. Last 
year’s winners, Michael 
Parsons and Steve Land- 
fair, c a m e  in at 37 min­
utes. They will be back to 
defend their title.

Although Michigan 
Avenue and Ford Motor 
Co.’s massive Michigan 
Assembly complex are 
nearby, competitors in 
the race will never know 
it as the river traverses 
its w a y  through a scenic 
terrain of large cotton­
woods, maples, willows 
and sycamore trees.

The whole point of the 
race is to draw more 
attention to the Lower 
Rouge and all the efforts 
that have been m a d e  to 
turn it back into a recre­
ational resource for c o m ­
munities like Wayne,

Canton Township, West- 
land and even Inkster 
and Dearborn further 
downstream. In fact, 
plans are currently un­
der w a y  to have the L o w ­
er Rouge designated a 
national water trail.

The best thing about 
the Rouge River is the 
fact it’s in our backyard. 
People w h o  live in the 
Detroit area usually have 
to drive an hour or more 
to paddle a Michigan 
river. Our goal is to pro­
vide that opportunity 
closer to home.

The winners of the 
race will earn a cash 
prize (the amount will 
depend on the number of 
participants in the race),

from a logjam on the 
Rouge. The rest of the 
proceeds from the race 
will go toward making 
canoeing and kayaking 
the Rouge a reality.

If you think you have 
what it takes, preregister 
by contacting m e  at 734- 
716-0783 or kku- 
ban@hometownlife.com. 
You can show up the day 
of the race (registration 
begins at 9 a.m.), but w e  
are only allowing 30 
canoes in the race. Cost 
is $30 per boat. Each 
competitor will get a 
Rouge-A-Palooza T-shirt. 
If you don’t have a canoe, 
but would like to c o m ­
pete, you can rent one 
for $35 through Heavn- 
er’s Canoe &, Kayak

the river and the out­
doors in general, head 
over to Rouge-A-Palooza 
on Oct. 11 as w e  cele­
brate our river.

Local student pushes for 
e-cigarette restrictions to minors

Livonia resident Mark 
Bilger never expected 
the debate topic he and 
his fellow Detroit Catho­
lic Central High School 
students discussed would 
end up sparking similar 
discussions on the state 
Legislature floor.

Bilger, currently a
student at 
the Univer­
sity of 
Michigan, 
was a 
m e m b e r  of 
the S h a m ­
rock Voice, 
a political 
discussion 
club at the
high school in Novi. The 
topic of e-cigarette sales 
and accessibility of the 
products to minors was 
something he saw in his 
classes at the school and 
wanted to talk more about
the cause for restricting 
them to those under 18.

“Kids would try and be 
sneaky and try to puff it 
behind the teachers,” he 
said. “It’s got that kind of 
faint, sticky-sweet smell, 
but not very strong.”

After the debate, Bil­
ger wrote an email to 
state Sen. Glenn Ander­
son, D-Westland, asking 
him to consider taking up 
the issue. To his surprise, 
that began a correspon­
dence between the high 
school senior and state 
senator on legislation that 
was introduced earlier 
this year.

Since then, Anderson 
introduced Senate Bills 
667 and 668, which would 
restrict the sale and pos­

session of e-cigarettes 
and alternative tobacco 
products to individuals 
under 18. The bill, which 
Anderson said he worked 
on with Sen. Rick Jones, 
R-Grand Ledge, was in­
troduced in November 
and is still working 
through Lansing.

S o m e  opponents of the 
bill say while they would 
like to ban the sale and 
possession of these items 
to minors, they believe it 
doesn’t go far enough. 
S o m e  argue e-cigarettes 
are still too n e w  and to 
separate them from rules 
pertaining to regular 
tobacco could be seen to 
give e-cigarettes a differ­
ent status.

The Food and Drug 
Administration was ex­
pected to look into the 
issue by last year, accord­
ing to a legislative analy­
sis, but that had not taken 
place by the time the bill 
was introduced.
'Coolest thing we 
ever heard'

Bilger exchanged 
emails several times, 
helping Anderson with 
the language and pitching 
ideas. H e  said seeing the 
work he and his class­
mates did end up in Lan­
sing was a great feeling 
for the students and the 
club, which was fairly 
new.

