Local voters split on sales 
tax increase as roads fix

Mirroring polls that show 
a statewide rift, Canton and 
Plymouth voters appear 
sharply divided over a pro­
posal to increase Michigan’s 
sales tax to fix crumbling 
roads and bridges.

S o m e  residents narrowly 
support the M a y  5 ballot m e a ­
sure, calling it a last-ditch 
effort to improve roads even 
though they don’t exactly

trust state officials to wisely 
spend n e w  revenues.

Others strongly oppose the 
plan, citing the same distrust 
and criticizing the ballot pro­
posal as convoluted and con­
fusing. S o m e  say officials 
botched the plan by widening 
its scope beyond roads to 
include issues such as public 
education.

Voters will decide whether 
to a me nd  the state constitu­
tion to increase the sales tax 
from 6 percent to 7 percent

and remove the sales tax 
from fuel sales while increas­
ing the actual fuel tax. Stud­
ies have indicated the plan 
would raise $1.2 billion a year 
for roads and lesser amounts 
for education and other enti­
ties.

State officials have work 
to do to convince Plymouth 
retiree Terry Terlesky, w ho  
shared his opinion while sit­
ting in Plato’s Coney Island in 
Canton.

“I’m  not really for it,” he

said. “H o w  m a n y  times be­
fore have they said they 
would put m o n e y  toward 
roads and they didn’t?” 

Terlesky said he would be 
more likely to support the 
measure if he could be cer­
tain Michigan’s roads would 
improve, but he is skeptical.

Walking into the Five Guys 
Burgers and Fries eatery 
near Ford and Lilley, voter 
Bruce Ulrich has firmly de-

State Rep. Kurt Heise, 
R-Plymouth Township, 
opposes the bill.

“I just 
don’t see 
that as a 
state func­
tion. I 
think there 
are al­
ready 
enough Heise 
state and 
federal
guidelines on the books 
to regulate employment 
hours and sick leave,” 
Heise said, adding the 
proposed bill could harm 
businesses inching out of 
a recession.

“I think the timing is 
bad from an economic 
recovery standpoint,” 
Heise added, "and I think 
this is a matter that 
should be handled be­

tween employers and 
employees.”

State Rep. Stephanie 
Chang, D-Detroit, helped 
introduce the bill, saying 
it would protect families 
and w o m e n  who, more 
often than not, are hurt 
economically w h e n  paid 
sick leave isn’t an option. 
Pagan strongly supports 
the bill.

“Not only is this a 
public health issue, but 
w e  want workers to have 
the peace of mind know­
ing they can take care of 
a sick child without en­
during a smaller pay- 
check,” she said. “This 
economic security is 
good for workers and 
good for businesses that 
thrive with healthy, pro­
ductive workers.”

According to a 2011 
study by the Institute for 
W o m e n ’s Policy R e ­
search, more than one 
million Michigan work­
ers - about 46 percent of 
private sector workers -

cannot take sick leave 
when they are ill.

A s  proposed, the latest 
sick leave bill also would 
include groups such as 
grandparents, single 
parents and domestic 
partners raising chil­
dren.

Meanwhile, Pagan 
said bills related to w o m ­
en’s economic issues are 
expected to draw some 
support a mo ng  Repub­
licans, especially women. 
She had addressed the 
issues during her c a m ­
paign.

“I believe that Michi­
gan families are better 
off w h e n  w o m e n  have 
economic stability,” she 
said.

Last legislative ses­
sion, Democratic bills 
calling for pay equity for 
w o m e n  were introduced, 
but never received a 
hearing and died in c o m ­
mittee. Democrats are 
expected to renew that 
push and also seek legis­

lation to make child care 
more affordable.

Heise declined to 
comment on potential 
bills he hasn’t seen, but 
he said he already sup­
ported increasing the 
state’s m i n i m u m  wage.

According to the Pro­
gressive W o m e n ’s Cau­
cus, Michigan w o m e n  
earn 74 cents for every 
dollar their male counter­
parts m a k e  - lower than 
the national average of 
77 cents.

Pagan said she is 
hopeful paid sick leave, 
gender-based pay equity 
and affordable child care 
legislation can be ad­
dressed this legislative 
session. S o m e  legislators 
have suggested tax cred­
its to help cover the costs 
of child care for w o m e n  
and families w h o  can’t 
afford it.

A  Plymouth Township 
m a n  with experience in 
both government and the 
private sector has been 
tapped to be Michigan’s 
next treasurer.

Nick Khouri, current­
ly the senior vice presi­
dent of corporate affairs 
at D T E  energy, was 
nominated last week by 
Gov. Rick Snyder. The 
appointment is subject 
to the advice and con­
sent of the Michigan 
Senate, but Khouri said 
there typically is no 
formal Senate vote and 
that he expects to take 
office Monday, April 20.

Khouri, a township 
resident for about 16 
years, said the job will 
bring him full-circle: H e  
started his career in the 
U.S. Congressional B u d ­
get Office, worked as the 
chief economist for the 
state Senate and spent 
about eight years as the 
state’s chief deputy 
treasurer in the 1990s 
during former Gov. John 
Engler’s time in office. 
H e ’s worked at D T E  for 
16 years, starting there 
as the company’s trea­
surer.

“It is a pleasure to be 
back and an honor to be 
working with both this 
governor and this Legis­
lature,” Khouri said 
Friday from his office at 
DTE. “I’m  looking for­
ward to the challenges 
and I’m  looking forward 
to making a difference.”

Khouri is to replace 
outgoing TVeasurer K e v ­
in Clinton, w h o  is return­
ing to the private sector.

