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Judge drops lawsuit against cops

A  federal judge has dis­
missed a lawsuit that accused 
Canton police officers of fail­
ing to protect Patricia “Katie” 
Williams, a 33-year-old Detroit 
police officer w h o  was shot and 
killed by her husband in 2009 
outside the Canton Public Li­
brary.

U.S. District Judge M a r k

Goldsmith’s decision ca me  
Wednesday and mirrored earli­
er rulings that dismissed law­
suits by Williams' mother, D e b ­
orah Ryan, against Canton 
Tbwnship and the city of D e ­
troit.

“It is the correct decision,” 
said Kristin Kolb, Canton’s 
corporation counsel. “The bot­
tom line is the officers did 
nothing improper.”

Bill Goodman, R y a n ’s at­

torney, said all of Goldsmith’s 
rulings will be appealed.

“W e  think he was flawed 
legally and factually and that’s 
the reason w e  are appealing,” 
he said.

Williams was gunned down 
the morning of Sept. 22,2009, 
by her 36-year-old husband, 
Edward Gordon Williams II, a 
Detroit police homicide in­
vestigator w h o  then fatally shot 
himself. The couple had lived

in Canton about three years.
R y an ’s lawsuits had claimed 

her daughter was denied equal 
protection and her civil rights 
were violated by Canton and 
two of its police officers.

Court documents alleged 
that, despite a history of do­
mestic violence by Edward 
Williams, police officers “did 
nothing to arrest or charge

A  Canton chiropractor w h o  
was robbed of $187 at knife 
point is c o mmending Canton 
police for a swift response 
that led to the defendant’s 
capture.

“I don’t think their re­
sponse could have been more 
perfect,” said Sherry Sieber, 
chiropractor at Village Well­
ness Center. “They did a great 
job. They actually gave m e  m y  
m o n e y  back immediately.”

Sieber was working in her 
office on Ford Road, near 
Haggerty, about 
4 p.m. M a r c h  3 
w h e n  a suspect 
wielding a big 
steak knife 
walked in, 
robbed her and 
fled on foot.

Sieber ran to Stachowski 
the nearby 
Landmark Real­
ty, where her fiance works, 
and they followed the suspect 
east along Ford Road as a 
realty office employee called 
police for help.

Then, a w o m a n  in a car 
stopped to help them, called 
police from her car and drove 
Sieber’s fiance across Ford 
Road, keeping track of the 
suspect’s moves. Police ar­
rived quickly and arrested 
Michael James Stachowski, a 
36-year-old Westland man, 
near the B a ym o n t  Inn and 
Comfort Inn Suites.

A  police officer fired a 
Taser gun to bring the suspect 
under control after authorities 
say he briefly held the knife to 
his neck as if to injure him­
self.

Stachowski, a parolee w h o  
has already spent more than 
five years in prison, remains 
jailed with a $300,000 cash 
bond as he awaits the outcome 
of his case in W a y n e  County 
Circuit Court.

H e  was ordered to stand 
trial as he appeared M o nd a y  
in 35th District Judge Ron 
L o w e ’s courtroom and volun­
tarily waived his right to a

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(him) with a crime or 
detain him in any way, 
although they would have 
done both had he not been 
a police officer.”

Canton officials have 
rejected those accusa­

The 
victim left behind a son, 
n o w  in his teens.

last remaining lawsuit 
against two Canton offi­
cers. In a 25-page deci­
sion, Goldsmith conclud­
ed “there is no evidence” 
to prove officers violated 
the victim’s constitu­
tional rights.

Patricia Williams and 
her husband had domes­
tic problems before the 
victim was gunned down.

Three days before she 
was killed, court docu­
ments say E d wa r d  Wil­
liams assaulted her and 
knocked her to the 
ground, prompting her to 
go to the Canton police 
station with her boy­
friend —  also a Detroit 
police officer —  to report 
the incident. However, 
authorities said she re­
fused to give her n a m e  or 
her husband’s because 
she didn’t want him to 
lose his job.

T w o  days before her 
death, Patricia Williams 
and her mother had an 
altercation with Edward 
Williams who, according 
to court documents, “was 
holding a handgun and 
intoxicated.” Police were 
called for help, but E d ­
ward Williams fled the 
home, though he had 
written what appeared to 
be a suicide note.

Edward Williams later 
spoke with police and 
said the note meant noth­
ing.

T h e  troubled couple 
had agreed to meet about 
8 a.m. Sept. 22,2009, in 
the library parking lot. 
Court documents indicate 
they spent an hour talk­
ing on a bench before 
E d wa r d  Williams went to 
his car, got a personal 
handgun and shot his 
wife dead before turning

the .38-caliber snub-nose 
revolver on himself.

Ryan had claimed in 
the lawsuit that her 
daughter had been dis­
criminated against and 
denied equal protection, 
accusing police officers 
of failing to properly 
investigate because E d ­
ward Williams, too, was 
an officer. Goldsmith, 
however, ruled that he 
found no evidence to 
support the claims.

Canton Public Safety 
Director Todd Mutchler 
had said early on that he 
was “confident that the 
practices and the proce­
dures in place and the 
actions by our officers 
were appropriate.”

offender, could face

N e w  School High stu­
dents finished in seventh 
place in the David Ricar­
do division of the Nation­
al Economics Competi­
tion M a rch 24 at Walsh 
College in Novi.

All team m e mb e r s  
were ninth-graders, 
which was unusual be­
cause freshmen rarely 
study economics until 
later in their high school 
careers.

