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Trial ordered in sexual assault case

Barring a plea deal, a Dear­
born m a n  is facing trial amid 
allegations he sexually as­
saulted a w o m a n  he brought to 
a vacant Canton house after he 
supposedly hired her to clean 
it.

Ali Mohamad-Sahrif Al- 
Aboosi, 45, could face penal­
ties ranging up to 10 years in

prison if he is 
convicted on 
charges of as­
sault with intent 
to commit sexu­
al penetration 
and fourth-de­
gree criminal Al-Aboosi 
sexual conduct.

Al-Aboosi,
w h o  has pleaded not guilty, 
was ordered to stand trial in 
W a y n e  County Circuit Court

after he voluntarily waived his 
preliminary hearing M a y  6 in 
Plymouth 35th District Court.

Charges arose after a w o m ­
an told police Al-Aboosi 
picked her up near Telegraph 
and Ford roads and drove her 
to Canton after offering her a 
cleaning job at a house being 
renovated, police say.

Canton Police Special Ser­
vices Lt. Craig Wilsher said 
the w o m a n  accused Al-Aboosi

of sexually assaulting her 
before she was able to break 
free, flee the house and seek 
help.

“She was able to get to a 
neighbor’s house and call 9- 
1-1,” Wilsher said.

Police have said the sexual 
assault allegedly occurred 
April 12 in a house near Lilley 
and Warren roads. Al-Aboosi 
was charged two days later.

A  W a y n e  County Jail

spokeswoman said Thursday 
that Al-Aboosi has been re­
leased, but placed on an elec­
tronic tether so his m o v e ­
ments can be monitored. His 
bond was initially set at 
$150,000/10 percent, meaning 
he needed to post $15,000 for 
his release.

A  Canton family first heard 
of a Westland-based homeless 
shelter w h e n  the Observer 
published a story in 2008 
about a struggling mother and 
her three children.

They have been helping the 
shelter ever since.

“This is the power of jour­
nalism at its finest,” Doug 
A d a m s  said.

Sitting in their Canton 
home, Adams, wife K i m  and 
daughter M e g a n  described 
h o w  one newspaper article 
m a d e  a difference in their 
lives and the Samaritas H o m e  
and C o mm unity C a mp u s  in 
Westland, formerly the W a y n e  
County Family Center.

Every Christmas, the f a m ­
ily gets a wish list for a family 
living in the shelter and buys 
gifts such as clothing, books, 
gift cards, dolls and toy 
trucks. Whenever their 
church, Resurrection Parish, 
has events such as Bible

Durham bus 
monitor 
charged 

with sexual 
assault

A  Plymouth-Canton C o m ­
munity Schools bus monitor, 
employed by D u r h a m  School 
Services, pleaded not guilty 
Thursday to two felony sexual 
assault charges against a mi­
nor in 35th District Court in 
Plymouth, following his arrest 
by Northville Township Police.

Both Plymouth-Canton and 
Northville school districts 
contract with 
D u r h a m  for bus 
services. But 
the alleged sex­
ual assaults did 
not occur with 
children in ei­
ther of those 
districts. The Perillo 
reported in­
cidents did oc­
cur in Northville Township, Lt. 
Paul Tennies said.

Rocky Perillo, 46, a Ply­
mouth Township resident, 
faces one count of criminal 
sexual conduct first-degree 
and one count of criminal sex­
ual conduct second-degree 
with a person under 13 and 
defendant over 17, according 
to the 35th District Court. H e  
was arrested Wednesday by 
Northville Police.

T h e  first-degree count car­
ries a 25-year m i n i m u m  prison 
sentence, while the second- 
degree count carries a 15-year 
prison sentence.

Perillo could face additional 
charges. “W e  have other open 
investigations. W h e n  people 
heard w e  had arrested him, a

Proposed school district budget: class size increases, teacher layoffs

Plymouth-Canton C o m m u n i ­
ty Schools district officials are 
working with a $155.2 million 
balanced budget for 2016 that 
proposes class size increases 
in upper elementary, middle 
and high schools, leading to 
teacher layoffs.

Interim Superintendent

Monica Merritt 
has presented 
the school board 
with a balanced 
budget from a 
starting point of 
a $3.7 million 
deficit. As pre­
sented, the bud­
get is still up for 
discussion. T h e  proposed bud­
get is to be publicly reviewed

M a y  24 by the board. A  public 
hearing is set for June 14 and 
budget adoption will be June 
28.

