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Trail expansion coming
to Cherry Hill Village

Canton, already lauded for
its recreation trails, plans to
expand its pedestrian path-
ways inCherry Hill Village
after receiving $202,700 from
the Southeast Michigan Coun-
cil of Governments.

Local officials say the SEM-
COG grant will allow Canton to
build trails to connect places
such as Independence Park,
Preservation Park and the
emerging Village Arts Factory
— aformer Henry Ford fac-
tory being converted into an
arts hub with studios, veterans
rehabilitation programs, art

classes and possibly even a
brewery.

“Anytime we can enhance
and provide those trail connec-
tions, itsa great improvement
and asset for the community,”
Canton Leisure Services Di -
rector Debra Bilbrey-Honso-
wetz said.

Cantons grant isamong
$6.2 million inso-called TAP
(lYansportation Alternatives
Program) funding for 15 pro-
jects inseven counties — in-
tended to provide safer walk-
ing and bicycling paths, im-
prove regional trail systems
and boost pedestrian options.

“These investments... offer
transportation choices, pro-

mote walking and biking and
improve quality of life in
southeast Michigan,” SEM-
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COG Executive Director Kath-

leen Lomako said ina press
release. “These projects serve
to better connect the region’
system of trails and bike
paths.”

Canton residents have long
placed recreation trails at the
top of their wish liston com-
munity surveys conducted by
outside consultants for Canton
Leisure Services.

Jill Engel, executive direc-
tor of the Partnership for the
Arts and Humanities, said the

As Gearns was
exiting with his pur-
chases, he said, he saw
officers restraining the

man near the entrance.

“Nobody was putting
any undue force on the
individual. They were
simply applying pressure
tohold him down to the
ground,” he said.

Seipenkosmemo said
it took three township
officers, two Plymouth
officers and an off-duty
Wayne County sheriffs
deputy to restrain the
man, who was yelling,
“The universe is going to
end.”

Gearns said police
appeared to be trying to
calm the man. “They
seemed as genuinely
concerned about his safe-
ty as anyone else’ safe-
ty,” he said.

At the hospital, howev-
er, medical personnel
could not control him and
the doctor incharge
ordered him tobe sedat-
ed, thememo said. Police
contacted the man’
mother.

The woman who had
been assaulted refused
treatment; police fol-
lowed her home and
spoke with her husband.

Gearns saw the as-
saultvictimat the scene
and said she was not
suffering from obvious
injuries. “She was defi-
nitely shook up and cry-
ing and shaking,” he said.

He said he was im-
pressed with the calm
way the police handled a
volatile situation.

“They certainlyper-
formed inavery profes-
sional manner,” he said.

“lam extremely
thankful nobody was hurt
last night,” Seipenko
wrote. “l knew itright
away that thiswas going
to get out of hand, but
manpower and cool
heads prevailed.”

When itdid, all 18
builderswere jumping
for joy, having just seta
world record for a circle
field and an American
record for total toppled
dominoes.

The records came as
hundreds of people cir-
cledan area of Westland
Shopping Center and
watched inalternating
hushed silences and
whoops of appreciation.

And when itwas over
— and everything had
gone prettymuch as
planned - chain reaction
expert Steve Price of
Canton, who organized
the build, jumped the
highest.

“It% so great,” said
Price, a recent graduate
ofMichigan StateUni-
versity who earned his
bachelorsdegree in
mechanical engineering.
“There were no breaks, it
was really amazing and
we gotaworld record.”

This yearstheme
focused on world cul-
tures and incorporated
all seven continents. It
included designs of Chi-
nese scrolls representing
Asia, soccer balls for
South America anda
tribute toRoute 66 for
the United States, among
other segments.

The builders came
from across the United
States, Canada, Austria
and Germany. They all
met on YouTlibe, where
all of them have channels
dedicated to chain reac-
tion-building. There are

MSP forensics lieutenant honored for leadership

Even when you Ve worked
inyour field for 18 years,
theres still something new to
learn.

Ist Lt. Beth Clark iscom-
mander of the Michigan State
Police Northville Forensic
Science Laboratory. Earlier
this year, she was among 24
students who graduated from
the Northwestern University
School of Police Staffand Com -
mand .

“Itwas stressful, hard,” she
said, “but really worth it”

Clark joined the Michigan
State Police in 1998, graduating
asamember of the 116th
TVooper Recruit School. She
started her career as a trooper
inAdrian, thenmoved on to
homeland security with the
Michigan Intelligence Opera-

tions Center. She served a stint
in the governors security de-
tail and got into forensic sci-
ence in 2004, working inGrand
Rapids, Lansingand now
Northville, where she heads
the lab.

