The Michigan Department
of TYansportation says itex-
pected northbound Interstate
275 through Livonia, Farming-
ton Hills and Novi to reopen
sometime before Wednesday’s
commute.

MDOT spokeswoman Diane
Cross said external conditions,
such as rainfall, could delay
some of the work, but contrac-
tor Toebe Construction was set
to reopen the freeway before
Wednesdays commute.

“We ’re close,” she saidMon -

day morning. “We Ve very,
very, very close toopening the
freeway.”
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Northbound 1-275 from Five
Mile to the 1-96/1-696/M-5 in-
terchange has remained closed
since July 5 for work, days
after southbound reopened
after itsportion of construc-
tion. The work, totalingabout
$75 million, has consisted of
new concrete along the road,
along with improvements to
bridges, ramps and roadway

Champps inLivonia has closed,
but Baileys inDearborn and
Troy remained open.

Canton resident Bruce Kol-
dys and wife Cynthia used to
occasionally visit the Canton
Bailey’s, located southwest of
Ford and Canton Center.

“My wife never met a res-
taurant she didnt like,” Koldys
said. “We didngo there a lot,
but itwas a nice place. I hate to
see them go.”

Cantonsbuilding depart-
ment records show that a cer-
tificate of occupancy was is-
sued in 1998 for Bailey’.

The Canton Chamber of
Commerce was surprised by
the closing of a sports bar and
grill that often participated in
chamber events such as Grub
Crawl, a once-a-year event that
allows patrons to pay one price
to try numerous restaurants.

“We Ve been hearing
through the grapevine that
they closed,” said Jana Porter,
the chamber S administrative
assistant. “We e justas
shocked as everybody else.”

DIYers find bargains for home
Improvement at ReStore location

One kitchen window.
Thats all Keith Cunning-
ham needed fora home
remodeling project as he
shopped at Habitat for
Humanity of Oakland
County ReStore inFar-
mington Hills.

Twenty-two windows.
Itwas a bargain he
couldnt resist.

“l get to Habitat and |
find all these brand new,
never-installed Andersen
400 series. | start hyper-
ventilating I went and
grabbed the cart and
started loading them up.
I ended up with 22 win-
dows. lwas able to
change the architect’
drawing so I could use
them all,” said Cunning-
ham, a Pleasant Ridge
resident. “I bought 22
windows for $1,400.”

Cunningham isa
steady customer at the
home improvement re-
sale store that draws
contractors, remodelers,
landlords and bargain
hunters tobuy gently-
used appliances, furni-
ture, home accessories
and new building materi-
als. The store at 28575
Grand River Ave. isone
0f 900 across the country
that donates net profits
to Habitat for Humanity,
the nonprofit Christian
ministry that builds and
remodels houses for
low-income families. The
Farmington Hills store
opened three years ago,
but itsmanagement
changed inApril. Habi-
tat for Humanity of Oak-
land County is in charge
of both the flagship store
and a smaller ReStore in
Pontiac. A “grand re-
opening” is set for Fri-
day, Sept. 30, at the Far-
mington Hills location.

Tim Ruggles, exec-
utive director of Habitat
for Humanity of Oakland
County, said the store
has been one of the
area’ best-kept secrets
because of limited mar-
keting. He and Rose-Ann
Nathan, ReStore consult-
ant, are set to change
that.

“We understand the
needs of the community
and the shoppers. We Ve
adjusted our prices and
merchandising and we
hired some employees,"
Nathan said.

There are plenty of cabinets to choose from.

They Ve already cre-
ated a better shopping
experience by orga-
nizing and consistently
pricing the merchandise,
according to Ruggles.

DIY shoppers

“It really is a service
to the community be-
cause itsabout reusing
materials and keeping
materials out of the land-
fill,” he said. “There are
somany people interest-
ed inre-purposing.
Thatsabigmovement
now. Itreally isa service
because people can come
here and they don’thave
to shop garage sales.”

The store gets half its
inventory donated from
individuals, families,
churches and other or-
ganizations. Half come
from businesses. New
products arrive every
day and photos of some
items are posted on Re-
Store’ Facebook page.

Merchandise sells
from 40-50 percent or
more off retail price. A
new hot tub with a $3,000
price tag. for example,
would sell for around
$400 at ReStore, Nathan

said. New, brand name
paint is $9 to $14 per
gallon.

