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Art Van salewon’t halt new store

Work scheduled to begin soon on Canton location

Art Van Furniture ismov-
ing ahead with plans tobuild a
new store inCanton, despite a
corporate decision to sell the
company toa private equity
firm, a spokeswoman con-
firmed Wednesday.

“Itdoesntchange any-
thing,” Art Van spokeswoman
Diane Charles said.

The Warren-based retailer
has revealed a tentative deal
tosell to Thomas H. Lee Part-
ners of Boston - a change she
said has no impact on what has
been billed as a company

“flagship store” on Ford Road,
just west of Haggerty, across
from IKEA.

Rather, Charles said demo-
lition is “imminent” on the Art
Van site of an old medical
office building fronting Ford
Road and, behind that, a va-
cant, two-story structure that
once housed businesses and a
racquetbal I club.

Itmarks the first time in 15
years the Michigan-based
company decided tobuild a
new store “from the ground
up” inMichigan, project man-
ager Lana Vrubel has said.

Charles said the design is
like no other inMichigan. She

said the 71,333-square-foot
store is expected toopen by
November of this year. Offi-
cials have said the store is
expected toemploy about 60
people.

Canton Township Supervi-
sor Pat Williams welcomed
news that Art Van plans to
keep itsplans for the Ford
Road store.

“We Te glad to hear that
through the transition to the
new ownership, Art Van will
continue to hold to the com-
mitment itmade to the Canton
community for future devel-
opment,” he said. “We look
forward to them coming to the
community.”

Khadega Mohammed of
Canton was only 8 years old
when her father, a pharmacist,
moved his family to the Unit-
ed States.

“We came to fulfill the
American dream,” she said.
“We really wanted a better
life.”

They found it, far from
Sudan, where she was born,
and Saudi Arabia, where her
Muslim family later lived.
They risked everything to
start anew.

Mohammed, 17, now finds
herself ina country she said
seems lesswelcoming after
President Donald Trump
signed an executive order

temporarily suspending refu-
gees from coming to the Unit-
ed States. Italsobars immi-
grants from traveling here
from seven Muslim-majority
nations - Syria, lrag, Sudan,
Iran, Libya, Somaliaand Ye-
men.

“lIdon’teven know what it
means anymore tobe Amer -
ican,” saidMohammed, who
plans to study international
relations in college and pos-
sibly seek a law degree to help
with human rights.

She joined thousands of
protesters Sunday at Detroit
Metropolitan Airport to rally
against Trump sorders. The
protest came two days after
she was among nearly 200

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Man gets
prison for
child porn
on phone

A Detroitman has been
slapped with a prison sentence
after he used his celIphone to
secretly videotape awoman in
aworkplace bathroom and had
child pornographic images on
the same device.

Zaron Eugene Holley, 28,
was ordered to prison for one
to seven years during his sen-
tencing Jan. 23 by Wayne
County Circuit
Judge Margaret
Van Houten. He
received credit
for 119 days
already spent in

jail.

Houton also
ruled that Hol -
leySname be
placed on the
Michigan Sex Offender Regis-

Holley

Canton police arrested Hol -
ley last Sept. 26 after he placed
a cellphone ina workplace
bathroom and secretly video-
taped a female co-worker. She
notified police after she real-
ized she was being recorded.

Investigators then found
sexual images of juvenile girls
as they examined Holleys
phone for evidence.

Holley was supposed to face
a jury trial thisweek, but he
abruptly pleaded guilty Jan. 6.

In the child porn case, Hol-
ley pleaded guilty toone count
each of having child sexually
abusive material and using a
computer tocommit acrime.
In return, authorities agreed to
dismiss four similar counts.

In the workplace case, he
pleaded guilty to one count of
using a computer tocommita
crime, but authorities dis-
missed additional charges of
capturing and distributing
images of an unclothed person
and using a device to eaves-
drop.

Online records from the
Michigan Department of Cor-
rections indicate that Hol ley
did not have any prior felony
convictions.

Emotions on both
sides

Trump 5 orders have
fueled intense emotions

on both sides of the issue.

Lena Epstein, aBloom-
field Hills resident and
former Michigan co-
chair of the Trump cam-
paign, said the order has
brought challenges.

“We can all acknowl -
edge that,” she said,
“however, we can also
agree that our current
policies do not have the
fortitude to safely pro-
tectAmerican citizens.”

Epstein said itsa
tough balancing act to
provide a safe haven for
people facing persecu-
tion intheir homelands
while trying not to “hand
over the keys toour own
safety to those who wish

todo us harm." She said
Trump 5 temporary or-
ders provide time to
work outamore perma-
nent solution.

Karen Zyczynski, who
chairs the Democrats of
Western Oakland County,
blasted Trump % orders.

“My initial reaction
was that this reminds me
of the 1930s, when the
U.S. would not admit the
Jewish refugees who
were fleeing Europe,”
she said, also referencing
concentration camps and
the Holocaust. “We know
that Muslims inSyriaare
currently under attack
and fleeing for their
lives. Itseems ironic that
we would prevent im-
migrants from entering
our country when, in
fact, we are a nation of
immigrants.”

Sarah Lusn, one of the
airport protesters from
Farmington Hills, said
Trump “hasn’tbanned
the countries he does
business with. The ban is
not going to keep us safer
inany way. Itsunethical,
not really helping us in
any way.”

Sommer Foster, a
Canton Township trustee,
was among the public
officials attending the
airport protest. She also
chairsa group, The Be-
loved Community, that
organized the Canton
Mosque forum, which
had been planned even
before Trump signed his
orders.

