Carsonscustomers fromacrossmet-
ro Detroit, saddened by the department
stores announced closing, are cashing
inon a liguidationsale thathas begun at
the Laurel Park Place shopping mall in
Livonia.

A “Store closing” sign has been post-
ed atthe storeentrance as loyal custom-
ers like De Haggerty of Dearbomn
Heights are dill showing their support.

“In just sick over this,” she said. “1
never believed this would happen ina
millionyears."

Haggerty worked there when itwas
Parisian, before The Bon-Ton Stores,
owner of Carson’, bought it in 2006.
She said Carson’s isone of the reasons
she shops at Laurel Park Place.
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“This i, like, my big outing to come
here and spend the day,” she said. “I
usually go home with fourpi five pack-

Local officials, meanvhile,” remain
hopeful the store coulld be bought by a
new owner and stay geii, whether as
Carson or another company .

“There s reason to believe it could
happen,” Livonia Chanjber of Com-
merce President Dan W'st said. “This
place may never go dark ”

Even ifCarsonsclose; West said he
believes Laurel Park Piece is a strog
mall that will draw a nevrtenant.

A statement from CBL Properties, the
malls owner, indicated that negotia-
tions already have begun to find a new
tenant for Carson’s store;.

The statement, obtaned by email
from CBL spokeswomar Stacey Keat-
ing, said the company is“certainly dis-
appointedwith the outco ne”” ofthe Car-
sons situation in Livoiia and else-
where, including Rochester Hills and
Clinton Towmnship.

“We have been monitoring this situa-
tion closely and we have been working
on contingency plans for each center,”
thestatementread. ‘We h iveseveral re-
placements under advanced negotia-—
ticn. We will announce more details
when plans are formalized and leases
have been executed.”

With her grandchilldren intow, Com-
merce Township residentCheryl Scharr
arrived at the Livonia Carbonsone sun-
ny Thursday to shop.

“IT kind of saying goodbye. IMImiss
this department store,” she said. “They
have the best shoe department — the
best deal on shoes.”

Scharr and other shoppers partly
blamed the likely closing of Carsons
and other retail stores on the increasing

number ofpeople who shop atfire.

“ldontlike it,because I'm notan on-
lire shopper,” Inkster resident Audrey
Binion said, leaving Carsons with
daughter Autumn Landrom. “1 like to
touch and feel what Ibuy and try iton.”

Landrom called it*sad’” that Carson’s
is closing, but added, “1 donX mind
shopping anlire.”

In an April 5 letter o the Michigan
Workforce Development Agency, Gail
Monreal, vice president of human re-
sources for The Bon-Ton Stores, indi-
cated Carson’s store closings could be-
ginas earlyas June 5. But as of Aprill 26,
the Livonia store dilll hadn tbeen given
a specific closing date.

In the letter, The Bon-Ton Stores,
based inMi lwaukee, lkeftopen the possi-
bility of s=lling the stores. Since then,

canine friends can be. One of the de-
mons Kendall battled after serving in
Irag (2005-06) and Afghanistan (2008-
09) was post traumatic stress disorter.

“lhad PTSD real bad, so one of the
good things was, down in Texas, there
was an organization called TADSAW,
Train a Dog Save a Warrior,” Kendall
said. ‘And they actuallyhelped me train
my dog to be a service dog. That, and
groups of ather guys going through the
same thing — guys and girls — that
helped me the most.

Tve reallyrecovereda lotfromwhat |
went through. Thatswhy my wifeand |
are giving back.”

According to Kendall, “just touching
an animal will calm somebody down,
especially once you e bonded with an
animal. And we don X train their dogs.
They (vets who participate) train their
dogs and this gives them abond to that
Ctg_"

Canines are ‘man sbest fried,” but
military veterans also need other hu-
mans who have been through the rigors
of combat to be there for them. That s
the underlying strength of organiza-
tions such as the VFW.

Come on in

Getting out the word that the wel-
come mat remains out isKendall s new
mission.

“Everybody wants a friend,” Kendall
said. ‘But a lotof times, vets come back
from war and feel alore, absolutely
alone — because nobody understands.

‘As much as a civilianwants to help
you aut, the peoplethat can helpyou out
the most are the people that know what
you Te going through. Just likeAA (Alco-
holics Anonymous) .

Potential remains to add members
wi'th every encounter, internvention and
event.

an answer other than it’s on the form.
