Athletic fields throughout Canton 
Township will be undergoing a signifi­
cant shuffle once the ambitious 2015 Pa­
triot Park Master Plan is fully imple­

mented sometime in the (hopefully) 
foreseeable future.

Altogether, six new fields represent­
ing five different sports will be added to 
the recreation department’s buffet of 
first-rate facilities —  however, not until 
enough grants, donations or general 
funds are collected to cover the multi­

million-dollar price tag of the project.
In the meantime, Canton residents 

will have to settle for the refurbishing of 
several basketball and tennis courts, 
which was originally scheduled to be 
completed June 15, but has been de­
layed slightly by the recent rainy weath­
er.

Hoops courts at Griffin, Flodin and 
Freedom parks will be replaced with 
new surfaces, as will several tennis

courts throughout the township.
“Cracks in the surfaces on some of 

the basketball and tennis courts were 
getting to the point where the courts 
were almost unplayable,” said Greg Ho- 
henberger, director of Leisure Services 
“The resurfacing will make the experi­
ence much more enjoyable for the resi­
dents.”

A NEW PURPOSE
U.S. Olympian talks about depression with kids

Allison Schmitt tapped her chest and 
had a powerful, direct message for mil­
lions of American children with depres­
sion or other mental health disorders.

“Put your hand over your heart, feel 
that beat and know that’s called pur­
pose,” said Schmitt, a Canton High

School Hall of Fame swimmer and 
eight-time Olympic medalist in free­
style. “So you all have a purpose in this 
world and you’re all loved.”

Schmitt delivered her 90-second 
video pep talk to kids as part of the sec­
ond annual #MyYoungerSelf social 
media campaign, linked to National 
Mental Health Awareness Month dur­
ing May.

The campaign was launched May 1 by

national nonprofit The Child Mind In­
stitute of New York and featured ath­
letes, actors, authors and other celeb­
rities reminding children that every­
body —  famous or not —  deals with 
mental health issues.

According to a press release from 
The Child Mind Institute, an estimated 
17.1 million children in the United 
States today “have or once had a men­
tal health disorder —  more than the 
number of children with cancer, diabe-

Canton arson 
fire leads to 
attempted 
murder charges

A Canton Township man is being 
held without bond in the Wayne Coun­
ty Jail on six charges of attempted 
murder and 14 other felonies stem­
ming from a May 25 fire at a Canton 
mobile home park.

Stephen R. Zawodna, 55, was for­
mally charged over the holiday week­
end after his arrest May 
25, hours after the fire at 
the Glen Ridge mobile 
home park on Old Mich­
igan Avenue, according 
to township public safe­
ty authorities.

The fire at a trailer Zawodna 
home was reported 
about 5:30 a.m. that day 
after a smoke detector alerted occu­
pants to it, a Canton Public Safety De­
partment press release read.

All six occupants of the trailer es­
caped unharmed, the press release 
said, and the fire was extinguished by 
firefighters.

Police identified Zawodna as the 
suspect and arrested him later that 
morning, the press release said.

He is charged with six counts of at­
tempted murder, six counts of assault 
with intent to murder, six counts of as­
sault with intent to do great bodily 
harm, one count of second-degree ar­
son and one count of aggravated do­
mestic violence.

Zawodna is also charged as a habit­
ual offender, which could increase the 
length of any prison term if he is con­
victed. He is scheduled for a Friday, 
June 8, hearing in 35th District Court.

Patriot plan

The Patriot Park Master Plan, the guidelines of 
which were finished in 2015, is robust and widespread. 
Its design was based upon input provided by township 
residents.

The heart of the project is a 134-acre parcel of land 
just northwest of the intersection of Ford and Ridge 
roads.
Now consumed by nature, the site will eventually 

be the home of a complex that will feature six soccer 
fields as well as biking, walking and nature trails.

Hohenberger emphasized that although the new 
park will be anchored by soccer fields, other sports 
won’t be taking a backseat to the popular activity.

“The idea is to move some of the existing soccer 
fields to Patriot Park and use the space we gain by 
those moves to add fields for other sports,” he said. “It 
will be more efficient to have the bulk of our soccer 
fields at Independence and Patriot parks so that par­

ents with more than one player won’t have to shuttle 
their kids all over Canton.

“The plan will have a positive impact on all sports, 
not just soccer.”

