Since |
didntwork this year and have no in-
come for 2018, do you think twould
make sense to convertmy IRA into a
Roth IRA? I read some of your col-
umns inthe past and that iswhere |
gotthe idea.

A: You areunder no doligationtofilkea
Jjoint retum. ltdoesntmatter what you
did inthe pest; every taxyear stands on
itsown. Hyou choose not to fikea joirt
retum, you arevell withinyour rigts. |
think itisagood ideathatyou dontfilkea
Jjoint retum. Remember, one of the is-
sues when you do sign a joirt retum s
that you Te attesting to the honesty and
accuracy of the retum. Since you dont
have confidence inyour ex-husband, it
would seem to me the prudent thing to
do isto not fikea joint retum. Hhe plays
some games on the tax retum, you can
be held licblebecause you signed the re-
tum. Since there isno berefit foryou to
sign a joint retum, only potential prob-
lens, lagreethata jointretum isnot the
way 1o .

With regard to converting your exist-
ing IRA imto a Roth IRA, you are eligible
and, yes, 1think itisagreat idea. Cur-
rentlyyou are inano-tax bracket situa—
i, so you can convert a sighificait
amount ofmoney tax-free. 1think itisa
great idea and something that you
should take advantage of. HFyou can
convert tax-deferred money and tax-
freemoney atno cost or very littleaost,
why not?

Itisimportant toremember thatRoth
conversions must be completed before
the end ofthe year. Although theres il
plenty of time to do a Roth conversion,
you dontwant towaittoo log. IRA cus-
todians getverybusy near the end ofthe
year. HfyouTegoingtodo aRoth conver-
sin, there isno time likethe present.

Inadditiontovoting forgovermor and
legislative racss, several kallot inftia-
tiveswill be decided, includingone pro-
posed by the Livonia-based college
looking to raise money -

Hereswhat you need to know about
the oolleges upcoming Headlee over-
rice proposal, as gathered during a
meeting between Hometown Life jour—
ralists and colllege leadership:

What is Schoolcraft College propos-
ing on the ballot thisNovember?

The collegesboard of trustees voted
earlierthisyear to send a Headlee over-
rice to the college’s taxing district. This
would essentially raise the amount of
mills levied by the college from the cur-
rent 1.7766 mills to 2.27 mills, the origi-
nal amount determined back in the
1980s.

Happroved, homeowners who own a
home valued at $200,000 would pay an
additional $50 per year fromwhat they
currerttly pay.

How isthis different from the millage
request made by the college in 2015?

The language and how it is gplied.
The request in 2015, which failed, was a
simple millage increase of 0.6 mills,
which could fluctuate depending on
saveral fectors.

“The straight millage increase would
leave us at the mercy of the Headlee
Amendment, which caused our problem
inthe firstplace,” said Conway Jeffress,
the colleges president. “Back in 1986,
the voters approved a millage increase
thattookus t2.27millsandwe got2.27
fornot even one year when the Headlee
started working on i’

IFthis request is approved, itwould
lock that 2.27-mill rate infor the next 10
years beginning in 2019, and bring in
roughly $7,136million inthe firstyear.

““Itdoes protect the dollars. The over-
rice means that the money thatwe cgt,
if the voters approve it, will stay the
same for 10 years,” Jeffress said. “The
Isst thing Iwant to do isgo out and ask
foran increase, have people sayyesand,
the following year, its lessmoney and,
the folloving year, lessmoney.”

The Headlee Amendment, approved
by voters in 1978, sets limits on how
much taxes can increase annually be-

cause of increases topropertyvalues, as
well as requiringvoter approval on local
tax incresses.

Why ask voters to increase taxes in-
stead of other measures, such as rais-
ing tuition?

Community colleges inMichigan de-
pend on three main sources of revenue:
money from the state government, tu-
itionpaid by students and taxes paidby
property owners inthe district

Jeffress said finacial dortfalls at
the oollege have increased in recent
years. He said increases instate revenue
or tuition at a reasonable leel arent
enough tomake up the difference, leav-
ing the college wirth going to the \oters.

“In the last several years, Ive had a
shortfall of about $7 millionayear. And
you just cant keep doing that forever,”
he said. ‘We gottoapointwhere we felt
that there was not going to be any sig-
nificant change in state funding and we
really could not raise tuition in the
amount that would amount t $7 mil-
lion edra. So the only altermative we
had was taxes.

“Thats what brings us to this point
now. S desperation,” Jeffress added.
“Things are getting slinmer.”’

What measures are being taken to
reach out to voters in the districts
communities without a campus in
them?

One noticeable detail inthe 2015 mill-
age increase failurewas Its lack of sup-
port outside of Livonia. Voters incom-
munities such as Canton, Northville
Township and Plymouth Township vot-

ed down the millage. A concerted effort
to reach voters inthose communities E
being targeted, Vice Presidentand Chief
Student Affairs Officer Cheryl Hagen
said, after a shorter amount of time iIn
2015 led officials to mainly focus on
campaigning inLivonia.

Those efforts include highlighting at-
tendance rates from area high schools
and the impact that has on those com-
munities where the college does not op-
erate buildings.

‘More students come here from
Northville High School than people
thirk,”” she said. “Things like ttet, we e
being very soecific and letting people
know because we do a lot for the entire
community. Hsnot justabout having a
physical presence inLivonia.”

Jeffress also expressed hope forbig-
ger voter tumout on this proposal, con-
sidering itson aballotwhere there are
lots of other races beiing deciided. Insev-
eral comunities, the 2015 proposal
was the lone item on the ballot for vot-
as.

What happens ifthe proposal passes?

Jeffress said the proposal iscnucial to
keeping the oollege running &as-is,
meaning amajority ‘yes” vote will keep
itoperating how itcurrently runs. Pro-
grams will remain and the college will
continue to run as the community has
come 1o expect.

‘What I concernedwith issustain-
ingthe operationofthe collee,” Jeffress
said. ‘My needs will stillbe righton the
m-11

Jeffress cited other efforts besides
turtion and taxes the oollege has pur-
sued to raisemoney, including the addi-
tionofthe St. Joes Sports Dome, the St
Joseph Mercy urgent care dinic, the
welcoming of Masco Corp. to campus
and another project involving the St. Jo-
seph Mercy Health System, which Jef-
fresswas tigt-lipped about.

What happens ifthe proposal fails?

College officials say students and the
community can expect big changes if
the request fails.

Jeffress saidprograms willbe cutand
turtionwill increaseatahigher ratethan
ifthe proposal were approved, though
not nearly enough tomake up the differ-
ence in fallig revenue. Tuition iIn-
creased 6 percent in 2016 after the mill-
age proposal failed the previous year.

Programs connectingwith loci busi-
nesses would see auts, IfFnot elimina-
tias, including programs bringing $2
billion infederal contracts to local com-
penies. He cited the connections the
oollege assistedwi'th the city of Livonia
when itwas seeking to attract the new
Amazon fulfillnent certer for recruiting
effarts.

“Im not sure exactly if theres any
ool lection of things 1 can do tomake up
that difference,”” he said. ‘We do a lotof
thingswith local businesses. Icancon-
tinue todo that.