“The idea of the club 
was to get kids thinking 
about political change. It 
was very exciting and w e  
had accomplished it,” he 
said. “I think it’s a great 
start to solving this prob­
lem.”

The national Centers 
for Disease Control esti­

mates that between 2011- 
13 the number of children 
w h o  tried using an e- 
cigarette but not conven­
tional tobacco increased 
from 79,000 to more than 
263,000.

Catholic Central High 
School junior Alex M c L a ­
ren, current president of 
the Shamrock Voice, said 
the topic was the first one 
in the group that made its 
w a y  out of the high school 
and into the community. 
H e  said the fact that it 
came from discussions 
a m o n g  students was 
thrilling for the m e m ­
bers.

“W e  all thought it was 
the coolest thing w e  ever 
heard,” the Brighton 
resident said. “W e ’re 
being the people and 
w e ’re being represented. 
W e ’re seeing government 
in action. W e ’re learning 
something you can’t real­
ly be taught in a class­
room.”

Anderson said while 
e-cigarettes are becom­
ing a bigger market, 
more is becoming known 
about the effects of the 
product on the human 
body. H e  said he could 
see an argument that the 
devices can help those 
looking to quit tobacco, 
but should be regulated in 
a similar sense to regular 
cigarettes.

“I think there is a le­
gitimate argument for 
this being a tool for peo­
ple to get off of ciga­
rettes. But it shouldn’t be 
in the hands of kids,” he 
said.

What’s best: Lump-sum distribution 
or pension? It all depends

Q: Dear Rick: I have 
worked for a family- owned business since I 
was in high school. The 
family has always been 
good to me and I trust them. I've earned a 
pension ($3,000 a 
month until I die) with 
the company. I retire next year. The company 
doesn't have a formal 
pension plan. They're doing it for me. The 
company said as op­posed to taking the 
pension, I could take a 
one-time payment of 
about $700,000. They 
told me their tax at­torney said that I would 
be able to put that mon­ey into an IRA. Which 
one should I take? I am 
a widower with no de­
pendents. I don't need the pension because 
Social Security and my deceased spouse's pen­
sion more than cover all 
my living expenses 

A: It makes sense to 
take the lump sum. Doing 
so gives you lots of op­
tions into the future. For 
example, if you decide 
that you want to spend 
winters elsewhere, you 
have plenty of resources. 
In addition, if later in life 
you find that you need 
assistance or other type 
of care, you’ll have the

resources to protect 
yourself.

Therefore, your best 
m o v e  is to have the m o n ­
ey directly transferred 
into an I R A  and to use it 
on an as-needed basis to 
increase the quality of 
your life.

Companies offering 
buyouts for pensions can 
be a win-win situation for 
both parties. F r o m  the 
company’s standpoint, 
pensions are hard to 
administer and thus, by 
offering buyouts, it can 
relieve itself of its obliga­
tions.

F r o m  an employees’ 
standpoint, taking the 
lump s u m  can allow 
someone to increase the 
quality of their life and 
protect themselves 
throughout their lifetime.

However, taking the 
lump s u m  is not for ev­
eryone. A  few years ago, 
w h e n  Ford and General 
Motors offered their 
buyouts, I recommended 
the lump-sum option.

I believe the key is to 
look at your individual 
situation and use that as a

guide. If you need the 
income to cover your 
living expenses, then it 
leans toward keeping 
your pension. If you don’t 
need the income and have 
no problem investing the 
money in equities, then 
taking the lump s u m  can 
be advantageous.

The first step in decid­
ing whether someone 
should take a lump sum 
or keep their pension is to 
look at h o w  the number 
was computed. In the 
Ford and General Motors 
cases, the buyouts were 
fair, not generous. U n ­
fortunately, in m a n y  
situations, the buyouts 
are not fair to the e m ­
ployee. That is w h y  it is 
important to have some­
one independently look at 
the numbers to deter­
mine if the offer is fair.