“Nick’s expertise in 
tax policies and financial 
issues will be a great 
asset as w e  continue 
working to reinvent 
state government,” Sny­
der said in a press re­
lease. “His strong track

record of proven service 
in both the private and 
public sectors will be 
essential in this critical 
state role that directly 
works with and impacts 
Michiganders, c o m m u ­
nities and businesses.”

older clothes for use by 
the needy, Ted Porter 
said. Today, the shop has 
more than 60 volunteers, 
including some like Setty 
w h o  don’t worship at 
First Presbyterian of 
Plymouth.

The F IR ST  High School 
Robotics T e a m  4405, "The 
Atoms Family” of Plymouth 
Christian Academy, is cele­
brating a win in district c o m ­
petition.

T he  P C A  Robotics T e a m  
was a m o n g  40 high school 
teams from around the state 
competing M ar ch  14 in the 
F IR ST  Robotics District C o m ­
petition at Woodhaven High 
School. Other schools at the 
competition included T e a m  
Rush from Clarkston, Team 
T N T  from Taylor, as well as 
teams from Bloomfield Hills, 
Detroit and A n n  Arbor.

“This is the fourth year our 
team has competed in the 
F IR ST  challenge,” said Joe 
Lemieux, w h o  coaches Ply­
mouth Christian A c a d e m y ’s 
team alongside Jessica Wash,

teacher and sponsor.
This year’s theme g a m e  is 

Recycling Rush. Teams design 
robots to complete the rela­
tively simple task of stacking 
gray storage totes on top of

each other on raised scoring 
platforms, then placing a 50- 
gallon rubber garbage bin with 
a circular hole in the lid on top 
of that.

"Players also have foam

pool noodles, referred to as 
litter in the game, which can 
be used to score points by plac­
ing them through the hole in 
the lid of the recycling bins or 
by tossing them onto certain 
areas of the playing surface,” 
Lemieux said. “The playing 
field is 54 feet long by 27 feet 
wide and split in half by a low 
wall.”

O n  each side, three teams 
form an alliance, trying to 
collectively outscore the other 
side. Points are scored by plac­
ing stacked totes topped with 
bins, if possible, on the scoring 
zones. Teams have two min­
utes, 30 seconds to score as 
m a n y  points as they can.

The first 15 seconds are an 
"autonomous” segment, when 
drivers stand away from the 
controls and the machines use 
pre-programmed routines to 
score a couple of quick points.

P C A  team m e m b e r s  include:

Reading Month great time to boost reading fun for kids

Reading a good book is 
a good example parents 
can set for their children.

“Absolutely,” said 
Carol Champagne, de­
partment head for youth 
services at the Plymouth 
District Library. “Chil­
dren learn h o w  to be 
grown-ups by watching 
grown-ups. It translates 
that notion that reading 
is important. Let them 
see you with print m a ­
terials in your hand.

“Print is everywhere,” 
she added. "Just let your 
children k n o w  you’re 
reading it.” A  good time 
is while cooking a meal 
and reading a recipe: 
"That’s connecting it to 
something that’s real,” 
Cha mp ag ne  said.

M ar ch  is Reading 
Month and local librari­
ans and educators are 
getting the word out on

reading. Jack Visnaw, 
children’s librarian at the 
Canton Public Library, 
agreed with Champagne: 
“Seeing m o m  and dad 
model that behavior” is 
key.

You don’t need to tack­
le Gone With the Wind, 
Visnaw said, but picking 
up and reading a m a g a ­
zine or newspaper is fine.

H e  and other chil­
dren’s librarians find 
some parents push their 
children to read classics. 
Visnaw said books like 
Captain Underpants can 
encourage newer read­
ers.

“It’s the kind of books 
parents roll their eyes a 
little bit,” he said. The 
Diary of a Wimpy Kid 
books or graphic novels 
often appeal to younger 
readers.

Visnaw will ask kids 
what school subjects and 
hobbies they like most. 
S o m e  children like fact-

filled books, such as ti­
tles on animals, what 
they eat and more. Vis­
n a w  also asks kids what 
they’ve read before and 
liked.

“It gives us some di­
rections,” he said.

Champagne noted the 
P D L ’s non-fiction section 
for youth is quite exten­
sive. "There’s a lot of 
stuff out there,” she said 
of reading material. 
"Really, it’s tapping into 
their interests. It doesn’t 
need to be good litera­
ture. It needs to be some­
thing they enjoy."

She noted adults often 
read fun stuff, not just 
classics.

“Reading is hard work 
for them," she said of 
kids. These days in K-12 
education, there’s an 
emphasis on teaching to 
the test.

Cha mp ag ne  said 
there’s not a w a y  to test 
for literacy, but eager

readers do boost their 
school performance. 
"Everything requires 
reading,” she said. “Even 
sports require reading.” 

She’s not offended 
w h e n  children dislike a 
book from the library 
and stop reading it.
" W e ’ll find something. 
D o n ’t worry about hurt­
ing our feelings,” C h a m ­
pagne said. "I do guaran­
tee there’s a book out 
there for every single 
person. It’s just a matter 
of finding it. There’s no 
rule that says you have to 
finish a book. Life is too 
short to read something 
you don’t like.”

Public libraries are 
great resources for par­
ents and others, she add­
ed. Champagne advo­
cates for printed reading 
materials, not just use of 
Kindles or related e- 
readers. T he Plymouth

library’s website is ply- 
mouthlibrary.org.

Canton’s Visnaw has 
worked at other libraries 
and noted children in 
Canton often ask for book 
recommendations. “This 
is a reading community,” 
he said. "They’re into it 
in a different, slightly 
deeper way.”