“W e  k n e w  that w e  had 
several students w h o  are 
already very interested 
in business and econom­
ics, so it was easy to de­
cide to start a team,” 
first-year history teacher 
Hillary Hanel said. “It 
was something n e w  that 
none of our teachers or 
students had experience 
with and it sounded like 
an exciting, n e w  opportu­
nity.”

N e w  School High

prides themselves on 
being one of a very few 
teacher-led schools in the 
nation.

“Our philosophy is 
quite different from 
other schools in that w e  
teach our students to be 
highly active in their o w n  
educations,” N e w  School 
High school leader Cyn­
thia Burnstein said. “W e  
believe high school stu­
dents are capable of 
m u c h  mo re  than they are 
often allowed to pursue.”

Only several days 
before the first level of 
the competition, Hanel 
paired with English 
teacher A m y  Trombley to 
act as coaches for the 
team by meeting with 
m e m b e r s  after school, 
aiding in discussions and 
providing resources to 
study. M a th  teacher M a ­
rio DiNicola also helped 
to prepare the team by 
reviewing important 
facts and figures and 
going over graphs.

“To qualify for the 
state event, they had to 
take an online examina­
tion,” Burnstein said.
“W e  were thrilled that 
their scores on the online 
test were high enough to 
qualify them for the state 
finals.”

Once the team found 
out it m a d e  it to states, it 
then had two short weeks 
to get ready for that part 
of the competition.

“Our students and

teachers were all proud 
of the team for finishing 
seventh,” Hanel said. 
“Immediately following 
the state finals, the team 
was already reviewing 
their notes and making 
plans for future competi­
tions. They even took 
h o m e  economics books 
over spring break.”

The students plan to 
compete in the Personal 
Finance Challenge in 
April.

G u y  Stern, from the Holocaust Memorial Center in 
Farmington, tells his story o n  the American Heroes Channel 
airing April 9.

Holocaust expert set to 
be on American Heroes
G u y  Stern, director of 

the Harry and W a n d a  
Zekelman International 
Institute of the Righ­
teous at the Holocaust 
Memorial Center Zekel­
m a n  Family Campus, 
will appear at 10 p.m. 
Saturday, April 9, in an 
episode of “W h a t  History 
Forgot” on the American 
Heroes Channel.

T h e  segment will 
highlight his participa­
tion in a special intelli­
gence unit of the U.S. 
A r m y  in World W a r  II, 
nicknamed The Ritchie 
Boys.

Formerly the Military 
Channel, the American 
Heroes Channel is 
o w ned by Discovery 
Communications and 
features a variety of 
programs covering the 
great historical events 
that shaped our world. 
“W h a t  History Forgot,” 
hosted by history buff 
Joe Moniaci, shares leg­
endary tales from A m e r ­
ican history that never 
m a d e  it into the text­
books, but m a d e  an i m ­
pact on our world today.

O n  this episode, Stern 
will share his experience 
of serving with The 
Ritchie Boys. N a m e d  
after the c a m p  where 
they trained, T h e  Ritchie 
Boys were composed 
primarily of G e r m a n ­
speaking immigrants, 
most being Jews w h o  
fled Nazi Germany.

T h e  team was utilized

for interrogation of pris­
oners on the front lines 
and counter intelligence 
in Europe. Stern served 
as a master sergeant and 
was awarded a Bronze 
Star for his innovative 
interrogation techniques. 
The Ritchie Boys also 
were the subject of a 
2004 documentary of the 
s a me  n a m e  by late Ger­
m a n  filmmaker Chris­
tian Bauer.

“It is wonderful to 
k n o w  the story of The 
Ritchie Boys still res­
onates with people to­
day,” Stern said. “It is 
programs like ‘What 
History Forgot’ that 
keeps experiences like 
mine alive and teaches 
others h o w  to stand up 
for what they believe 
in.”

Stern was born in 
Hildesheim, Germany, in 
1922 to Jewish parents. 
Out of five family m e m ­
bers, he was the only one 
to escape Nazi persecu­
tion in 1937 and m a k e  it 
to the United States. 
After being rejected 
from U.S. Naval Intelli­
gence in 1942, he was 
drafted in 1943 and the 
following year took part 
in the N o r m a n d y  in­
vasion.

Because I believe 
that professionals should 
be independent and work 
solely for the client, I 
believe one of the ways 
you should categorize an 
adviser is h o w  they are 
compensated.

S o m e  advisers are 
compensated by commis­
sions. They receive c o m ­
pensation in a couple 
different ways. First, by 
selling you a product. 
Second, by receiving 
additional compensation 
year-by-year through 
higher fees associated 
with your product in 
m a n y  of those c o mm i s ­
sion products they pro­
vide. M y  problem with 
commission salespeople 
is they have dual loy­

alties, the client and the 
c o mp a n y ’s product they 
represent.

The second type of 
adviser is what is known 
as a fee-only adviser. A  
fee-only adviser only 
receives compensation 
directly from you. Most 
fee-only advisers will 
either work on a set fee 
or a percent for m o ney 
under management. 
These advisers receive 
no compensation from 
anyone other than their 
clients. One of the rea­
sons that I a m  a fee-only 
adviser is because I want 
to eliminate as m a n y  
conflicts of interest as 
possible.

The third type of ad­
viser charges fees and at 
the s a me  time accepts 
commissions. Sometimes 
these advisers will offset 
the commission with the 
fee, other times they will 
not. The s a me  objections 
I have to the commission- 
only salespeople apply to 
these types of advisers as

well. In addition, I think 
in m a n y  cases these ad­
visers are double dipping 
on fees.