“W e  took all r e c o m m e n da ­
tions,” Merritt said, referring 
to district administrators and 
individual school building 
officials.

T h e  originally estimated 
$3.7 million deficit was whit­
tled to $1.5 million, with ad­

ministrators and building offi­
cials further reducing items to 
reach a balance.

As of now, the proposed 
budget includes class size 
increases and corresponding 
teacher layoffs, an increase in 
the n u mb e r  of plant engineers 
for maintenance of the build­
ings and an increase in sup­
port staff in the elementary 
schools.

“W e  had wild cards - ideas 
on h o w  to reduce. A n d  w e  had 
items that had to be included 
for academics,” Merritt said.

To balance the budget, 
which includes a total $2 mil­
lion salary increase for m e m ­
bers of the Plymouth-Canton 
Educational Association, ad­
ministrators unanimously

community,” said S o m ­
m e r  Foster, w h o  chairs 
The Beloved Community 
essay contest.

Organizers received 
106 essays, in what Foster 
called “a huge success.”

“Our students wrote 
about homelessness, 
poverty, racism, sexism 
and environmental jus­
tice, a m o n g  m a n y  other 
topics,” she said.

Middle school winners, 
w h o  will be honored at 7 
p.m. M a y  20 at Tonda 
Elementary School, will 
receive $300 for first 
place, $200 for second 
place and $100 for third 
place. High school win­
ners, also part of the

Tonda ceremony, will 
get $600 for first place 
and $300 for second 
place.

The following final­
ists will learn where 
they placed during the 
ceremony.

» Middle school- 
Isabella DeFazio, Keala- 
ni Tapp and Peyton 
Weatherly.

» High school-Juli­
us Crouch and Ethan 
Petzold.

Additionally, The 
Beloved Community 
plans to honor Discov­
ery Middle School teach­
ers Adrienne Quinn and 
M e g h a n  St. Peter at the 
ceremony. A  significant 
number of essays were 
from their students and 
middle school winners 
were from their classes.

There are m a n y  steps 
taken before employ­
ment, this includes drug 
and alcohol testing and a 
criminal background 
check. Monitors and 
drivers are also finger­
printed which is sent to 
the state police w h o  for­
ward the information to 
the district.

“The employee in­
volved, w h o  worked as a 
special-needs bus m o n ­
itor, has been placed on 
unpaid leave pending the 
outcome of the investiga­
tion. The investigation is 
not related to the per-

agreed to increase class 
sizes. Proposed for the 
2016-17 school year are 
the following class size 
guidelines:

» N o  change in class 
size for kindergarten or 
first grade.

» Increasing the plus 
one flexibility by one in 
the 26-student class­
rooms for second grade.

»> Increasing the plus 
one flexibility by one for 
the 29-student class­
rooms in the third grade.

» Increasing the plus 
one flexibility for the 
30-student classrooms in 
the fourth and fifth 
grades.

» Increasing the 
30.25-student classroom 
in sixth through eighth 
grades to 31.25.

» Increasing the 31- 
student classroom in 
ninth through 12th 
grades to 32.

“W e  need to maintain 
the current class sizes in 
the lower elementary 
(kindergarten and first 
grade),” Merritt said. 
“There is research be­
hind this.”

A n  increase in the 
class sizes, however, will 
m e a n  a proposed reduc­
tion of 18.9 full-time 
equivalents in the teach­
er ranks, according to 
the proposed budget.

“W e  took a different 
approach with this bud­
get,” Merritt said. “W e  
built it from the bottom 
up. W e  asked, ‘W h at  is 
the need?”’

T h e  financial plan, 
however, includes an 
increase of hours for 
elementary school para- 
professional support 
staff and the return of 
three plant engineers in 
the elementary schools.

The proposed bal­
anced budget is based on 
conservative estimates 
for student enrollment of 
17,355. That includes 250 
seats for the recently

approved School of 
Choice program. As of a 
we ek  ago, the district 
had some 334 applica­
tions for School of 
Choice, meaning the 
district will be required 
to hold a lottery for the 
seats, according to offi­
cials.

“W e  wouldn’t increase 
class size to a c c o m m o ­
date School of Choice,” 
Merritt said.

Last year, Merritt 
said, the district re­
ceived 188 applications 
for School of Choice with 
122 enrolling in Ply- 
mouth-Canton schools.

The School of Choice 
program and ongoing 
efforts to boost enroll­
ment result in additional 
revenue for the district, 
based on the state’s per- 
pupil foundation allow­
ance. According to Gov. 
Rick Snyder’s 2016-17 
budget proposal, P-CCS 
could receive $120 more 
per pupil, increasing 
revenue by an estimated 
$1.6 million.