Much of Clarkswork in-
volves investigating evidence
from crime scenes. “You've
seen, Was thisbullet fired
from thisgun?’on crime
shows; that’ basically what I
do,” she said.

The 10-week session Clark
took through Northwestern is
geared toward law enforce-
ment professionalswho ve
demonstrated potential for
leadership and promotion.
Most of Clarks classmates
were officers, like herself: one
chief, about two-thirds lieuten-
ants and the other third ser-
geants, she estimated.

“Its a very prestigious pro-

gram,” said Inspector Scott
Marier, interim director of the
Michigan State Police forensic
science division.

Clarks course started at the
end of February and ran
through June. Northwestern
University is in Ilinois, but
this session was held off-site at
the TVoy Police Department
training center— a convenient
location for Clark, who lives in
West Bloomfield.

Clarks course work focused
on decisions a police officer
would have tomake asaman-
ager. Staffing, for example,
was presented inthe context of
how many people to deploy toa
traffic incident. Other topics
included strategies to cover
the business side of police
work, likewriting job descrip-
tions, selectingnew recruits,
giving effective performance
appraisals and talking to the

media.

Clark received her diploma
June 17, graduating as vice
president of her class.

But she was in fora shock
when her name was announced
again - this time, as thewin-
ner of the FranklinM. Kreml
Leadership Award.

The award, established by
the center’ founder, recog-
nizes high ethical and profes-
sional values and dedication to
public service. Winners are
selected by a vote of their
fellow classmates at the end of
the course and theirnames are
added toa huge plaque at
Northwestern University’
campus in Hlinois.

“Its a big deal, because the
folkswho go there are all lead-
ers in their respective depart-
ments,”Marier said. “Itsa
great honor to be selected by
her peers as a leader.”

Sharon Miller, in-
volved for decades on
challenges of the work-
place, sees changes in
the millennials, born
between 1981 and 1997.

casing your corporate
culture.

"Theres still things
they can learn and adapt
from the next genera-
tions before them,” she
said.

Miller said, “You
have tobe a part of the
community” inemploy-
ing millennials. “Millen-
nials want to give, they
want towork. Many of
them are unaware of the
opportunities thatare
out there.”

Millennial volunteers
will ask things like
where money comes
from and goes, “things
volunteers often dont
ask,” she added.

She said of millenni-
als, whose average job
stay istwo years, “While
they e with you, they
are loyal. They want job
growth.”

Miller came from the
medical field and start-
ed her work in 1973,
when shewas mom to
two small kids. She later
had a home healthagen-
cy for 20 years and then
worked inhelping peo-
ple secure proper care
for their aging parents.
She began todo coach-
ing a few years ago.

“Many employees
didntgetalong because
of the generations and
the differences ingener-
ations,” she said. “You
listenmore than you
talk, firstofall. You
listentoyour gut.”

She summed up with
“Hire slow, fire fast” as
advice and noted boom-
ers and other genera-
tions vary inskill level
and personality.

convert an existing IRA
intoa Roth IRA. The one
caveat is for thosewho
are subject to required
minimum distributions.
Ifyou are over age 70/:,
you re not eligible to
convert the required
distribution. You can
convert anything above
and beyond, but not the
required minimum dis-
tribution.

Remember that ifyou
convert and then later
decide you made a mis-
take, there isa relatively
straightforward process
where you can reverse
the transaction. Ifyou
decide to convert, itis
not set in stone.

Itisalso a great time
of year tomake new
contributions to your
IRA whether itisa tradi-
tional or a Roth. Most
people wait until the end
of the year tomake their
contribution— why? The
sooner you make your
investment, the sooner
the money grows either
tax-free or tax-deferred.
Now isthe time tomake
those contributions.

This year, 401(k) con-
tributions have increased

to $18,000; for those over
age 50, you can contrib-
ute $24,000. This would
be a good time tonot only
review your 401(k) in-
vestments, but toalso
look at your year-to-date
contributions tomake
sure you are putting
away themaximum pos-
sible. At the same time, it
makes sense to re-look at
whether you should con-
tribute intoa Roth 401(k)
or a traditional 401(k).