“It could be discontin-
ued, awrong order,”
Ruggles said, describing
business-donated mer-
chandise. “A lot of retail
establishments will take
returns from customers.
Itactually costs more to
ship ithack (to the ven-
dor) than the value of the
product. They re looking
for an easy way to dis-
pose of the product. We
can be that easy method
and take itoff their
hands.”

Ruggles said the store
has received a consistent
flow of donations from
individuals, but needs
more commercial prod-
ucts. ReStore also is
looking for volunteers to
help unload, clean, price,
repair and stock itenms.

“We ’re short on labor.
We ’re looking for some
strong arms to help,”
Nathan said. Twenty-
four pallets of landscap-
ing rocks, at least 15 sets
of cabinets, doors, win-
dows, refrigerators and
couches were among
some of the heavier

items in stock recently.

Getting bargains

Isabelle Muha of Bir-
mingham bought cab-
inets from ReStore for
an inherited farmhouse
she and her husband are
remodeling for future
sale. They Te return
customers.

“l'would say you have
to be handy and creative
and ifyou have those
skills its a great place to
go,” she said. “I think
Habitat isgreatonmul-
tiple fronts. They re a
charity and they serve

the community. We have
chosen them because of
the cost."

A few weeks ago,
Cunningham found "a
mountain of cabinets"
and bought 35 of thenm
for $2,500. He had to
rent a truck to get them
home and plans to haul
them to his daughters
house inAtlanta, Ga.

“It’s worth going to
that expense,” he said.
“Not only do I geta qual-
ity product at a reason-
able price, | feel good
that my money ismak-
ing a difference insome-
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one elses life, that its
going tobuilding a home
for someone less fortu-
nate.”

Ruggles said Habitat
for Humanity of Oakland
County plans to serve 64
families this year by
building new houses,
rehabbing homes and
making repairs.

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Scam artists are taking
advantage of new technology

With
technology and the ad-
vent of the Internet, the
number of scams has
been increasing dramat-
ically.

The crooks know that
itisvery difficult to
determine whether the
ATM we are using has a
skimmer attached to it
That being said, there
are some things that you
can do to lessen the risk.

Preferably, the
ATM you should use is
your banks.Not only
are the security proce-
dures better at banks,
but also you can save on
ATM fees by usingyour
own bank machine. |
recommend that you
avoid the ATMs that you
find at places such as
gas stations, party
stores and bars. These
machines have a higher
likelihood of being tam-
pered with and should
be avoided. In addition,
you want toavoid any
ATM that appears to
have been tampered
with. Ifsomething just
doesntseenm right, such
as the card reader being
loose, walk away.

When you use an
ATM orany charge card

machine where you
have to enter your pass-
word, you should make
sure that you keep one
hand over the touch pad
soacamera can’tsee
your PIN as you enter it
By protecting your PIN,
the crooks will not be
able toaccess your ac-
count.

Lastly, you want to
make sure of isthat you
monitor your bank ac-
count for unauthorized
withdrawals. You have
protection under the
law, but ftisup toyou to
monitor your account
and to timely notify
your financial institu-
tion of a breach. Most
banks and financial
institutions will send out
alertswhen your ac-
count isaccessed. If
your financial institu-
tion offers this, its a
good idea tosign up.

Technology was sup-
posed tomake our lives
easierand, inmany
ways, ithas. There isthe
other side of the coin
and that istechnology
has allowed foranew
generation of crooks to
use more and more so-
phisticated ways of
stealing from us. lwish
there was a 100-percent
way toavoid scams, but
there isntThatswhy it
isalways important that
we keep our eyes and
ears open, monitor our
accounts and put up
enough speed bumps to
reduce the likelihood
that we will be
scammed.

Its a new school year and its hard to say who is
more excited - the kids who get to see classmates
afterthesummer break and meet theirnew teachers
or the parents who are probably celebrating the fact
that the kids are out of their hair.

Whatever the case, its a busy time inneighbor-
hoods and around schools, with an increase in foot
and motor traffic. Drivers play an important role in
safety near schools at thisbusy time of the year. Get-
ting the kids into a routine takes time and can leave
parents rushing toget them toschool on time. A driv-
er ina hurry can lead to unsafe conditions for stu-
dents and others walking, bicycling and driving in
the area.