“I believe it5 impor-
tant to stand for human
rights for all people. | see
my friends and neigh-
bors and people I care
deeply about being af-
fected by these issues,”
Foster said.

The mosque forum,
she said, encouraged
attendees to strike back
against Trump 5 actions
by contacting federal
lawmakers, registering
voters and writing letters
tonewspapers, among
other measures.

worried for people such
as a cousin, who isin
America witha green
card. She fears the rela-
tive could be banned if
she travels abroad. Mo -
hammed said her par-
ents, BashirMohammed
and Intisar Elseddig,
never wanted her to join
protests — until now,
with the situation so dire.

“I see that people are
really fearful and it just
makes me so sad to see
that our community isso
sad and so heartbroken
by these executive or-
ders,” she said. “lwant
us to stand together and
combat this.”

Mohammed saidMus-
lims have received some
strong support from
people of other faiths and
backgrounds.

“There’a lot of fear,
but there isa lot of hope,
as well,” she said, adding
later, “Through this hate,
we are building somuch

unity.”

"Keep America safe”

Former Canton Trea-
surer MelissaMcLaugh-
lin, a Republican, has
made her support of
Trump Sorders known on
Facebook. Reached by
telephone Monday, she
said itis the responsibil-
ity of the president and
Congress “tokeep Amer -
ica safe.” She said terror-
istacts are non-discrimi-
natory because they can
kill innocent people of all
faiths inairports, shop-
ping centers, schools,
malls and other places.

“Terrorism is the pur-
est form of anti-discrimi-
nation because terrorists
kill everybody indis-
criminately,”McLaugh-
linsaid, adding later, “All
we have todo is look at
Germany and France and
see some of the horrible
things that have hap-
pened over there when
they have just had wide-
open doors to immigra-
tion.”

Still, she said Trump
was “clumsy and heavy-
handed” intheway he
rolled out his orders,
saying he was “like a bull
ina china shop.” She also
criticized Democrats for
what she calledan “un-
paralleled, hysterical
response.”

“Itsall about manipu-
lating the masses for
politicsand its not about
good policy,” McLaughlin
said. “It5 not about try-
ing to unite the country.”

Canton ceremony honors Korematsu

Fred Korematsu was
arrested inMay 1942 for
defying President Frank-
linD. RooseveltsExec-
utive Order 9066, which
called for Japanese
Americans to report to
an assembly center.

Korematsu, an Amer -
ican citizen of Japanese
descent, was convicted
and sent toan intern-
ment camp, along with
some 120,000 Japanese
Americans during World
War Il. He appealed his
case tothe U.S. Supreme
Court, where the court
decided ina 6-3 vote that
FDR Sorder was consti-
tutional as a matter of
national security.

Korematsus convic-
tion was vacated by a
U.S. District Court in
California inNovember
1983 and, 15 years later,
after a life spent fighting
for civil liberties, Kore-
matsu was awarded the
Presidential Medal of
Freedom, this country’
highest civilian honor, by
President Bill Clinton.
Korematsu died in 2002.

Some 75 years after
his internment and just
two days after another
presidential executive
order having to do with
immigration, the Ply-
mouth-Canton Asian-
Pacific-American Club
honored Korematsu for
his contributions to civil
liberties with a cere-
mony that featured a
tribute signed by Gov.
Rick Snyder.

Roland Hwang, a
Northville school board
member and member of
the Michigan Asian-
Pacific-American Affairs
Commission who was one
of four speakers for the
day, said itwas impor-
tant for students to rec-
ognize Korematsusac-
complishments.

Hwang told the audi-
ence Korematsu’ case
was considered “a civil
liberties disaster.” The
dissenting opinion was

written by Justice Frank
Murphy, a former mayor
of Detroit, and called the
Supreme Court’ decision
to uphold the conviction
“an abyss of racism.”

But Korematsu con-
tinued the fight until he
eventual ly had his con-
viction vacated. The case
isrecognized ultimately
as a civil liberties vic-
tory, to the point where
several states recognize
Fred Korematsu Day.

Agustin Arulu, exec-
utive director of Michi-
gansDepartment of
Civil Rights, presented
the tribute from Snyder.
He said the state resolu-
tion honoring Korematsu
was being done “in light
of current events” amid
the swirling controversy
over President Donald
Trump Sban on Syrian
refugees and travel from
seven primarily Muslim
countries.

“I fully understand
immigration isan area
over which (the commis-
sion) doesnthave any
control,” Hwang said.
“(But) every person
must be judged by the
content of their charac-
ter and not the country
of their origin.”

The assembly took
place just two days after
Trump s executive order
banning immigrants
from seven predominant-
lyMuslim countries, a
move Arbulu said
prompted a statement
from the Michigan De-
partment of Civil Rights
decrying the action.

“We were very hurt
by actions taken because
they serve to divide peo-
ple and can serve to
foment hate ...and preju-
dice,” he said.

Hwang drew the par-
allel between what Kore-
matsu went through and
current events.

“It% fair to say there’
a particular climate with
regard to race that isa
parable towhat hap-
pened during World War
11,” he said. “There was
an outcry then, theresan

“People are not given
their rights,” Kazbour
said. “(Trumps order) is
targeting Muslims. ...
There isan obvious priv-
ilege being given to
Christians. My parents
are both citizens, but |
know many people who
arentcitizens.”

It the kind of con-

versation history teacher
Richard Mui, who helped
organize the event, hopes
can be started out of the
ceremony.

“(Korematsus’) story
isnt told in the curricu-
fum,” Mui said. “It
should change the con-
versation about civil
liberties and national
security.”