Heritage Park will see a significant facelift once the 
project is enacted as the popular sports complex will 
add a fourth baseball field, a football field and a la­
crosse field.
A second baseball field will be constructed at Flodin 

Park, while the two adjoining diamonds at Griffin Park 
will be transformed into a cricket field.

“We’re currently in the process of completing the 
engineering and permitting for the plan, so that once 
funding is available, we’re ready to go,” Hohenberger 
said.
Hohenberger said a firm timeline for the Patriot 

Plan won’t be developed until money becomes avail­
able to the township.

niece or a nephew or your child’s best 
friend at school,” Koplewicz said. “#My- 
YoungerSelf represents our society, 
whether you’re famous or not, coming 
together to get these kids the help they 
need.”

Ready to listen

Depression got Schmitt down over 
the years, but never totally out.

Yet after the 2012 Olympics, Schmitt 
stopped swimming in international 
meets. It took the friendship and advice 
of fellow Olympic swimmer Michael 
Phelps to help lift her out of her dol­
drums.
With encouragement from Phelps, 

she started to see a psychologist. Ulti­
mately, Schmitt climbed out of the dark­
ness and made a successful comeback
—  winning gold and silver medals at 
2016 Rio Games.

So she knows about the benefit of 
finding ways to keep lines of communi­
cation open, no matter how difficult 
talking about her emotions might be at 
times.

“If I can tell my younger self what I 
now know about depression, I would 
say, ‘You’re not crazy, you’re not weird,”’ 
Schmitt said in her video segment. 
“We’re humans, we all have emotions —  
whether it’s happy, sad, frustrated, an­
gry, excited, silly. It’s OK to have those 
emotions, but it’s not OK to isolate.

“Have those hard conversations, 
those tough conversations. And then, 
know it’s not easy. The first time, maybe 
not the second time, maybe not the 
third, maybe not the 10th. But it allows 
the weight to get off our shoulders.

“It allows us to live more freely with 
the help of others. Remember, we’re all 
unique, we’re all loved and each person 
adds a special puzzle piece to this 
world.”

They’re not alone

Schmitt and other celebrities, such 
as Lindsey Stirling, Ginger Zee, Charles 
Schwab, Jessica McCabe, Tim Howard 
and Adam Grabowski, created home­
made, inspiring messages talking to 
“their younger selves.”
Those short videos were recorded on 

their smartphones and shared via Child 
Mind Institute’s social media channels 
and website (childmind.org).
The public got involved by sharing 

and liking videos on social media and 
uploading their own videos with hope­
ful messages to their younger selves.

Child Mind Institute president and 
founder Dr. Harold S. Koplewicz empha­
sized that the #MyYoungerSelf cam­
paign strives to “eradicate the stigma 
that keeps the one in five young people 
who struggle with a mental health or 
learning disorder from getting help and 
reaching their potential.

“We all know and love these children
—  if it’s not your son or daughter, it’s a

Soothing words can provide balm, 
whether from celebrities, family, friends 
or mental health professionals.

David Majchrzak falls into the latter 
category. He is a limited licensed psy­
chologist at Oakland Psychological 
Clinic, where he tries to lift the veil of 
gloom for patients as young as age 12. 
Oakland Psychological Clinic has coun­
seling centers in eight locations, includ­
ing Bloomfield Hills, Livonia and Mil­
ford.

“Teens are under more pressures and 
challenges than parents and families 
know,” Majchrzak said. “And a lot of 
times, teenagers will try to be very 
strong and cope in the best way they 
can. But I think parents and society in 
general, the standards (on young peo­
ple) are pretty hard.

“Kids don’t have the coping skills and 
they get swamped, then they get very 
depressed for ‘you’re not being perfect, 
you’re not being good enough.’ But they 
hold it to themselves, they don’t want to 
upset their teacher, their family, their 
peers.”

Majchrzak said there are too many 
“outcome-based” activities filling teen­
agers’ lives, including academics, social 
interactions and sports.

“There’s less of just being able to be 
themselves,” he said. “They feel it at 
their age, very much so, but they can’t 
place it. That’s where a lot of kids get 
stuck.”

Through efforts such as #MyYoun- 
gerSelf and by teenagers not being 
ashamed to talk to teachers, counselors 
or even psychologists, Majchrzak is 
hopeful that their feelings of despair 
will subside.