Generally, when 
you’re offered a buyout, 
the company gives plenty 
of time to m a k e  a deci­
sion. However, don’t 
delay.

About 25 percent of 
the people w h o  contact 
Standicar haven’t been 
college students. M a n y  
find her online.

“W e  do a lot of out­
reach,” she said.

Cox, coordinator for 
Student Employment and 
Career Services, has 
worked in outreach for 
more than a decade. She 
has developed close 
working relationships 
with employers like UPS, 
Disney, FedEx, the state 
of Michigan, H o m e  D e ­
pot and the Detroit Zoo. 
Standicar is a certified 
professional resume 
writer and has assisted 
students in their job 
searches.

Job listings are grow­
ing. The department 
knows of a wide range of 
job openings, including 
those for hard-to-fill 
trade positions.

“Things are so differ­
ent now,” Cox said. “One 
general resume can’t be 
used for a variety of jobs. 
Your resume has to be 
targeted.”

Although some re­
sumes can be on one 
page, other resumes need 
to be longer. That goes 
against some advice to 
keep it to one page.

“You are the author of 
your resume,” Cox said. 
F r o m  years of experi­
ence, she can tell who 
has and hasn’t written 
the resume being re­
viewed.

Standicar closely fol­
lows what statistics say 
are most effective job 
searches.

“You are marketing to 
a specific audience,” she

said.
Sarah Waldman, a

“I a m  also networking 
in another way,” she said.
Include
accomplishments

Job candidates 
shouldn’t sell themselves 
short. Part-timers are an 
essential part of an office 
and these employees 
often don’t write re­
sumes that detail all of 
their accomplishments.

“A  job is a job, wheth­
er it is paid or unpaid,” 
Cox said. “Whether you 
are full time is irrele­
vant, it is what you con­
tribute to the workplace. 
Emphasize recent expe­
rience.”

High grade-point aver­
ages from the 1970s are 
accomplishments, but 
they don’t carry as m u c h  
weight as being able to

Cover letters have 
m a d e  a resurgence in the 
last two years. Employ­
ers want to see a d e m o n ­
stration of sincere in­
terest. Thank-you letters 
for an interview should 
be sent quickly, even by 
email.

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Meet the Queen of Halloween

W h e n  the mornings are 
crisp and the leaves begin to 
turn, Halloween retailers open 
their doors for the flood of 
consumers eager to purchase 
treats, costumes and d6cor in 
anticipation of the nation’s 
second-largest spending holi­
day.

However, Halloween enthu­
siast Karen Cohen is already 
miles ahead of the pack.

Halloween in the Cohen 
household isn’t just a dollar- 
store mask and a couple of 
gourds on the porch. The cou­
ple celebrates on a grand scale 
that requires months of plan­
ning, purchasing and prep­
aration. For the past six years, 
Karen and Jeff Cohen have 
dished up a Halloween Spook­
tacular that is the envy of the 
neighborhood, and it is all done 
in the n a m e  of fun and friend­
ship.

“I’ve always been crazy 
about Halloween. I love fall, 
and I love the holiday,” said 
Karen, a senior project m a n ­
ager at TVinity Health in Livo­
nia.

As a child, her father often 
traveled on Halloween, leaving 
her, her mother and her sister 
to handle the festivities.

“M y  m o m  would have little 
Halloween parties for just the 
three of us. W e ’d try to eat a 
doughnut that was hanging on 
a string from the ceiling, and 
she’d m a k e  us little scavenger 
hunts and w e  would tell spooky 
stories. That might be w h y  I 
treasure it so m u c h  today, the 
three of us being together like 
that,” she said.

“I don’t k n o w  when m y  ob­
session started, but I do think 
it’s such a great time. G r o w n ­
ups get to be kids again —  to 
get dressed up and go crazy. 
There’s no family pressure, it’s 
just a fun holiday. And, there’s 
candy.”

This year will m a r k  her 
sixth Spooktacular, and it takes 
plenty of time to transform the 
basement of her 3,200-square- 
foot Belleville h o m e  into a 
ghostly gala complete with a 
dance floor and a DJ.