The Canton library’s 
website cantonpl.org has 
reading lists by grade 
level and genre, he said. 
Visnaw agreed there’s no 
reason to keep reading a 
book you don’t like.

“G o  with something 
else," he said. “At some 
point, m a k e  that decision, 
T  want to try something 
different.’”

Visnaw grew up an 
avid reader: “A  good 
Saturday afternoon was 
cracking open a book. 
That was a good time for 
me.”

T he Canton library’s 
Target Family Reading 
nights extend book 
themes, such as Febru­
ary’s theme of “Love Is in 
the Air.”

" Wh en  you build that 
excitement, it starts a 
snowball effect,” Visnaw 
said. “It’s meant to be a 
fun experience. M a k e  
sure that it’s always a fun 
activity. It’s not some­
thing that should be a 
chore.

“It’s not so m u c h  about 
the sophistication of the 
text (to boost literacy),” 
he added.

H e  noted the library 
can also help with adult 
book recommendations 
for parents to read. 
"Maybe that’s h ow they 
can become more active 
readers themselves,” 
Visnaw said.

"Choose Life” specialty 
license plate for Michi­
gan motorists, bill spon­
sor Sen. Patrick Colbeck 
said.

Under the measure, 
funds raised from the 
sale of the plates would 
go to support organiza­
tions and projects that 
promote abortion al­
ternatives.

"With 
this legis­
lation, our 
citizens 
will have 
the ability 
to choose 
to support 
services on 
behalf of 
some of
the most vulnerable 
m e m b e r s  of our society 
—  w o m e n  facing un­
planned pregnancies and 
their unborn babies,” 
said Colbeck, R-Canton. 
"The passage of S B  84 
would provide the moth­
er, the baby and those 
w h o  look after them with 
the resources they need 
to meet their material 
needs, as well as give 
them the priceless re­
source of hope ”

Proceeds from the 
Choose Life plate will go, 
in part, to support preg­
nancy resource centers 
that provide maternity 
clothing, baby clothes, 
diapers, cribs, car seats, 
toys and other items and 
also teach parenting 
skills.

Funding will also pro­
vide opportunities to 
promote adoption and 
educate the public and 
at-risk groups about 
abortion alternatives.

Twenty-nine states 
and the District of Co­
lumbia have authorized 
Choose Life license 
plates, generating more 
than $21 million for life- 
promoting activities.

S B  84 will n o w  go to 
the House for consider­
ation.

I of Plymouth Town- 
1 ship must m o v e  fast 

to appoint a replacement 
for retiring Supervisor 
Richard Reaume. It is 
probably the most impor­
tant decision most of us 
will m a k e  in our political 
careers. Time cannot be 
wasted and the seat can­
not be left unoccupied 
for long.

State law says that the 
trustees m a y  appoint a 
replacement and that the 
resigning official cannot 
vote on it, but that is all it 
says. It doesn’t tell us 
h o w  to do that or what 
the ground rules are or 
tell us whether to choose 
from the inside or from 
outside. That is c o m ­

pletely up to us.
Phones and networks 

have been buzzing with 
rumors and innuendo, 
talk of appointing this 
person or that one, fixed 
outcomes and, amazingly, 
m u d  thrown at people 
w ho have not yet an­
nounced themselves as 
candidates. A nd it’s only 
going to get worse.

At times, it has been a 
difficult and divisive 2/2 
years in the township as 
w e  struggled through 
internal board conflicts

and with vocal groups of 
residents. I o w n  m y  
share of that. It’s gone on 
for too long and it’s time 
to m a k e  peace and to find 
c o m m o n  ground from 
which w e  can all move 
forward. This is our op­
portunity to do that, for a 
fresh start and a n ew 
beginning.

There is one and only 
one right path for us and 
that is for the trustees to 
choose one of their own. 
W e  don’t need to go out­
side and w e  shouldn’t 
unless no one is willing to 
step up to fill the va­
cancy. There are six 
smart, competent m e n  
and w o m e n  on the board, 
all of w h o m  are duly 
elected and capable of

serving. That’s where the 
search begins and that is 
where it should end.

Each and every trus­
tee has a legitimate and 
earned right to claim the 
seat; no one else does.

Voters elected us six 
with the understanding 
that any one of us might 
be called to fill a vacancy 
in one of the other posts. 
M a n y  voters will be sur­
prised to learn, as I was, 
that the supervisor’s seat 
might be filled by some- 
one not chosen by voters. 
Such an appointee would 
be there legally, but not 
legitimately.

S o m e  argue that the 
pathway to c o m m o n  
ground is to bring in an 
outsider, a white knight

w ho will ride into town 
and rescue us from our­
selves. W e  all know there 
are no white knights in 
life and halos quickly 
fade once the day-to-day 
challenges begin. Every­
body is a wild card; you 
can’t say with certainty 
whether someone will 
vote his or her promises, 
reverse an earlier deci­
sion or turn disagree­
ments into grudges. Bet­
ter to go with someone 
whose strengths and 
weaknesses you know 
than with someone you 
don’t.

A n d  an unelected 
outsider would bring the 
baggage of a n e w  and 
perpetual controversy - 
public scorn for taking a

seat not rightly earned. 
H o w  could a process that 
brings in an outsider 
appear just to anyone but 
the winner?

I will not vote for, nor 
will I support, anyone 
from the outside. But I 
will support, in full, any 
inside choice, even if that 
is not m y  choice.

Appointing from with­
in is the only legitimate 
and rightful pathway and 
that is what w e  need to 
do.