Another w a y  that you 
categorize advisers is 
based upon their ex­
pertise. S o m e  advisers 
will specialize in mutual 
funds, others in individ­
ual stocks. S o m e  advisers 
will implement more 
aggressive trading strat­
egies than others.

As far as I’m  con­
cerned, in selecting an 
adviser you not only have 
to look at h o w  they are 
compensated, but also 
what their expertise is. 
Just like medicine, where 
doctors can’t be a jack of 
all trades, the s a me  thing 
applies to financial ad­
visers. The key is just not 
finding a good adviser; 
but finding a good ad­
viser for you.

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Earth Day event at Schoolcraft College 
promotes small steps, making difference

Stephan B r o w n  is a 
second-year Schoolcraft 
College computer sci­
ence student and m e m ­
ber of the Math &  Physics 
Club. O n  Wednesday, 
M a r c h  30, at the college’s 
VisT^Tech Center, he was 
demonstrating “h o w  to 
get energy from kinetic 
energy.”

Brown, a 2013 Chur­
chill High School gradu­
ate and Livonia resident, 
was at a Schoolcraft 
Earth D a y  event focused 
on “Energy: The Power 
To Change.” H e  used 
slight hand pressure to 
store an electric current 
in a capacitor.

“P m  generating elec­
tricity, slowly and sure­
ly,” B r o w n  said, adding 
the technology is n o w  
used in doorbells. It’s 
being studied for more 
advanced use in genera­
tors and traffic control.

“I’ve always loved 
computers and anything 
with electronics, really,” 
said Brown, w h o  hopes to 
transfer to a university to 
study chemical engineer­
ing. H e  noted the Math &  
Physics Club is active at 
Schoolcraft and that the 
math department pub­
lishes a weekly newspa­
per, the “Right Angle.”
'Make a huge 
difference'

Nearby was second- 
year Schoolcraft student 
Katy Robinson, w h o ’s 
studying biology, sci­
ences and social science 
and is a 2011 Redford 
Union High School grad­
uate. The Redford resi­
dent was helping Earth 
D a y  event attendees with 
a computer simulation on 
their Earth footprint.

Robinson noted recy­
cling more, buying prod­
ucts with less packaging 
and even turning off 
ro om  lights wh en  not in 
use all add up. “If every­
body were to do it, it 
would m a k e  a huge dif­
ference,” she said. “M y  
parents really pushed 
turn off lights w h e n  you 
leave the room.”

W h e n  Robinson drives 
on the freeway, she slows 
do wn  as m u c h  as she can 
safely and sees fuel econ­

o m y  improve. “Little 
things m a k e  a huge dif­
ference. A  huge differ­
ence in just that little 
amount of speed,” she 
said of her driving 60 
mph.

Robinson plans to 
transfer to Northern 
Michigan University, 
where her sister is en­
rolled. “Super-excited,” 
Robinson said of her 
future. "I’m  actually 
going to go into environ­
mental science.” As she 
learned m o re  about ecol­
ogy at Schoolcraft, her 
enthusiasm grew.

“I want to do s o me ­
thing that’s going to help, 
even if it’s helping m y  
community,” she said. 
“Try to do what I can and 
inform people.”

The event had so me  40 
student exhibits, 23 of 
which were being judged. 
Ideas ranged from wind 
farms, L E D  lights, elec­
tric cars, pros and cons of 
nuclear power and the 
link between energy and 
environmental health.

Second-year School­
craft student Samuel 
Berger, a Livonia resi­
dent in environmental 
science, was d e m o n ­
strating slot cars wired 
with a hand-cranked 
generator. “That is to 
showcase h o w  wind tur­
bines and water turbines 
work,” said Berger, w h o  
was home-schooled.
'Really took a liking'

H e  grew up active in 
B o y  Scouts, including an 
environmental badge. “I 
just really took a liking to 
the field,” Berger said. “I 
want to do m y  part to 
help out. It’s a fast-grow­
ing job market. The jobs 
will be there in demand 
in the future,” he added 
of the relatively young 
job field.

Ruth Johnson, assis­
tant director of Trans­
portation Riders United, 
a nonprofit advocacy 
group, was glad to be at 
Schoolcraft College’s 
Earth D a y  event M a rch 
30.

T R U,  organized in 
1999, works toward “good 
local service and regional 
because it actually works 
together,” said Johnson, 
w h o  can take the bus 
between her Warren 
h o m e  and Detroit work­
place.

She compared local 
and regional mass transit 
as the skeletal and circu­
latory systems of the 
body, both vital.

“W e ’re the ones that 
are really going to cause 
this to be a great system,” 
Johnson said.

She noted Livonia’s not 
current in the S M A R T  
(Suburban Mobility A u ­

thority for Regional 
Transportation) system, 
which affects those w h o  
wish to enroll at School­
craft’s main campus 
there. “It needs to work 
for more people, more 
easily, more affordably,” 
Johnson said of the sys­
tem, adding T R U  isn’t 
anti-car.

She’s enthused about 
the relatively n e w  R e ­
gional TVansit Authority 
and efforts to coordinate 
routes between S M A R T  
and the D D O T  system of 
Detroit. “It’s a very con­
venient option,” Johnson 
said of her o w n  bus c o m ­
mute. “For me, it’s a 
choice because I have a 
car.”

She noted some lack 
cars and some can’t drive 
for health reasons. John­
son encourages a visit to 
T R U ’s website at 
www.detroittransit.org.

The Friends of the 
Rouge were also present, 
along with other c o m m u ­

nity partners, including 
the Holliday Nature Pre­
serve Association. Bill 
Craig of Livonia, an envi­
ronmental activist, was 
manning the Holliday 
Nature Preserve booth at 
Schoolcraft.