P a m  Anstey, interim 
assistant superintendent 
of business and opera­
tions, presented the bud­
get’s key points to the 
board in late April.

In addition to there 
being no “sacred cows” 
in tightening expendi­
tures, Anstey said the 
budget is based on con­
servative estimates. For 
example, although m o n ­
ey is expected from the 
W a y n e  County Regional 
Educational Service 
Agency, those funds 
were not built into the 
budget. It also reflects 
property tax revenue as 
accurately as possible 
because there is not a 
100-percent collection of 
the monies. As another 
example, the pay-to-play 
revenues from sports 
and activities participa­
tion was over-projected 
last year because, again, 
collection was not 100 
percent. These potential 
revenues do not show an 
over-projection this year, 
Anstey said.

Also included in the 
proposed budget are 
expenditures for five 
additional and required 
school days, as well as 
employee furloughs and 
a $150,000 credit from 
D u r h a m  transportation 
services.

T h e  proposed budget, 
Anstey said, is based on 
data, “not just slash and 
burn.” It also was devel­
oped with an eye on what 
is the n e w  normal for 
state aid and other reve­
nues. “W e  did not cut 
without a plan,” she add­
ed.

T h e  proposed budget 
is balanced, Merritt said,

if all parts fall into place 
as expected. But a Plan B 
m a y  be necessary de­
pending on any state 
action, particularly with 
the state aid revenue.

She told the school 
board that the proposed 
budget is just the begin­
ning and she and admin­
istrators are open to 
mo re  discussion and 
mo re  possible reduc­
tions. “W e  need to stabi­
lize our district,” Merritt 
said. “I k n o w  w e  can get 
through this together.”

school, they deliver 
leftover food to the shel­
ter, K i m  A d a m s  said.

This Sunday, M e g a n  
is set to receive the Girl 
Scouts Gold A w a r d  —  
the organization’s high­
est achievement —  after 
she led a 17-member 
team to renovate two 
rooms at the shelter.

“I think it was a no- 
brainer because every­
one there is so welcom­
ing and the families are 
so nice,” she said.

Megan, a Canton 
High School senior, 
raised $1,770 in dona­
tions for her project.
Her team painted the 
two rooms blue and 
brought in n e w  bedding, 
pillows, framed pictures 
and nightstands. One 
room got a n e w  screen 
so the window can be 
opened for fresh air.

Tania James, the 
shelter’s director, said 
efforts such as M e g a n ’s 
m a k e  the 25-room shel-

M e g a n  A d a m s

ter on Michigan Avenue 
a better place for f a m ­
ilies w h o  need a place to 
stay.

“It makes a huge 
difference,” James said. 
“It makes the families 
feel more comfortable 
in their h o m e  aw ay  from 
h o m e  until they can find 
a place to live.”

Megan, w h o  has been 
scouting since kinder­

garten, devoted well 
over 100 hours to her 
project through Girl 
Scout TVoop 41451 of the 
Girl Scouts Heart of 
Michigan. She receives 
her Gold A w a r d  along 
with other girls during a 
ceremony at Washtenaw 
C o mm unity College.

She already had 
earned bronze and silver 
awards and about 100 
patches and badges.

During her work at 
the shelter, M e g a n  re­
calls three little children 
peeking inside one room 
and ultimately pitching 
in to help. The room 
with four beds became 
so popular that the cen­
ter had a raffle to deter­
mine which family got 
it.

“It became the best 
room in the facility,” 
D o u g  A d a m s  said, add­
ing later that the impor­
tance of helping the 
shelter cannot be over­
stated. “This is their 
home. This is their fam- 
ily.”

M e g a n  had enough 
m o n e y  left over to reno­
vate a second room,

making twice the impact 
she had expected.

After M e g a n  gradu­
ates from high school, 
she plans to attend 
Schoolcraft College for 
two years and then like­
ly transfer to Central 
Michigan University.
She plans to study early 
childhood education.

“I want to be a teach­
er,” she said.

Going forward, the 
family plans to remain 
involved in helping the 
shelter. They say it’s 
important to help these 
families, w h o  have one 
room to call h o m e  —  a 
room m a d e  brighter by 
a fresh coat of paint and 
n e w  furnishings.

It’s an effort Do ug  
A d a m s  attributes to a 
newspaper story he read 
years ago —  a story he 
said still makes a differ­
ence in his family’s lives 
and the homeless shel­
ter.