Like most resolutions,
by the firstweek of Janu-
ary, they are long forgot-
ten. There s still plenty of
time thisyear tomake
some moves that will put
more money inyour
pocket — afterall, it
looks better inyour pock-
et than itdoes anywhere
else. TVy tospend some

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East side Detroit residents will get improved housing options via Southwest Housing Solutions thanks to a corporate gift

Affordable housing development on
Detroit’s east side gets corporate boost

The Community Devel-
opment TVust (CDT) — aNew
York-based real estate in-
vestment trust that provides
capital for the preservation
and creation of affordable
housing— announced July 25
itsdonation to Detroit-area
nonprofit Southwest Housing
Solutions of a $1.2 million first
mortgage loan on Daystar
Estates, a 48-unit single-fam-
i ly-home development on the
city’seast side.

CDT sdonation represents
the largest-ever combined
contribution ofhomes to
Southwest Housing Solutions
in its44-year history, said Tim
Thorland, the organizations
executive director. By donat-
ing the $1.2million loan to
Southwest Housing Solutions,
CDT Smove effectivelygives
control of the Daystar Estates
properties to Southwest to
begin the neighborhood’ rede-
velopment.

“As a nonprofit that isded-
icated to finding creative and
innovative ways topreserve
and rehabilitate affordable
housing, we are very grateful
toCDT for their philanthropy
and commitment to Detroits
exciting resurgence,” Thor-
land said.

“CDT couldhave easily
sold the property toanother
investor,” Thor land said.
“Their donation of the Daystar
Estates neighborhood pro-
vides us with the opportunity
toensure the preservation of
these units as quality, safe and
affordable rental properties.
We alsoplantowork with the
familieswho move intothese

homes and establisha con-
version-to-ownership plan that
will be completed over the
next four years.”

The 48 single-family Day-
star Estates homes were built
during 2004-05 and are located
inan areabordered roughly
by Mack Avenue and Connor,
Dickerson and Charlevoix
streets, just east of the shut-
tered Chrysler Assembly
plant, Thorland said. The
property was developed using
Low Income Housing Tax
Credits, the federal housing
program that makes rent af-
fordable to lower-income ten-
ants.

While parts of the northern
east side neighborhood sur-
rounding Daystar Estates are
challenged by vacancy, flight
and divestment, Thorland
noted that some neighbor-
hoods on the lower east side
along the East Jefferson corri-
dor are benefiting from an
ongoing redevelopment effort.
Jefferson East Inc.,which
promotes neighborhood rede-
velopment, reports that $1
billionhas been invested in
five neighborhoods from Alter
Road todowntown along East
Jefferson since 2009, includ-
ing $540 million that went to
improvements to the giant
FCA US plant. Within the past
year, seven new businesses
have opened inthe Jefferson-
Chalmers neighborhood along
the corridor.

The original borrower de-
faulted on the Daystar Estates
mortgage loan in2015. As the
firstmortgage holder, CDT
evaluated itspossible alterna-

tives related to the investment
and concluded that itdid not
want toput the 48 properties
through an extensive and
lengthy foreclosure process,
according toJoan Berkowitz,
the firmssenior vice presi-
dent of asset management.

“Bearing inmind our af-
fordable housing missionob-
jectives, we determined thata
better solution forthe commu -
nity, the property and the
neighborhood’s residents
would be found ifthe mort-
gage loanwas donated toa
Detroit-area mission-oriented
nonprofit,” Berkowitz said.

“While investigating our
options, we were delighted to
find an established, well-re-
garded nonprofitwith a
proven track record of suc-
cessworking with real estate-
owned affordable housing,”
she said.

East-side Detroitcivic
leaders laudedCDT Smove
and said the transactionwill
serve as a catalyst tothecom-
munity3lrevival. InChandler
Park, forexample, which is
adjacent toDaystar Estates,
officialsrecently unveiled a
new high school-regulation,
synthetic turf footbal 1/soccer/
lacrosse field, United States
Tennis Association-sponsored
tennis courts with Michigans
only under-10 “tot” courts, a
new comfort station, and re-
furbished basebal l diamonds,
picnic tables and new tree
plantings.

modations
Under the
Federal Fair
Housing Act.”
In short, hous-
ing providers
may not re-
quire persons with disabilities
to pay extra fees or deposits as
a condition of receiving a rea-
sonable accommodation.
Therefore, you are best ad-
vised not to charge any addi-
tional fees or require any addi-
tional deposit for any reason-
ableaccommodation thatis
granted.

Q: Our co-op charges pet
owners tohave "DNA tested
and registered" for any ani-
mal living inour community.
Do you think that isOK?

Az 1think itwill probably
pass muster as the theory is
that any poop leftbehind can
be tested and the offending
owner that did not pick up
after the pet could be fined or
otherwise be subject to legal
penalties.