According to the National Safety Council, drivers
should always:

» Slow down and obey all traffic laws and speed
limits, both inschool zones and inneighborhoods sur-
rounding the school.

» Comply with local school drop-off and pickup
procedures for the safety of all children accessing
the school.

» Avoid double parking or stopping on cross-
walks to let children out of the car. Double parking

blocks visibility for other children and motorists.

» Avoid loadingor unloading childrenat locations
across the street from the school. That forces young-
sters tocross busy streets unnecessarily - oftenmid-
block rather than at a crosswalk.

» Watch for children walking or biking to school
when backing out ofa driveway or leaving a garage.

Another thing drivers need to be cognizant of is
the school bus. According to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration, riding a bus to school
is 13 times safer than riding in a passenger vehicle
and 10 times safer than walking to school. However,
the reality of school bus safety isthat more children
are hurt outside the bus than inside as passengers.

Most of the children who lose their lives in bus-
related crashes are pedestrians, ages 4-7, who are hit
by the bus or by motorists illegallypassing a stopped
school bus. For that reason, driversneed toknow the
proper laws and procedures for sharing the road
safely with school buses.

Every state has a law making it illegal to pass a
school bus that is stopped to load or unload children.
School buses use yellow flashing lights to alertmo -
torists that they are preparing to stop. Red flashing

lightsand an extended stop signarm signals that the
bus is stopped and children are getting on or off.
Never pass a school bus on the right. Itis illegal and
could have tragic consequences.

All 50 statesalso require that traffic inboth direc-
tions stop on undivided roadways when students are
gettingon and offa school bus and traffichehind the
school bus must stop. The area 10 feet around a
school bus iswhere children are in the most danger
of being hit. Motorists should stop their vehicle far
enough from the bus to allow children the space to
safely enter and exit the bus.

Be alert. Children are unpredictable. Children
walking to or from their bus who are comfortable
with their surroundings tend to take risks and fail to
look both ways when crossing the street. Watch for
children playing and gathering near bus stops or
those arriving late for the bus. They may run into the
street without looking for traffic.

The start of the school year can be achallenge for
parents, students and motorists. They all need to be
alert and put safety first now and throughout the
school year.

Jeff Juenemann, a long-
time insurance agency owner,
has seen fires in Westland
destroya number of apart-
ments in the last 18 months or
0.

“The apartment building
can’tprotect their stuff,”
Juenemann, who owns Juene-
mann Insurance Agency in
Westland, said of tenants.
“They can’tand they dont
provide protection for the
renter’s belongings.”

Thatswhy he and others in
the insurance field recom-
mend a renter’ policy, which
Juenemann noted can cost
you as littleas $100 a year
when bundled with an auto
policy through the same carri-
er.

“Obviously to protect their
belongings,” said Juenemann,
a Northville Township resi-
dent. That includes furniture,
clothingand even hobby
items.

“Typically, itsnotyour
apartment that burns that
causes damage,” he said.
“Even as responsible as you

Inventory 1ssues Impact

Slowed by frustratingly
low inventory levels inmany
parts of the country, existing-
home sales lostmomentum in
July and decreased year-over-
year for the first time since
November 2015, according to
the National Association of
Realtors. Only the West re-
gion saw amonthly increase
inclosings in July.

Total existing-home sales,
which are completed trans-
actions that include single-
family homes, town homes,
condominiums and co-ops,
fell 3.2 percent to a season-
ally adjusted annual rate of
5.39 million inJuly from 5.57
million inJune. For only the
second time in the last 21
months, sales are now below
(1.6 percent) a year ago (5.48
million).

Lawrence Yun, NAR chief
economist, says existing sales
fell of f track in July after
steadily climbing the last four
months.

“Severely restrained in-
ventory and the tightening
grip its putting on affordabil-
ity is the primary culprit for
the considerable sales slump
throughout much of the coun-
try lastmonth,” he said.
“Realtors are reporting di-
minished buyer traffic be-
cause of the scarce number of
affordable homes on the mar -
ket, and the lack of supply is
stifling the efforts of many
prospective buyers attempt-
ing to purchase while mort-
gage rates hover at historical
lows.”