“The problem is never as big as you 
feel or think. You’re not a burden to any­
body when you need help,” Majchrzak 
said. “Help is always there. Trust that 
others will listen or be there.

“You feel more empowered when you 
know you’re not the only one going 
through this. Those (#MyYoungerSelf) 
clips and that kind of support is awe­
some, because a lot of kids think, like, 
‘It’s only me. I’m  the only one who has 
this.’”

Try the Funky Mon­
key pancakes with chocolate chips and 
sliced bananas, drizzled with peanut 
butter and chocolate sauce. Or give in to 
The Addiction, French toast stuffed 
with mascarpone Italian cream cheese 
and topped with salted caramel and a 
vanilla creme sauce, toasted coconut 
and fresh strawberries.

Cracked marks the 24th restaurant 
for the Neelys and their Michigan-based 
restaurant group, Inspired Concepts, 
including locations for Noodles & Co., 
Old Chicago pizza, Smashburger and 
Mt. Pleasant’s 1950s-style Pixie diner, 
among others.

Cracked, however, is special.

Road, behind P.F. Chang’s, has a stylish 
orange and teal decor. A place for break­
fast, brunch and lunch, it even has a ta­
ble and chairs that look like cracked 
eggs. Employees —  or the “food innova­
tion team,” as Jeff Neely calls it —  wear 
creative T-shirts. One has a fork with 
sunglasses and the letters WTF: 
Where’s The Food?

And that’s really what Cracked is 
about: The food. The Neelys —  high

school sweethearts turned restaura­
teurs —  brought in renowned chef Jere­
my Hargrove, who has worked with the 
likes of celebrity chef Wolfgang Puck, to 
help develop the menu.

Customer Julie Wiechman-Jarrett 
gave Cracked an enthusiastic thumbs 
up during her first visit. For lunch she 
had LiT Gems, made of four little gem 
lettuce wedges with house-made green 
goddess dressing, bleu cheese, bacon 
crumbles and topped with two poached 
eggs

“I thought it was very good and the 
price was very reasonable (at $8),” she 
said. “For a salad, it was very filling. I 
probably won’t eat dinner.”

More decadent customers might try 
the one-third pound PB and Jealously 
burger. The meat is half ground beef and 
half ground bacon laced with habanero 
strawberry jam and topped with a fried 
egg, fried bananas, cheddar cheese, 
more bacon and peanut butter on a but­
tered brioche bun.

To be sure, Cracked offers healthier 
options, such as the Lemonberry HoYo, 
house-made Greek yogurt infused with 
lemon, honey and vanilla and topped 
with fresh seasonal berries and granola 
crumbles.

Residents of Lansing, the Neelys met 
in seventh grade, became high school 
sweethearts and married in 1981. Jeff 
Neely has about 40 years of experience 
in the restaurant business, once work­
ing as a Domino’s Pizza assistant man­
ager and working his way up to regional 
vice president based in Denver.

for perfection with every dish they 
serve. They say their food has been 
taste-tested with three of their four 
grandchildren who are old enough to eat 
at ages 3, 4 and 5. Their daughter Na­
tasha, who handles their marketing, 
also approves and likes to use words like 
“eggs-cellent” and “eggs-citing” to de­
scribe Cracked.

Cracked partners with local compa­
nies such as Michigan-based Zinger- 
man’s Coffee Co. The restaurant also 
serves Stubborn Soda, with flavors such 
as agave vanilla cream, orange hibiscus 
and classic root beer. A full bar menu is 
in the works.

It’s normal to wonder how the Neelys 
got the name for their restaurant. Patti 
Neely came up with the Cracked part 
and her son-in-law, Levi Martin, the 
company’s chief development officer, 
chimed in with An A.M. Addiction.

The Neelys want their customers to 
feel at home when they are ordering 
items like the Cracked Candied Pizza, 
made with a candied sauce, mozzarella 
cheese, scrambled eggs and bacon.
The Neelys laugh easily. They seem 

to enjoy their latest venture. And they 
want their customers to savor the expe­
rience, too.

“We want our restaurant to be like 
you’re coming into our home to eat,” Jeff 
Neely said.