“I send out save the dates in 
s u m m e r  so people can start

planning and getting baby 
sitters and rides, whatever 
they need to do to get here,” 
she said, of the 60-plus guests 
w h o  attend each year.

“W h e n  I have parties I just 
want people to show up and 
have a good time. I do it for 
me, but I do it for them and 
they really, really enjoy it. If I 
didn’t want to do it, I don’t 
know that I couldn’t, because 
people have really come to 
count on it.”
Shopping time

She spends the off season 
trolling stores, flea markets 
and garage sales for discount­
ed Halloween items, or just 
everyday objects that can be 
transformed into ghoulish 
decorations.

“Those old-fashioned baby 
dolls? S o m e  of them can be 
pretty creepy. You can pop 
their blinky eyes out and put a 
glow stick in the head, so that 
the eyes glow,” she said.

“Last year I received a 
haunted dollhouse for m y  
birthday, so that’s become m y  
n e w  obsession. I bought anoth­
er dollhouse to add to it, and it 
has everything you’d expect to 
see in a haunted house. I even 
put a graveyard outside.”

For effect, she drapes black 
plastic on the walls and ceiling, 
and adds lights, a multitude of 
monsters (”I add a n e w  m o n ­
ster every year, m u c h  to m y

husband’s dismay”) and a large 
buffet complete with all Hal­
loween-themed foods served 
on Halloween dishes. “Bat 
wings” (chicken), “m u m m y  
guts” (cheesy potatoes), “gob­
lin gorp” (Fritos, buttered 
popcorn, pumpkin seeds and 
taco sauce) and “spider eggs” 
(meatballs) are a m o n g  the 
combinations Cohen has 
served in the past.

“I try to c o m e  with interest­
ing names for m y  food, but I 
keep the food itself simple,” 
she explained. “I have tried 
dying things different colors, 
also. O n e  year I dyed the r u m  
punch green, but that didn’t go 
over so well. People didn’t like 
drinking green stuff.”

Although the Spooktacular 
is strictly for guests 21 and 
over, the Cohens also host a 
pumpkin-carving party several 
nights before the bash for their 
friends w h o  have children.

“I usually get about 10-12 
pumpkins to decorate the front 
porch, so w e  invite our friends 
and their kids over to eat pizza 
and carve up the pumpkins,” 
she said.
Costume craze

Of course, for the Spook­
tacular, costumes are required. 
Karen awards prizes for funni­
est, scariest, sexiest, best cou­
ple and best overall.

“I actually create the tro­
phies from dollar-store skele­

tons, because you can shape 
them and form them. I spray- 
paint them silver and mold 
them into trophies.”

W h e n  it comes to her own 
costume, however, Karen said 
her choices must sometimes 
take a backseat to her party 
planning. This year, she plans 
to be Poison Ivy, and has al­
ready started her search for 
pieces to m a k e  the costume 
come together.

According to a survey con­
ducted for the National Retail 
Federation more than 67 per­
cent of those surveyed plan to 
purchase Halloween costumes 
this year —  the most in the 
survey’s 11-year history, with 
the average person spending 
more than $77.52. Total Hal­
loween spending for 2014 is 
expected to reach $7.4 billion, 
with Americans spending $2.8 
billion on costumes, $2.2 billion 
on candy and $2 billion on dec­
orations.

Jeff Cohen said his wife 
leaves nothing to chance in her 
preparations, and that in his 
opinion, she should have been a 
party planner.

“People are always im­
pressed with the ddcor, from 
the lights to the monsters to 
the graveyard —  as well as the 
themes,” he said.

“M y  responsibilities are to 
m a k e  sure the tools are ready 
to go and modify’stuff as need­
ed to get the effect Karen

wants. Other than that, it’s 
really batteries, ice and last 
minute preparations. Most 
importantly, I a m  the official 
pumpkin seed taste tester.”

Karen also enjoys bringing 
the fun of the holiday to her 
workplace in whatever ways 
she can —  organizing potlucks 
and small gatherings to create 
a festive atmosphere.