Livonia m a n  to donate kidney to his neighbor

You might expect 
someone to give a neigh­
bor a cup of sugar. But 
Jeff Sieber of Livonia is 
giving his neighbor a 
kidney.

Sieber, 53, is donating 
a kidney later this month 
to Linda Zukowski, 51, 
w h o  lives a block and a 
half away in Castle Gar­
dens subdivision.

“This is more than any 
typical neighbor would 
do,” said Zukowski, w ho 
has a hereditary kidney 
disease that is fatal un­
less she has a transplant 
or goes on dialysis. “H e ’s 
willing to put his life on 
hold for m e  and to alter 
his lifestyle for a short 
period of time.”

Sieber, a salesman for 
A123 in Livonia, will have 
to take it easy until his 
remaining kidney adjusts 
to doing the work of two 
kidneys, refraining from 
lifting and giving up his 
beloved bike riding for 
about eight weeks.

Still, “it was a no- 
brainer,” Sieber said of 
his decision. Then, jok­
ing, he said, “I told her

m y  liver’s off the table. I 
have plans for the liver.”

The neighbors have 
been friends since Z u ­
kowski started a play­
group about 20 years ago 
after moving to Castle 
Gardens. The Siebers 
had m ov ed  there from 
Dallas and didn’t know 
anyone. Their mailbox 
was one of the ones in the 
sub Zukowski had 
slipped a note into, ask­
ing if they wanted to get 
their children together to 
play.

Several families in the 
playgroup have re­
mained friends through 
the years, sharing each 
other’s struggles and 
celebrating each other’s 
successes. S o m e  of the 
couples travel together 
n o w  that their kids are 
grown.

Initially, Zukowski had 
a few other people offer 
to donate her a kidney, 
including her husband. 
Doctors thought one of 
them would be a good 
match and scheduled an 
operation for December. 
But in November, they 
found out Zukowski’s 
body would likely reject 
the donor’s kidney be­

cause of differing anti­
bodies.

Zukowski, w h o  is on 
medical leave from her 
job at Valassis in Livonia, 
started a Facebook page 
to create awareness of 
her need for a kidney 
and let people know 
about live organ dona­
tions.

W h e n  Sieber’s wife 
told him the news that 
Zukowski’s intended 
donor wasn’t a good 
match, he couldn’t sleep 
that night. “I k n e w  the 
next morning I wanted to 
do this,” he said. "From 
there, it’s just been m o v ­
ing forward.”

Sieber said a sermon 
he heard at his church, 
Holy TYinity Lutheran, 
confirmed his decision. 
A n d  he thought of his 
mother Ellen Sieber, 71, 
of 'Ibrtle Creek, Pa., w h o  
lost a kidney 42 years 
ago. “M y  m o m  is still 
alive and lives a very full 
life (with one kidney),” 
he said, adding she has 
been a positive role m o d ­
el.

After Zukowski start­
ed the Facebook page, 
more relatives, friends, 
co-workers and other 
m e m b e r s  of the play­
group c a m e  forward, 
willing to donate a kid­
ney to her, including 
. Sieber and his wife T a m ­
my. A  total of 15 offered 
and 13 were tested be­
fore doctors concluded 
Sieber was the best 
match of the bunch. 
"That’s quite a testament 
to the person she is,” 
Sieber said of the n u m ­
ber of people willing to 
undergo an organ trans­
plant for Zukowski.

Zukowski has poly­
cystic kidney disease, 
which has reduced her 
kidney function to 10 
percent. H er mother, 
Patricia Zondlak, 78, of 
W i x o m  has the same 
disease and received a 
cadaver kidney 25 years 
ago this M a y  from a 
young m a n  w h o  had died. 
T he transplanted kidney 
continues to work well.

Zukowski said m a n y

people don’t k n o w  about 
live organ donations, 
which in addition to kid­
neys can include parts of 
the liver, lung, pancreas, 
intestine and skin “with­
out detriment to the do­
nor.”

Every day, 13 people 
die waiting for a kidney, 
according to the National 
Kidney Foundation. Of 
the 118,000 Americans 
currently on the waiting

list for an organ trans­
plant, more than 96,000 
need a kidney, but fewer 
than 17,000 people re­
ceive one each year.

Zukowski said Sieber 
truly is giving her the 
gift of life. O n  dialysis, 
she would have little 
quality of life.

Zukowski said she 
never expected members 
of the subdivision play­
group she started two

decades ago would be 
willing to donate a kid­
ney to her. “It’s incred­
ible,” she said. “W e ’ve all 
been there for each other 
through parents passing 
away - one of the parents 
had lost a child. This just 
continues that incredible 
support in our sub.”

With a change of ven­
ue and a late spring date, 
B ob  Haviland is looking 
to increase the crowd for 
the Western W ay ne  
County Conservation 
Association’s annual 
Friends of the N R A  ban­
quet at Hellenic Cultural 
Center in Westland.

This is the seventh 
year the organization has 
put on the banquet to 
benefit the N R A  Founda­
tion. It started at the 
clubhouse on Napier 
Road in Plymouth T o w n ­
ship and, after three 
sellout years, m o v e d  to 
Fox Hills in Plymouth 
Township. The m o v e  to 
Westland will allow the 
club to continue to ex­
pand the event and raise 
more money, 50 percent 
of which is returned to 
the state through grants.

Its m e m ­
bers hail from W a y n e  
County communities 
such as Plymouth, C an­
ton, Livonia, Westland 
and Redford and as far 
a w a y  as St. Clair Shores 
and the Grosse Pointes. 
T he club also attracts 
shooting enthusiasts 
from Farmington, South 
Lyon, Northville, Novi 
and Milford.