The preserve is mainly 
in Westland and extends 
to Canton and Livonia, he 
said. Craig differentiates 
recreation from natural 
areas, noting his group 
works “to keep a nature 
preserve from becoming 
a park. You only have 500 
acres of a nature pre- 
serve,” Craig said.

H e  noted the park use 
of lengthy Hines Park 
and pointed on a m a p  to 
narrow green river corri­
dors of western W ayne 
County. The nature pre­
serve is also linear along 
Tonquish Creek.

“So there are pres­
sures, there are stress­
ors,” Craig said, noting 
some are natural like 
erosion as well as some

poor use by humans. “W e  
try to help them, a stew­
ardship group.”

Of early 1970s Earth 
D a y  observances, he 
noted, “That was a time 
of certain upheavals,” 
including anti-war pro­
tests. “That was an in­
teresting time to live in. 
Over time, I think it’s 
been dulled,” he said of 
the Earth D a y  message.

“It’s a struggle and it’s 
going to be an ongoing 
struggle,” Craig said of

the environment, point­
ing to awareness vs. ac­
tion.

“W here do you take 
action in your o w n  h o m e  
and your o w n  c o m m u n i ­
ty?” he asked. Craig be­
lieves hazardous waste 
collection days have had 
the greatest impact.

“That is m y  compli­
ment to local govern­
ment,” he said.

Head injuries focus of M H S A A  informational meeting
A n  increased effort to ensure 

that student-athletes and their 
parents or guardians receive 
concussion education informa­
tion was a m o n g  topics that 
generated the most attention 
from the Representative Coun­
cil of the Michigan High School 
Athletic Association during its 
annual winter meeting March 
24 in East Lansing.

Most of the council’s dis­
cussion pointed tow’ard possible 
actions at its spring meeting in 
May, with possible additions to 
the M H S A A  physical exam/ 
clearance/consent forms a m ong 
those that m a y  be voted upon

wh en  the council reconvenes.
The council did take a first 

step, approving a requirement 
at its winter meeting mandating 
all students and their parent/ 
guardian to sign a post-concus­
sion consent form signifying 
they have received information 
on potential risks prior to re­
turning to activity following a 
concussion.

Continuing its emphasis on 
the importance of collecting 
in-depth student-athlete health 
histories, the council approved 
PRIVIT on a two-year trial 
basis as an electronic-based 
health history record-keeping

tool to serve as an alternative to 
written communications and 
forms that accompany pre­
participation physical examina­
tion of athletes.

The council also discussed 
for possible action in M a y  stan­
dardizing M H S A A  rules/risk 
management meeting content 
for assistant and sub-varsity 
coaches and increasing the 
frequency of in-depth concus­
sion information within those 
meetings while still giving ade­
quate attention to a variety of 
other important health and 
safety topics, including heat 
illness, sudden cardiac arrest

and overuse injuries.
In other business, the council 

reviewed necessary modifica­
tions to the M H S A A  M e m b e r ­
ship Resolution and handbook 
in advance of a change to the 
M H S A A  constitution that will 
permit schools to join the 
M H S A A  at the sixth-grade level 
beginning in 2016-17.

The amendment will allow 
schools that join the M H S A A  at 
the sixth-grade level to let sixth- 
graders participate with 
M H S A A  services and support 
and with and against seventh- 
and eighth-graders without 
executive committee approval.

It allows all districts, but 
requires no districts, to provide 
athletic opportunities for sixth- 
graders under the auspices of 
the M H S A A ,  either on separate 
teams or with seventh- and 
eighth-graders.

The council considered one 
sport matter (in track and 
field), voting to begin the 2016 
season to eliminate one prelimi­
nary round of the boys 110- 
meter hurdles, girls 100-meter 
hurdles and boys and girls 100- 
and 200-meter dashes at all 
Lower Peninsula regionals that 
use fully automatic time to 
determine race results.

Growing up, Hitch 
recalls daily family 
meetings with her sib­
lings at the kitchen table 
after school.

“Denise, what did you 
contribute to the world 
today?” her father, Mike 
Hitch, would ask her. 
“Nothing dad,” Denise 
would reply, “I’m  only 
10.”

With her dad as her 
inspiration, Hitch lives 
by his advice: “B e  kind, 
confident, work hard and 
persevere.”

“Whatever your gifts 
are,” Hitch told the lun­
cheon guests, “whether 
they’re giving of your 
time, creativity, spiritual­
ity, financial or mentor­
ing, that’s what’s impor­
tant. Success to m e  is 
being your full, authentic

self and doing the best 
you can.”

As one of the first 
w o m a n  dealership o w n ­
ers, Rodgers generated 
$37 million in revenue 
her first year, back in 
1996. Five years later, 
sales were more than $80 
million.

“M y  philosophy is that 
w e ’re here to m a k e  the 
world a better place,” 
Rodgers said. “I like to 
pay it forward. It’s a 
reward and honor for m e  
to give back to the c o m ­
munity.”

Life lessons learned 
along the w a y  for Ro dg ­
ers?

“Focus on the solution, 
not the problem,” she 
said. “But sometimes, 
you just need to nurture 
yourself and treat your­
self a little nicer. It’s how 
you balance yourself and 
h o w  you feel —  being 
comfortable in your o w n  
heart.”

Walker believes that 
as well. She founded her 
organization to e m po w e r  
inner-city teen girls to 
become “strong, confi­
dent, successful and 
moral future leaders.”

For Gilbert, as foun­

der of two start-up c o m ­
panies, she said, “You get 
really good at failing, but 
you learn from those 
failures and you don’t 
m a k e  the same mistake 
twice.”