“W e  had never heard 
of this place,” he said.

Perhaps lost in the Park softball 
shuffle this season —  what with divi­
sion championships w o n  by Canton and 
Salem —  is h o w  excellent a season the 
Plymouth Wildcats have enjoyed.

“Small ball or anything, I do,” Good 
said, asked if he takes as m u c h  pride in 
placing a bunt as ripping extra-base 
hits, especially if it sparks a win.

■ call you." That used 
to b e  the standard 

send-off to candidates as they 
left the job interview. In today’s 
competitive landscape, h o w ­
ever, waiting around to hear 
from the employer might m e a n  
losing out on a job.

Now, not only is it perfectly 
acceptable for candidates to 
follow u p  with an employer 
after an interview, it can even 
b e  advantageous. W h e n  up 
against other equally qualified 
candidates, taking the time 
a n d  initiative to reiterate your 
enthusiasm for the role can 
set you apart in the eyes of 
the hiring manager.

There is a  fine line, h o w ­
ever, b e t w e e n  being persistent 
a n d  being pesky. H o w  d o  you 
find a balance? Job-search 
experts give advice about 
what to d o  —  a n d  what not to 
d o  —  w h e n  following up with 
hiring managers.

Do send a thank-you 
note. Sending a thank-you 
note after the interview isn’t 
just g o o d  m a n n e r s  —  it’s 
g o od personal branding.
T h e  thank-you note provides 
another opportunity to explain 
w h y  you are a strong candi­
date, reiterates your interest in 
the role a n d  helps you stay top 
of mind,” says Julia B o n e m ,

Don’t be generic. S e n d  
an individual m e s s a g e  to 
everyone w h o  interviewed 
you, a n d  customize ea c h  one. 
"Each email should say s o m e ­
thing different in case staff 
c o m p a r e  thank-you notes,” 
B o n e m  advises.

Don’t delay. T h e  sooner 
you se n d  a  follow-up note, the 
better. "Failing to b e  prompt 
with your appreciation can 
potentially take you out of the 
running for a job, especially if 
a hiring m a n a g e r  is maki ng a

quick decision,” B o n e m  says. 
While s o m e  experts say a 
personally written note m a k e s  
the biggest impact, others say 
an email is perfectly O K .  If you 
have a contact at the c o m ­
pany, h e  or s h e  m a y  b e  able 
to advise you on which tactic 
is best.

Do ask for guidance.
E v e n  if you s e nd a follow-up 
note, you m a y  not hear back 
right away. R e a c h  out again 
too soon, however, a n d  your 
persistence m a y  be perceived 
as peskiness. “If a place has 
not m a d e  a decision yet or 
they are waiting for final a p ­

proval o n  something, again, 
ask w h e n  you should follow 
u p  to check o n  a final out­
come,” says Nikki Martinez, a 
licensed clinical professional 
counselor. Not only will you 
get a straight answer, your 
thoughtfulness will b e  noticed.

Don’t resort to gim­
micks. S o m e  follow-up tac­
tics can m a k e  you stand out 
—  in a b a d  way. “Never s h o w  
up at the c o m p a n y  uninvited 
for a n y  reason or s e n d  clever 
care packages, birthday pres­
ents or gimmicky items in an 
attempt to stay ‘o n  the radar,”’ 
B o n e m  says. S u c h  gestures

can s e e m  unprofessional or 
desperate a n d  m a y  take you 
out of consideration.

Do keep your options 
open. E v e n  if you feel you 
have the job in the bag, o p ­
portunities so me tim es fall 
through. Perhaps the hiring 
m a n a g e r  decides to “g o  a n ­
other way,” or m a y b e  budget­
ary restrictions force a candi­
date search to be put o n  hold. 
Whatever the reason, keep 
your options o p e n  by continu­
ing to network a n d  apply for 
other jobs.

Don’t burn bridges. If you
d o n ’t get the job, d o n ’t write 
the c o m p a n y  off just yet. “If 
you are turned (down) but 
like the c o m p a n y  a n d  they 
s e e m  positive about you, it’s 
absolutely appropriate to ask 
t h e m  to consider you for other 
positions, n o w  or in the future,” 
says Mikaela Kiner, founder 
of Uniquely H R .  C h e c k  in with 
the recruiter or hiring m a n a g e r  
every so often to remain top of 
mind. Should another oppor­
tunity arise with the company, 
you will b e  glad you didn’t 
burn that bridge.