Adds Yun, “Furthermore,
with new condo construction
barely budging and currently
making up only a small sliver
of multi-family construction,
sales suffered last month as

are, you e tied together in the
same building.”

Theft isalso a concern for
renters. “Its amazing how
quickly your values accumu-
late,” he said. That can be a
new TV, new gaming system,
and new clothing to replace.

“Itadds up very quickly
and itdoesntcostmuch to
have enough coverage,” Jue-
nemann said.

Agreeing isLarry Johnson,
owner of the Larry Johnson
Agency of Farm Bureau In-
surance of Plymouth.

“We do an awful lot of rent-
er’s policies,” said Johnson, a
Plymouth Township resident.
“Most people have a tendency
to underestimate how much
risk they have. When you
start replacing everything
you own, youd be surprised. |
believe itsa very valuable
policy to have.”

Even your dishes can be
costly to replace, Johnson
said. “Just the little things,
you’d be amazed,” he said.

A homeowner s policy also
covers such liability issues as
a slip and fall or dog bite. For
renters, “Itwould generally
be the inside areas” of the

condo buyers faced even
stiffer supply constraints
than those looking to pur-
chase a single-family home.”

The median existing-home
price for all housing types in
July was $244,100, up 5.3 per-
cent from July 2015
($231,800). Julys price in-
crease marks the 53rd con-
secutive month of year-over-
year gains.

Total housing inventory at
the end of July inched 0.9
percent higher to 2.13 million
existing homes available for
sale, but isstill 5.8 percent
lower than a year ago (2.26
million) and has now declined
year-over-year for 14 straight
months. Unsold inventory is
ata 4.7-month supply at the
current sales pace, which is
up from 4.5months inJune.

“Although home sales are
still expected to finish the
year at their strongest pace
since the downturn, thanks to
a very strong spring, the
housing market isunder-
shooting its full potential
because of inadequate exist-
ing inventory combined with
new home construction fail-
ing to catch up with underly-
ing demand,” Yun said. “As a
result, sales inall regions are
now flator below a year ago
and price growth isn’tslowing
to a healthier and sustainable
pace.”

The share of first-time
buyers was 32 percent inJuly,
which isbelow lastmonth (33
percent) but up from 28 per-
cent a year ago. First-time
buyers represented 30 per-
cent of sales inall of 2015.

All-cash saleswere 21 per-
cent of transactions in July,
down from 22 percent in
June, 23 percent a year ago

apartment covered, Juene-
mann said.

The apartment owner
would generally bear respon-
sibility forcommon areas.

If the liability is caused by
the tenant, “the apartment
building wants not tobe the
deep pocket,” he added. John-
son too sees more and more
landlords requiring renters
coverage, a practice he rec-
ommends.

Said Johnson, “You have a
tendency to see more younger
people renting apartments.”
They may not fully under-
stand risk of fire and theft,
Johnson said.

“In a loss like that, its dev-
astating for the tenant,” John-
son said. He encourages peo-
ple to talk to their agent about
coverage.

Johnson also encourages
those in senior assisted-living
facilities to have insurance
coverage for theft and fire.
He has an older customer who

theft

escaped a firewith only the
clothes she wore and was not
physically hurt.

“Theres an expense there,”
Johnson said. Such senior
unitsmay only be a couple
hundred square feet, but re-
placing clothing and other
items quickly adds up “and
some of them can be expen-
sive,” he added.

Johnson noted for seniors
their glasses and hearing aids
can be covered by a policy.
He talks to adult children of
senior policy holders if those
children are involved in key
decisions.

0f things like family pho-
tos, “Theres reallyno way to
cover sentimental loss.
Theresno way to replace
photos that burn,” Juenemann
said.

Juenemannsneighbors lost
wedding photos and senti-
mental Christmas ornaments
ina fire. “Its just gone.
Theresno way toreplace it,”
he said of a childs elementary
school trophy, agreeing fam-
ily safety is foremost.

November 2009 (19 percent).
Individual investors, who
account formany cash sales,
purchased 11 percent of
homes inJuly, unchanged
from June and down from 13
percent a year ago. Seventy
percent of investors paid in
cash inJuly.