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A trust will ensure wishes are met, even after death
Money Matters

Q: I have a couple of questions with 
regard to estate planning that I hope 
you can help me with. I am in my early 
70s and I have never done anything 
regarding a will or a trust. I’ve decided 
now is the time. My situation is, I am a 
widow with three adult children who 
are on their own. If you add every­
thing in my estate, it’s worth about $1 
million. M y  problem is, my three chil­
dren are in different financial shape. 
My oldest son has been very success­
ful and doesn't need my money. My 
other two children are much more in 
need. The problem is, they are totally 
irresponsible with money. If I give my 
two younger children money, I know 
they will blow it and have nothing to 
show for it. M y  attorney is a close fam­

ily friend and, therefore, I wanted to 
get my thoughts in order before I sit 
down with him.
A: I love that you're recognizing the 

reality that two of your children are fis­
cally irresponsible. The easy way out 
would be to give the kids the money out­
right upon your death and not worry 
about what they’ll do with it. On the oth­
er hand, as a loving parent, the better 
thing to do is protect them from them­
selves. That is why I recommend you 
create a trust for your two fiscally irre­
sponsible children.
You can create a trust that takes ef­

fect upon your death that will control 
your children’s inheritance. You can 
provide that the trust distributes money 
to them on a regular basis over as many 
years as you choose. In addition, with a 
trust, you can also create provisions 
where (based on certain criteria that 
you set) other monies can be distributed 
to them on an as-need basis. Basically, it

allows you to control your money and its 
distribution after your death.

One of the key ingredients to a trust is 
the trustee —  an individual that will im­
plement the trust based upon the crite­
ria that you set. The trustee can be an 
individual, a group of people or even an 
institution such as a bank. There are 
pros and cons for each; the key is to find 
the type of trustee that best suits your 
situation. For example, it may seem ob­
vious that your fiscally responsible child 
should be the trustee, but it may put him 
in awkward position and it may harm 
the relationship with the other two kids. 
A professional trustee would follow the 
terms of your trust, but they can be ex­
pensive. The best trustee for you is the 
one that best suits your situation.
Another tough issue is whether your 

fiscally responsible child gets his inheri­
tance, if any, outright or is he also sub­
ject to the terms of the trust. There is not 
one right answer; again, it’s what’s best 
for your family dynamics.

Deciding on inheritances and how 
they are handled is not an easy decision. 
Every family is different, with different 
issues and situations. I encourage you 
not to do what your next-door neighbor 
is doing or what your best friend is do­
ing, but what works for you. Remember, 
no one is entitled to an inheritance and 
the most important person to please is 
yourself, because it is your money.

I encourage everyone who doesn’t 
have an estate plan to do one. You don’t 
do an estate plan because you think 
something bad is going to happen, you 
do an estate plan because you love your 
family and you want to make sure that 
at all times they are protected. Having 
an up-to-date estate plan will accom­
plish that.

Couple surveys damage after truck hits home

The large boarded up area where 
there used to a picture window and the 
smashed brick exterior of the home on 
Shiawassee doesn’t reflect all the dam­
age caused by a speeding pickup truck.
When the truck slammed into the 

house, it went through the living room 
and struck the dining room table and 
chairs, not to mention a 55-gallon fish 
tank.

“We’ve got a flooded basement. The 
fish tank (water) leaked to the base­

ment. It ruined our finished basement. 
All the fish died —  I’d had the fish tank 
for 10 years,” homeowner Joni Delikta 
said. “At least we’re above the turf.”
With the living room boarded up, De­

likta said insurance company repre­
sentatives have been telling her not to 
clean up or move anything. She shows 
dust on the couch in the family room lo­
cated at the rear of the house. Dust and 
water were all over a loaded pantry in 
the basement.

The house is tagged as uninhabit­
able, but not condemned. Retired, De­
likta is at the house with her two dachs­
hunds —  Quizno and Meadow —  trying

to keep them away from potential haz­
ards from tiny bits of glass or contami­
nants.
The Deliktas were sleeping in a bed­

room to the rear of their home, west of 
Inkster Road, when the Ford F-150 pick­
up truck left the roadway and drove in 
through the living room about 4:18 a.m. 
May 23.

“I thought the house had exploded. 
We couldn’t walk down the hallway —  
there were bricks and glass down the 
hallway,” Delikta said.

With the assistance of a Royal Oak 
police K-9, Farmington Hills police offi­
cers located a suspect at a home on St.