“I try to get people in the 
spirit. For m e  it’s like, if you’re 
N O T  hanging stuff in your 
cube for Halloween, then, what 
is wrong with you??”

Karen takes a day off be­
fore Spooktacular to finish off 
her to-do list, and the day after 
to shop.

"The day after Halloween is 
when all the stuff goes on sale, 
just like the day after Christ­
mas,” she said.

Her advice to would-be 
party planners? M a k e  as m u c h  
as you can ahead of time, so 
that you can enjoy the party as 
well.

“After every party, I note 
what worked and what didn’t, 
what w e  went through and 
what didn’t get eaten. I’m  con­
stantly improving to m a k e  the 
party better. It’s a little obses­
sive-compulsive, but (Jeff) 
tolerates it. H e  lets m e  run 
with it.”

Dr. James Gordon, M.D., is 
an infectious disease physician 
at Huron Valley-Sinai Hospital 
in C o m m e r c e  Township. H e  
and fellow physicians and 
other health care pros are 
urging people to get their flu 
shots.

“Absolutely/' said West 
Bloomfield resident Gordon, a 
graduate of Northwestern 
University’s medical school. 
“Every year, people die from 
influenza.”

Less than half of those eligi­
ble get the shot, said Gordon. 
“It’s been clearly demonstrat­
ed it’s extremely safe,” he said.

S o m e  underestimate the 
significance of flu, he’s found. 
Over 100 kids died of flu in the 
U.S. last year, and over 90 per­
cent of them weren’t vaccinat­
ed.

Dr. Deanna Master has a 
solo practice in Novi, and is a 
family practice doctor. The 
Northville Township resident 
agreed flu shots are key.

“Definitely, definitely,” she 
said. “It prevents the acute 
illness which is quite severe in 
some cases.” People can be off 
work or out of school five- 
seven days, and complications 
like pneumonia and even death 
are possible.

Master noted flu shots come 
in late September or early 
October. She’s had hers and 
took her daughter for her shot 
Sept. 24.

Everyone 6 months and 
older should get an annual flu 
vaccine. It takes about two

weeks after vaccination for 
your body to develop full pro­
tection against the flu, accord­
ing to the U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control and Preven­
tion.

Master, a Wayne State Uni­
versity medical school gradu­
ate with Providence Hospital 
affiliation, noted there’s n o w  a 
high-dose shot for seniors 65 
and up. Gordon said that high- 
dose shot, available the last 
few years, was shown effec­
tive in a N e w  England Journal 
of Medicine study. “That was 
very promising data,” he said.

There’s a nasal spray avail­
able for children 2 and up, and 
Master noted it can be used in 
adults up to 49 w h o  fear shots.

Pregnant w o m e n  are partic­
ularly urged to get the vaccine, 
for themselves and especially 
for their babies, Gordon said. 
Health care workers also are 
urged to get vaccinated.

Gordon said the Detroit 
Medical Center has mandatory 
vaccines for staff, with over 99 
percent complying last year.

“A n d  that’s not uncommon,” he 
said. "I’ve seen it in other hos­
pitals as well.”

The physicians agree fre­
quent hand washing is also 
essential. “It’s the main thing 
to do,” said Master, along with 
"kind of avoiding people who 
are sick.”

If you do become ill, don’t 
be a martyr and go to work. 
“Definitely not, no,” she said. 
"Stay h o m e  and recuperate.” 
She recommends Motrin for 
pain and fluids, along with 
rest.

Cost concerns some pa­
tients, although low-cost op­
tions exist for the vaccine, 
Master said. There can be 
slight discomfort at the spot of 
the shot, “but nothing as se­
vere as the flu. Finally, I think 
there’s some concern, urban 
legend that flu is caused by the 
flu shot,” Master said.

That’s untrue, and egg-free 
origin shots are n o w  offered 
for those with egg allergies, 
she said. Master tells her pa­
tients to avoid aspirin products 
for children, citing the Guillain 
Barre neurological syndrome. 
She recommends Motrin or 
Tylenol.