Police investigate 
teacher misconduct 

allegations at 
W a y n e  school

The Wayne-Westland 
school board assured 
two w o m e n  that their 
concerns will be heard; 
however, there will be 
no public comment 
about an investigation 
into allegations that an 
art teacher had inappro­
priate contact with 
young students at Roo- 
sevelt-McGrath Ele­
mentary School.

“This is not some­
thing w e ’re not aware 
of; this is not something 
that will be swept under 
the rung,” school board 
President Tho ma s  
Buckalew said. "This is 
being investigated.”

T he w o m e n  —  a 
parent and a grandpar­
ent —  addressed the 
board at its meeting 
M o n d a y  about their 
concerns regarding the 
investigation. The 
grandparent, w h o  iden­
tified herself as a for­
m e r  Romulus school 
board member, said she 
was expressing the 
concerns of her daugh­
ter w h o  has a student at 
Walker-Winter Ele­
mentary School in Can­
ton.

“She is concerned 
about the procedures; 
she’s concerned about 
w h o  was notified and 
when,” she said.

Parents were noti­
fied Friday of a police 
investigation into alle­
gations leveled by sev­
eral parents that a 
teacher had inappropri­
ate contact with their 
children. T he  parents, 
in television interviews, 
claimed they raised the 
issue with school offi­
cials several weeks ago, 
but nothing had been 
done.

District Superinten­

dent Michele Harmala 
sent a letter to parents 
and posted it on the 
district’s website March 
13. In it, she acknowl­
edged that the district 
is aware of a police 
investigation into al­
leged inappropriate 
behavior by a staff 
member.

She said school offi­
cials are conducting an 
internal investigation 
and cooperating with 
the W a y n e  Police D e ­
partment.

“Thus far, our in­
vestigation has re­
vealed no evidence 
which would support 
the allegations,” Har­
mala said. “Neverthe­
less, while those in­
vestigations are pend­
ing, the individual in­
volved has chosen to 
take a leave of absence 
until such time as these 
matters are brought to 
a conclusion.”

W a y n e  police began 
actively investigating 
the allegations last 
w e e k  and declined to 
"release any informa­
tion at this time.”

“N o  charges have 
been issued in this case; 
it is a continuing in­
vestigation,” W ay ne  
Police Sgt. Matthew 
Spunar said.

Harmala said she 
shared all of the in­
formation that the dis­
trict is currently able to 
and assured parents in 
the letter that “w e  will 
continue to update the 
community as soon as 
w e  are able and are 
asking your patience as 
w e  proceed,” she wrote.

Marine archaeologist shares

James Delgado has 
taken two dives to the 
Titanic, the most famous 
shipwreck of the 20th 
century.

crew m e m b e r  and Ida 
Straus, the wife of Isidor 
Straus, a co-owner of 
M a c y ’s department store.

Gray, w h o  attended 
school at St. Michael the 
Archangel and graduated 
from Dearborn Divine 
Child High School, said 
it’s important for Michi­
gan residents to learn 
more about the history of 
the Great Lakes, even if 
they don’t live near one.

"The Great Lakes are 
one of the most important 
resources, not just for the 
state of Michigan but for 
our country,” he said.
“It’s amazing h o w  m u c h  
w e ’ve lost a connection to 
the Great Lakes.”

Gray said he originally 
wanted to become an 
engineer working for 
Ford in Dearborn, but 
took an archeology class 
in college and became 
hooked.

H e ’s worked else­
where, including Wiscon­
sin, before coming back 
to his h o m e  state and said 
he’s happy to be back.

“It’s great to be h o m e  
in Michigan,” he said.

Salem looks to offset key graduation losses; Plymouth could m a k e  s o m e  noise

Last year was a breakout 
party for Salem’s varsity girls 
lacrosse team and head coach 
Dave Medley would like noth­
ing better for the train to keep 
moving forward in 2015.

The Rocks were a jugger­
naut in 2014, finishing 13-2 and 
winning the K L A A  Kensington 
Conference championship —  
the first Park team to do so.

Yet Medley knows it’s a n ew 
season with a m u c h  different 
roster, following a n umber of 
key players graduating.

“The 2015 season finds us 
humble and soon to answer the 
big question, are w e  rebuilding 
or reloading?”

Medley said the seniors

Hard to believe
While the Whalers strug­

Both Catalano and Dong 
agreed that it was going to be 
a real b u m m e r  to attend this 
weekend’s Whalers-Erie 
game, the last contest in fran­
chise history, knowing the 
doors would close for good 
following the final buzzer.

Ironically, given the atten­
dance issues that played a 
role in the Whalers’ demise, 
the contest was completely 
sold out.

“1 think for all Whaler fans 
it’s just so hard, it’s really 
hard," Catalano said. "I don’t 
know that it’s hit home. (Sat­
urday) is going to really be a 
rough g a m e  for everybody."
'Gigantic loss'

Dong followed the team 
from Detroit to O a k  Park to 
Auburn Hills and finally Ply­
mouth for the 1996-97 season. 
H e  w o n ’t be buying Firebirds 
season tickets to regularly 
watch the former Whalers in 
Flint.

Still, he doesn't blame Kar- 
manos for selling the team.

"1 think if people are m a d  
at Mr. Karmanos, they’re 
wrong," Dong said. " He pro­
vided us for 25 years, that's a

quarter of a century, of super 
hockey, super entertainment. 
It’s the best value in town.”