Gilbert learned from 
her working mother.

“Live a purposeful and 
authentic life,” Gilbert 
said. “It’s O K  to be vul­
nerable and put yourself 
out there. Learn to take 
risks, don’t let opportuni­
ties pass you by and live 
life to the fullest.”

W h at  about bears?
It’s the question every­

one asks Will Swartz w h en  
he talks about his book, “A  
Walk Across Michigan: 
Hiking the Michigan Shore- 
to-Shore Riding and Hiking 
Trail.” It was inspired by his 
2014 hike from Oscoda to 
Empire.

“Bears are pretty safe. 
There are very few bear 
encounters in Michigan. M y  
wife did m a k e  m e  carry 
bear spray, but I think most 
bears prefer butter,” he 
said, during an interview 
last week.

“Here’s one of m y  favor­
ite bear jokes. W h a t  is the 
best w a y  to warn bears? 
W e a r  bells on your shoes. 
H o w  do you kn ow  that is 
bear scat? It has bells in it.”

Swartz, a Canton resident 
and former administrator in 
Wayne-Westland schools, 
will field questions about 
his hike and his book during 
a presentation at 7 p.m. 
Tliesday, April 12, at Barnes 
&  Noble Booksellers, 17111 
Haggerty, at Six Mile, in 
Northville. H e ’ll also sign 
books and will give away 
copies that are meant to 
“travel” from reader to 
reader. Recipients can note 
online where the book has 
been.

“People are recording 
where they read the book. 
They can see where it went 
from the person they gave it 
to,” he said. “O n e  of the 
things I did with the book 
that is different from other 
hiking books is you can sign 
in at trail registers. I do 
virtual trail registers. ”

Three prompts through­
out the book encourage 
readers to visit a website 
and sign in on a trail.

“I’ve always thought 
w h e n  you write, it’s like a 
teacher’s lecture. You’re not 
getting feedback from the 
audience. This is kind of 
fun. It’s a fun engagement 
thing.”
Hiking, writing

Swartz wasn’t thinking 
about audiences and read­
ers w h e n  he embarked on 
his 19-day, 233-mile hike 
from Lake Huron to Lake 
Michigan in July 2014. Hirn- 
ing 60 just a few months 
before had prompted a mild 
mid-life crisis. H e  wondered 
if he was up to the challenge 
of a lengthy hike, one of his 
bigger “bucket list” goals, 
and he wasn’t sure about his 
next career move.

Swartz, a racquetball 
player, joined a fitness club 
and trained for a few 
months before hitting the 
Shore to Shore Trail in Osco­
da.

“I was half-way into the 
hike wh en  I decided not to 
go back to school that fall. I

said, I’m  going to write a book 
and it will be about this trail.”

H e  didn’t take notes along 
the way, but shot lots of pho­
tographs that during the re­
search phase of his writing 
would help him r e m e m b e r  trail 
details. Four of his five adult 
children, his wife, Kate, and 
two brothers walked with him 
on portions of the trail. H e  
hiked the last five days alone.
Research

After the trip, Swartz got in 
touch with another Shore to 
Shore hiker and compared 
notes. H e  also interviewed 
riders. S o m e  had taken their 
horses across the trail 50 
times.

S U B M I T T E D

With a masters degree in 
library science and experience 
running school libraries, the 
research c a me  easily to 
Swartz, w h o  enjoyed digging 
up historical facts and stories 
related to the trail and its near­
by communities.

But w h e n  he started writ­
ing, Swartz realized he had two 
different books in mind.

“O n e  was everything you 
need to k n o w  as a hiker... 
where to get water, all those 
things hikers needs. A n d  the 
other was the Bill Bryson kind 
of book,” he said, referring to 
the travel book author.

In the end, the storyteller in 
Swartz w o n  out and he took an 
offbeat, humorous, and con­

versational approach to his 
work. In chapter one, he tells 
readers that have skipped the 
“bonus page” disclaimer, au­
thor’s note and introduction to 
go back and read them while 
he and the other readers “wait 
here” for them to catch up. 
Swartz performs portions of 
his story, which was released 
last year, at speaking engage­
ments called “Tales from the 
TraUs.”

H e ’s in the process of re­
cording an audio version of the 
book and is nearly finished 
with an online hiker’s guide to 
the trail. It will include m a ps  
and need-to-know information.

His next project will include 
detailing the north-south spur

of the Shore to Shore trail, 
which he plans to hike this 
spring.

In July, he and his wife 
will head to China for a 
year-long teaching assign­
ment that Swartz has ac­
cepted in Qingdao. Travel is 
another bucket list item.

A n d  after that?
“M a y b e  another b o o k ... 

‘a walk across China’ or ‘a 
walk on the wall.’”

Writer goes curly after 3 8  years of straightening hair

Curly versus straight.
It was an easy choice for 

Courtney Conover of Wayne, 
w h o  spent 38 years straighten­
ing her naturally-curly tresses, 
hot ironing, chemically-treat­
ing and blow-drying them into 
submission.

The former deputy mayor 
of Westland, mother two and 
wife of Scott Conover, former 
Detroit Lions offensive line­
man, has detailed her struggle 
to maintain straight hair —  and 
her recent decision to set her 
natural curls free —  in an e- 
book, “M o m m i e  Straightest:
O n  frizz, frustration and h o w  
m y  baby girl taught m e  to 
finally embrace m y  naturally 
curly hair.” The book includes 
her hair regimen and a list of 
products she likes. She pub­
lished it this year on A m a ­
zon.com. It generally costs 
$3.49 but is being sold for 99 
cents through midnight, Sun­
day, April 3, in celebration of 
her 39th birthday on April 1.