According to Freddie Mac,
the average commitment rate
for a 30-year, conventional,
fixed-rate mortgage dropped
from 3.57 percent inJune to
3.44 percent inJuly. Mort-
gage rates have now fallen
five straight months and in
July were the lowest since
January 2013 (3.41 percent).
The average commitment
rate for all of 2015 was 3.85
percent.

NAR President Tom Salo-
mone ,broker-owner of Real
Estate Il Inc. inCoral
Springs, Florida, says inaddi-
tion to affordability concerns,
an issue seen earlier in the
housing recovery may be
re-emerging. Realtors are
indicating that appraisal com-
plications are appearing more
frequently as the reason why
a contract signing experi-
enced a delayed settlement.

“Appraisal-related con-
tract issues have notably
risen over the past year and
were the root cause of over a
quarter of contract delays in
the past three months,” he
said. “This is likely a combi-
nation of sharply growing
home prices insome areas,
the uptick inhome sales this
year and the strong refinance
market overworking the al-
ready reduced number of
practicing appraisers. Real-
tors are carefully monitoring
this trend, and some have

already indicated they’re
extending closing dates on
contracts to al low extra time
toaccommodate the possibil-
ity of appraisal-related de-
lays.”

Coming in at the lowest
share since NAR began track-
ing in October 2008, dis-
tressed sales— foreclosures
and short sales- were 5
percent of sales inJuly, down
from 6 percent inJune and 7
percent ayear ago. Four per-
cent of July sales were fore-
closures and 1 percent were
short sales. Foreclosures sold
for an average discount of 18
percent below market value
inJuly (11 percent in June),
while short saleswere dis-
counted 16 percent (18 per-
cent inJune).

Properties typically stayed
on the market for 36 days in
July, up from 34 days inJune
but down from 42 days a year
ago. Short saleswere on the
market the longest at a medi -
an of 95 days inJuly, while
foreclosures sold in 54 days
and non-distressed homes
took 34 days. Forty-seven
percent of homes sold inJuly
were on the market for less
than a month.

Inventory data from Real-
tor.com reveals that the met-
ropolitan statistical areas
where listings stayed on the
market the shortest amount
of time inJuly were Denver-
Aurora-Lakewood, Colorado;
San Francisco-0Oakland-Hay-
ward, California; San Jose-
Sunnyvale-Santa Clara, Cali-
fornia; and Seattle-Tacoma-
Bellevue, Washington, all at a
median of 32 days; and Val-
lejo-Fairfield, California, ata
median of 36 days.

FHA mulls change
0N reverse
mortgage
eligibility

Q: lam a senior citizen and
Icurrently live ina condo-
minium unit. lheard that the
federal government iscon-
sidering eliminating the
availabilityof reverse mort-
gages for seniors that live in
condominiums. Isthat true,
and ifso, why?

A: The Federal Housing
Administration (FHA) has
proposeda new plan which will
make senior citizens residing
inCommunity Association
priority lien
states, such as
Michigan,
ineligible for
FHA reverse

mortgages.

The stated

purpose of the

proposed mod - Ro_bert
ifications to Meisner

the progranm is

to build in

safeguards to stop predatory
lenders from using financial
emergencies, or othercircum-
stances, toenrich themselves
by siphoning off a senior citi-
zenshome equity. However,
this proposal isnot without
controversy, as consumer ad-
vocates argue that some sen-
iors need this type of financial
relief available to them to as-
sistwith payment of medical
or retirement expenses.

Reverse mortgages are
often the only option for these
individuals to raise funds to
pay expenses and, therefore,
these type of mortgage options
allow seniors toavoid selling
their homes to raise necessary
funds. Also, Community Asso-
ciation advocates are con-
cerned that the FHA 1isusing
these proposed modifications
as a tool to attack the real tar-
get: states that grant priority
to a portion of Association
Lienswhen assessments re-
main unpaid by co-owners
which isnot the case inMichi-
gan. Association advocates
claim that the priority lien
laws are the most effective
tools that they have for col-
lection purposes, especially
when banks delay foreclosure
on abandoned properties or
co-owners otherwise fail to
timely pay assessment dues.

Q: lunderstand that there
are condominiums insub-
urban Prague which are, of
course, cheaper than living in
an apartment in the inner
city, butwhat isthe trans-
portation like?