Francis Street, which dead-ends at 
Shiawassee, directly across from the 
Delikta home.

John Leonard Voskhul Jr. has been 
arraigned on charges of operating under 
the influence of a controlled substance, 
failing to report an accident and failing 
to identify himself after an accident. A 
not-guilty plea was entered on his be­
half when Voskhul was arraigned in 
47th District Court.

“OK. For the last time: play ball!”
And with those words uttered by vet­

eran umpire Dick Gibson, the last ath­
letic event at Livonia Ladywood High 
School —  a softball game against long­
time Catholic League rival Farmington 
Hills Mercy —  was underway May 25.

The Blazers managed to keep things 
close for a while and held a 3-2 lead after 
three innings. However, a nine-run 
fourth inning proved the difference as 
the visiting Marlins went on to a con­
vincing 15-5 mercy-rule victory.

The school, which first opened in

“I live a mile away and I come by here 
probably 10 times a week,” he added.

Briana Combs, a 2012 Ladywood 
grad, pitched four years for the Blazers 
and then went on to star at Bowling 
Green.

“I just kind of feel like we set a stan­
dard here.

Jenny Kelley, a 2010 Ladywood grad, 
was a second baseman who played four 
years of varsity softball. She was on the 
2009 squad — the first Ladywood soft­

ball team that made it to the state cham­
pionship game that lost to Niles.

“I was shocked when I first heard it 
was closing and ifs sad,” Kelley said. 
“There’s not much that you can think of 
when the school that you went to for 
four years and have been part of closes. “

A  long history of success

Ladywood has enjoyed its fair share 
of Michigan High School Athletic Asso­
ciation athletic success over the years.

The Blazers have won state champi­
onships in volleyball (1988 and 1989, un­
der head coach Tom Teeters), basketball 
(1983, under Ed Kavanaugh), cross 
country (1980, under Ray Prosser) and, 
most recently, softball (2012, under 
Scott Combs).

The athletic program has won count­
less Catholic League championships, 
including this spring’s lacrosse team 
that won its seventh straight league 
crown.

Emily Wagner (Miss Basketball 
1984), Combs (Miss Softball and Michi­
gan Gatorade softball player of the year 
in 2012) and Mary Beth O’Dea and Laura 
Szwed (Miss Hockey winners) are just 
four of the many high-profile athletes 
who impacted Ladywood athletic pro­
grams over the years.

“All of our athletic programs have 
really had their high points at some 
point,” said athletic director Emily Frik- 
ken, in her first year as athletic director 
and third year at Ladywood, where she

also served as a basketball and field 
hockey coach.

The official announcement of Lady­
wood’s closing came late last year. So 
Frikken, a 2009 Warren Regina High 
School graduate, took particular satis­
faction with Ladywood’s fall athletic 
teams that enjoyed a great deal of suc­
cess prior to finding out the school was 
closing.
For instance, the volleyball team 

made it to the final four and two golfers 
made it to the state finals. In addition, a 
Blazers diver and cross country runner 
qualified for states and the field hockey 
team won the Cathofic League champi­
onship for the first time since 2011

“Ifs so great that we accomphshed so 
much in the fall before we even knew 
the school was closing,” Frikken said. “It 
meant so much more to the girls and the 
school that we had such a successful 
fall.

“Ifs definitely been sentimental, es­
pecially during the winter athletic sea­
sons, when we found out it was going to 
be closing. It was important for us as an 
athletic coaching staff to help keep the 
girls united as much as possible. The 
news really motivated them to become 
more united and, even more so, moti­
vated them to do the best they could 
during their seasons.

“Obviously, everyone who works 
here or who has worked here or who has 
gone here is saddened by the news. But I 
think ifs a testament to the community 
and the legacy that Ladywood has that 
we really became united.

“We had so many alumnae events 
that people came back for,” she added. 
“It was so great to see people come back 
and celebrate the legacy that we have.”

For the record, Ladywood finished 
with seven hits in its final game.

Junior Emily Paluk finished with two 
hits and two runs scored, including the 
program’s final run in the fourth inning. 
Kemp had two singles, one RBI and 
scored a run. Schellenberger, junior 
Bridget Folk and freshman Rachel Pau­
lin accounted for the other three Blazers 
hits.