Influenza (flu) is a 
contagious respiratory disease 
that infects the nose, throat, 
and lungs and can lead to seri­
ous complications, hospitaliza­
tion, or even death. Pneumonia 
and bronchitis are examples of 
serious complications. The flu 
also can cause certain health 
conditions, like diabetes, asth­
ma, and heart and lung disease, 
to become worse.

Flu viruses are constantly

changing, and different flu 
viruses circulate and cause 
illness each season, according 
to the CDC. Flu vaccines are 
made each year to protect 
against the flu viruses that 
research indicates will be most 
common. This is w h y  everyone 
needs a flu vaccine every sea­
son.

In addition to pregnant 
w o m e n  and health care work­
ers, the vaccine is especially 
important for:

»> People w h o  are at high 
risk of developing serious 
complications (like pneumo­
nia) if they get sick with the 
flu.

» People w h o  have certain

medical conditions including 
asthma, diabetes, and chronic 
lung disease.

» People younger than 5 
years (and especially those 
younger than 2), and people 65 
years and older.

» People w h o  live with or 
care for others w h o  are at high 
risk of developing serious 
complications.

» Household contacts and 
caregivers of people with cer­
tain medical conditions in­
cluding asthma, diabetes, and 
chronic lung disease.

» Household contacts and 
caregivers of infants younger 
than 6 months old.

Perhaps it’s to help cover your 
bills. Or maybe it’s to seek fulfill­
ment not experienced at your day 
job. Whatever the reason, if you 
are looking to get a second job, 
you’re not alone. According to the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, more 
than 7 million Americans hold 
more than one job.

Here, experts and job seekers 
weigh in on what they consider to 
be the best moonlighting gigs. The 
suggestions run the gamut from 
child care to cosmetic procedures, 
but all provide a means for pulling 
in some extra income.

1. S e m i  job: bartender
Details: “I a m  an attorney who 

moonlights as a bartender,” says 
Brianna Sadler, partner at a law 
firm in Minnesota. “It’s actually 
a great way to meet future clients 
without violating the Model Rules 
of Professional Conduct, as 1 am 
able to have a personal relation­
ship with the guests/clients and 
help fulfill both their need for a 
drink and possibly legal advice. As 
I am a plaintiffs attorney, it’s also 
a great way to pay m y  rent until 
I have m y  ‘one big case' we all 
dream about."

Potential pay: Bartenders earn 
a mean hourly wage of SI0.25, 
according to the BLS.

Details: ‘‘I recently started 
m y  own consulting business in 
August, and while I was get­
ting that up and running, I was 
actively seeking freelance writing 
work," says Sophia Habl Mitchell, 
principal at Sophia Mitchell &  
Associates. ‘Taking small gigs 
through freelance sites ... can be a 
great way to supplement income. 
The best part is that this work can 
be done at home, before or after a 
Tegular job.’”

Potential pay: While pay varies 
based on the type of freelance as­
signment, Mitchell says she earned 
$3,000 in four months by doing a 
variety of freelance work, includ­
ing writing for a travel website and 
ghostwriting blog content.

3. Secctuijob: cosmetic 
laser technician

Details: “Cosmetic laser techni­
cian is a career some people do 
part time while holding down 
another full-time job,” says Louis 
Silberman, president of National 
Laser Institute. “Cosmetic laser 
technicians work mostly in med 
spas and doctors’ offices as inde­
pendent contractors. They perform 
procedures like laser hair removal 
and laser skin resurfacing. Some 
RNs have received their laser cer­
tification to increase their earning

potential by performing cosmetic 
procedures."

Potential pay: According to the 
NLI, the most common scenario is 
a blend of an hourly rate plus com­
mission. The hourly rates usually 
range from $15 to $25. in addition 
to a commission ranging from 3 to 
20 percent. At med spas, techni­
cians typically receive a gratuity.

4. Secsiuijcb: child-care 
provider

Details: M y  husband and I have 
two small children, and we juggle 
going back and forth to the office 
and staying home with the kids,” 
says Brina Bujkovsky,.owner and 
C E O  of The Younique Boutique. 
“W e  decided to start a home day 
care to take advantage of the tax 
deductions, earn extra income ... 
and provide playmates for our 
kids. W e  are helping the com­
munity by providing affordable 
care for children six weeks and up, 
and we are earning a nice second 
income.”