H e  sounded disappointed 
that more metro Detroit 
sports fans didn’t catch on to 
the major junior team. Atten­
dance dwindled in recent 
seasons at the 3.800-seat are­
na, with most games this sea­
son drawing in the low 2,000s.

In recent seasons, Compu- 
ware often sat half-empty 
despite the Whalers always 
(until this year) being a solid 
playoff team filled with fu­
ture N H L  stars (Tyler Seguin, 
J.T. Miller. Rickard Rakell).

That frustrated Karmanos 
and turned out to be one of the 
key reasons he sold the fran­
chise.

"This is a gigantic loss on

m a n y  levels,” Dong said. “The 
community really loses out.... 
They have no idea, this is sort 
of (like) Canadians, they don’t 
understand Americans’ fasci­
nation with college sports.
T he problem here (with the 
D H L )  is most Americans don’t 
get it.

"They don’t understand 
what a jewel having a major 
D H L  franchise is.

Hopefully, 
someday, they’ll realize what 
they’ve lost.”

Just like colleges feed the 
N F L  and N B A ,  the O H L  sup­
plies one-third of the top 
prospects to the National 
Hockey League.

W h e n  next fall rolls 
around, Catalano and Dong 
likely will catch at least a 
g a m e  or two at Perani Arena. 
Younger soon-to-be-ex-Whal- 
ers such as Cullen Mercer, 
Will Bitten, Canton’s Tyler 
Sensky and perhaps even 
goalie Alex Nedeljkovic could 
be on the Firebirds’ 2015-16 
roster.

They might not openly root 
for the Flint team, but they’ll 
cheer on the young m e n  they 
got to k n o w  so well on and off 
the ice.

“They’re not that far away. 
W e ’re still going to get to go 
see some of these guys play 
again,” Catalano said.

Sue-Anne Sweeney lives 
what she teaches.

Assistant professor and 
chair of M ad on na  University’s 
Aging Studies program, Swee­
ney has cared for elderly rela­
tives for 24 years, serving as 
patient advocate, direct care­
giver, care coordinator, and 
respite provider. She worked 
as a hospital nurse’s aide and 
for an Area Agency on Aging 
before joining the Madonna 
faculty in 2005. She signed up 
for Medicare two years ago 
w h e n  she turned 65 and she’s 
not afraid to use the “0 ” word.

“Rather than saying I’m  not 
old, I say, yeah, I’m  old. A nd 
I’m  active, I’m  contributing. 
I’m  taking care of myself,” 
said Sweeney, w h o  shared her 
views on aging with the O b ­
server last week. “I think that 
promoting positive aging and 
the potential of later life, cre­
ativity in old age, encore ca­
reers and continuing to m a k e  a 
contribution, is going to 
change aging. It’s going to 
change the w ay  w e  age."

Sweeney’s personal journey 
as a senior and elder care pro­
vider to grandparents, in-laws 
and parents has helped inform 
her teaching in a program that 
is celebrating its 40th anniver­
sary through September. In 
honor of the gerontology de­
partment’s 40th year, the uni­
versity reviewed and revised 
programs, changed the depart­
ment’s n a m e  and added online 
courses that lead to certif­
icates in dementia care, aging 
and older adults, and end-of- 
life care.

“I think w e  used to focus 
somewhat more on recreation 
and that kind of thing. N o w  
w e ’re focusing more on social 
trends, policy and health care 
which is changing radically,” 
Sweeney said.

Madonna University offers 
the only bachelor’s degree in 
aging studies in Michigan and 
it’s researching the potential 
for a graduate credential. M a ­
jors include aging studies and 
long-term care administration. 
Students can concentrate on 
care management or nursing 
h o m e  administration within 
the long-term care major.

Like Sweeney, for w h o m  
aging studies has included

real-life experience as well as 
academic research, students in 
the bachelor’s degree program 
are expected to engage in the 
community by visiting elder 
care environments and volun­
teering there if possible.

“W e  don’t want them to 
learn it all from a textbook.” 
Students in the program are 
“older” and some have re­
turned to school for “encore” 
careers.
N e w  image needed

“W e  tend to have an older 
student population because 
younger people don’t think so 
m u c h  about aging. W e  try to 
m a k e  the point that there are 
jobs out there, but w e  have 
such an ageist society. W e  can 
reinvent aging if w e  really 
m a d e  an effort, a communica­
tions effort, a health promotion 
effort.

“I think w e  need to stop 
thinking about the rocking 
chair. Nobody is sitting in that 
rocking chair any more. W e ’re 
out doing stuff with our grand- 
kids. Sometimes w e ’re raising 
our grandkids. W e ’re volun­
teering. W e  just need to change 
our perception. I think the 
media need to understand that 
older adults control a great 
deal of m o n e y  and they aren’t 
just buying medical equipment 
and over-the-counter medica­
tion. A  lot of older adults keep 
up with fashion and are in­
terested in (electronic) de­
vices. A  whole lot of people 
have tablets and smartphones. 
A n d  if w e ’re not buying them 
for ourselves, w e  are buying 
them for grandchildren.” 

Sweeney urges young adults 
to begin planning for their 
middle and twilight years by 
investing in savings and retire­

ment plans, maintaining a 
healthy diet, exercising, and 
stopping tobacco use. She’s 
encouraged by the prolifer­
ation of employers w h o  offer 
benefits with built-in incen­
tives for losing weight, stop­
ping smoking and decreasing 
cholesterol levels. S o m e  c o m ­
panies even maintain a walk-in 
clinic on site.