Conover, w h o  describes 
herself as a "Type A, go go go” 
personality wrote the book to 
share her journey from 
straight to curly, and help oth­
ers w h o  are wrestling with 
self-image.

“Straight hair is not bad.
The problem is w h e n  your 
pursuit of straight hair alters 
your quality of life. That’s the

problem,” Conover said.
“W h e n  you do everything in 
your power to change your 
hair to the point it affects your 
life, and you’re putting bad 
chemicals on your hair and you 
are depressed. That’s a prob­
lem.”

Straightening became a 
time-consuming habit that 
sometimes took priority over 
other tasks.

If it began to rain during a 
shopping trip, Conover quickly 
drove home, leaving her melt­
ing foods in the car while she 
headed inside to fire up the flat 
iron and keep her hair from 
frizzing.

If it began to drizzle while 
she and her children were on 
the playground, she’d scoop 
them up and quickly head 
h o m e  to fix her hair.

She didn’t mind if a blow-out 
took four hours as long as it 
m a d e  her hair straight.
Ponytails, braids

“I tried to go natural in the 
s u m m e r  of 2014. It lasted two 
weeks. I got so exasperated. I 
never really gave it a fair 
shot,” she said, adding that 
heat and chemical damage 
caused her hair to break. “But 
that was the longest I had done 
it in m y  38 years. M y  m o m  
never allowed m e  to wear m y  
hair curly.”

Conover said she grew up 
wearing her hair in braids, a 
pony tail, sectioned off by

barrettes and, wh en  freed 
from hair accessories, straight. 
She doesn’t blame previous 
generations for their focus on 
straight or tamed curly hair. In 
fact, she praises her mother 
for having the patience to keep 
her hair looking well-coiffed.

“They did the best they 
could with what they had,” she 
said. “I was so married to the 
appearance of straight hair. I 
kn ow  society plays a role, but I 
don’t want to say I blame soci­
ety. I don’t blame anyone.”

She realized she had to

m a k e  a change last fall when 
an aunt pointed out that Conov­
er’s daughter Kennedy, 2, al­
ways wore her hair in a tight 
ponytail.

A  few days later she let her 
daughter’s hair d o wn  and 
watched Kennedy kiss her o w n  
reflection in the mirror. Conov­
er praised her toddler’s curls, a 
light bulb m o m e n t  that m a d e  
her reflect on her o w n  obses­
sion with straight hair. She 
mustered the courage in N o ­
vember 2015 to go natural and 
documented the process and

It 
usually signifies that in t w o  weeks, 
if the weather cooperates, the 
hepatica, spring beauty, trout lily, 
blue cohosh, bloodroot a n d  wild 
leeks will p o p  u p  first.
" A r o u n d  three w ee ks  f r o m  the 
harbinger of spring, the trillium, 
squirrel corn, wild ginger, baneber- 
ry, dutchmen's breeches, jack in 
the pulpit a n d  cut leaf toothwort 
will start blooming. M a y  apple 
c o m e s  a bit later toward the e n d  of 
April."
Because the harbinger of spring is 
in b l o o m  now. Friends of Miller 
w o o d s  will offer its tours sooner 
than usual this spring. Guided 
tours run every half-hour from 2^4 * 
p.m. —  with the last tour leaving at 
3:30 p.m. —  Sunday, April 10 and 
17. T h e  entrance to the nature 
preserve is located o n  Ridge Road 
just east of Powell.
Bord plans to station plant markers 
along the /j-mile trail they will help 
self-guided visitors identify flow­
ers, including harbinger of spring. 
T h e  c o m m u n i t y  tours include a 
guide w h o  will point t h e m  out. 
"The harbinger of spring is very 
tiny a n d  difficult to find o n  one's 
o w n .  There are t w o  g o o d  patches 
of it, but m os t  people w o u l d  have 
a hard time finding it."

‘I am not insane —  I am angry’

A  scene f r o m  the d o c u m e n t a r y  film "Reject," w h ich explores the science of social rejection. C O U R T E S Y  O F  "REJECT" D O C U M E N T A R Y  FILM

Imagine a world where 
everyone accepts you.

Now, imagine one where 
almost nobody does.

A  documentary film called 
“Reject” that explores social 
rejection and h o w  it can drive 
someone to deadly violence 
was shown Wednesday eve­
ning at Groves High School 
through a partnership between 
the Birmingham and B l oom­
field school districts.

“A  good school must be a 
good h o m e  for the least favor­
ite person in the classroom,” 
teacher Terry Varnell states 
toward the beginning of the 
film. H e r  classroom at Will 
Rogers Elementary School in 
Oklahoma is filled with young 
students w h o  were kicked out 
of other schools and labeled as 
misfits.

One of those students, 5- 
year-old Justin, kept landing in 
the principal’s office at one 
school until he was kicked out 
of kindergarten. H e  ends up in 
Varnell’s class, where he m a ­
tures and becomes a better 
student in a structured setting 
built on acceptance.

“You have to believe it,” she 
said. “If you don’t believe in 
the message, your students 
w o n ’t either.”

W e  also meet the family of 
Eric Mohat, a 17-year-old boy 
from Ohio w h o  commits sui­
cide after he was relentlessly 
bullied in a math class for 
several months by a group of 
boys, while nobody else in the

ro om  seemed to notice.
“I always tell the kids, it 

doesn’t cost you anything to be 
kind,” his mother explains in 
the film. “It comes d o w n  to 
one person at a time being nice 
to one person at a time.”
The pain of rejection

Being rejected hurts. Using 
M R I  brain imaging and a sim­
ple online g a m e  of tossing a 
ball, researchers in the film 
demonstrate that the brain 
looks like it’s in actual physical 
pain w h e n  people are rejected 
—  even wh en  the person doing 
the rejecting is a total strang­
er.