Mercy lead-off batter Grace Nieto 
was 4-for-4 with three runs scored. The 
Marlins sent 15 players to the plate in 
their nine-run inning, when they 
pounded out nine hits, including two 
each by Emma Dompeine and Caroline 
Carlson.

But the day was more the celebration 
of a storied program against a long­
standing rival. In that sense, it was a 
success.

“We really wanted to celebrate the 
traditional rivalry with Mercy over the 
years,” Frikken said. “We wanted to 
make sure we had one last game where 
we could invite alumnae, family and 
friends of the softball program, but 
more importantly, of Ladywood High 
School to come back one more time.
“This was the last official event that 

we hosted at Ladywood,” she added. “So 
ifs really a celebration for athletics and 
for the school. It was just a great day to 
celebrate.”

James leads Oak Park to Oakland Comity repeat

Even on a hot night, Donnie James 
wasn’t afraid to take on the challenge 
May 25 during the 59th Oakland County 
Track and Field Meet held at Novi.

The senior proved to be the meet’s 
speed demon as he swept all three 
sprint events as the Knights repeated as 
team champion with 74 points, while 
the host Wildcats were runner-up for 
the second straight year with 50.

James, who was named the Male 
Athlete of the Meet, accounted for 30 
points, winning the 100-meter dash 
(10.82), the 400 (meet record 47.49) and 
the 200 (2128).

“Running three events... the 100,200 
and 400 back-to-back is kind of hard,” 
James said. “Not a lot of people do it, but 
my coach (Robert Lynch) saw the poten­
tial in me and said I’ll be able to do it. I’d 
say being able to RR. in two events is a 
big deal for me right now. Obviously, I’m  
going to try and go stronger in my events 
and RR. harder. Otherwise - for right 
now - it’s a good day.”

James was a definite threat to win 
both the 200 and 400 at Saturday’s 
MHSAA Division 1 state finals at East 
Kentwood.

“Getting ready for a 46 (400) next 
week and a 20 in the 200,” James said. 
“That’s what I’m  looking for right now.”
James, meanwhile, who has interest 

from NCAA Division I schools, is focus­
ing for now on a strong high school fin­
ish.

“As of right now, I’m  undecided, but I 
do have people looking at me,” James 
said.

BARTON M V P  NO. 2

Birmingham Seaholm, which placed 
third in the team standings with 44 
points, got another sterling effort from 
senior Ben Barton, who won the 300- 
meter hurdles in a county record 37.66 
and high jump (6 feet, 6 inches), as well 
as anchoring the Maples to a come- 
from-behind victory in the 1,600 relay 
(3:24.3).

“He’s always our guy of the meet, def­
initely,” Seaholm coach Jason Bazner 
said. “It’s amazing how he can bounce 
back in every race. You watch the work­
load he has to put in for meet - and we 
talked about it going in - and he said, 
‘Yeah, I want to do four events, because 
I’ll be doing it at the state meet.’ It’s kind 
of been his goal all year to qualify in four 
events and with the help of his team­
mates he was able to do it in the (1,600 
relay).”

Barton also placed second in 110 hur­
dles (15.0) to Lake Orion’s Thomas Mo- 
reman (14.96).

“I think after losing that 110 hurdles, 
that really motivated him for the 300 
(hurdles),” Bazner said. “To win like he 
did by two seconds is unbelievable. And 
we had him for a 48 (second) split in the 
4 by 400. He was chasing guys down in 
the last 400 meters and he did the same 
thing last week at the regionals, when 
we became regional champs in the 
meet.”

Learning from legends

Palmer grew up in the area and began his basketball 
career playing on the fourth- and fifth-grade team at 
St. Regis. The self-proclaimed “Country Day lifer” 
went on to become a three-year letter winner at Detroit 
Country Day, where he served as a captain his senior 
season.
After graduating from DCD in 2002, Palmer went to 

Albion College, where he was a four-year letter winner 
and a captain on the 2005 Albion team that made the 
quarterfinal round of the NCAA Division III national 
tournament.

Palmer, a guard, helped lead the Brits to 88 wins in 
four years —  a school record for career wins. Palmer 
and each member of the 2005 team was inducted into 
the Albion College Athletic Hall of Fame in 2015.

Palmer played for two highly-regarded head coach­
es —  Kurt Keener at Country Day (nine state champi­
onships with 678 victories in 34 years) and Mike Tur­
ner at Albion (527 wins in 34 years).