Potential pay: Bujkovsky 
says she makes more than 
$2,500 a month through her 
home day-care gig.

5. SecciuljGb: Futures trader
Details: A  recent survey 

conducted by TopStepTrader, an 
international scouting agency that 
recruits and trains futures traders, 
found that more than half of the 
workers surveyed conduct futures 
trading as a second job. “With 
the markets open 23-24 hours a 
day, there is a lot of flexibility 
and profitability in this career as 
a second alternative job,” says 
Michael Patak, president and C E O  
of TopStepTrader.

Potential pay: According to 
TopStepTrader, part-time trad­
ers who trade lightly can earn an 
estimated $2,000 a month, while 
active part-time traders can aver­
age up to around $4,000 a month.

6. Secsiuijob: Container/or-
gamzation sales 

consultant
Details: If you’re outgoing and 

like organization, consider being 
a sales consultant for a container 
company. In this role, you’ll help 
plan or host fun parties —  often 
held at people's homes —  where 
guests will have the_opportunity 
to try out and buy your products. 
Some companies now offer e- 
commerce options, too.

Potential pay: Earning poten­
tial can vary based on company 
and role. Lee Padgett of Clever

Container says their starting con­
sultants make 20 percent on their 
retail sales, and after they reach 
$1,000 worth of product sales, 
they make 25 percent on their 
retail sales.

7. Secciiijob: mystery 
shopper

Details: Bethany Mooradian, 
author of “The Mystery Shop­
per Training Program,” suggests 
mystery shopping as a great way 
to earn extra cash. “To be a suc­
cessful mystery shopper, a person 
needs to be reliable [and] honest, 
have basic Internet skills, decent 
writing, spelling and observation 
skills and live in a fairly metro­
politan area," Mooradian says. 
"Any time I’ve needed money, I 
just jump right back into mystery 
shopping ... It’s perfect for anyone 
who wants a flexible way of earn­
ing extra income, has basic skills 
and doesn’t want to stay trapped 
behind a desk."

Potential pay: Mystery shoppers 
can make up to $38,520 in annual 
salary, according to CBSalary.com.

T h e  brand’s 
sales have been sliding this year 
despite its best-ever lineup of 
worthy products an d a strong 
overall luxury auto market in the 
United States. D e  Ny s s c h e n ’s 
challenges include perceptions 
that Cadillac vehicles d o n ’t ma tch 
u p  to the price tags on competing 
G e r m a n  models, an d an aging 
design language based o n  sharply 
sculpted exteriors.
Neither docs Cadillac have 

a n  entry in the hottest luxury 
segment: c o m p a c t  crossover-utility 
vehicles. Bu t sibling brand Buick

docs.
Yet this kind of mold-breaking 

m o v e  is vintage de Nysschen. H e  
put A u d i  of A m e r i c a  o n  a robust 
u p w a r d  arc with a stronger product 
line, an d bold brand-making m o v e s  
that established m o r e  ambitious 
investments by dealers an d 
attracted U S  c o n s u m e r s  looking for 
a  hipper alternative to B M W  an d 
Mercedes-Benz. D e  N y s s c h e n  w a s  
trying to bring s o m e  of the s a m e  
m o j o  to Infiniti as he h e l m e d  the 
brand over the last t w o  years, but 
w a s  w o o e d  a w a y  b y  G M  recruiters.
G M  President D a n  A m m a n n  

said that Cadillac's “mission is to 
reinstate the brand to a  pre-eminent 
position a m o n g  global luxury 
brands, a  bold challenge requiring 
a distinct a n d  focused n e w  
organization." Evidently he and 
G M  Barra agreed that this couldn’t 
be accomplished with the Cadillac 
brain trust based in Detroit. A n d  
n o w  they've got m o r e  than ever 
riding o n  whether de Ny s s c h e n  can 
pull it off in N e w  York.