“One-quarter to one-third of 
your life m a y  be spent as an 
older adult. H o w  do you want 
to live that? D o  you want to be 
on a walker or needing oxygen 
or do you want to be vigorous 
and enjoy life? I think that’s 
the kind of message w e  need to 
be telling them. People need to 
start thinking about aging 
rather than the mass denial w e  
do."

gress in the coalitions and 
networks that have formed 
a m o n g  hospitals, community 
services and long-term care 
facilities. They’re working 
together in the effort to pro­
vide elderly patients continu­
ous care and to prevent hospi­
tal readmissions.

“But there is an awful lot of 
m o n e y  that goes into admini­
stration,” she said. “I think 
understanding the transpar­
ency mov em en t  around the 
cost of health care is impor­
tant. W e  have this notion —  I 
can always get a knee replaced 
or a hip replaced. But if w e  
k n e w  what the cost was, then 
w e ’d realize it’s never as good 
as what G o d  gave us.”

Will U.S. follow France
on product quality?

|  understand that France has 
B  mandated a n e w  law direct- 
I  ed at the manufacturers of 
appliances to help frustrated 
homeowners take a stand on 
the poor quality of appliances 
being produced in their coun­
try. Manufacturers will put a 
two-year warranty on the prod­
ucts. If a problem occurs, the 
consumer can receive a n e w  
product within that two-year 
period. Manufacturers must 
give a customer the average 
life span and they must state 
h o w  long parts will be avail­
able for a particular product. 
Noncompliance will m e a n  a 
$1,600 fine for each occur­
rence.

All of this is being done 
because there is a known built- 
in obsolescence in products 
that creates more and more 
sales for manufacturers in the 
end. W h e n  I read this recent 
news story, all I could think 
about is the need in this coun- 
try for such a law. Just three 
years ago, the appliance giants 
cut back their warranties to a 
one-year period. In m y  opinion, 
appliances are m a d e  so cheap 
today that any warranty over 
one year would cripple the 
bottom line of any P  &  L. The 
recent announcement by Speed 
Queen that its washers now 
have a five-year full warranty 
is a sure sign that they must 
have a lot of confidence in h o w  
they build them.

The above information is 
just another statement to ver­
ify what this old appliance 
doctor has been saying and 
writing about for the past sev­
eral years. H o w  can w e  get the 
quality back into the produc­
tion of major appliances and 
give all consumers the quality 
that they expect w h e n  they

purchase one? Will it take an 
act of Congress here in this 
country? M a y b e  it should.
Poor quality

I come from an era when 
things were a lot better than 
today, but w e  still had defects 
that needed correction and w e  
took care of it pronto. F r o m  the 
flaws, w e  learned h o w  to do it 
right and the appliance indus­
try was great in customer 
satisfaction and people bought 
our products because w e  cre­
ated brand loyalty. That is not 
the case today. Start looking at 
appliance reviews and you will 
read for hours and in the end, 
you w o n ’t k n o w  what to pur­
chase because you will be con­
fused. In just plain old English, 
the quality of m a n y  appliances 
today is nothing but pure junk.

That is 
our energy department that 
makes decisions on energy 
consumption without any 
thought in regards to the con­
sequences. These people have 
to live with the same products 
w e  do but I guess their impor­
tant. dictating jobs take prece­
dence over the quality of a 
wash load.

Jay w a s  an outstanding student 
and high school Texas State 
Latin Champion. H e  began 
attending the love of his 
post-secondary educational 
career. Texas A & M  University, 
at the age of 16, later transferring 
to Rice University, from which 
he graduated in 1951. H e  could 
be heard screaming "Gig 'em, 
Aggies!" at the television 
whenever an A & M  g a m e  was 
on. If the Aggies weren’t 
playing, a University of Texas 
g a m e  would do as a substitute, 
w h e n  " H o o k  ’em, H o m s ! "  would 
be the battle cry.

S o m e  
are: American R ed Cross 
Month, Epilepsy Month, Brain 
Injury Awareness Month, C e ­
rebral Palsy Awareness 
Month, and Problem Gambling 
Awareness Month.

Awareness weeks have been 
declared legislatively during 
March. They include P harma­
cy Awareness W e e k  and Choir 
Therapy Awareness W e e k  
during the first week and Cri­
sis Line Awareness W e e k  dur­
ing the third week, and so 
forth.

S o m e  awareness days have 
been registered as: World

Glaucoma Awareness Day, 
M a r c h  12, D o w n  Syndrome 
Awareness Day, and World 
Itoberculosis Day, both on 
M ar ch  24, and the list goes on.

The designation of aware­
ness times is important be­
cause they help expand our 
knowledge, understanding, and 
support of individuals or social 
causes. Awareness times help 
provide resources, research, 
and lead to the creation of 
support groups. For some non­
profit charities, the awareness 
designations coincide with 
raising monetary funds.
Designating a time

Pursuing an awareness time 
is not as difficult as one might 
think. You see, elected officials 
such as state representatives, 
senators, governors, and m e m ­
bers of the U.S. Congress work 
on these issues a great deal. 
They want to help their constit­

uents by passing resolutions, 
proclamations, and designa­
tions of awareness times. It is a 
“win-win” situation for them to 
have their names attached to 
causes which ultimately bene­
fit a large n umber of citizens.