The sa me  research shows 
h o w  someone feeling rejected, 
and thus physical pain, is more 
inclined to respond with ag­
gression.

“I a m  not insane —  I a m  
angry,” honors student Luke 
W o o d h a m  told a psychiatrist 
after he was arrested in 1997 
for opening fire with a rifle in 
a cafeteria filled with students 
at his high school in Mississip­
pi. One of the students he tar­
geted and fatally shot was his 
ex-girlfriend.

The film explores C olum­
bine and other high school 
shootings, creating a portrait 
of angry young m e n  w h o  
lashed out after being socially 
rejected by their peers —  and 
sometimes their families.

Before killing two people 
and wounding seven others, 
W o o d h a m  fatally stabbed his 
mother as she was getting 
ready for her morning jog. H e  
told police she often picked on

him and called him names.
At the same time, the brain 

imaging scans showed the 
brain was in a m u c h  calmer 
state if the person felt accep­
tance —  even if it was just by 
one other person. A  simple 
gesture, such as making eye 
contact and saying hello to a 
passerby, can m a k e  a differ­
ence in h o w  a person feels.
Second chances

Birmingham Schools Supt. 
Dr. Daniel Nerad led a panel 
discussion after the film on 
h o w  schools can do a better 
job in making every student 
feel accepted and connected.

Panelist Bill Boyle with 
Bloomfield Schools questioned 
if a constant emphasis on aca­
demic scores inevitably cre­
ates a cast of winners and 
losers in today’s classroom. 
Susan Rogers with Birming­
h a m  Schools agreed competi­
tion is stiff in the two districts, 
making it difficult for parents 
to “get off the roller coaster” 
of constantly pushing their 
kids.

“I think that culture has to 
change,” said Bloomfield 
Schools Supt. R o b  Glass, an­
other m e m b e r  of the panel.

Kimber Bishop-Yanke, 
founder of Kids Empowered, 
said she encourages kids to 
learn h o w  to stand up for 
themselves in unfriendly situa­
tions and to seek help if they 
can’t get it to stop after four 
times. At the sa me  time, she 
thinks it’s important to give 
the aggressor a second or even 
third chance.

“D o n ’t label them right 
away,” she said. “It’s only go­
ing to push them aw ay  even 
further.”

The panel talked about so­
cial media and h o w  it can be­
co me  a tool to constantly bully 
someone. Even the popular 
“play dates” in elementary 
schools can create a sense of 
rejection, especially if a child 
is never asked to participate in 
one.

Fred Gruber with the Mich­
igan Children’s L a w  Center 
said nearly all the juveniles 
represented by his firm come 
from splintered families that 
provide little structure.

“M a n y  of these children 
c o m e  from wealthy families 
where the parents don’t have 
the time,” he said. “They need 
a mentor.”

In one part of the film, Eric 
Mohat’s m o m  displays a “sui­
cide quilt” she knitted that has 
portraits of students w h o  took 
their o w n  lives. According to 
the film, approximately one 
out of every 12 students at­
tempt suicide every year.

If it seems to m a k e  sense to 
attack the problem of social 
rejection early rather than 
later, statistics indicate just 
the opposite happens: the ex­
pulsion level is almost three 
times higher in preschool than 
high school.

In other words, most kids 
by the time they reach kin­
dergarten k n ow  exactly where 
they stand.

1  /  W  c a n  b e  tricky, but itV V s e e m s  like a  walk 
in the park c o m p a r e d  with 
writing a  cover letter.

What's the secret? H e r e  are 
five tricks to writing a  standout 
cover letter —  a n d  getting it 
noticed by hiring managers.

1. Get rid of the fluff.
A  cover letter gives y o u  the 

opportunity to s p e a k  m o r e  
expansively than y o u  can 
o n  a  r e s u m e  or application 
form, but there are still limits. 
R e m e m b e r ,  hiring m a n a g e r s  
aren’t obligated to read your 
cover letter —  it’s up to y o u  to 
grab their interest.

“K e e p  it concise a n d  focus 
o n  areas of your back ground 
that are connected to the o p ­
portunity," says Allie Basilica, 
social m e d i a  director at 
Atrium Staffing. “Recruiters 
(and) m a n a g e r s  rarely look 
at r e s u m e s  a n d  cover let­
ters for m o r e  than o n e  or t w o  
minutes.

“Often w h e n  people are 
trying to sell themselves, they 
u s e  m o r e  verbose language 
than they ever wou l d  in a n ­
other setting,” s h e  says. “M o s t  
positions in the business 
world require candidates w h o  
are succinct a n d  efficient, a n d  
a  w o r d y  cover letter portrays 
the opposite m e s s a g e . ”

2. Tell them something 
new.

If your cover letter d o e s n ’t 
a d d  anything that hiring m a n ­
agers couldn’t find o n  your re­
s u m e ,  then it's not worth their 
time or yours. “U s e  the cover 
letter as a n  opportunity to sell 
attributes that w o u l d  m a k e  you 
a  g o o d  fit for the position you 
are applying for that cannot 
b e  s e e n  with a  quick glance at 
your resume," Basilica says.

This is your c h a n c e  to m a k e  
the c a s e  for w h y  y o u  are the 
best fit for the position. C o n ­
nect the dots laid out o n  your 
resume, a n d  give e x a m p l e s  of 
h o w  you've i m p l e m e n t e d  the

skills n e ce ssary for the job 
a n d  the results y o u ’ve attained 
from past experiences.