Palmer said his basketball acumen originates with 
those men.

“I’ve played for legendary coaches. I obviously start 
with coach Keener and his reputation speaks for it­
self,” Palmer said. “And at the college level, Mike Tur­
ner at Albion is another legendary Division III Hall of 
Fame coach.

“I’ve been really fortunate to just have been around 
great basketball minds my whole life,” he added. “I 
think I get my coaching pedigree —  I get little bits and 
pieces —  from them. I’m  hoping to do them proud as I 
start to take over the Brother Rice program.”

Palmer plans to incorporate an up-tempo style of­
fense with an aggressive defense.

“I think in my five years at Country Day, we aver­
aged over 75 points per game, so we’re going to attempt 
to get up and down and run,” he said. “Defensively, 
we’re going to try to be a blue-collar team and get after 
you and get physical.

“You don’t have much of a choice than to be physical 
when you play in the Catholic League,” he added. “But 
that’s the type of balance I’ll be looking for. There are 
so many great coaches in the Catholic League and I’m  
looking forward to competing against them.”

Returning to glory

Palmer has high expectations at Brother Rice, 
whose only state championship was in 1979 under 
head coach Bill Norton. The program has produced 
more than 30 all-state players, including former NBA 
champion B.J. Armstrong (1985 graduate).

However, the majority of those all-state stars 
played before the turn of the century. Rice has had only 
four all-state players since 2000, the last of whom was 
Kevonte Martin-Manley in 2010.

Rice competes in the tough Catholic League Central 
Division along with perennial stellar programs Warren 
De La Salle, Orchard Lake St. Mary’s, U-D Jesuit and 
Detroit Catholic Central. The Warriors finished with 
four overall wins last season and were last in the 
league standings.

“I think if we can get to the level where we can com­
pete with the upper level of our division in the Catholic 
League, we really believe that prepares you to contend 
in March,” Palmer said. “That’s going to be our goal. It 
sounds like a lofty goal now with where the program is, 
but that’s the type of expectations I want.

“It used to be a ‘state-championship-or-busf envi­
ronment at Brother Rice and I hope we can get com­
fortable working in that kind of environment again,” 
he added. “I would love to get to that point and it’s go­
ing to be a long road to get there and a long ways out at 
this point, but I think we have the tools to get there.”

North Farmington’s Sam Cherney turned in another 
outstanding pitching performance Tuesday, beating 
both the heat and crosstown rival Farmington to begin 
the MHSAA Division 1 softball state tournament.

between you, the employer 
and their needs. It never hurts 
to take a look at the keywords 
in the job posting and incor­

porate some of them into 
your answer. Still, you should 
always be ready to tweak your 
answer to reflect any new 
information you get during the 
interview.

K eep it brief
A good answer to the ques­

tion should not be an endless 
soliloquy. Keep it short, simple 
and to the point.
Your one goal is to suc­

cinctly encapsulate why you 
bridge the gap between the 
position you’re vying for and

the needs of the company. 
Think a minute or two, tops. 
Anything longer may exhaust 
the listener.

W hat m a k e s  you 
standi out?
It’s always smart to keep 

in mind that for every good 
answer you have for every 
interview question that arises, 
there’ll be a pack of other 
qualified candidates who are 
prepared with good answers, 
too. Make sure your response 
separates you from the crowd.

Anything that makes you 
unique and could be viewed 
as a potential checkmark in 
the “pro” column when hiring 
personnel are deciding about 
you is fair game.
Perhaps the interviewer 

mentioned that the company 
is seeking to expand its busi­
ness internationally and you 
speak the language of a coun­
try that they may be looking to 
do business in —  that could 
be a potential game changer. 
Try to have your own game 
changer in mind when facing 
this question. Not only will 
you seem well-suited for the 
job, but it will also show that 
you’ve done your homework 
and know what the company 
is all about.
“Why should I hire you?” is a 

question that has the potential 
to leave you rambling while 
not saying much of anything. 
Don’t waste your opportunity 
to create a powerful, pointed 
answer. Your interviewer will 
be impressed with your ability 
to summarize all you have to 
offer in a focused soundbite —  
you’ll look prepared, confident 
and responsible, all traits that 
are key to getting the job.