Recently, Feb. 28 came and 
went. That date is called Rare 
Disease Awareness Day, 
worldwide each year. Feb. 28 is 
especially important because it 
champions the causes of m a n y  
individuals affected with rare 
and neglected disorders. S o m e  
of these are also sometimes 
referred to as orphan diseases. 
These conditions are said to be 
so rare that they do not get the 
amount of awareness and re­
search funding as do more 
c o m m o n  entities such as, dia­
betes and cancer. However, did 
you k n o w  there are at least 
7,000 separate rare diseases? 
D u e  to lack of awareness, 
these disorders often go undi­

agnosed and untreated. Most 
often they are attributed to a 
genetic abnormality. Feb. 28 
shines a spotlight, or for some 
a flashlight, on rare disorders 
in order to raise our awareness 
of thousands of devastating, 
rarely mentioned disorders.

So, with greater awareness 
comes greater knowledge. I 
suggest that these two ingredi­
ents plus hope increase the 
odds of changes for the better 
a mo ng  the numerous rare and 
nonrare disorders which make 
up the h u m a n  condition.

Handling a new job and 
new problems
Check out these tips for overcomng a tough 
project, meeting the demands of a new role 
and discussing your concerns with the boss.

A  n e w  job comes with m o r e  challenges than simply 
learning everybody's names. A n d  at s o m e  point in eve­
rybody's career, a project feels too big to tackle or the 
workload feels insurmountable. Before yo u settle into a 
pit of despair, though, check out these tips for overcom­
ing a tough project, meeting the d e m a n d s  of a n e w  role 
and discussing your concerns with the boss. Yo u m a y  be 
surprised by h o w  quickly things can turn around.

Break it d o w n
Chances are that you've only realized you're in over your 

head after a big project is underway. A n d  as Elissa Ash- 
wood, CEO of Truly Accomplished, a talent technology 
firm in Pittsburgh, notes, this isn't something that only 
happens to n e w  employees. Sh e says, "In fact, the more 
you succeed, the mo re you take on, the m o r e  likely you 
are to feel this w a y  at times. The secret is to handle it 
well to resolve it!"
To do this, A s h w o o d  says, take a cue from m a n a g e m e n t  
consultants, w h o s e  jobs are to deal with situations over 
their heads. O n e  trick they em ploy is to turn immediate 
problems into smaller tasks. "Break the big problem into 
several smaller problems. They are easier to solve," says 
Ashwood. "For example, if you have to deliver a fitness 
marketing project an d you don't k n o w  where to focus, 
the parts might be: the audience yo u are targeting, the 
problem yo u are solving for the client, the message, and 
the m e d i u m  you'll deliver it. Each of the pieces is clearer. 
Answer each on e and add t h e m  back up. You'll find that 
you already k n o w  s o m e  of the answers already. A n d  for 
the ones you're stuck on? It's a lot easier to go to s o m e ­
on e else an d say T  k n o w  the audience, problem and ve­
hicle, I'm stuck on the message.' For extra bonus points, 
repeat this break-down on the part you're stuck on. For

example, the message 
might be 'lose weight,' 
'have mo re energy' or 
'fit into your [favorite] 
jeans.' That's easy to 
get other people to help 
yo u decide. W h e n  you've 
thought the options 
through this far, no one 

will even k n o w  that an hour ago you were overwhelmed!"

G o  with the workflow
If your workload or responsibilities are mo re the prob­

lem than on e specific project, it m a y  be time for s o m e  of 
your wo rk habits and expectations to adapt. For e x a m ­
ple, getting input from your team, making re­
alistic time co mmit ment s an d managing your 
progress are all wa ys to get back on track.
Here to elaborate is Jennifer Bevan, a career 

coach based in Los Angeles. She offers these 
three tips:
1. "Before diving into a project, have a conversa­
tion with your manager or team mem b e r s  about 
the project scope, timeline and anticipated 
results. Don't be afraid to ask for input and to 
bounce ideas around with seasoned colleagues —  
you are n e w  to the company and this is expected.
Not only will you show you are open to ideas and 
suggestions, but you are beginning to build your 
network at the company and want to demonstrate 
an interest in getting up to speed.
2. "Don't take on more than you can handle. This 
starts with making realistic commitments to 
deadlines. No one will be impressed with you if
you complete a project quickly, but the end product is rid­
dled with errors, poor assumptions, or lack of thought.
3. "Break your work into manageable pieces —  tackle small 
pieces one at a time. Put together a timeline so you feel or­
ganized and in control of your work. Perhaps, you complete 
a section of your work, set up a meeting with your manager 
and solicit feedback. You can position it like 'I'd love to share 
with you what I have accomplished so far to get your input 
and to m a k e  sure I'm on the right track.' Your manager will 
appreciate this, as they don't k n o w  the quality of your work 
yet —  this will help you build credibility and gain their trust 
quicker."

Get on the sa m e  page
Checking in with your ma nage r can help align your in­

tentions with the d e m a n d s  of the role, an d can also help 
to avoid any surprising issues later. Chaz Pitts-Kyser, 
career coach and author of "Careeranista: Th e Wo man' s 
Guide to Success After College," r e c o m m e n d s  setting 
aside time to speak with your ma nage r and share that 
s o m e  parts of the job are taking longer than anticipat­
ed to grasp. Sh e says, "Follow that by saying that just 
in case they had any concerns, you wanted to let th em 
k n o w  that yo u are taking steps to get your work up to par 
and be the valuable m e m b e r  of the te am that you k n o w  
yo u can be. Th en explain the steps yo u are taking to i m ­
prove.

"Often times, bosses avoid confrontation an d won't 
bring up someone's poor performance until it has be­
c o m e  a real problem, through bringing the issue up first, 
yo u put yourself in control of the situation and can help 
allay a manager's fears about you," Pitts-Kyser says. 
"Also, your boss m a y  end up pointing you to resources or 
people that can help yo u stop treading water an d finally 
start swimming."