3. Research the 
company.

Personalizing your cover 
letter m e a n s  m o r e  than just 
replacing the c o m p a n y  n a m e .  
It’s important to tie the skills 
a n d  experience listed o n  your 
r e s u m e  to the position you're 
applying for —  a n d  to d o  that, 
y o u  n e e d  to k n o w  something 
about the c o m p a n y .

"Demonstrate that y o u ’ve 
d o n e  your research,” says 
Trevor S i m m ,  founder a n d  
president of OpalStaff a n d

Talos Solutions. ‘T a k e  s o m e  
time to thoughtfully review the 
c o m p a n y ' s  website a n d  m e d i a  
cove rage to get a  feel for its 
solutions, services, culture 
a n d  operations, a n d  then find 
a  w a y  to reference this in your 
cover letter a s  a  reason you 
are the perfect fit for the job.”

4. Don’t m a k e  it just 
about you.

Another key difference b e ­
t w e e n  a  r e s u m e  a n d  a  quality 
cover letter is the focus. Your 
r e s u m e  should b e  all about 
y o u  —  the skills you've a c ­
quired a n d  the results y o u ’ve 
achieved. Your cover letter,

“F o c u s  o n  h o w  the c o m p a n y  
will benefit from your expertise 
a n d  not (on) selling yourself,” 
S i m m  suggests. “Your cover 
letter should s h o w  h o w  y o u ’re 
a  skilled a n d  qualified candi­
date, but it’s m o r e  important to 
explain w h a t  value y o u  bring 
to the c o m p a n y .  Avoid using 
T  or ‘m e , ’ a n d  instead (share) 
h o w  y o u ’ll provide solutions 
for the c o m p a n y ’s challenges. 
Doing this will illustrate w h y  
y o u ’re the best candidate for 
the job without y o u  having to 
explicitly say so."

5. Take your time.
A b o v e  all, it’s important to 

be patient a n d  careful w h e n  
writing your cover letter. 'Avoid 
being in a  rush to s e n d  off a 
letter,” says Crystal Olivarria, 
a  writer for CareerConversa- 
tionalist.com, a n  online c o m ­
munity a n d  resource center 
for students. “Your cover letter 
is often the first impression a 
potential employer h a s  of you. 
Y o u  don't get a  s e c o n d  c h a n c e  
to m a k e  a  first impression.
T a k e  the time to d o  it right.”

Encore is a 
huge success 
for Buick in 
a n u m b e r  of 
ways.

It c a m e  on

G M  luxury brand.

Also, Encore helped Buick 
conquest younger consumers at 
a m u c h  faster rate than perhaps 
any Buick nameplate before 
it. T h e  brand has been trying 
for decades, actually, to skew 
younger, but no matter what 
Buick did with its sedans and 
even with its large SUV, the

Enclave, the basic demographics 
of its customer didn’t shift all that 
much.

Encore has given Buick a lure 
with which to attract buyers 
w h o  are both younger at heart 
and younger in reality.

Plus, she noted, Buick has four 
important new-vehicle launches 
this year: Cascada, the China- 
built Envision mid-sized S U V  
due in June, a n e w  version of 
the LaCrosse sedan -  and a n e w  
version of the Encore.

A s  part of the Encore’s 
marketing launch, Buick already 
has done something interesting. 
Encore already was the most 
female- and youngest-skewing 
nameplate Buick has ever had. So 
n o w  G M ’s near-premium marque 
is pressing its advantage in a deal 
with theSkimm, the N e w  York- 
based daily email news digest that 
is aimed at the millennial w o m e n  
Buick has been wooing— and 
winning— lately.

T o  extend the more traditional 
unveiling of the 2017 version 
of Encore at the N e w  York 
International Auto S h o w  press 
preview, Buick revealed the not- 
before-displayed model to readers 
of theSkimm in a late-March 
edition. Click on the oh-so-lightly 
promotional line, “S k i m m ’d for 
a late-night drive" at the top 
of the email and readers were 
redirected to an Instagram photo

of the n e w  Encore including 
the seal-of-approval hashtag 
#skimmspotted.

" W e  really liked the 
communication on theSkimm," 
Peck told m e  about the tie-in 
with the news aggregator, which 
was launched in 2014 by two 
former N B C  N e w s  producers w h o  
wanted to curate news for time- 
pressed peers in an intelligent, 
digestible, slightly cheeky round­
up with an attitude and voice.

"It’s savvy. It’s funny. It’s 
informed. It’s inclusive. A n d  w e  
think of those as attributes of 
the Buick brand too. A n d  as w e  
talked with them about this, the 
Encore was a perfect fit for that.”

T h e  brand's first integration 
with theSkimm started in the 
previous week, w h e n  each day 
Buick, as t h e S k i m m ’s exclusive

automotive advertiser, depicted 
the typical reader “featured with 
her Buick, living her life," as Peck 
described the digital marketing 
plan.

N o t  only does theSkimm 
help Buick index higher with 
coveted millennial female car 
buyers or those considering a 
vehicle purchase. Peck said— the 
ultimate "conquest” consumer for 
Buick—  but the site’s high mobile 
consumption is crucial too.

"Mobile is super important 
to our consumers, especially 
younger consumers," she 
explained. “Over 60 percent of 
our traffic on the Buick.com 
mobile site is people w h o  haven’t 
been to Buick.com before.”

A n d  now, m a n y  of those are 
w o m e n  coming from theSkimm.
